A VERY QUET FOURTH

THE POLICE REPORTS INDICATE AN

UNUSUAL RECORD.

Arrests Made Were for Slight Elude-

mneanors-List of Persons In-

jured by Explosives.

The police authorities say yesterday was
the quietest Fourth of July that has been
known in this city for many -years. It was

actually' possible, they say, for people to

get sleet. long before midnight. The en-

forcement of the police regulation against
the use of noisy explosives, It is believed,
was largely responsible for the improved
condition of affairs. Set pieces and colored
lights were used to a great extent, but they
rade no noise, and the police did not re-

ceive the usual number of complaints.
The toy pistol failed to do the usual

amount of damage, because the use of the

deadly kind was prohibited by law. There
were a few accidents and several small
fires during the day, but the injured peo-
ple were not numerous enough to keep one
doctor busy.
Two unfortunate accidents occurred. Miss

Anna Ruppert of 41S New York avenue and
Mrs. Gertrude Ellegood of 911) 11th _street
southeast were the victims. The former
was shot in the right shoulder by a boy
who was firing at a target. Miss Ruppert
heard the report of the rifle and immediate-
ly thereafter the leaden missile entered her
shoulder. Fortunately the wound is not
serious. and the attending physician thinks
it will give Miss Ruppert but little trouble.
Mrs. Ellegood was walking along Benning

road with her daughter-in-law. Mrs. Clifton
Schaffer of 1.i);5 Gales street. when a bullet.
fired by some one unknown, entered her
left forearm. She went to Pyree's drug
store, where she received medical aid. Later
she was taken to Mrs. Schaffer's house.

Result of Explosion.
A colored newsboy named Charles Tolson

was painfully Injured in the ankle. He
was near Pennsylvania avenue and 10th
street. with same other boys, who were

setting off fireworks. A white boy filled an

exploded cartridge shell with powder and
used the stem of a firecracker for a fuse.

"Lookout.' he shouted about the time he
applied the match, and his companions, with
the exception of Tolson. got out of the
way. Tolson was not a good runner and
he was injured. He was sent to the Emer-
gency Hospital for treatment.
Alphons Addison. colored, fourteen years

old, was treated at the Homeopathic Hos-
pital for some painful powder-hurns in his
face. It is feared his eyesight may be
impaired. The injured boy lives at 1245 4th
street northwest.
James Spriggs of 452 King's court was

also a patient at the Homeopathic Hos-
pital. lie Phot himself through the left
hand while handling a revolver.
Arthur Queen, colored, thirteen years old,

shot himself in the knee while celebrating.
'The doctors at the Emergency Hospital at-
tended him.
The several victims who were treated at

the hospitals yesterday morning, as pub-
lished in yester'lay's Star, were able to go
to their homes later in the day.
About 3 o'clock yesterday afternoon

Truck B Company responded to a local
alarm of fire at the house of Theodore
Goldstein, No. 2131 Stephens court. Fire-
crackers caused the blaze, which was ex-
tirguished before much damage was done.
Fireworks caused a slight fire in the sa-

General and Personal Itemas Gathered
Went of Rock Creek.

John Carter, a colored resident of 1314
27th street, was taken violently ill this
morning at 1:0 o'clock on Grace street
near 32d street. He was discovered by the
police in great agony and was removed to
the Georgetown University Hospital, where
he received medical attention.
The funeral of Mrs. August Voigt was

held this morning, the cortege leaving the
family residence on the Grant road at 10:30
o'clock. Services were held at 11 o'clock
at St. Alban's Church. The Interment was

at Prospect Hill cemetery. Mrs. VoIgt was

fifty years of age and the wife of August
Voigt. The death occurred Monday after-
noon.
An alarm was turned in last evening

about 9 o'clock from box 731 for a slight
fire in the roof of the two-story frame
dwelling 1015 31st street. The engines re-
sponded, but did not go Into service, the
damage being less than $10. Sparks from
fireworks are supposed to have caused the
fire. The house Is occupied by Henry Rob-
inson and owned by Mrs. William H. Gaf-
ford.

child, died suddenly and without medical
attention Tuesday evening at his parents'
residence, 2040 25th street. The coroner was
notified and rendered a certificate of death
from natural causes.
John M. Boyd, a conductor on one of the

new cars of the Metropolitan railroad, was
severely injured Tuesday evening at a curve
on the road between Glen Echo and Glen
Echo junction by coming In contact with
one of the poles along the track while the
car was in motion. He was knocked from
the running board of the car and thrown
violently to the ground, being unconscious
when picked up. He was taken to the
Georgetown University Hospital, where he
received attention. The car on which the
conductor was serving was one of the new
pattern with movable trucks, which, when
rounding a curve, throw the body of the
conveyance some distance over the track.

In, the police courtithis morning John
Jones, colored, was before Mayor Simpson,
charged with murderous assault on James
Lucas. The latter, who appeared as com-

plainant, bore a pistel bullet wound in his
back as the result of an encounter between
the two men last evening. Dr. Jones, who
examined Lucas, sent word that his injury
was not serious, but that probably it would
have proved fatal had the ball taken a

straight course.
The evidence of several witnesses was to

the effect that Lucas and Jones met In the
house of Ida Freeman, in "Chicken alley,"
about 7 O'clock last evening. The men
went upstairs, where they became involved
in a quarrel. Jones drew his gun ond
commenced firing at Lucas, who 'led 4ouwn
the steps and was struck by the fourth
shot as he reached the door. Mayor Simyp-
son fined Jones $50. French Jones, a white
youth, who was arrested Monday on the
charge of stealing articles of merchandise
from the store of A. Hurst, at King and
West streets, was fined $5.

THE FIGURES VARY.

Inerease in Deaths From Seme Causes,
Decrease Prom. Others.

There were 135 deaths in the District
during the past week. Of the decedents 63
were white (death rate, 15.95), and 72 were
colored (death rate. 41.98); for all the death
rate was 23.82. The changes among the
principal causes of death, as compared with
the previous report, were an increase in
mortality from brain and nervous diseases
from 11 to 14, and from intestinal and
stomach ailments of children under one
year of age from 46 to 0. From heart
diseases, the death decreased from 12 to 9,
and from consumption from 15 to 6. Two
cases of violent deaths occurred-one from
drowning and one from burns. Of the in-
fectious and contagious class there were 8
fatal cases of typhoid fever, 1 of diphtheria
and 4 of whooping cough.
Of smallpox there were 21 cases in hos-

pital at the close of last report. During
the week 4 new cases developed and 8 were
discharged, leavIng 17 under treatment in
the hospital.
There were 80 cases of scarlet fever in

quarantine at the close of last report. Dur-
ing the week 19 new cases occurred and 28
were discharged, leaving 71 cases with
warning cards in 47 premises.
Of diphtheria there were 20 cases in quar-

antine at the close of last report. During
the week 9 new cases were reported and 6
were discharged, leaving 23 cases under
observation in 19 premises.
The mean weather conditions prevalent

throughout the week were: Temperature!
of the atmosphere, 79 degrees; relative hu-
midity, 75 degrees, and barometric pressure,
29.74. The highest point of the thermome-
ter was 93, on the 29th ultimo, and lowest,
65 degrees, on the 30th, the rainfall being
.32 of an inch.
