Library said:

In 'alling for designs for the new library
building In Mr!) the commIssion stipulated:

-It is desral iso tI give special attention

Architects will. therefore, provide the most
ampie areas And the most convenient ar-
rangements for those departments. and, if
necessary, will increase their minimum al-
lu'ments of space as suggested."
The Immediate needs of the children will

be amply met by the provision of a room
en the main floor. :13xuia feet. Immediately
a-ljaent to and communicating with the
"p-n-shelf" room. It is believed, however
that so valuable will this feature of the
library become that it will greatly deveop
and. eensequently, in the planning of the
building provision is made for future ex-

pansion in this department, as will be
sh.own by the following extract from the
annual report for last year, submitted in
October. describing the accepted design:

"The basement's particular feature, how-
ever. is the reservation of an entire wing.
c'ins:ituting a single large room, well light-
ed :ini accessible. which may be used as a
children's room if at any future time such
use may seem desirable. Wherever the
chtbiren may be ultimately located, how-
ever, their comfort and convenience will
I carefully cinsidered. Mindfui of the
library's function as a supplement of the
pohlie educat'inal system of the District.
the trustees will endeavor to develop it
along the lines of greatest usefulness to
the school children of Washington."
The reports of the librarian show that the

school children of the District have already
found their way to the book shelves in
steadily increasing numbers, and it seems
assured that by the time the library has
been housed in its beautiful new home,
with the outfit of books expected to reach
it by that time from one source and an-

other. the institution will have established
itself permanently as part of the process
of developing and training the juvenile
mind.
The value to the child of access to a well-

managed. well-stocked library Is Inca!cu-
lable, not alone on the side of the acquisi-
tion of mere knowledge, but in the mural
phase. The inculcation of book-love. as

explained in the article mentioned. Is an

important feature of this movement. The
child is taught, by direct contact, under a

gentle restraint, the worth and individual-
ity of books. It is taught, furthermore, to
choose books intelligently by being Judi-
clously guided in an apparently independent
search. Indeed, the library. when well
filled, housed and managed, becomes one
of the most important factors in producing
a generation of intelligent, alert minds,
well equlpped for the life work through
intimate association with the world's mas-
ters of thought and action.
The great practical usefulness of the

library should inspire the community to
afford all possible support to this new in-
stitution, already flourishing far beyond the
mi-asure of its years.

Practical Anti-imperialism.
When a p'ank is omitted inadvertently

But why should he leave New York, If

New York Is a debatable state and his in-
fluene so great there, and go journey-
ing into Georgia. Virginia. Tennessee and
Illinois? What may he be expected to ac-
complish in those ctates-for Mr. Bryan?
Surely Georgia and Virginia, with their
election laws. are safe for the democratic
ticket. And why should Mr. Hill be starred
in Illinois and Indiana to the neglect of
New York and New Jersey?
Is the Hill itinerary beirg arranged with

a view to liM4, rather than to the present
year of grace? Is there a feeling among
certain democrats that Mr. Bryan is as good
as done for, and that It is not too soon to
consider and arrange for reorganization
when populism shall have spent its force in
the party? And is Mr. Hill to be the
Moses to lead the brethren back home af-
ter their long period of populist captivity?
A Suggested Edueational Reform.
This is pre-eminently the season for dIs-

cussion of ways and means of wisely
amending the public educational system of
the District. Therefore The Star is glad to
observe that citizens are suffielently inter-
ested to submit their views to the proper
authorities, as in the case of the letter to
the superintendent by a resident of Wash-
ington, published in the news columns to-
(lay. The suggestion contained in Mr.
Atherton's letter is not wholly novel, for
it follows in the main the principle pro-
posed by the Board of Trade schools com-
mittee it the latest annual report of that
Lody. published with the board's report in
November. 1899. Discussing the fact that
about sixty per cent of the pupils leave the
schoo!s with the sixth gr Me. the committee
suggested that the system might he made
capable of meeting the urgent educational
needs of these children by a change' con-
forming the courses to their necessities,
and it asked the following question:
"Would it not be well, after the com-

