Iy vet diplomatically dealt with.

Thers was nesd of
systematle instruction along more than one
line. To these things you addressed your-
sell with remarkable energy and success,
despite the physical disability consequent
upsn the wound recelved by wvou in the
Ehilippines.

MURDER OF -AMERICANS

DEFINITE NEWS CABLED BY CON§UL
GENERAL GOODNOW.

Remained at Paoting and Were Kill-
ed, Although Promised Protec-
tiom by Authorities.

The following diepatch has been recelved
at the State Department from Consul Gen-
eral Goodnow, at Shanghal, dated July 27:

“An official telegram recelved here on the |

1sth, sald that all foreigners and many na-
tive Christlans had been killed at Taoting.
the misslons burned. Amerlcans, Sincox
family, Taylor, Pekin, Misses Gould, Mor-
ril. The customs office reports disturbances
at Yunan yesterday."

The cablegram ls somewhat confused, but
1s given out exactly as recelved by the
State Department. It probably means that
the Americans who were killed comprised
the Bincox family, elther & man or a wo-
man named Taylor, another named Pitkin
and the Misses Gould and Morril

The name Pekin Is belleved at the State
Department to be Pitkin, as inquiries for
&1 American of that name have been made
at the department.

Taoting Is about seventy-five miles south-
wesat of Pekin.

Missionaries in the Interior.

The Department of State is In receipt of
a cable dispatch from Consul! Fowler at
CPefoo, in reply to one sent him asking in-
formatlion of miaslonarles In China. Mr.
Fowler, In his reply, says that only one
misslonary, presumably French, is known
to be In the interfor of Honan. At Shan-
tuny only Americans are situated. Those
nat rescued are the persons who went to
Prekin belonging to the American board of
foreign missions and are belleved to be Ar-
thur Smith and wife, Wyckoff sisters,
Chapln, wife and two chlldren. These
names were given in a previous cable dis-
patch, in which Mr. Fowler sald that only

two forelgners were in the Interior, bot
French.

First Definlte Newns.

Consul General Goodnow's dispatch is the
firsi definite news of the murder of any
Awerican missionaries. The only previous
reports of the killlng of any of the workers
In the missionary field weres those of
Messrs. Norman and Brooks. English mis-
slonaries; of Blshop Fantoxzattl and some
Italtan priests, and of several Roman Cath-
olics at Mukden.

The New York Herald says regarding the
Amerlcans who have been killed:

Ten adults and six children of foreign de-
scent, most of whom were Amerleans, are
kncwn to have remained at Pao-Ting.
Though their mission bulldings had been
burned, both the Taotal and the Viceroy of
Chili promised to protect them, notwith-
standing that the “‘Boxer’” movement origi-
nated and showed Its greatest strength In
that region.

There were then about twenty milssion-
arles connected with the three mlsslons at
Pao-Ting. The statlons belonged to the
Presbyterlan board of forelgn misstons, to
the American board of commlssloners of
foreign misslons (Congregational) and to
the China Inland mission of England.

Several missionaries refused to trust the
Chinese viceroy and fled to the coast, es-
ceping to Japan and Corea. But there re-
mained In Pao-Ting until too late to escape
the following persons:

The Rev. and Mrs. F. E. Stmeox and
three children, Dr. and Mrs. Cortlandt Van
Hensselaer Hodge and Dr. G. Yardley Tay-
lor of the Presbyterlan mission; Miss Annle
A, Gould, Miss Mary 8. AMorrill and the
Rev. Horace T. Pitkin of the Congrega-
tlonal misston, and Mr. and Mrs. Bagnall
#nid three children of the China inland mis-
alon.

Dr. and Mrs. Hodge have been In China
less than a year. Both occupled prominent
positions in Philadelphla soclety, Dr. Hodge
bemg the nephew of Alexander Van Rens-
selaer, who marrled Mre. Drexel-Peil. They
had been devoted friends since childhood,
and before thelr marriage last year they
decided to glve up thelr positions in so-
ciety and devote thelr llves to spreading
the Gospel as missionaries.

Mrs. Hodge's application was made out in
her malden name, Elsle Campbell Sinclalr,
Dr. Hodge resigned a leading position in
tha Presbyterlan hospital, at Philadelphia,
to take up missionary work. They were
married, and salled for China as thelr wed-
ding tour.

