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OPPOSE THE CHANGE

Proposed Transfer System on Wash-
ington Traction Lines.

PEOPLE OF TlOU PAR IIIGNMT

Three Associations of Citizens to

Unite in -a Protest.

PUBLIC MEETING CALLED

The change in the transfer system of the
Washington Traction and Electric Com-
pany. which is to go into effect August 1.
has caused considerable dissatisfaction
among the suburban residents who patron-
ize the Brightwood road. Particularly may
this be said of the residents of Takoma
Park. which Is the most important point
affected by the recent decision. The people
there are greatly exercised over the new

movement and are up in arms against the
enforcement of the order.
According to the recent statements. as

given out by the company, It is the idea of
the management to revive the old subur-
baa system and the sale of suburban tick-
et., on the Brightwood and Tenleytown
linies, and give only four tickets for a quar-
tei* instead of six, as at present. The re-
vival of the old-time idea has brought forth
mi.ny sharp criticisms, and unless the or-

der Is countermanded the outlook for a
boycott is said to be quite favorable.
The growiing against the road f.,r the

past year has been strong. although sub-
dued by the belief that better times were
coming. The continuation throughout the
summer of an utterly inaleqiuate service.
both as to cars and schedule, has been the
subject of severe criticism. and now, with-
out any improvement in these particulars.
an extra price Is prop'sed.
As Indicative of the result of the new or-

der, a joint mass meeting has been called
for tonight at Takoma Ifall, Takoma Park.
at Mi o'clock. The Brightwood Citizens'
Association and the lirightwood Avenue
Citizens' Association have consented to join
the Takoma Association in the crusade
against the railroad, and, with this in
view, have issued circular letters to all the
residents of their respective sections. It is
also probable that a meeting will be held
at the Brightwood 11otel, Thurslay even-
ing, to discuss the situation. The residents
of Petworth, Soldiers' Htome and, in fact.
all of the residents along the Brightwood
road and in the vicinity of Brightwood and
Takoma Park have been requested to be
present at the meeting tonight.
With a view of obtaining an expression

of the residents in the suburbs a repre-
sentative of The Star has had interviews
with a number of prominent citizens. In-
cluded among them are Mr. Louis J. Shoe-
maker, president of the Brightwood Citi-
zens' Association; Mr. J. B. Kinnear, pres-
ident of the Takoma Citizens' Association;
Mr. R. S. Brown, one of the oldest resi-
dents of Takoma, and Mayor S. S. Shedd
of Takoma Park.

Expresses Surprise.
President Shoemaker said:
'Answering your question for an expres-

sion of opinion as to the suggested purpose
of the Washington Traction Company to
furnish its patrons with what is called a

suburban ticket, or four tickets instead or
six for 25 cents, I desire to say that per-
sonally I am much surprised. L cannot
realize that the managers have seriously
considered such a change. We feel that It
is a mere rumor. and hope this to be a fact.
"The people of this section. however, are

thoroughly enlisted in their general wel-
fare, as may be evidenced by their interest
in and attention to the Brightwood Citi-
zens' Association and the Takoma Citizens'
Association. It has been, and will con-
tinue to be. our purpose, through the me-
dium of these organizations, to enlist the
Commissioners and Congress in the neces-
sity for making certain general develop-
ments and improvements, and we desire to
assist the Commissioners in the perform-
ance of their arduous duties. Therefore we
cannot refrain from giving our attention to
the report contained in The Star Friday
evening, with reference to the proposed
change of fare.
"I have been already requested to call a

mass meeting of the people for next Thurs-day at 8 o'clock p.m., to be held in the
hotel, under the auspices of. the Bright-
wood Citizens' Amociation. in which the
people of Takoma. as well as those of
Brightwood and vicinity are expected to
participate.
"Personally speaking. it will not be our

purpose to criticise the railway company or
Its managers. This company has undoubt-
edly accomplished a great undertaking in
this District. The new Washington, as we
term it out here .in Brightwood, has been
benefited and will continue to improve un-
der the influence of rapid communication
with the business centers.
"There exists a mutuality with reference

to this condition of affairs. It involves.
first, the general community: second. the
railway company, and third, the individuals
of this particular section. We may ignore
the third, because, individually speaking.
and, of course, from a pecuniary stand-
point, it makes but little difference in the
course of a year whether tickets are sold
four or six for 25 cents. With reference to
the first and second, however, the railway
company and the community at large, we
find that their Interests are reciprocal.
"The development of this section is as-

sured with rapid transit for one fare-six
tickets for 25 cents. This development in-
volves the future as well as the present
welfare of the railway company. Its man-
agers are certainly aware of this fact, and
they will not operate against its interests
and that of the community as well by re-
tarding the rapid advance of both, which
is now so apparent to every one. Men
who control the money which enabled them
to do what has been done and possess the
ability to accomplish such results, are cer-
tainly not now unmindful of their best in-
terests.
"tt remains, however, our duty to repre-

sent one section and properly present our
views upon this situation and to contend, if
necessary, for our rights.,'

Mlayor Shedd's View.
Mayor S. S. Shedd in a conversation said:
"It would be a great injustice to the

residents of Takoma Park and Brightwood
and the people all along the line of the
Brigthtwood road, as well as the residents
of Tenleytown, to charge two fares. I am
sure the Washington Traction and Electric
Company does not mean to discriminate
against these sections while the other sub-
urbs are given a single fare and a through
service not only by the Washington Trac-
tion Company, but by the Capital Traction
Company. Such increase in fare, being an
Increase of ii0 per cent Jpsould retard the
growth of these suburbs in favor of Chevy
Chase and other suburbs which have the
single fare, I cannot believe that the trac-
tion company means to discriminate against
our location in favor of the others named,
because it is an injustice and because of
the unparalleled liberality of the company,especially in the matter of transfers.
"The Washington Traction and Electric

