MR. STEVENSON ACCEPTS.

Speech of the Deeoeratte Candidate
for the Vice Presldecey.

In his reply to the chairman of the noti-
fication commiUee at Indianapolis yester-
day afternoon Adlai E. Stevenson, the dem-
ocratic nominee for the vice presidency.
said, in part:

I am profoundly grateful for the honor
conferred upon me by my selection by the
national democratic convention as Its can-
dIdate for the high office of Vice Presi-
dent of the United States. For the compli-
mentary manner in which such action has
been officially made known to me I express
to you, Mr. Chairman, and to your honored
associates of the committee my sincere
thanks.
Deeply impressed with a sense of the re-

sponsibility assumed by such candidacy, I
accept the nomination so generously ten-
dered me. Should the action of the con-
vention meet the approval of the people in
November it will be my earnest endeavor
to discharge with fidelity the duties of the
great office.
The chief purpose of the great convention

whose representatives are before me was

redress for existing wrongs and security
against perils yet greater which menace
popular government. Your convention, in
language clear and unmistakablie, has pre-
sented the vital issues upon which the pend-
ing contest Is to be determined. To its
platform I give my earnest assent.
Clearly and unequivocally the democratic

convention has expressed its sympathy with
the burghers of the South African republics
in their heroic attempt to maintain free
government.. In this the convention not
only voiced the sentiments of American
democrats, but of liberty-loving men ev-
erywhere. It is not strange that those who
have kept the political faith of the author
of the Declaration of Independence should
express their abhorrence at the effort of a
great European power to subjugate a peo-
ple whose only crime is a death struggle
to maintain their liberties
The lavish appropriations by the present

republican Congress should challenge the
attention of all thoughtful men. Subsidy
bills and all unnecessary taxes are con-
Cemni by our platform. The accumuta-
tion of surplus revenues Is too often the
pretext for wasteful appropriations of Ine
public money. The millions of surplus now
accumulating in the treasury should re-
main in the pockets of the people. To this
end the democratic party demands a re-
duction of war taxes to the actual needs ot
the government, and a return to the policy
of strict economy in all governmental ex-
penditures.
The deadly power of the trust is felt in

all channels of trade. This is but the be-
ginning. Is it too much to say that unlessreetrained by wholesome laws, wisely ani
efficiently administered, the danger becomes
appalling? Fostered by the Dingley tariff
Inw. the trusts, during the present repub-lican administration, have enormously in-
crease' in number and in power.
At this hour I can but a'lude in brief

words to other needed reforms to which the
attention of the country is called by the
democratic platform. Prominent among
these is such an enlargement of the scope
of the interstate commerce law as will pro-
tect the public from unjust. transportation
rates and individuals from unfair discrim-
ination. As is well known, this law has
failed to effect the wise purpose for which
it was enacted; in fact, it is now little
tnore than a dead letter upon the statute
books. Under well-considered amendments
the commission should be vested with am-
ple power to prevent injustice both to In-
dividuals and to the public.
Our platform favors the creation of a

department of labor, whose chief officers
shall take rank with other constitutional
advisers of the President. This is in the
interests of justice, and will prove an Im-
portant step looking to the proper recognl-
tion and encouragement of the producers of
wealth.
In explicit terms it favors liberal pensions

to our soldiers and sailors and to those
dependent upon them.
With equal justice it reiterates the de-

mands of a former democratic platform for
bimetallism-the restoration of silver to Its
proper function In our monetary system.
For the protection of the home laborer

it demands the enforcement of the Chinese
exc'usion act.
And in the Interest of an enlarged com-

merce it favors the immediate construction
of the Nicaraguan canal. This, however,
with the provision that it shall remain for-
ever under the exclusive ownership and
control of the United States. The pending
Hay-Pauncefote treaty is condemned as a
surrender of American rights, not to be
tolerated by the American people. In the
construction and control of this great work
there can be no concession of right to any
European power. Commercial interest and
national safety in tIme of war alike demand
Its permanent ownership by our govern-
ment.
Mr. Stevenson closed with a long argu-

ment against what he termed Imperialism,
which. he claimed, was really the para-mtunt issue of the campaign.

was piled on Pelion, insult added to injury.
by Senator Teller's alleged statement that
the Porto Ricans were unfit for citizenship,
which, says the Diaro, 'is the grossest
Insult ever flung In the face of any people."
Senator Teller can at least claim to have

stirred the Porto Rican heart as It had
rarely been stirred before, and to have been
for a time the most talked of man In the
Island.
Gradually, though. the mutterings of the

storm which he stirred up are dying away
and attention Is being drawn from foes
without to supposed foes within.
Federals and republicans are applying to

one another terms more forcible than cour-
teous, and predicting with a confidence that
admits no shadow of a doubt of the outer
rout, rank and file of their political opp0-
rents.
Patriotism, too, is claiming her victims,

and a number of Porto Ricans are mag-
ranimously offering to leave home and
country to serve their native land as Porto
Rica's cole representative in the national
congress.
Fortunately the number of candidates to

reduced a few hundreds of thousands by
the incapacity of these ''no less noble pa-
triots" to speak English.

cent.
The results of this will fa:1 on the farmers

most heavily, who would be inevitably
ruined by a continuance of it. The great
leveler, competition, though, it is thought,
will go far toward the re-establishment Of
reasonable prices.
As the time for the assembling of Porto

Rica's-in part at least-home-made legis-
lature draws nearer interest in the event ts
deepening, and every one Is anxious to see
to what extent these people will prove
themselves capable of guiding this little
"ship of state." so long ru ed by "hands
across the seas." A new Richmond is in
the political field, called the Poro Rican
democratic party, and already is becoming
a force to be reckoned with. The vigorous
nature of the anti-imperial and pro-Porto
Rican planks in the democratic platform
appeals strongly to these people,
The recent change in the office of commis-

sioner of education, followed closely by the
total destruction by fire of the "no'el ant
training school" of San Juan, has in v ta ly
resulted in a further disarrangement of the
unavoidably dieturbed state of affairs in
that department. The n-n-arrival of Mr.
Browshaugh. the newly appointed commis-
stoner of education, is the subject if much
comment, it was naturally suppoel that
he would be on hand In time to mak" a
