This shows
that the usurping reaciionuries at Pekin
have nut been able to carry the provineial
governors and vicernys with them In thelr
Insane cffort to drive wut all foreigners
lmm'thu country, If they had followed up
old Kang Y1 and Prince Tuan in their war
agninst forelgners, then all the misslonaries
would have been 1o very great danger lo-
deed in Shanghal, and, in fact, all over the
country. There would have been no place
where they could have reated in peace on
the sall of China, at least not untll an over-
whelming force of foreign seldlers could
bave reached there and taken possession of
some of the ports along the comst.
