W. Sellers Of The Star
press room. he gives some graphic detailsof the trip from Dawson to Seattle."It took me fourteer days to reach Seat-tileone ian make It in ten, but I made bad
connections. Our boat, the Nora, had aboutforty paengers aboard, Including fourwomen. Wte left Dac'son June 26 and theNora made abiout three miles an hour. insome laetes the current was so strong shewas alroost at a standstIll. Not far fromFort Selkirk the boat went over a bigboulder, lifting ens side of her about afoot out of the water. About twice a daywe slopped to take on wend. Every oeIn a while a snag would get caught In therudder and then the boat would have to beturned around to get It out.
"We madle Rink rapIds without any trou-ble, hut sIx miles above are the Fivelinger raids. When we reached there wefound the beat Floirenee had been trying tomake the ascent all day. HOME LIFE IN CHINA
Social Prejudices of the East and

West Contrasted.

POSITION OF NOE In fE WlE

Delinquent Members of Household
Dealt With in Private.

THE CHILDREN OBEDIENT

One of the most interesting chapters in
the book on China isaried a short time ago
under the auspices of the Edinburgh (Bot-
land) Geographical Society is entitled "The
Autocrat of the Family." In this the social
prejudices of Europe are contrasted with
those of China, and various matters, of
which little or nothing Is known in this
country, are explained in an entertaining
manner. The writer of the volume says
there is very little resemblance between the
domestic life in a Chinese home and in a

European household. In many respects the
one is precisely the antithesis of the other.
As men and women grow older in western
countries they find themselves being grad-
ually pushed out of their place in the world
by the rising generation. Old age does not.
ipso facto, command universal respect.
Wealth. position and attainments are, in
the order named, the chief objects of rever-
ence with us; though, in regard to the lat-
ter. we are equally indifferent if success
has been achieved by merit or advertise-
ment. Children do not invariably render to
their parents the obedience which is taught
them in their catechism, while any idea of
docility on the part of full-grown sons or
daughters would be laughed to scorn and
considered an unwarrantable Interference
with the liberty of the individual.
The Chinese hold opposite opinions on all

these points. From the emperor down to
the humblest laborer they honor nothing
so much as old age. The homage paid to
a venerable elder by relatives, friends and
strangers is of the profoundest nature.
Advanced years are held in such esteem
that it Ir a common act of courtesy in Chi-
na to pretend you think a person much
older than he really is. "What is your
honorable age?" you would ask, when in-
troduced to a new acquaintance. "My in-
significant years do not number more that
thirty." may be the modest reply. "Oh!"
it Is polite to exclaim. in a tone of great
surprise. "I should have taken you to be
forty at the very least!' And the other,
even If a woman, will blush with pleasure
at the insinuated flattery.

A Greater Contrast.
Strange as this may sound. a far greater

contrast to the customs of Europe is pre-
sented by the family circle of the average
Chinamen. The relations between 'husband
and wife probably remain much the same
all the world over. Woman, however she
may he regarded in theory. possees a
knack of asserting herself in her own home
with a recuperative power which will even
bear up against the costermonger's fist. It
is the fashion in Europe to consider the lot
of a woman who has not the same kind of
liberty as that enjoyed by her sex In the
west as unbearae and Iniquitous. Asiatics
take a very different view of the case.
They think it a deplorable thing that Euro-
pean women should be every moment sub-
ject to the intrusion of the husbands, who
can spy upon and control their actions.
And that they are not allowed to have the
best part of the house exclusively to them-
selves, where- they can receive their female
friends and gossip without restraint.
The position of the Chinese woman in her

own household in that which is, or ought
to be, occupied by her pisters in every clime.
She is left in absolute control of all do-
mestic concerns and is given far more to
say in the expenditure of the family income
than is generally the case among our
:ower classes. It Is true she owes obedience
to her husband, but It must he recollected
that this is equally so In our country. The
obligation is probably as much respected in
China as it Is here. Stories have been, and
always will be, told about the yokhig of
women to plows tand similaor cruelties. but
it would be quite as fair to paraphrase our
pollee court reports, by stating, for in-
stance. that clogs are manufactured in
Lancashire in order that the operatives
may dance upon thdir wives or mothers-in-
law with more damaging effect.

