DONATION TO FTND OF ST. LOUIS

STREET CAR STRIKER&,

Approval of Resolutions Introdueed

by Carriage and Wagon Builders'

Union-Credentials Approved.

The regular weekly meeting of the Cen-
tral Labor Union was held last evening at
Typographical Temple. President H. W.
Szegedy occupied the chair and Mr. John
H. Brinkman was secretary.
A communication was read from the

strike committee of the trades unions of
the city of St. Louis, Mo., soliciting aid
in assisting to establish a line of vehicles
to be used in that city in competition with
the electric cars of the street railway
company, against which company Its for-
mer employes are now. on strike. The
trades unions of St. Louis, it was stated.
want to raise $100,000 for the purpose in-
dicated. It Is proposed to use this fund.
not only for the purpose of establishing
a 'bus line, but to maintain the boycott, to
give employment to 3,500 striking street
railway employes and to force the transit
company to come to terms. An appropria-
tion was made in accordance with the re-

quest, and the organizations allied with
the Central Labor Union were requested to
aid the movement to the fullest extent in
their power.
Resolutions submitted by the Carriage

and Wagon Builders' Union, No. 1. of this
city were approved. They are to the ef-
fect thht certain parties having represent-
ed to business men of the District, through
communications, that they were the only
bona fide union carriage makers in the
District of Columbia, and, as these repre-
sentations have a tendency to confuse
those who are not well informed as to the
status of these people, and who are favor-
ably disposed toward organized labor; and
as the Carriage and Wagon Builders'
Union, No. 1, is the only bona fide union
of that craft in the District of Columbia
and the only 'one recognized by the Cen-
tral Labor Union, which, It is stated, rep-
resents 95 per cent of all organized labor
of the District, and also by the American
Federation of Labor, the Central Labor
Union pledged its undivided support to the
union above mentioned in its effort to have
its fair card respected, and declared that
it must view with suspicion any individual
or firm, represented as favorable to organ-
ized labor, who disregard the "fair card"
of the union.

Solicit a Favor.
The resolutions further assert that the
'nion will consider it a favor, and a demon-
stration of friendliness on the part of anty
individual or firm toward the union and its
co-locals, if they discriminate in favor of
the local carriage and wagon makers, who
employ, exclusively, members in good
standing of the Carriage and Wagon Build-
ers' 'ninon, No. 1, of Washington, and will
exhibit their appreciation by discriminating
in favor of the products of the individuals
or firms who Io so.
The delegate from the Typographical

1'nlon reported the intention of that or-

ganization to give an excursion to River
View the 20th instant. and extended an in-
vitation to the delegates to the C. L. U.
and their friends to attend.
A resolution was adopted instructing the

secretary to invite. on behalf of the Central
Labor U'nion, the Tin and Sheet Iron Work-
ers' Union of this city to affiliate with, the
former body. This action was taken, it was
stated, because the local union mentioned
has recently become allied with the national
tin and sheet metal workers, and the last-
named body is affiliated with the American
Federation of Labor, of which the Central
Labor Union forms a part.
Credentials were received for delegates

from Local Union, No. 24. Brotherhood of
Electrical Workers, and the delegates were
seated.

Paul, Minn. The exercises were openedwith a song, and prayer by Rev. C. T.
House followed. Dr. 1. S. Stone addressed
the graduates upon medical topics; an es-
say on "Self-Giving" was presented by
Miss Carrier, and the concluding address
was delivered by Rev. W. R. Stricklen, the
latter's subject being "Sunshine."

army. ie is a republican of note in Vir-
ginia and has held a number of important
state and federal postitons. His condition
has been extremely critical at times. He
was reported today as be!ng in about the
condition reported yesterday, there being
but little change.

ORDER TO SHOW CAUSE.
Suit Against Executors of Mrs. Pome-

roy's Estate.
Mrs. Lizzie Mann Cook of Iowa, through

Attorney A. Leftwich Sinclair. baa filed
a petition in the Orphans' Court in which
she asks the court to require the ex-
ecutors under the last will and testa-
ment of Mrs. Martha S. Pomeroy, who died
February 24. 1809), to pay over to her the
sum of $180. w'hich ahe alleges is unlawfully
retained and held by the executors.

It is set forth that the petitioner was a
niece of Mrs. Pomeroy, and that by her
will Mrs. Pomeroy gave her three 61 per
cent Oregon Short Line railroad bonds of
the value of $It,000. It is stated in the pe--
tition that in May. 1900. the executors de-
livered to the petitioner the three bonds.
but kept the interest which had accrued
between that date and the date of Mrs.
Pomeroy's death, amounting to 180.
it is further stated that Mrs. Pomneroy

died solvent, leaving an estate of the prob-
able value of 320t0,000.

IN ALPHABETICAL ORDER.

Saggeatlon Reapeesting List of Dog
Owners at Collector's Omoe.

Mr. J7. Brown thinks that the collector of
taxes should require the clerk in charge of
dog licenses to maintain an aiphabetical list
of dog owners paying taxes, so that it
could be readily ascertained whether or not
persons owning dogs are paying the license
required by law. Mr. Brown says he knows
of a great many persons in the suburbs
who own or harbor dogs who do not pay
the license, and he charges that the mount-
ed policemen are aware of this. He thinks
the mounted offcers should he required, to
report monthly the dogs harbored on their
beats.
The Commissioners referred the matter to

the collector of taxes. Mr. E. G. Davis. who
baa reported to them that sbout 8,000 dogs
are licensed annuaily, and that to prepare
an aiphabetical list of the owners, with the
name and address of each, description of
the animal, et., would involve a great deal
of time and labor, without, he thinks, re-
sulting In corresponding bensefit to the Dis-
trict or public.

"Joan of Are" Seen Mr. Hanna.
