MADE A STIFF FIGHT

Chinese Resisted the Allies All Day
Angust 15,

JAPANESE ~ GENERAL'S  ACCOUNT

A Shanghai Dispatch Says There
Was Little Opposition.

RUSSIANS REPORT A BATTLE

TOKTIO, August 17.—General Yamaguchl
wires from Pekin, under date of August 16,
as follows:

“The aliles attacked Pekin carly vester-
day, opening with artillery on the eastern
stde. The wall was obstinately held by the
enemy., The Japancse and Husslons were
on the northward of the Tung-Chow canal.
The Amerlcans and Britlsh wers on the
south shte. At nightfall the Japanese hlow
up the two eastern gates of the Tartar
clty wpnd entersd. In the meantime the
Amerleans and Hritlsh entered the Chinese
elty by the Tung Plen gates. Demachmentsa
of each force were sent toward the legna-
tlons, The partiss met near the legatlons
and opensd communication. All the minis-
ters and thelr staffs were found safe. The
Jupanese loss was over 100 killed, including
three officers.  The losses of the ailies have
not been ascertained. Four humlred Ohi-
neae were killed,”

TWO STORIES FROM SHANGHAL

They Differ Widely as (o the Cnpture
of Pekin.

LONDHON. August 18 —The second odition
of the Daily Telegreph publishes o special
depateh from Shanghal, which savs:

“The allles entercd Pekin unopposed and
met with a friendly roception from Prince
Ching. All the hostlle elements have al-
rerdy cscaped from the clty. The Imperial
conrt left for Shen-8I on August 11, with
the Manchus, The Kousu troops have gone
southwest with the object of drawing off
the allies ond preventing them from fol-
lowing up the court.”
