A stand o! colors
was brimoght in by a guard (,. honor amid
the strains of "The Star-Spiangled lianner"
and placed behind the, chair of the distin-
gu!shed guest. It required a dozen tables to
seat the guosts.

Thos. S. Hopk:ns, liast department com-
mander, assumed the role of toastmaster,
and did it to the ,iisfaction of all.
The first speaker if the evening was Rep-

resentative H. W. Tayler of Oh.o. who re-
sponded to the patroile toast, "American-
lsm, the Might!est Force in Modern Civil-
zation." Th.s was tb toast ass.gned to
Senator Burrows. who was unable to be
present. Representati%e Tayler handled hIS

Response by Lient. Gen. Miles.
When the toastmaster announced the next

speaker, Lieutenant General M.Iles, the com-
rades welcomed the distinguished soldier
with cheers and waving napkins. "The
American SoldIer" was the toast assigned
him, and he d!d it full measure of justice
in a happy speech, in which he said no
poet or orator or artist could do justice to
the Amer'can soldier. His speech was in-
tensely patriotic, and at the conclusion of
his remarks the room rang with vociferous
applause.
