An Interesiing and Novel Study for

Nothing t2 easter than to take a bucketful
of water and throw it onto the ground. We
have done it, or seen it done, hundreds of
times. Yet who possesses an eye quick
enough to discern the shapes assumed by
the water before it reaches earth? Our
sens¢s have thelr limitations, and as the
full marvels of a snowilake are hidden from
us until we call in the aid of the micro-
acope, S0 are the real beautles of moving

water but imperfectly comprehended unleas
the quick and retentive eye of the camera

the first place, when a body {s nmot only
moving, but also changing its shape with
great rapidity, the sensatlons received by
the brain crowd one another so qulckly that
the result Is confusion, especially when, as
fn the case of thrown water, the whole se-
ries of operations occuples only the frac-
tlon of a second.

Secondly, the eye is able to focus 1tself on
only one point at a time. It may seem that
when we look at a stable object, such as a
house, we see It as a whole. This is not the
case. The eve roves over all the detuils In
succession, and the sum of the detalls 5'ves
an impression of the whole house. It is
impossible to concentrate the attentlon ¢n
two things at a time, and therefore il we
wateh for the changes ef the top of a col-
umn of water, all that goes on at the bet-
tom must be entirely lost.

The camera knows neither of these limli-
tatlons. The speed of the exposure prevents
confusion: and, of course, the lens has tne
power of being able to grasp everything
that comes within its view equally distinct-
ly. The camera gives undiscriminating at-
tention to all details. We thus have a clear
record of what happens at any one instant;

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Origin of the Yosemite.
From the National Geographic Magazine,

It Is perfectly obvious to those familiar
with glaclal phenomena that Yosemite is
guite an ordinary and necessary product of
glaclal erosion, under the conditions pre-
vaillng In that locality, The main glacler
came down Tenaya canyon, cut.ng it to a
steep but fairly uniform grade. Yosemite
valley is but a continuation of that gorge.
The end of the glacler at the time that it
was cutting Yosemlite extended not far be-
yond Fort Monroe. It remalned there for a
long time and therefore vlowed out the bot-
tom of the valley to a considerable depth.
Branch glaclers joined the Tenaya glacler
when it filled Yosemite, coming down the
valleys of Yosemite, Little Yosemite, Ilii-
louette and Bridal Veil and other creeks,
and forming hanging valleys at the junc-
tion points. The formatlon of the vertical
cliffs of the valley may have been due to
undermining, and may have been aided by
the cleavage of the rocks. On the recession

“wWhen, therefore, the people may say
every two yvears by their votes for repre-
sentatives in Congress whether they wish
an army maintained or not, and may, If
they choose, sweep every legislative repre-
sentative out of the Capitol with one sweep
like particles of dust on a floor, there need
be no dread of militarism in this country.

“The real facts are that the people are
not in accord with the democratic states-
men. The army is popular with the people.
It is realized that the United States of to-
day are not the United Btates of before the
civil war. Policles and principles adhered
to then have by virtue of our national met-
amorphosis ceased to exist as controlling
factors of our destinies. Preclsely Is it true
also that the men of the democratic party
who then ruled and the portion thereof who
Still preserve political power desire to rule
now have been pushed aside and out of the
path of the country’s trlumphal progress.

“The people have declared that they shall
have the army, and thelr united will settles
it. An average voluntary enlistment of 1,000
and over men a month, most of them young
Americans of natlve birth, attests most em-
phatically its popularity. The steady stream
of senators and representatives marching
into the White House soliciting commissions
for their constituents speaks louder than
words. And among the foremost of these
statesmen are those whose volces are still
echoing in the halls of Congress agalnst the
terrors, of militarism, while their footsteps
resound in the halls of the Executive Man-
sion as they eagerly seek an opportunity to
throw some of their own young men into
the tentacles of the dreaded military octo-
pus which but a few moments previous they
had deseribed so eloquently at the Capitol.”
