Presideat Cailaway's Statement.

peake and Ohio railroad to the Pennsyl-
v-ania railroad was contemplated. For some
days rumors have been circulated in Wall
street, accumpanying the rise In the shares
oni the stock market, that the road was
likely to he turned over to the Pennsyl-
vania railroad. These rumors were pub-
lished in morning newspapers, with circum-
Ftantial details of a !49-year lease, with ii
per cent guarantee, but Mr. Callaway said
the whole story was news to him; he had
never heard of It before.
On WVednesday of this week there was an

important meetIng of the Chesapeake and
Ohio directors In this city, at which all
three Pennsylvania directors were present,
with Mr. Callaway, the other two Vander-
bilt representatives, Mr. Depew and Mr.
Twombly, being out of the city, the latter

seft-coal carrying lines, and it may be
holding nearer a majority of the Chesa-
peake and Ohio stock than embraced in its
earler purchases.

TAXING THE"BUCKET SHOPS"

XEW REQUIREMENTS GO INTO EV.

FECT APRIL 1.

Inquiries Made of the Internal Rev-

enae Bureau-NotAcatioa by
Commissioner Yerkes.

Inquiries are beginning to pour into the
internal rev'enue bttreau in regard to the
operation of the new law taxing "bucket-
shop" transactions in produce and otbor
merchandise. The question of _levying such
taxes is so far involved with the tax Upon
legitimate transactions on the produce e'-
changes that some difterences of opinion
are expected to arise after the new lawis
in full operation. For the present Oonmals-
sioner Yerkes Is contenting himself with
sending notifications to all the local col-
lectors of internal revenue that the law
has been enacted and that they should pro-
ceed on and after April 1 to enforce its pro-
visions.
Most of the provisions of the revenue re-

duction bill take effect only with the begin-
ning of the fiscal yoar. July 1 next, but
the bucket shop provision takes effect at
the beginning of next month. There seemed
to be some misapprehension in the Senate
debates in regard to the operation of the
existing law regarding certain classes of
transactions. This law has been Interpreted
by the internal revenue bureau as requiring
bucket shops to pay the tax of two cents
for each $100 in the par value of the stocks
transferred. The only transactions which
have partially escaped tax have been those
purporting to concern produce and merchan-
dise, which have not taken place "at any
exchange, or board of trade, or other simi-
lar place."

Claim of the "Bucket Shops."
The bucket shops have claimed under this

limitation that the bets accepted by them
upon the market prices of wheat, corn, cot-
ton and other products were not consum-

mated on any exchange or board of trade.
They have paid, more or less cheerfully, the
actual license tax of $50 Imposed upon
brokers, but have escaped the payment of
the stamp tax on transactions when pur-
porting to deal with produce. The stamp
tax upon bets purporting to deal with
steeks has been paid in some cases, and
earnest efforts have been made by the in-
ternal revenue bureau to enforce it in all
cases. Now that no distinction is made be-
tween the purported transactions in stocks
and those In produce, more careful scrutiny
is likely to be made of the books of the
bucket shops, In order to compel the pay-
tient of the tax of two cents on each 9100
levied by the new law.

Relieved of Stamp Tax.
The bucket shop managers have been pay-

ing, under compulsion, another stamp tax
from which they will probably be relieved.
When they contended that they did not
conduct business through exchanges and
were therefore exempt from the tax of 1
cent per $100 levied upon such transac-
tions, they were notified by the commis-
sioner of internal revenue that their con-
tracts would be taxed under the blanket
clause of the stamp law. providing for
"Brokers' note or memorandum of sale of
any goods or merchandise, stocks, bonds,
exchange, notes of hand, real estate or
property of any kind or description issued
by brokers or persons acting as such for
each note or memorandum of sale not oth-
erwise provided for In this act, 10 cents."
Having set up the contention that they

were "not otherwise provided for," they
fell Into the trap of the special clause cov-
ering such cases. They will not be re-
quired to pay this trifling tax of 10 cents
for each memorandum, now that they are
specifically provided for by the new law.
The new provision does something more
than put the bucket shops upon the level
of regular brokers by making the tax upon
their deals 2 cents per $100 In the case of
produce and merchandise, while in legiti-
mate transactions It Is only 1 cent per
$100.

further increase in the price of diamonds.
The popularity and demand for pearls, em-
eralds and rubies continue.
The table of production shows that the to-

tal value of the output of precious stones in
the United States for 1900 is $282,210, as
compared with $185,770 in 1899. a gain of
$4,440. or 25 per cent. The stones of great-
est val'ue Droduced in the United States
were: Turquoise. $82,000; sapphire, $7#,C00:
rhodolite, $20,00; beryl, #11,000; quarts
crystal, $10,000; while the value of dia-
mionds produced in the United States in the
year under review was only $156.
GUNNER MORGAN INELIGIBLE.

