The Arrangements.

The arrangements at the Harrison home
fo-r the lying in state today and the fu-
ueral servica Sunday were practically
completed last night. The body was dressed
a na removed to the front parlor, where it
will lie until taken to the state house. The
?boIdy was dressed in the customary black
-it o.f Prince Albert cut which Gen. Har-
rison always wore. A simple plain black
Li- was used. and gold buttons adorn the
siirt front. The left hand lies across the
breast. a plain gold hand ring being on the
Saanal ringer. This is the only ornament
used. The face of Gen. Harrison is com-
posed and restful. although very white,
his illness having made no perceptible
change in his appearance.
The casket containing the body was

taken to the front parlor on the first floor,
anl placed directly in front of the mantle
and fireplace on the south side of the
room. the head being toward the east. The
mantel above it was piled high with the
flral offerings of friends and admirers of
the dead statesman. Other floral designs
were arranged about the room.
The body was viewed by the friends and

family after It had been placed in the po-
ition selected. Mrs. Harrison went into
the room alone, and remained for some
l ime there.
The hearse which will be used on the

.lay of the funeral has been draped in
black and with American flags, and will
be drawn by four black horses.
President McKinley will arrive In this
ity from Canton at 6:45 o'clock Sunday
mvorning. and will be entertained at the
iho-me of Gov.

Expected That They Wil Per-
ceive the Fact.

NOAPPRE H ENSIONS FELT

The statement coming from Cuba that
the committee of the constitutional con-
vention have decided not to accept the con-
ditions imposed by the enactment of Con-
gress with reference to the withdrawal of I
the American troops, does not appear to i
excite any particular apprehension here.
The assumption is that the Cubans do not I
fully comprehend the situation, and that
they may come to a better understanding
of it later. Meanwhile a failure on their -4
part to comply with the requirements set ]
forth in the Platt amendment will result
merely in the continuance of the military
government of the Island and delay in the
establishment of their independent govern-
ment.

Meet Liberal Conditions.
It was fully realized by men in Congress

when the amendment to the army appro-
priation bill was adopted that the condi-
tions were the most liberal to the Cubans
that could be got from Congress, and that 1
if the matter had been left unsettled the
result would have been probably much less
satisfactory to those who feel that Cuba
ought to be left unrestrained to do as she
pleases, without regard for the conse-
quences to the United States.
The opposition to the amendment as

adopted was not actually as strong as it
appeared to be, and except for the exclu-
sion of the Isle of Pines from Cuban ter-
ritory and the implied right of interference
in the internal affairs of Cuba should it
become necessary, the requirements im-
posed were recognised even by those who
would not confess it by their votes to be
necessary to the welfare of this country.
The knowledge that the actioft of Con-

gress Is irrevocable, being sustained, as it
was, by an almost universal recognition of
Its propriety, Is expected to force itself
upon the Cubans, if not at once, certainly t
before very long. and when they fully com- I
prehend the situation furthir trouble is
not anticipated.
Some of the best friends of the proposed

Cuban republic feel that the Cubans ought
to comply with the provisions of Congress t
without hesitation, and that a failure to 1

comply would imply either utter lack of I
wisdom on their part or a purpose on the
part of those controlling their action to
render Cuban independence forever impos-
sible.

Construction of "Substantially."
Some question has been raised about the

word "substantially." which appears in the
preamble of the Platt resolution. This
word "substantially" is used in the pre-
amble as follows;
"The President is hereby authorized to I

'leave the government and control of tne
Island of Cuba to its people' so soon as the
government shall have been established in
said Island under a constitution which.
either as a part thereof or in an ordinance
appended thereto. shall define the future
relations of the United States with Cuba
substantially as follows."
Then follow the conditions.
While the word "substantially" was used

advisedly in this preamble, it was not
meant to be taken in its broad sense of al-
lowing any material change or alteration
of the conditions, but simply not to put a
cast-Iron condition on the language used
in the amendment.
The Cubans, however. seem to think that

this word "substantially" can be twisted
so as to allow them to amend or accept
part of the conditions and reject the cth-
ers. But this is denied by the senators
who were instrumental in drawing the reso-
lution, who claim that the conditions must
be complied with in Loto and "substan-
tially" in the laiiguage 6f the resolutio:,
but this latter Is not absolutely necesary.

MARKETS FOR DAIRY PRODUCTS.
Object of Mr. Pearson's Mission to theWest Indies.
Raymond A. Pearson of the dairy divi-Mon of the Department of Agriculture left

Washington yesterday for Porto Rico. Act-
ing under instrpctions from the Secretary
of Agriculture, Mr. Pearson will reek to
broaden the market for. American dairyproducts. In speaking today of the mis-
sion of Mr. Pearson Secretary Wilson said
that the United States sells cow feed to
Denmark and Despark sells butter and
cheese throughout the world, "She sells530,000,000 worth of dairy products each
year to the people of Great Britain." said
the Secretary. "She sells these goods in
the China seas aud the islands of the Carri-
bean. -She sells- large quantities of cheese
and butter to the lnhabitants of our owninsular possessions. I propose that themarket for Apneriean dairy products shallbe extended. I have instructed Mr. Pear-
son to take along with him butter and tosend for all hie needs, and to ope~n up agen-cies for the *ale of It throughout PortoRico. Coming back, I have instructedl himto stop -int San Domningo, Haiti andi Cuba.In those place he is to open up agencieswhere Amieria cheese and butter may bebought. I want American cow feed fedto American dow and the dairy productsold by Americans rather than that Ameri-
cans shall sell corn, oil cake, etc., to theDane that the Dane may control the mar-ket for dairy products."

