J. H. Burnham and F. L. Oimstead
Selected.

ANOTHER TO BE CHOSEN

Senator McMillan today had a conference
with Mr. J. H. Burnham, who was the con-
trolling influence In designing and erecting
the buildings at the world's falr in Chi-
cagn, and Frederick Law Olmsted. who
has been !dentified with the metropolitan
park system of Boeston. the result of which
fs that Messrs. Burnham and Olmsted will
be members of the commission to be ap-
pointed to dovise a general system of parks
for the District of Columbia, with a plan
for the location of public buildings that
may be erected fn the future.

These two members of the commission
will agree on the apnointment of a third

member, and they will at once go to work |

to prepare plans to be in readiness for sub-
mission to Congress at its meeting in De-
cember,

Recommended by Architects.

The eminence oir Messrs. Burnham and
Olmsted in their professions has caused
them to be spoken of by many interested in
developing a comprehensive park system
and plans for the loestion of public build-
ings In the District since the Senate au-
thorized the committee on the District of
Columbia to employ a commission for this
purpose,

When the committee of the American In-
stitute of Architects lately appeared before
the subcommitice having the investigation
of the subjeect in charge they recommended
the appointment of a commission of a few
members and it was then suggested by
them that Messrs. Burnham and Olinsted
were eminently fitted for the work to be
undertaken. They recommended thelr ap-
pointment, and advised that these two be
allowed to name a third member of the
commission to be assoclated with them In
the work.

The Question of Cost.

The District committee authorized Sen-
ator MecMillan to act in the matter, and
the only question which he had to decide
today in connection with the naming of the
commission was in relation to the probable
cost involved in the preparation of the
plans. It was decided that the preliminary
plans would be general In character, leav-
ing the working out of details for the fu-
ture. They will involve the devising of a
plan by which the great parks of the Dis-
trict can be cconnected so that eventually
there will be practically & continuous park-
way around the city. Under this plan Rock
Creek Park, the Zoological Park, the Sol-
diers’ Home grounds, Potomac Park and
the park that will ultimately be formed on
the flats of the Anacostia river will all be
connected.

Placing New Public Buildings.

The plan for the location of public build-
ings will be laid out In a general way. It
is expected that this plan will be one which
will Involve a harmony of development, so
that appropriations made in the future for
carrying it out can be expended In a8 way
to prove of the greatest advantage.

Both Messrs. Burnham and Olmsted ex-
pressed great interest In the work they are
to undertake, and accepted their appoint-
ments as members of the commission. They
will return to this elty In a few days, will
decide on some one as the third member
of the commission and will at once begin
thelr work, which will oecupy them until
next December.

This afternoon they drove through Rock
Creek Park with Senator McMillan and
viewed a portion of the country which will
be a part of the park system. Later in the
evening Senator MecMillan will leave for
St. Augustine, Fla., with his family.

MR. THIEBAUT TO DEPART.

Bruno de Margerie 10 Be First Secre-
tary of the French Embasasy.

The French embassy has been advised by
cable from the foreign office of the appoint-
ment of M. Bruno de Margerie as first sec-
retary of the embassy here, to succeed M.
Thiebant, who has been transferred to
EBerne, Switzerland. M. de Margerie's wife
is a sister of the distinguished French au-
thor and dramatist, Edmond Rostand, au-
thor of “L'Aiglon” and “Cyrano de Ber-
gerac,” and is prominent in literary as well
as diplomatic circlee. The new seoretary
was at Constantinople for a number of
years, where he recelved the cross of the
Legion of Honor and a gold medal. Later
he was at Pekin with Minister Pichon, dur-
ing the inception of the critical conditions
of the orient, and more recently he has
been af Copenhagen, whence he is now
transferred to Washington.

