THE NEW ARMY RATIONS.

Changes Recommended Approved by
the President.

President McKinley has approved the
new army ration prepared under the direc-
tion of General Weston, commissary gen-
eral. The principal change is in the in-
crease of the sugar component, being 2D'
pounds to each 100 rations, instead of 15
pounds as heretofore. The vinegar compo-
nent, which was 8-25 of a gill, is changed
by allowing half of that amount in cu-

cumber pickles when desired. In the fruit
component 1 2-5 ounces of jam is allowed
for the field ration in place of 1 3-5 ounces

of dried or evaporated fruit, which is the
allowance for the garrison ration. A
change is made in the travel ration by
allowing canned tomatoes to be served on
the first day instead of the fourth, as here-
tofore.
For the use of troops on emergency oc-

casions in active campaign an emergency
ration will be Issued. Fresh meats will or-

dinarily be Issued seven days in ten and
salt meats three days in ten. If fish other
than fresh fish is issued It will be In sub-
stitution for salt meat.
Whenever the issue of both the fresh

meats and vegetable components Is im-
practicable there may be issued in lieu
of them a stew composed of fresh beef
and vegetables. For troops in Alaska the
bacon ration is increased four ounces and
the allowance of fresh vegetables Increased
to 24 ounces instead of 16 ounces.
The travel ration Is composed of bread,

canned corned beef, baked beans, canned
tomatoes, coffee and sugar.

New Coanties in Montana.
Ja~nes White, superintendent of the rail-

way mail service, han Issued a notice to
postmasters acquainting them with the fact
that two new counties have been created In
the state of Montana.
A new county, named Daly, in memory

of Marcus Daly, has been formed from
Deerlodge county, including post offices as
follows: Anaconda, Cable, Carroll, Stuart
and Warmaprings.
Deerlodge is the county seat of Deerlodge

county as now constituted.
A new county, named Rosebud, has been

formed from parts of Custer county and
the Crow Indian reservation, the new coun-
ty including the following post offices: an-
telope, Ashland, Birney, Crow Agency,
Deckter, Fort Custer, Forsyth, Hathaway,
Howard, Kirby, Lamedeer, Lee, Lock,
Lodgegrass, Mudldy, Otis, Rancher, Rose-
bud, St. Xavier, Sabra and Wayne.
The county seat of Daly county is Ana-

conda and that of Rosebud Is Forsyth.

To 3e Opened te Setties-a.
About twenty-four whole and fractional

townships embraced In what is known as
the Methow Valley, Wash., and within the
Washington forest reserve, probably wIll
be detached from the reserve and opened
to settlement In a few months. The comr-
missioner of the general land office has
recommended to the Secretary of the In-
terior the elimination of this area of about
167,840 acres from the reserve. These
lands have been carefully exmined by
government forestry officials and found to
be more suItable for agriculture than for
forestry reserve purposes.
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Meeting Promises to Be the Best
in the Club's History.

CURRENT SPORTING NEWS

The Washington Jockey Club thrown
open the gates of its Benning track to-
morrow for a meeting of Jifteen days, in-
augurating the racing season In the eas
The course has been greatly improved and
bears a handsome appearance. Every stall
on the grounds is filled, and hundreds of
horses are quartered at the old Ivy City
course and in stables adjacent to the Ben-
ning track, the number of horses here for
the meeting being larger than ever before.
These horses have come not only from the
south and east, but also many from the
west have put in an appearance, and the
meeting promises to be the very best ever
held here, as the fields will be large and
the racing of the highest character.
The sport afforded by the Washington

Jockey Club has frqm the very first been
noted for its clean, honest character, and
President S. S. Howland and his associates
have spared neither time nor money in
their efforts to place the Washington meet-
ing on an equality with thoe held on
the big New York courses. Jobbery and
crookedness, whenever detected, have been
promptly and severely punished, and last
year the spring and fall meetings of the
club established records for the number of
winning favorites, thereby demonstratingbeyond question that the best horse in the
great majority of cases wins at Benning.