pletion of the sixth grade work. that two
courses be arranged, one course prepara-tory to the High School proper, the other
preparatory for practical life or the Busi-
r-ess High School or Manual TrainingSchool?"
Mr. Atherton proposes to begin the sep-

aration of courses as early as the third
grade, possibly the fourth, and to keep
them thenceforth distinct, with a com-
mercial course training those pupils for
active business careers with a view to their
compulsory retirement early and an
academic course giving them access to the
higher branches of elementary education,
training them to enter the high schools and
thence to reach the colleges. The principle,
however. is the same as that projected by
the Board of Trade committee. its careful
consideration is assuredly required in view
of the criticisms which have in large part
brought about the present reform move-
ment. directed at the over-development of
the "nature" system, the under-develop-
ment of the practical processes of educa-
tion in the lower grades and the neglect ot
opportunities to train the child for the
definite course of wage-earning which
must be met by so many of them at a
comparatively tender age.

The NebrasLa Populists.
The experience of the fusionisis in Ne-

braska points to the difficulties in their path
in this campaign. Already the ugly head
the spoils monster Is reared to frighten the
simon-pure silverites who hold principle
above pelf. The populists of Nebraska have
grown very domineering in their treatment
of their associates in the white metal prop-
aganda. They rightly regard Mr. Bryan
as one of them, without reserve or qualift-
eation. He represents all their fundamental
principles. He has been named by more
tl:an one of their national conventions.
V ith'out them he could not carry his own
state. They are in a good position to dic-
tatf- terms in Nebraaka, even if they can-
not coerce the democratic party to accept
their candidate for the vice presidency. So
they have put the screws on their allies.
the democrats and the silver republicans,
and, in an expresive though Inelegant
phrase. have "hogged the offices." Out of
eight nominations on the fusion ticket they
s-ecured all but two, giving each of the
'oth.r parties one, a ratio aI togetheIr- out
of proportion. according to the allies, to
the votes- expected to be contributed to the
joInt ticket.
Th. populists are chagrined at the pros-

p..et that they are to have no avowed rep-
resentatlve on the natioanal ticket other
than Bryan. who will not proclaim his al-
legiance to that party, even though he sub-
scribes to its dogmas. A large percentnge
of them have threatened to vote the Bar-
ker-Donnelly ticket as mid-naders, in or-
der to emphasize their resentment. With
the populists holding this rod over their as-
sociates, a weapon capable of dealing some

ugly blows in the campaign, It will be in-
teresting to reflect what power they would
hove in influencing the national administra-
tion in case Bryan were elected. It is clear
that Nebraska will be the scene of one of
the most interesting fights of the year.

Richard Croker's efforts to affiliate polit-
ically with a New York gossip reporter and
a Syracuse undertaker are calculated to
take some of the sentimental dignity out of
his sudden affection for W. J. Bryan.
Governor Roosevelt is accused of running

a wild west show. Mr. Bryan's bucolic as-
sumptions in Nebraska might raise a sus-
picion that he intends to run opposition
with a tame west show.

Mr. Platt will see to it that the governor-
ship of New York and some other details
of American politics are n.st tneglected intthe stress of national campaigning.

A Crushed Tragedian.
Mr. Suizer has returned to the bosom of

his constituents, and on Thursday night he
attended a political meeting In his district.
Those present were Inclined to guy him at
first, and plied him with questions about his
hard luck at Kansas City. They askedtaftet his vice presidential boom, and only
desisted from their fun when the object of
It plainly showed his displeasure.
And such Is fate, and fame! Mr. Suizer

is a fair product of the New York city
democracy. He learned his lessons there.
and first caught the approving eye of Mr.
Croker there. He was at one time "the
rose and expectany"~ of Tammany Hall.
M hen Bourke Cockran grew to be too big
for the Tammany stripes, and sought more
reputable connections, Mr. Suizer was
brought forward to take hIs place. He was
first elected to the state assembly, then
made speaker of the house, and then com
missioned for Congress.
Since his appearance on the scene here

Mr. Sulser has enjoyed conspicuously the
favor of N~ew York democratIc Influences.
Through these Influences he has received
good committee assignments, and- last De-
cember he was New York's candidate for
the minority leadership of the House. He
has been a promInent, if not always force-.
ful. figure In the debates, and he has mal-
waya proudly claimed to speak for the
democracy of his state. Even on the silver
question he has asserted that his are the
views of the plain people as opposed to
those, of the money sharks.
Coddled thus by a powerful organization.