Dr. G. Yardley Taylor was born of aristo-
cratle parents, at Taylorviile, Pa., on May
15, 1882, and had & promlising future be-
fore nlm. He was.graduated in medicine
with high honors at the Unlversity of
Pernsylvania. He left his home In Rurling-
ton, N. I, In 1888, to take charge of the
Lospital connected with the Preshyterlan
mirston at Pao-Ting.

The Rev. F. E. S3lmcox of Bulllon, Pa.,
became a missionary In 1892, One year
later he made Mary L. Gllson, whose father
now llves in Ludon, Pa., hls wife. They
hiad three children, all of whom accom-
1;;.;11»-1:1 them. One was only a few months
ol

The Rev. Horace T. Pltkin, who was born
in Philadelphia, left this country four years
ago, shortly after his ordination in the Con-
gregutional  Church, In Cleveland, Ohio.
Mr=. Pitkin and their one child are visiting
her father, at Troy,.Ohio. Mr. Pitkiln was
a4 graduate of Yale Unlversity and of the
I'nlon Theological Seminary.

Miss Mary 8. Morrill and Miss Annle A.
Giuld were both from Portland, Me, They
woere first reported to have gone to Pekin,
but wers detalned. They were Intimate
fricnds and sailed for China together.

Mr. and Mrs. Benjamin Bagnall, who
were connected with the China inland mis-
slon, have been In China more than twenty
Years. They were of English birth. They
have three children, one of whom Is known
1o be with them.

SPIRITS AND TOBACCO

The prellmlnary report of the commis-
sioner of Internal revenue on the opera-
tions of the bureau for the fiscal yvear end-
ed June 30, 1000, shows that the receipts
from all sources of internal revenue, for
the year, aggregaled $290,316,107, which
amount included $602,362 tax on money
orders turned over by the Postmaster Gen-
ethl to the collector for the district of
Maryland, and for which no expense for
collection was incurred, making an In-
crease of $21,831,084 over the receipts for
the flacal year ended June 80, 1809.

The expenses of the bureau for the fiscal
year ended June 30; 1900, will approximate
4,551,788, and the- percentage of cost of
collection, pradicated on these figures, less
tax on money orders, as above stated, will
be 1.4, a reductlon of .14 In the percentage
of cost of collectlon ak compared with the
preceding fiscal year, when the percentage
of cost was 1.68.

Spirits and Tobacesp.

The quantities of  distilled splrits, for-
mented Hguors, manufactured tobacco,
snuff, cigars, clgarettes, oleomargarine and
filled cheese withdrawn for consumption
and tax puald during the year ia glven as
follows: Spirits distilled from fruits, 1,386,-
361 gallons: Increase, as compared with
1800, 80,143 gallons; spirlts distilled from
grain, U8,.500,840 gallons: Increase, 9,681,520
gallons; fermented llguors, 39,480,840 bar-
rels; increase, 2,740,743 barrels.

BEGAME DESPONDENT

UNABLE TO WORK, JEFFERSON
BROWN SHOT HIMSELF.

A Sad Story of Misfortune Following
Prolonged lllness—Death Occuar-
red Last Evening.

Jefferson Brown, about twenty-four years

old, whose home was at Centerville, Prince |

George’s county, Md., eleven miles east of
Anacostia, inflicted a fatal pistol wound
upon himself at his resldence last Wednes-
day afternoon late, from the effect of which
he died last evening. His death had been
reported before as a result of the wound.
butl the statement was a premature one.
The physiclans who were summoned to at-
tend him held out no hope of hls recovery,
and his death was momentarily expected
after the firing of the shot.

Brown was well known throughout the
nelghborhood where he resided, and was
always looked upon Bs a young man of In-
telligence, who would doubtless have been
most successful at his business of farming
had he been able to follow It properly. He
was, however, incapacitated by iliness from
doing this. For over two years, it s stated,
he had been the vietlm of a wasting con-
sumptlon, almost constantly under the care
of physiclans, and able only at times to
perform labor. For the last six months he
had been confined to hls bed most of the
time, and it js sald hia final recovery was
not looked for, either by himself or his phy-
siclans. His father being dead, the young
man had previously assisted his mother and
others of his family by working, but when
he became quite lll was prevented from
doing anything In that respect. These mat-
ters became =ources of dally worry to him,
it is stated, and as he brooded over them he
became despondent. Last Wednesday his
conditlon wasa such that his friends belleve
he must have been temporarily irrespon-
sible for his act. He managed Lo procure i
loaded revolver from a sideboard In the
house, and concealed the weapon under his
pillow. It was shortly after 4 o'clock when
he firad the shot that terminated fatally.
The bullet took effect some distance below
the heart. The members of the household
who were near by heard the report of the
pistol, and upon running upstairs discovered
what had occurred. The wounded man was

ASH MAN IS COMING.