Company has been extravagantly and un-
necessarily liberal with the issue of trans-
fers, very much more than the public ex-
pected or should have expected, at least.
I believe if the transfer privileges were rea-
sonably curtailed *the suburban branches
would become remunerative lines. A.s an
example. I have ridden from the DistrictLine at Hyattsville into the city, transferred
at 9th and G, again at 7th and Florida
avenue and thence to Takoma Park. This
ctould also be done fromn Tenleytown by this

tinprecedented liberality. The company was
simply throwing away its opportunity to
make revenue, giving the publIc too much

ride for a 414- cent ticket, The general
public Is not unreasonable and knows that
the money invested In railroad stocks is

l'or the return of dividends to the share-

hrolders, and are willing such fair dividend.
should be made. I further believe that if
the railroad company will first try a cur-

tailment of the very liberal tranafer system
now in vogue it will soon find the leakage
it is in search of, I cannot believe the
Brightwood road is not paying, because the
ears are nearly always crowded, and one
han to seamble for' -a set at all dtma.=

night. One often has to stand up nearly
all the way to Brightwood before a seat .
can be secured.

"I deslr to emphasize the fact that the
citizens of Takoma Park want a through
service and want it at once. The loss of
time caused by changing and waiting for
cars in considerable. but the irritation and
wear and tear upon one's patience is in-
calculable. Give us through service at once
and we shall be glad to pay the same rate
for It that all the other suburbs pay. Why
make fish of one and flesh of another?'

Favors a Boyeatt.
Mr. R. S. Brown. a prominent citizen af

Takotna. who was among the first to build
and reside in Takoma Park, is at present
chairman of the sewers and sanitation com-

mittee of the citizens' association. He is
highly Indignant at the backward step
taken by the syndicate. Mr. Brown was

one of the former presidents of the citi-
zens' association and was one of the origi-
nal committee of nine which resulted in
extending the street car facilities to Ta-
koma. and has been for years a constant
traveler on the road.
In an Interview today he said:
"If the recent increase of fare is carried

out by 6he Washington Traction and Elec-
tric Company I am in favor of boycotting
the road and using the steam road. I can-
not understand why the Brightwood road
is called a suburban road or that Takoma
Park is a suburb, when their cars run
from the center of the city in three other
directions to the District line for one fare.
Why such discrimination against Takoma?
Why, the people of Takoma are at the
present time at the expense of $4,tuk9 put-
tling in a water and sewerage system to
benefit and improve the park and make it
still more attractive, while the railroad
gives It a blow which Is bound to be sa-
riously felt by all property owners. Where
are.the through cars which were promised
nearly two years ago? At that time it was
stated that we would have the best of
equipments, everything new.
"This scheme of four tickets for 25 cents

must necessitate a change of cars at the
boundary (which was to be eliminated P.
for if the through service is given where
will the dividing line be to expect the dou-
ble fare, for the occasional rider will not
have these coupon tickets. lie must pay
two fares. Isn't that going up against the
law which says one car fare to any point
in the District, when the road Is under the
same ownership? The Brightwood road is
now carrying more passengers throughout
the entire day than any other road leading
out of the city. It Is all rot about the
company not being able to carry people at
the present charges. What is necessary
now to prevent this miserable, uncalled-for
stop to the progress of this delightful sub-
urb is organized. efticient and complete
boycott and an earnest apeal to Congress
at its next session for our just rights. We
have got to have a through service at six
ticgets, for a quarter and a sixteen-minute
schedule, or there will be discomfort for
these big street car magnates. We have
been waiting now nearly two years tor
this change, and hope to get it.'
Regarded an Umjumt Diserlmlalltem.
President Kinnear, in speaking of the

new movement, says:
"In my judgment the Increase of fares on

the Brightwood line is not only an unjust
discrimination against the people of Ta-
koma Park and vicinity, but It is a step
backward which cannot Inure to the benetit
of the road in the long run. While it is
true the company is a rich and powerful
corporation, nevertheless It needs the goad
will of the people, which it can never lope
to get by placing upon them what they re-
gard as unjust burdens. If the company
will treat all Its suburban lines alike and
let the burden rest with equality upon all
its suburban patrons, then. I think, our
people will pay their share with as much
grace as any others In the District and
with as little grumbling; but to single us
out In the manner It has proposed is more
than we will submit to without at least
making a vigorous protest.
"If the road Is not paying now I am quIte

sure that an addItional burden on the peo-
ple will not have a tendency to build up
the country between Takoma Park and the
city, but, on the contrary, prices In real
estate wIlt decrease, no building will be
done and the traffic on the road will stead-
ily decrease until the deficit will be felt
more keenly than It is at the present time.
"For one I am sadly disappointed In the

conduct of the road, for I had hoped the
officers would be quick to catch the impulse-
of improvement and lend thereto every as-
sistance in Its power, for by so doing it
would not only help to build up the most
beautiful part of the District, but every
family that could be Induced to locate out
here would be an addition to the patronage
of the road, and it would only be a ques-
tion of a short time when revenues would
be greatly Increased,
"In addition to the above, If we are

forced to purchase coupon tickets at four
for a quarter many of the people will use
the CapItal Traction cars, and the big syn-
dicate will actually get less for the service
rendered than they are getting now.
"I am opposed to the change for more

reasons than one. In the first place, I cans
hardly conceive of a big syndicate like this
one retrograding into the channels of the
old Brightwood Railway Company, the
memorIes of which are a perfect nightmare
to the older residents of this part of the
District. In the second place, it is an un-
just discimination, and, in the third place,
many people who live just a few blocks
above the boundary will be compelled to
pay an extra fare, which to many means
quite a sum at the end of a year."