Regarded as Autocrat.
The head of the house is autocratic, and

almost possesses, like the Roman father.
absolute power of life and death over his
children. In (hina the family is the unit
of administration, the state being theoret-
ically a federation of families under the
paternal government of a common father,
the emperor. There Is really no country in
which the administration functions are
more completely decentralized than is the
case with China. Every official is held re-
sponsible to the one placed immediately
over him. and at the same time the high
functionaries are answerable for every-
thing that Is suffered to occur through the
negligence or incapacity of their subordi-
nates. The people. however, pay very little
attention to the riandarin, provided they
are not unduly Interfered with. They are
accustomed to manage their own affairs
and exercise a measure of local self-gov-
ernment which Is unparalleled elsewhere.
The mandarins may be regarded more as
the figureheads of the political system, who
take credit or blame according to the tran-
quillity or disorder of their district.
This leaves an enormous power in the

hands of the people, but the prudence of
the arrangement can hardly be denied In
the face of the remarkable tranquillity
which has. with few exceptions, been en-
Joyed throughout the empire for many cen-
turies. Loeal affairs are intrusted to vil-
lage or district councils, and the most
worthy person for the office is elected
mayor by the suffrage of the community.
These local authorities exercise a far wider
range of functions than is eomiprised in the
fulfillment of ordinary municipal duties.
'They act s arbitrators in commercial dis-
putes. Prof. Do.uglas, a well-known writer.
stales that they grant divorces between
husband and wife. Criminal eases are gen-
erally left to be dealt with by the public
tribunals: but even here the village com-
munity will sometimes step in and under-
take the punishment of the culprit on their

Only the Incorrlgbles.
Bly far the greater number of delinquents

are, however, dealt with in farnily circles.
and it is only the incorrigible offenders.
who, having proved themselves to be un-
amenable to domestic influences, are
usually banded over to the district magis-
trates fur more effectual correction. These
family tribunals are so much respected that
a mandarin will almost Invariably ask if
the cases before him have already been
tried by them: and, where this has occur-
red, he will take their judgments into as
much consideration as the present system
of selling justice will permit. it must not
be supposed, h'owever, that the head of the
famiiy always acts In an arbitrary man-
ner and entirely upon his own initiative.
The cider members of the home circle pos-sees, at least, a consultatIve voice in the
conduct of its affairs, besides which, in
cases where the mother of the family auto-
crat is still lfiving, the greatest possible
respect Is paid to her opinion, which often
acts as a salutary check upton masculine
despotsm. The excellence of this system,
which does more toward the reclaiming of
malefactore than our method of ostracising
them by the disgrace of constant imprison-
ment, is exhibited in the comparative rarity
of capItal punishment in China, It is cus-
tomary to send criminals who have been
condemned to death to Pekin, where the
emperor inveetigates each case before sign-
ing the warrant for execution. And In
spite of the fact that mere homicidal inten-
tion, where it has been satisfactorily
proved, is punishable by death, there are
seldom more than a couple of hundred of
these criminals--out of the total populatIon
of nearly four hundred millions-anuailyhande over to suffer the extreme penalty
of the iaw..

umni ehetaee Taught.
It seidemn happens that eildren refuse to

eshemefully aequee. in the wishes of their
parasie. The first precept which Is incul-
aatse in a chid is that of implicit obedj-
eane tO thsem in autlhoriy. Thes Whole of
his adimsin and beigig-n Is floundedth~asmtassst.whisk remains in eaftr

characteristic of the poflre population. The
child Is brought P not only to render
obedience to the -Ipt his parents, but
with a feeling of inms.= gratitude for the
care and affection which have been lav-
ihed upon him dr .his infancy. This
parental love be I ors to repay with
Interest. When the p t are old and no
longer capable of working, It becomes the
duty of the son tojimWport them by his
labor and to make t1els declining years as
comfortable as possible.
The family comm Is so cherished an

Institution that it is' ver dissolved with-
out the consent of ait members, and in
no case unless the children are of full
age. Quarrels and Almenslons about the
inheritance are oftew. the cause of disrup-
tion, but when several brothers are living
under one roof and Possss wives and chil-
dren of their own they ften agree to sep-
arate for mutual convenience. It also hap-
pens at times that unruly members of the
family circle are expelled from home by
way of punishment. It Is the most severe
sentence which can be pronounced by the
domestic tribunal, and is only taken advan-
tage of In extreme cases, where repeated
admonitions and castigation have failed to
produce the desired effect.