His Age Will Prevent His Promotion
Next Summer.

It appears after all that Gunner Charles
Morgan is ineligible for promotion to the
grade of ensign in the navy. The section
of the appropriation bill providing for the
promotion of warrant officers provides that
such appointments shall date from July 80,
and by that time next summer Gunner
Morgan will have passed the specified age
limit of thirty-five years, and thus he is
not in line for advancement of this sort.
The law provides also that no person shall
be thus promoted unless recommended by
a commanding officer under whom he has
served, and in that connection it is men-
tioned as a regrettable fact that Admiral
Sampson should have disastrously express-
ed himself in regard to such promotions,
when the immediate subject of his dis-
course was actually ineligible for the sd-
vancement in point.

RUSSIA TO MAKI CORKS.

Now the Government Will Meet 6
"Combine" of Manufacturers.

As a result of an attempt made by the
manufacturers of corks in Russia to form
a trust against the government in order to
compel it to pay exorbitant prices it has
been determined by the excise department
of the ministry of finance, which has
charge of the alcohol monopoly, and which
has been experiencing considerable trouble
of late with the manufacturers, to estab-
lish a cork factory under the immediate
supervision of the government. Tests on a
small scale and under unfavorable creum-
stances have proved quite satisfactory.
Six billions of corks are estimated as

the year consumption by the excise
department; the government Intends for
the present to produce two billions.
The step taken by the government to

manufacture its own corks seems, says
Deputy Consul General Heydecker at St.
Petersburg in a report to the State Depart-
ment, to make it a most opportune time
for the manufacturers of corks in the
United States, where the largest factories
of the world are situated, to introduce im-
proved machinery and American experi-
ence and ingenuity in Russia for the pro-
duction of the commodity.

NEW COMMITTEE ROOMS.

Assignment of Spee in Reeonustructed
Part of the Capitel.

The House District committee room in the
remodeled central portion of the Capitol Is
to be handsomely furnished during the re-
cess of Congress and will be ready for oc-
cupancy In December. Special *frniture,
including a magnificent board rodnm tablO,
has been ordered.
The new committee rooms will be occu-

pied by the following committees, in addi-
tion to the District committee: Naval af-
fairs, two rooms; coinage, weights And
measures. two rooms; St. Louis exposition,
Pacific railroads, patents, public buildings
and grounds, mileage, expenditures in
Treasury Department and expenditures in
War Department. The minority of the
House will also have a room for conference.
There will be some changes in old commit-
tee rooms, to give additional space to waysand means, appropriations and rivers andharbors.
The special committee, consisting ofMessrs. Cannon, Dalzell and Richardson,

appointed to supervise the reconstruction
of the hall of the House are holding dailysessions and conferring with the architect
of the Capitol and other offcers about the
plans.

Admiral Cra-
ven was himself a grandson of Commodore
Tingey,

rent news of the world. The bishop de-

clared that uch books as "Quo Vadis" and
"David Harum" are unfit to be read. The
one, he said, was improper and the other
was a detgileil account of a mean trick
played on a-parson In horse dealing.
E-PRESIDENT HARRISON BETTER.

.Passed a Comfortable NightDisease
Yielding to Treatment.

.N'DIANAPOLIS, Ind., March 9a-Former
President Benjamin Harrison, who Is suf-
fering from an arttack of Intercostal neural-.
gia, passed a fairly .comfortabie night and,
at 10 o'clock this morning was reported
slightly better. The pain accompanying the
attack, according to Dr. Jamison, the at-
tending physician, is gradually responding
to treatment.

OUT IN COTTON 6009.

111 areles at Wail Riyer Gloomy
Over Owtbek.

FALL RIVER, Mass., March 9.-The de-
Inoralised con4ltion of the cotton goods
market continues to cause uneasiness In
iill 'circles, and the gloomy feeling was
Intensified today when it was announced
that 25.000 pieces of regular goods for
March delivery had been sold by the sell-
Ing committee of the Pall River Manufac-
tturers' Association at 2% cents. It Is
stated, howevir. that the regular price is
still 3 cents flat, the temporary reduction
having been made to meet competition forc-
ed by a southern concern and a Rhode
Island company. The transaction, however.
has given a new Irapetus to a. movement to
bring about a reduction in wages and a
curtailment in production. which had been
partly checked by' a strong influence to
prevent such a step.