Curtis has invited the attem-
ticn of the District Commissiaer to what
he charges is the iadequate car servioc
rendered by the Washington Tractin Cosm-
pany on the Beaning exteamion of the
Columbia railway. This service, he state.,
does not conform to the requirements of
the company's charter, but is in ine. in
his opinion, with its new policy as recently
giveS out to the prom.
"From a twenty-minute schedule," says

Mr. Curtis, "wbich at eartain hours of the
day was Insuelent to. accommodate the
paitrons of the road, the runaning of the
caM bas reesitiy been chnged to a ferty-
minute schedule, excepting a short time in
the morning and afternoon, when a second
car makes a few extra trips. Even on a
twenty-minute schedule there are times in
the day when the cars are so crowded that
all cannot be accommoated even with
standing room.' I have sometime., in order
to reach my office In time, been obliged
to stand in cold, bleek weather on one
foot, all the room I could get, on the lower
step of the car and hang on for dear life.
"As many as seventy passengers have

been regislered a single trip on these small
cars, whose-seatlng capacity is only thirty
passengers. Without further comment on
this point, you can readily understand the
discomfort and inconvenience to which the
patrons of the road are subjected on a
forty-minute schedule, which sometimes in
emphasised by a thirty-nine-minute wait in
a cold northwest wind, waiting for the
next car.
"Another serious cause of complaint is

the great inconvenience we are subjected
to when we arrive at the power house at
Boundary. The passengers could transfer
to the Columbia car by walking only a few
steps, if they were permitted to do so; but
In nine cases out of ten the Columbia car
will move out a distance of half a block
as soon as the Benning car arrives, and
then wait for the passengers to walk and
overtake the car that could just as well
have waited at the point of connection.
This has been done time and again during
heavy rain storms. On a number of occa-
sions, adding insult to injury, after run-
ning to catch the connecting car referred
to above, and when within a few steps of
the platform, the conductor has pulled the
bell just in time for us to miss the car,
when he would laugh and jeer at us over
what he thought a fine joke. which joke is
apparently much enjoyed by all the em-
ployee when perpetrated on what they call
'hayseeds.'
"A former official of the Columbia rail-

way told iAe a number of months ago that
the Columbia extension was the best-pay-
ing piece of property owned by this so-
called syndicate. This being the case,
there is no reason why we should not have
adequate accommodations. I respectfully
submit this report with the hope that youwill give it your early attention and see
that the terms of the charter are complied
with and the evils complained of corrected
and the public no longer deprived of their
rights."

PROMOTIONS IN THE NAVY.

Construction by Secretary Log of
the Act Recently Passed.

Secretary Long has rendered a decision
on that feature of the recent enactment of
Congress promoting officers for gallant ser-
vice and providing that the promotion of
these officers shall not interfere with the
regular flow of promotions. It was difficult
to reconcile these extra promotions and the
regular promotions, and Congress provided
that the promotions for gallantry should
be carried on the naval list as "additional
names." The effect of this promises to be
very far-reaching, for in effect these addi-
tional names make a large increase In the
navy. For instance, the rear admirals are
increased from eighteen to at least twenty-
one, with prospects of further increase,
while the captains, numbering about fifty,
may be increased from sixty to seventy-
five. So it runs all through the naval list.
The Secretary's decision more particularly
referred to certain officers whose cases
served as a sort of test on the construction
of the entire law. Mr. Long holds that the
auditional officers are not to be so regarded
until they reach the higher grade to which
they are promoted. The effect of this is to
make Rear Admiral Higginson an addi-
tional officer of that grade from the date
of the act. Captain Edward if. Shepard,
being then at the head of the captains' list,
is promoted to the grade of rear admiral.
The bureau of navigation had urged that
Captain Frank Wildes should be promoted
simultaneously with Captain Shepard, but
Secretary Long holds that Captain Wildes
must await a vacancy in the list of rear
admirals. For similar reasons the Secre-
tary holds that Lieutenant Commander W.
B. Bailey cannot be promoted under a
clause of the act. The Secretary lays down
the general principle that the purpose of
the law was not to hasten promotion
among officers advanced for war service,but to prdvent interference with promo-
tions. It is held also that Colonel R. W.
Huntington, U. S. M. C.. is unaffected by
tile act.

MUST ANSWERt TO THE CHARGE.
Herskovits to Be Given to the Cane-

ian Authorities.
The Secretary of State has handed to

Lord Panneefote a Warrant for the surren-
der to the Canadian authorities of George
W. Herskovits of Toledo, Ohio, to answer
to the charge of perjury., It is alleged that
the prisoner eloped with a girl of- flfteen
years from Ohio into Canada and commit-
ted perjury there in falsely swearing that
the girl was of age. It Is asserted that
her parents are responsible for the extradi-
tion proceedings.
Mr. Herskovits is said to be a prominent

republican politician of Ohio and a member
of the republican state committee. It is
also said that his friends Invoked the aid
of Senator Hanna and Representative.
Dick and Soutbard of Ohio to prevent ex-
tradition proceedings. If the distinguished
gentlemen named took any steps- In the
direction Indicated they failedsof their mis-
sion, for the application for extradition,
meeting all legal and international require-
ments, was granted by the Secretary of
State as a purely routine proceeding.