M. Thiebaut’s transfer to Berne is at his
own request, In order to be near his aged
parents. During his service In Washing-
ton, covering about five years, M. Thiebaut
was frequently called upon as French
charge d'affaires to direct some of the most
difficult and Important negotlations that
haye occurred of late, including the affairs
during the Chinese crisis of last summer.
He came to Washington in 1996 as acting
first secretary, and shortly after that rep-
resented the Bey of Tunis at the interna-
tional postal congress held here. Later he
assisted Ambassador Cambon in negotiat-
ing the reciprocity agreement between
Franece and the United States, concluded in
May, 1888, and one of the few agreements
of the kind still In force. He took an ac-
tive part in the work of the embassy dur-
ing the war with Spaln. when the Spanish
interests were intrusted to the French am-
bassador, and later when the peace proto-
col was signed through the iIntermediation
of the French authorities.

The extent of M. Thiebant's labors at
that time Is but little understood, as he was
frequently obliged to remaln up throughout
the night deciphering the extended dis-
;.a}tchpu passing between Madrid, Paris and
Washington. The Spanish government rec-
ognized his services by bestowing upon him
the grand officer cross of Charles I1I. He
has on three different occasions acted as
French charge d'affaires at Washington,
the last period covering the Chinese crisis
when the legatloners were besleged at Pe-
kin. The officials In Washington learned to
have a high regard for M. Thiebaut's abiil-
ties, and they are predicting that as u re-
sult of his energetic diplomatic services
here his transfer to Berne will be but a

stepping stone to promotlon to the rank of
minister.

- -
Return of Minister Wa.

The Chinese minister has returned from
Chicago, where he was cordlally recelved
by the faculty and students of Chicago
University and by the people in general of
that city. The minister had no oceaslon to
g0 to the State Department, as the condi-
tion of affairs in China remained practical-
ly unchanged during his absence. He Is
naturally quite solicitous over the ocutecome
of the pending discussion of indemnities,
and Is hopeful they will not rise to a point
making it difficult, if not Impossible, for
China to meet. The minister pays a high
t-ibute to the progress and enterprize of
Chicago, and expresses his appreciation of
the cordlal attention shown him.

CZAR IN DEADLY PERIL
HBE IS KEPT IN A n&h;l.nnm
ROOM.

Afrald to Trust His Own Servants—
More FPlois and Conspira-
cies Discovered. -

'BERLIN, March 22.--The St. Petersburg
correspondent of the Cologne Volks Zeit-
ung, under date of March 17, forwards by
mail news to the effect that -.th:am_ is evl-
dence in St. Petersburg of the existence of
plots againsi the authorities. He asserts
that sums of money are being distributed
to the factory hands ia St. Petersburg and
vicinity to induce them to- lolmn the dis-
affected students. If has not been learned
whence this money comes, but indications
polnt to high sources of the court.

The fact is, the correspondent continues,
the secret police no longer trust even the
highest entourage of the czar. New pre-
cautions for the proiection of the cszar's
life have been taken, namely, a mechanism
which allows no one to open the doors of
the room In which the czar happens at the
moment Lo be. ‘The ¢zar now has five desks
in his study, which he uses une after the
other.

The walls of the czar's study and bed
room are lined with steel armor. ;. The cor-
respondent finds that evidence of the new
plots was general.

Orders were given Saturday night to
keep all the troops in St. Petersburg ready.
Sunday the police were distributed in force
on all the main streets of the city. The
military commander of St. Petersburg, M.
Kleigels, received a number of warnings.

The Berliner Tageblatt prints a special
from 8t. Petersburgz, by way of Lemberg,
to the effect that the Karpovitch investi-
gatlon has revealed a great plot similar
to the nihilistic conspiracy, with Kieff as
a center, the main branch at Odessa, and
ramifications extending to the lowest
strata of soclety. The plan was to make
on attempt on the life of the czar, who
was thereupon removed to Gatchina. Eigh-
teen students are closely confined at
Schlusselberg - because they were affiliated
with the murder of M. Bogoliepefl.

REGARDED AS SHARP TRICK.

Alleged Confession of Henderson in
Cudahy Kiduaping.

OMAHA, Neb., March 22.—Chief of Po-
lice Donahue, when shown the Associated
Press dispatch from Dallas stating that
H. E. Henderson, a prisoner in the Texas
city, had confessed complicity in the
Cudahy kidnaping, said he had no infor-
mation on the subject.