Comfort of Spectators.
Not only has the blub management pro-

vided clean and hOnest sport, but it has
taken a most pronounced step to raise the
character of the attendance, rigidly ex-
cluding from its grounds disreputable per-
sons, and affording its patrons every pro-
tection. The result of these efforts has
been an increasing attendance of ladies and
of people prominent in social and offl-
cial circles. Everything possible Is done
for the convenience and comfort of race-
goers, and for this meeting Haley's or-
chestra has been engaged, and each after-
noon previous to and between races will
render selected programs of music.
The racing will begin daily at 3 p.m., and

the last race will be over In time to per-mit race-goers to return to the city for an
early dinner. A special train will leave the
6th street station each day at 2:15 o'clock
p.m., running direct to the track and re-
turning immediately after the last race.
The Columbia Railway Company will run
its electric street cars. to the track every
two minutes, conneftlpg with, and trans-
ferring from and to al lines but those of
the Capital Tracti4n Company. The com-
pany has ample sidings at the track, and
cars will be waiting there after the races
in sufficient numbers jo return people to
the city.

Tommorow'a Card.
Tomorrow's card 'will be one of the best

of the meeting, there being six races, in-
cluding the Arlington purse for two-year-
olds, at half a mile, a maiden steeplechase
at two miles and the first half of the Ben-
ing spring handicap. The last mentioned
race will be of unusual interest, as among
the horses entered in it are such good ones
as Intrusive, Sidney Lucas, Charentus,
First Whip, Knight of .Rhodes, Decanter,
Prince of Verona. Speedmas, Gold Fox.
Brisk, Robert Waddell. Fake, Moor, Obliged
and Death. This race is at six furlongs,
and is the first, of course, of the handicap
events this season fa the east. Shaw will
probably ride Charentus, Mitchell will be
on Speedmas, Michaels on Intrusive. Tom-
my Burns on Knight of Rhodes, and the
others will have competent jocks, so that
it will be a race from start to finish.

Six Races Daily.
The other four races will be hardly less

interesting, and as the track promises to
be in fair condition, despite the recent

heavy rains, the opening day's sport should
be excellent in every way. There will be
six races every day, and the club, re-

specting the desire of Washington race-

goers for races over the jumps, has pro-
vided a number of hurdle and steeplechase
events.

INTERNATIONAL 'VARSITY GAMES.

The Englishmen Are Opposed to the
Four Extra Events.

LONDON. March 27.-The challenge of
Harvard and Yale universities to Oxford
and Cambridge for a regular set of track
games suggests the usual- Oxford-Cam-
bridge program, including weight-throwing,
with two added events, which the chal-
lengers propose shall be selected from the
220-yard sprint, 220-yard hurdle race, pole
ju~mp and weight throwing..
In the opinion of Oxford athletes, none of

the four extra events is desirable, partly
because they are quite unaccustomed to
two of them, while they consider weight-
throwing unattractive, and the 220-yard
sprint dangerous on a round course with
corners.
The main-difficulty. however, according to

officials of the Oxford University Athletic
Club, who were seen by a representative
of the Associated Press, are the July date
and financial considerations. With regard
to the date, the Oxonians point out that
sad experience has taught Englishmen that,
while the English July air refreshes Ameri-
can athletes on their arrival, American
July air absolutely incapacitates English
athelets. With the meeting fixed for the
end of September, the climatic objections
vanish, and the Oxonians understand that
Harvard and Yale would be disposed to ac-
cept an autumn date If July were voted
impossible.
e"The financial difficulty is serious," said
an officer of the Oxford University Athletic
Club. "Our clubs are poor, and the Eng-
lish, who are so wgsteful of money in many
ways, do not waste much on athletics, and
a subscription list, so readily rained for
American sports, might well be a fiat fail-
ure here. Then, the Dons, who are the
governing body of our young athletes, have
developed the curious doctrine that all
sports ought to be conducted without any
financial support, and they taboo as pro-
fessional any praiseworthy attempts to give
the public the beet' shopr at the best possi-
ble price, which, in Sagland, is the lowest
price. As, however. harvard and Yale and
Oxford and Cantbddge appear to fully
mean business. we jpupt all do our best to
arrange the difnlqultea and bring off the
meeting somehow~