Mr. Suizer grew ambitions. He saw the old
leaders of his party cast aside, and new
otnes-young men-brought forward. He
took the measure of the controlling outfit,

heard the names of this man and that-pop-
ulists, silver republicans and democrats-
canvassed in connection with the vice pres-
idency, and not unnaturally he thumped his
chest and asked himself and the country.
"Why should not New York furnish the
candidate? I know the right man." And
so he announced his candidacy. There
vere some smiles, but there was also some

applause, and for a time the Sulzer boom
held Its place with all the other booms.
Even Mr. Bryan treated It with respect.
As we know now, the Sulzer boom was

born to die. It could not live. It contained
within Itself the elements of its own de-
struction. Mr. Sulzer's bare appearance =n
the scene and his soliciting of votes after
the Tammany fashion were sufficient to put
an end to all of his pretensions. And so he
petered out. But there is no excuse for
levity on the part of his own people. They
are responsIble for him, and should uphold
and comfort, rather than deride, him in
the hour of his humiliation.

A National University.
From the New York Press.
The movement to prevent a n4tional uni-versity at Washington wou:d be more Inter-estilng if it were not conducted by repre-senitatives of existing universities. As it is,

we can hardly see in the objections of thepreident of Chicago University a valid rea-
ion why there should never be a Washing-ton l'niversity. Objections would comewith a better grace from representatives of
the live universities already on the groundat the national capital-the two RomanCatholic universities at Brookland and
Georgetown, the Culumbian University.Howard 'niversity and the Methodist Uni-
versity. with its fine ample site and its al-
ready completed Ha:i of History. Moreover,the Episcopal Church now and then talks
of having its own university near lisahopSatterlee's pruposed cathedral.
All these universities or proposed uni-versities, representing various religiouspoillts of view, would in time be benefited

by the influence of an entlre:y nun-sectar-Ian university, as a national universitywould have to be. But such a national ui-
versity could better be produced by grad-
ual evolution from and around the Smith-
sonian Institution than by making anl ex-
pensive flourish of trumpets to begin a job
that spollsmen might mar. The real func-
tion of a university is Just such post-grad-uate research in all branches as the Smith-
sonian already stands for in science. A
more commanding national organization
empowered to make certain stipulations
with the existing undergraduate co'lege de-
partments at Washington In the Interest of
unbiased learning would strengthen all edu-
cation at the capital instead of weakening
it by an uneconomic division of Its oppor-tunities.
Dr. Harper on the National University
Frome the (hea;;o Thuie's-llerald.
Unless it were to develop some new field

of work. what could the government uni-
versity don that the state' and private losti-
tutiotns have not already done? It would
suiply no long-felt want, would hold out
no superior inducements to students which
would dlraw them away from Harvard or
Yale. C'hicaigo, Michigan or Wisconsin, or
even the smaller colleges.
But the case would be different if it were

given a separate character all its own, and
this is what Dr. Harper favors when he
rpeaks of a school of research to be cen-
te-red about and associated with the Smith-
soznian Institution. Such a school would
be the common meeting place for gradut-
ates of many universities who might wish
to pursue post-graduate courses where
there was an immense scientific equip-
ment So. too, there would be peculiar
encouragement in Washington for carry-
ing on post-graduate studies in interna-
tIonal law and diplomacy. The associa-
tions of the place, the library facilities
with the wealth of original documents.
would have an unmistakable and very
great value. If. then, any national Insti-
tution of learning Is desirable, it is for
the advanced work of nature students in
special branches, whether it be called a
university or not.