0ld Collections of Refuse Must Be Re-
moved Before August 1.

The 18t of August the municipal collec-
tlon of ashes will be Inaugurated, the ashes
to be collected from private residences only
in the city and in the more densely popu-
lated suburbs. In order that cltizens may
be able to distinguish between the call of
the garbage collector and the collector of
ashes and miscellancous refuse, Mr. War-
ner Stutler, the superintendent of the street
cleaning department, who has immediate
supervision of the work, has decided, with
the approval of the Commissloners, to per-
mit the collectora of ashes and mliscella-
neous refuse to herald their approach by
the use of a =mall gong, the collectors of
garbage to continue the use of thelr horns.

Ashes a&nd misesilaneous refuse will be
taken by the same collector, and by miscel-
laneous refuse is meant all daily wasie
from priyate residence, the term applying
more particularly to such artlcles as paper,
paper boxes, rags, old shoes, carpets, bol-
tles, tin cans, broken crockery or glass,
&c., but does not Include anything like
buildlng materials or accumulations on
lawns or in back yaids, such as the trim-
mings of sahrubbery, leaves, grass, &c.
Ashes rcnd miscellancous refuse (ntendeu
for collection must be deposited by house-

holders iIn receptacles sultable for that
purpos:, which can casily be handled by
one man, and such receptacles must be

placed at polnts accessible to the colilec-
tors.

Ashes and miscellaneous refuse must also
be kept separate by householders.

The Commissioners desire citlzens to un-
derstand that the contractor, Mr. R. V.
Rusk, cannot be required, under his con-
tract, to remove old accumulations of
either ashes or miscellaneous refuse, and It
wlill, therefore, be necessary for all who
have not already done so to remove such
old accumulations before August 1. All
private collectors will, after August 1, be
required to comply with the regulations,
both as to collection amd removal, a copy
of which may be had upon application to
the street cleaning department, District

ZEPPELIN'S ATR SHIP.

Consul General Du Bois Describes a
Tenst Trip of the Machine.

Consul General Du Bols, at 8t. Gall, Swit-
zerland, has made a report to the State De-
partment of a test of Count Zeppelin's alr
ship, which took place at Manzell, on Lake
Constance, on the 2d instant.

“At T o'cloek,” says Mr. Du Bals, “the
great ship, 124 meters (407 feet) long and
twelve meters (thirty-nine feet) in dlameter,
containing seventeen separate balloon com-
partments fllled with hydrogen gas, was
drawn out of the balloon house securely
moored to the float. In twenty minutes all
was ready for the asgent, and the ship lett
its moorings, with Count Zeppelln in charge
of one of the gondolas and Mr. Eugene
‘Wolf, the famous explorer, in charge of the
other, while Baron Bassus accompanied the
party as meteorologist. At the moment of
the ascent the wind was blowing at the rate
of about twenty-six feet per second, giving
the operators a good opportunity of testing
the ability of the air wheels to propel the
great ship against the wind. The cigar-
shaped structure ascended slowly and
gracelully to about thirty feet above the
raft. The balances were adjusted so as to
glve the ship an ascending directlon. The
propellers were set In motlon, and the air
ship, which has cost considerably over $300,-
000, started easily on lts Interesting trlal
trip.

“At first the ship moved east against the
wind for about two miles, gracefully turned
at an elevation of about 400 feet, and, mak-
ing a rapld sall to the westward for about
Hive miles, reached an altitude of 1,300 feet.
It was then turned and headed once more
east, and after traveling about a mile
against the wind blowing at the rate of
twenty-six feet per second, suddenly
stopped; floating slowly backward three
miles Lo the west, it sank Into the lake, the
gondolas resting safely upon the water.

'he time of the trip was sbout fifty min-
utes; distance traveled, about ten miles;
fastest time made, five miles In seventeen
and one-half mlnufen: highest revolution of
the propellers, 600 per minute; highest pos-
sible revolution, 1,200.

C cause of the sudden stoppage In the
flight of the ship was occaslohed by a slight

1ap to the steering apparatus, but the
colossus floated gently with the wind until
it settled upon the surfaee of the lake
without taking any water. The raft was
then brought up and the ship was easil
placed upon it and brought back to the ba.i
loon house. The weight is 20 centners (22~
000 pounds). The cost of filling the baloan
with hydrogen gas was £2,000.”