Prefers Suicide to Exile.
To the Chinaman suicide is generally

preferable to exile, and he is often per-
mitted to choose between the two evils. It
is by no means unusual for Chinese emi-
grants, who have expatriated themselves
on account of poverty or for some other
reason, to commit suicide In order to Join
the community at home without 'loss of
time. In explanation of this strange custom
It must be remembered that little distinec-
tion Is made by the Chinese between the
living and the dead. The family circle con-
sists not only of the living members, but
of the generations of ancestors who have
gone before. Their souls are supposed to
Inhabit the old home and to exercise a
salutary and benignant Influence on poster-Ity. By courting death, therefore the emi-
grant believes that he will be swIftly re-
united to those who are dear to him.

BUT ONE FIRM BEDS.
Comu issioners Unable to Contract fee

Lovejoy School Building.
For rebuilding the Lovejoy public school

the District Commissioners invited pro-
posals to be submitted today, only to find
that but one firm had bid. Messrs. Gleason
& Humphrey, who offered to construct
the building for $44.100, or, upon certain
alterations In the specifications, for $43,300.
The amount In the hands of the Commis-
sioners for the purpose does not exceed
$38,000. and for the third or fourth time
they find themselves unable to erect the
building with the amount on hand.
Congress June 30. Ieee. provided the sum

of $30.(000 for the construction of the build-
ing, and when informed at its recent ses-
kon by the Commissioners that the amount
was insufficient for the purpose they were
given $81,000 more. The failure of the Com-
missIoners to receive bids within the
amount available heretofore was due to
the increased price of building materials,
and their failure to receive a satisfactory
bid today was said by a local builder to
be due to what ie contended are too elabor-
ate pfan. It Is said to be the opirion of
contmestors that, unless new plans are
drawn or those bid on today are materially
revised, the Commissloners will not be able
to erect tho school with the amount avall-
able. The bids received today will, of
course, be rejecled.

CONTRACT AWARDED.
Truek Company House to Be Built for

$16,040.
The contract for constructing the house

for truck company F of the District fire
department. which is to be located on

Whitney avenu. betweea 13th and 14th
streets, Columbia Heights, was awarded
today by the Commissioners to Messrs.
Pavarini & Greer. whose 'aggregate bid of
$16,040 was the lowest submitted. The bid
accepted provides that the front, side and
rear wall of the house shall be laid with
Ridgeway or Raritan brick and granite.
and that the walls of the truck room shall
be faced with the same.
For the constructtion qf this house, Its

site and furniture. the sun of $23.100 was
provided by Congress March 3. 1S9. but
the commissioners,. after purchasing the
site, foud themselves unal,le to secure Its
construction with the balance of the ap-
proprlatin. Congress. at its recent ses-
sion, provided $7.ta0j additional for the pur-
pose, and it is now expected that the house
will Ie ready for occupancy about the lst
of Jtnuary next. The oflicers and men for
tite company h.tve already been appointed,
so that the company will go Into service
immediately upon the completion of Its
house.

Full State Tieket selected at Waco
yesterday.