PHiL. GEIBR SIGNS.

Another National League Player Goes
Over to the Ameriean.

Phil. Geier, the well-known Washington
player, who is held upon the reserve list of
the Cincinnati, National League, club, has
signed a contract for the coming season
with the Philadelphia club of the American
League. Geier has been keeping quiet ever
since the agitation in base ball circles be-
gan, and It was reported that he was slat-
ed for the captaincy of the Washington
American Association team. WIth the de-
mise of that organization Manager Connie
Mack opened up communiion with Geier
and for the past week there has been a
constant flow of letters between the two.
Last night Geier wired his terms and an
acceptance of the same, with a contract,
was rmceived from Philadelphia this morn-
Ing.
When seen this morning Geier said that

he did not know to what position he would
be assigned, but that he thought he would
be in the outfield, as he had done his best
wverk in the American League in the outer
garden.
Lest season when President Brush of

the Cincinnati club drafted Geier the terms
offered were not to the Washington boy's
idea of his worth, and as a result he was
late reporting. When Geier duallytoundthat he would have to play in Cincinnati
or remain out of the game he telegraphed
to Brush for transportation. This was
felegraphed him the same night, but when
the first pay day rolled around Geier found
they had taken his car fare, something
like $17, from his salary. This was a small
sum to a magnate, but to Geier It had the
appearance of petty spite, and when the
time came to repay it he did it with Inter-
est. Mr. Brush is having hard work draft-
ing his players, and can iI afford to let
a player like Geier get away from him, so
that the small sum of $17 has proved a
costly saving for him.

JBWISH IMMIGRATION.
Simon Wolf Appears Before the in.

dustrial Commission.
Mr. Simon Wolf of this city was a wit-

ness before the Industrial commission to-
day. Mr. Wolf- spoke on Jewish immigra-
tion and of the effort of Jewish societies
In this country to care for such Immigra-
tion. Their great desire, he said, was to
prevent great bodies of Jewish immigrants
from settling in colonies, and they had
succeeded in having them settle in all
parts of the country. The immigrants were
given opportunities to study for different
avocations for which they show a lring.
Mr. Wolf said a careful estimate had
shown that there are 800,000 Jews in the
United States.

PAID UNDER PROTEST.

Countervailing Duties Charged
Against a Cargo of Russian Sugar.
Information has been received at the

Treasury Department that a cargo of sev-
eral thousand bags of Russian -sugar has
reached New York and that the consignee
has paid the countervailing duty under
protest with a view to promptly bringing
the case before the board of general ap-
praisers. This is the first Russian sugar to
arrive since the decision of Secretary (lge
that it must pay a countervailing duty.
Secretary Gage-has given instructions that
the final determination of the case be ex-
pedited In every possible way.

Admiral Melville's Intentions.
Rear Admiral Melville, chief of the bureau

of steam engineering, will not retire for age
for nearly two years yet, and he says that
he does not expect to relinquish active ser-
vice unless he is forced to do so until he
reaches the age limit. It has been reported
that Commander 3. A. B. Smith liould suc-
ceed Admiral Melville as engineer-in-chlef
of the navy. Admiral Melville recently de-
cla-ed himself as favoring Commander
Smith's appointm'ent, but not in advance of
his own statutory retirement.

The Came of Capt. Schwenek.
The came of Captain Samuel F. Schwenck,

U. S. A., retired, Is now before Ieutenant
General Miles for action. Captain Schiwenck,
who Is a resident of Plainflid, N. J., was
recently tried by court-martial in New York
cIty on the charge of having duplicated his
pay accounts. It is understood that the
court found him guilty and sentenced him
to be dismissed from the army. In that
event the case must eventually go to the
President for action.-

Condition Due to Hesmorrhage.
An unknown white man was locked up at

the first precinct station last night charged
with being intoxicated. Because of his con-
dition he was unable to give his name. This
morning there was no apparent change jn
his condition and the police rembved him
to the Emergency Hospital. He was then.
unconscious and the physicians found him
cor.dition was due to a cerebral hemr
rhage.