At police headquarters it was declared
that “Henderson probably is booked for
a long term in Texas and took a very com-
mon method with crooks under such cir-

cumstances.”

Henderson was arrested at Dallas early
in February. At that time a picture of
Pat Crowe was found in his trunk. The
discovery led to an investigation at that
tlme, which, however, was without impor-
tant resuits. :

CHINESE ABILITY TO PAY.

The Sum of $200,000,000 Regarded as
the Maximum.

Although the situatton at Tien Tsin was
never regarded -here as really dangerous,
the officials felt that & prolongation of the
hostile attitude of the British and Russian
forces might lead to trouble in the end, so
that the' news of the arrangement by
which both of the powers are enabled
to recede from their positions without loss
of honor was well received here. With this
exciting Issue withdrawn the <Chinese
trouble has assumed a less menacing as-
pect, and it is reported that the ministers
have been able, leaving in abeyance the
troublesome subject of indemnities, to
make some bheadway toward the disposition
of the points. remaining to be .adjusted
under the articies subscribed to-by China
and the powers as Lhe basis for the joint
meeting at Pekin.

Further inpquiry into the indemnity ques-
tion makeg is appear that the sum of
§200,000,000, which our government has con-
sidered the maximum that should be levied
upon the Chinese as a tax, represents ah-

lutely the limit of Chinese ability, ac-
cording” to the calculations of the officials
hest informed as to the resources of China.
The figure named does not represent the
aggregate of the indemnities claimed. On
the contrary, it is upderstood that these
are in the aggregate very much largery
The United States fixed upon the sum of
$25,000,000 as a suitable .indemnity to bhe
claimed, not because that represented the
a1l expense to which our government
has been put by the Boxer troubles and tne
financial Josses sustained by our citizens,
but simply because It was felt that this
was as much as we should clalm propor-
tionately of the total of- $200,000,000.

It is not the intention to divide this $200,-
000,000 into as many equal parts as there
are powers, but, while dividing it Into eight
or ten parts, {0 see 10 it that these parts
are so proportioned as to.compensate the
powers in accordance with the outlay they
have been put to in suppressing the Boxér
troubles, and an erroneous impression was
acquired yesterday on that point. As a
matter of fact, the State Department offi-
cials, having in hand the estimates 'made
by the department of the cost of (Gen-
eral Chaffee’s campaign, from the Navy
Department the bills properly charged on
account of the co-operation of the navy,
and from United States consular officers
and from the missionary socleties, charges
on gccount Of the loss of life and property
by American missionaries, Is satisfied that |

the sum of $25,000,000 will only provide for [

a payment of a certain percentage of the
items claimed. The departmient would, |
even with this fact in view, be willing to
abate the S$25,000,000 claim if the other
powers would reduce their claims in the
same proportion, even to the extent of re-
ducing the total estimate to $100,000,000, 1f,
by so doing, the Chinese government could
be relieved by having the tax adjusted to
ita  abllity But although in grave
doubt whether China can pay more than
3100000000, our government feels itself
bound to secure compensation for its citi-
zens and itself to the same extent as is
secured by other powers, and is especially
resolved to do this because of the eonvie-
tion that a total abandonment of our
claims, or even a heavy reduction without
corresponding action on the part of the
other powers, would rather injure than
help China by destroying whatever of re-
straining Influence the State Department
has so far been able to exert upon less
sympathetic powers.

Metcalf, residing at the northeast corner
of Florida avenue and Linden (now called
4th) street, complained to the District Com-
missioners that his ho_uge was orl‘ll_:_a.lly
numbered 1801 Linden, or 4th street, but
that he was required to-ehange the number
tp 435 Florida avenue, and still later to
235. The latter number It had then been
for severai years. -But March 20, 1900, Mr.
Metcalf ‘wrote the Commissioners that he
had observed in a row of houses erected
two squares east of his that the mumbers
began with 300, one of the houses being
numbered 335, making two houses bear the
same number, 335, on the same sfreet just
two blocks apart. ;

iHe complained that he had twice been
subjected to expemse in the malter and
put to a great’ deal of annoyancs and in-
convenience,  and ‘he ‘appealed to the Com-
missioners for relief. :