DONOVA'S 211mLBI TALK.
Admits Ammerlean League Is streup

Patsy Donovan. manager of the St. Louis

team, with Left Fielder Jesse Burkett.
spent Monday in Pittsburg, en route to
St. Louis, where Donovan hopes Frank Do
Haas Robison winl be able to induce Bur-
kett to sign a contract. Donovan met
Rhody Wallace and Emmett Heidrick In
the smoky city, who have lately resigned
with St. Louis. Donovan, who has always
been known as a most fair manager, giv-
ing every one his due, gave an interesting
talk on the new American League. He ad-
mits the new organization to be strong.
and gives great credit to those back of it
for getting. so many good men in line.
Donovan said:
"It would be foolish for any man to say

that the American League isn't in shape
to make good. It shows up strong, and
what's the use of saying it ain't good?It is most unfortunate for the National
League. Johnson's league has weakened
every team in the league save Brooklyn
and Pittsburg. These people were the
strongest lao year. I know what they
held out to some of our people. Burkett
was offered a fabulous sum for playing in
the new league. as was Wallace and Heid-
rick. Burkett has not yet signed with us,
but I hope he will on reaching St. LouLs.
"With regard to Young, I will. say that

I have yet hopes of reclaiming him. I
won't lie by saying that I don't want
Young. The blow will be heavy if YoungIs lost to us. Cyrus Young is a wonderful
pitcher. He is an awfully good man to
have in the spring. He is also a good man
to have in the fall, and in midsummer he
has them all beaten. That's what I think
of Young.
"In regard to Ban Johnson's plea that

Wallace and Heidrick signed with the
American League, I will say that the boys
might have, on being asked for terms,
named a price. I suppose there was -some
correspondence between them, but noth-
Ing was closed. Under old terms, If a
player asked his terms and named a flg-
ure, that closed the deal, but not. so iow.
The player has the refusal. One must have
his signature and have it locked up in the
safe, too."

WESTERN ASSOCIATION LAUNCHED.

Indianapolis and Louisville Placed in
a Compact Circuit.

FORT WAYNE, Ind., March 27.-The In-
terstate Base Ball League disbanded last
night, a new organization to be called the
Western Association was launched and it
was announced that the new association
would be protected by the National League.
Franchises were awarded to Louisville, In-
dianapolis, Toledo, Grand Rapids, Dayton,
Fort Wayne, Marion and Columbus, Ohio.

Gleason Wanted in Philadelphia.
A deal is on between the Philadelphia

and New York clubs of the National
League. Manager Shettaline of the Phil-
lies held a conference with President
Freedman of the New York club yester-
day In the latter city.
The object of the conference is said to

be for Philadelphia to get Second Baseman
"Kid" Gleason in a deal wherby the Phil-
lies will give up one or more pitchers. There
is a good chance of the negotiations oeing
successful.
Philadelphia needs a second baseman

since Lajoie has "jumped" to the Ameri-
can League, and New York has a good
man in that position in Murphy. while
Manager Davis recently announced that
Gleason would be traded. New York, how-
ever, is shy on pitchers, ag Carrick, Mer-
cer, Sparks and Garvin have signed with
the American League clubs and Hawley
has not yet come to terms.
Philadelphia, on the other hand, has

seven twirlers, already signed, with an-
other to be heard from. What pitchers
New York wants for Gleason could not be
learned.

Diueen's Desertion Surprises Boston.
Great surprise was caused in Boston yes-

terday by the announcement that Director
J. B. Billings had succeeded in inducing
Pitcher Dineen to go back on his personal
contract to play ball for Charles W. Som-
era the coming season. The plan of the
National Leaguers proved successful in the
case of Dineen, and yesterday Director Bill-
ings left for the west to land Chick Stahl.
Money is not to be spared in the endeavor
to bring back the players who have strayed
away from the fold.
After all the Philadelphia American

Leaguers did not succeed in landing Gam-
mons, the Brown coach, but the iloston
National League team secured him. Last
week Gamnmons announced that he would
not play professional ball, but it seems he
thought better of the proposition and ac-
cepted the liberal offer of the Bostons and
signed a contract.