The convention, which lasted two days,

was one of the most interesting Texas
political gatherings held in many years.
Charges and counter-charges of corruptIon
were freely made, and one of the knotty
questions before the resolutions committee
was the plank lndorsing the state adminis*
tration for issuing a charter to the Waters-
Pierce Oil Conpany, after the company
had been convicted of violating the anti-
trust law.
Representative Joseph W. Bailey and At-

tortiy General Smith led the fight for the
Insertion of the plank, while ex-Governor
Iogg and others vigorously opposed It. The
result was a complete victory for Mr. Bal-
ley and the state administration. The plat-
form indorses the Kansas City platform as
a whole. and congratulates the democracy
of the coontry upon the EelectIon of Bryanl
and Stevenson as its standard-hearers.
Nomination of state afueers In nearly

every instance was by acclamation, the
only contest beIng that for railroad com-
mIssIoner between J. L. Storey, the present
incufhbent, and E. P. CurtIs. Storey won
on the first hallot. James Wells was elect-
ed ohalrman of the state executive com-
mittee for the ensuIng four years.

Englah Lightships.
romn Note and Queries.
Roughly speaking, lightships are only

used where It is impossible or inexpedient-
on account of the shifting nature of the
shoal-to build permanent light houses, and
the first one to be placed in position was
the well-known Nore. In the year 1732. At
the present time there are sixty round
the British coasts. The English lights are
painted red, and those on the Irish coast
black, with the name in huge white let-
ters on both sides. At the masthead there
is a large wooden globe or cage called the
day mark. The lantern encircling the
mast is about ten feet high, and contains
a number of argand lamps and reflectors.
twenty-one inches in diameter. arranged
in groups ot a frame, which a beautifully
regulated clockwork apparatus causes to
revolve, and the result is those brilliant
flashes of light which practically spell the
name of the light s-easel to passing ships,
for every light has some distinguishing
characteristic, either in the period or color
of the flash.
Even when the lightship is rolling or

pitching in a heavy sea the light remains
horizontal, as the lamps and reflectors are
hung on gimbals, so as to give them free
play in all directions.
Foggy weather entails additional work

for all hands, as a powerful foghorn. driven
either by steam or compressed air is kept
working while the fog lasts. By means
of high and low blasts from the trumpet.
the sailor is informed what lightship he is
passing, each fog signal as well as each
light having Its own distinguishing char-
acteristics.

Sambhur was suggested. and before there
was time to be shocked all feur were on
their backs with the legs sticking up to the
air, up again and centering round the room
on all fours, or rubhbing the velvet from
their antlers. which. as I guessed, had been
foreshadowed by the first part of this re-
markable pantomime. And so with many
other animals.

I suggested monkeys, just gtving them a
clue. and they seined the Idea and greatly
improved upon It. scratching thenmselves
and destroying imaginary and houping ver-
min in the most realistic manner. Then
they seAt doawn In a row in the doorway
wIth their legs dangling aver the lauder
and whopped and chattered and generally
out-siminned the tribes of monkeykind.

The Britlsh Fisheries.
Prom the Fortslgthtly Iteview..
In the British fisheries a great feature of

the last few years has been the enormous
Increase in the number of steam trawlers
at the expense of saling vessels. They
have increased In the last ten years from
250 to 1,000-and each -steam vessel is twice
the actual tonnage of the sailing trawlers,
and Is in every respect more efficient for
the capture of fish, as It Is independenst of
wind, and ran go much further out to sea.
It can also use the otter trawl., which
frIghtens the fish less than the beam trawL.
This substitution of steam far sail Is goIng
on at a rapId pace, In the year 181)8 atBull and Glrimsby fifty-eight and ninety-
one steam trawlers were added to the fish-
Ing fleet, while the number of sailing ves-
sels belonging 10 those two ports were re-
duced by about 200.
Improvement, however, has not only

taken place In trawlers, hot also in other
fishing vessels and in their Implements.
The herring drift boats have been Increased
in sise and their nets greatiy Improved In
length and quality. The general resukt is
that the same number of fishermen. with
the aid of greaiter capItal In the shape of
boats and nets, catch the greatly Increased
quantity of fish, as shown In the above fig-
ures, amounting in the lat ten years to an
Increase of 25 per cent in quantity.
This certainly does not look like a de-

clining Industry, nor does It indicate that
the capture of ibdh, large or small, has
made any Impression on the aggregate as--
nual supplies, though In somne eases thetiewiers go further 10 sea In search of
fishing grounds. and even as far as vt