Economy is the watehword in the Dvaat
government offlices at present. and omly
economy of the strictest kind will pull the
authorities through until July L when the
new appeopriations will become availabhL
The contingent fund appropriated for the
Djstrict government, and which has to bear
Innumerable expenses, is at a low ebb, and
expenditures are being made from it only
for the mast Immediate necessities.
The ofcials and clerks of the executive

offiees have been without the luxury of Ice
water for some weeks now, and not until
real hot weather sets in will the halls of the
District building resound with the heavy
tread of the 'Iceman" on his daily rounds.
That individual at present has no stand-

ing in the District government. His fa-nlles form is now simply a matter of ree-
election. The large coolers situated at in-
tervals about the building and bearing the
legend 'Ice..rater," stand gaunt and empty.deserted. The running hydrants are now
the Mecca of those who seek the quenchingqualithe of straight Potomac.-
Coroner Nevitt has today but $6 to the

credit of his omce to meet all expenses un-
til the coming of July, and against this
meager amount there is an outstanding bill
of S4 for the taking of testimony In the
inquest over the body of Fireman C. A.
Keefe. who was kiled in the collision be-
tween Truck B and a street car at Conneo-
ticut avenue and M street. There is a
deficit in the coroner's department and it
must be met.
Auditor Petty is at present considering

the matter, and is of the opinion that the
expensies of autopsies, inquests and the
disposition of dead bodies may be paid out
of the $8,000 emergency fund created by
Congress to be used in eases of ire, pesti-
lence. fqod and in al cases of emergenc
not otherwise suficlently provided for. The
general expenses of the coroner's ofice, K
is believed, however, will have to wait
payment until a deficiency bill is passed
by the next Congress. Auditor Petty de-
clares that he will be ready to report upon
the matter probably Monday.

What Caused Defetemey.
The cause of the deficiency in the core-

ner's office is due, it is stated, to the ez-
traordinartly large number of cases with
which he has had to deal during the pest
year. Witness fees. etc., have eaten Into
the appropriation heavily, as well as the
jury expenses, etc.
No provision was made for the offios In

the last deficiency bul, and, it is said, so
far as is known none was asked by the
coroner. The deficiency does not affect
that omcer's salary, an that is provided
for under a separate appropriation. The
sum of p.1O is annually appropriated for
the expense of the offie.
In regard to the shortage in the con-

tingent fund Commissioner Macfariand
stated that the Commissioners asked for
an appropriation of 325,O00 for the current
year and were allowed but =2,D00. For the
fiscal year beginning July 1 next the sum
has been increased to 24,250. The ex-
penses of the District offices have g'O-wA
greatly in the last few years, owtag to in-
creased work, correspondence, etc., and it
is stated that only an appropriation of
32,000 will carry the business comfortably
through the year.
The fund covers the expenses for all

print clocks, books, stationery, detec-
tion of fraud on the revenue, repairs of
market houses, painting, surveying instru-
ments and implements. binding, rebinding
and preservation of all records, damags,
care of horses not otherwise provided for,
fuel, ice, gas, repairs, insurance, repairs to
pound and vehicles and other general nec-
essary expenses of the District ofiees.

Requlies Cieae Figuring.
It will be seen that only the closest fg-

uring can make the appropriation last
throughout the year, and the contingent
expenses do not permit of a deficiency.
There -is no provision in law for a de-
clency in this respect. At the beginning at
each fiscal year the Commissioners appoint
a committee. to apportion the contingent
fund among the various departments. To-
ward the latter part of the year, In case
any office has not used up its share of the
appropriation, it lends the money to a de-
partment in need, and so matters are some-
times fixed up and a crisis tided over.
The strictest economy is being practcedin regard to all office supplies, etc. In case

the fund will not permit of the purchase of
lee when the hot weather sets in, the
clerks are planning to bear the expense of
the luxury among themselves until the new
appropriations became available.

ALLEGED NUISANCE.

Statement That Alley in Wleek 96 is
Pilled With Rubbish.

The Commissioners were recently in-
formed that the alley In block 36 of Co-
lumbia Heights, near the corner of 18th
and Kenesaw streets, was being filled with
ashes, cans and all sort of rubbish. It is
stated that the alley in question is but
the beginning of a public alley, and is in-
accessible at present except over private
property. The health officer reporting on
the matter says:
"The health department has been unable

to secure information as to the names and
addresses of the party or partIes who have
placed refuse matter on the alley referred
to, and is therefore unable to proceed
against anyone for having created the nui-
sance, The nuisance exists on property
owned by the District. If it were land
owned by a citizen he would be compelled
to abate it, and by analogy the District
should do likewise. It may be that this
can be effected through the street clean-
ig office, and I suggest a reference to It.
"The force at the disposal of the health

department is too small to permit it to keep
this piece of land under such observance an
Is necessary to discover who creates the
nuisance so ps to prevent its recurrence
after abatement. Such work can be better
done by the pollee deportment, whose offi-
cers are constantly patrolling In the vicin-
ity. If, however, it la accessible only over
private ground, it is questionable whether
they can accomplish anything. Practically
the District will have to repeatedly remove
rubbish from this land or fence it."
