DUST AND SCRAPINGS

COAL SUPPLIED TO SCHOOLS RE-

PORTED TO BE INFERIOR.

Alleged Shortage in Welight—Action

of Board of Edacation—The
Text Books.

One of the features of last night's meet-
ing of the hoard of education was a report
made by Gen. Boynton, chairman of the
committee on ways and means, in regard
to the Inferlor character of the coal sup-
plled to the public schools. Btatements
made to the committee by the superin-
tendents and janitors of the various schools
showed dust and scrapings were contained
in the coal, and also that some of the
early dellverles were short in weight. Ac-
cording to the report, one-eighth of the
coal furnished the schools was bad and a
larger quantity was inferfor In quality.
The report sald that previous complaints
of the inferior quality of the ceal had been

| so persistently ignored that janitors ceased

to take Interest in the matter especlally.

As put by the report, "in the case of
janitors against coal contractors it had ap-
peared that the material interests of the
janitor would not be advanced by such
complaints."”

The report was adopted and referred to
the District Commissioners for such fur-
ther action as may be deemed necessary.

Errors In Text Dooks.

Gen. Boynton again brought up the sub-
ject of alleged errorg in text books and
sald, In part:

“In a communleation presented to the
hoard at its meeting on February 20 last,
John Fiske's ‘History of the United States
for Schools’ was, as the result of a casual
examination, excepted from the criticisms
passed upon Barnes’, Montgomery's, John-
stoit's and MceMasters' school historfes. A
more critical examination of some of the
chapters in the Fisk history on the civil
war constrains me to bring this volume
also to the attention of this board, with
the recommendation that it be Inecluded
with those named above in the resolution
of the beard, declaring that their chapters
on the civil war shall not be taught in the
schools of the District until properly cor-
rected."”

Gen. Boynton then proceeded to polnt out
to the board a few of the many errors that
he clalmed he had discovered during his
examination, all relating te the clvil war.

“Upon page 388, speaking of Shiloh, New

| Orleans, Island No, 10, and Memphis in the

spring of 1862, Mr. Fiske says: ‘This serles
of magnificent federal victories reduced the
confederates in the west to the two im-
portant positions of Vicksburg on the Mis-
slssippi river and Chattancoga in the
southeastern part of Tennessee,” Yet more
than a year and a half after the period
thus fixed by Fiske, and four months after
the capture of Vicksburg. the enemy was
so active as to require 50,000 men under
McPherson In western Tennessee and 58,000
under Banks In Loulsiana."

The report was referred to the
on text books.

Superintendent Montgomery In regard to
the recent fire at the Randall building ex-
onerated the janitor, A. H. Wayne, from
all blame in the matter.

ALLEGED INFERIOR COAL.

District Inspector Discusses Allega-
tions of Roard of Education.
While the District Commissioners have
not yet heard officially from the board of
education in the matter, Mr. John C. How-
ard, the District inspector of fuel, called
upon Commissioner Macfarland this morn-
ing relative to the complaint made by the
board’'s commlittee on ways and means last
evening of the quality and weight of ceal
furnished the public schools. The com-
mittee stated, so it is reported, that one-
efghth of the coal is bad and that one-half
of that preportion of it is very bad, and
that the loads have not always been up to
the standard. Until the Commissioners re-
cefve an offleial report from the board they

will take no action in the matter.

Mr. Howard, in speaking of the com-
plaint, said to Mr. Macfarland:

“In regard to the quality of the coal, it
is the quality used by most of the execu-
tive departments, and I am satisfied that
if any of that coal were taken from the
school buildings and examined it would be
found good, merchantable coal. Over nine-
tenths of the coal is hauled direct from the
cars, and ls zlean coal, being stopped for
weighing and direction at the yard. Dirt
accumulates in proportion to the number
of times coal Is handled. Bins at some of
the school houses are not cleaned out for
long periods, and at the end of a season,
especially, are the bins dirty.

“I am surprised to hear that the janitors
state that the coal {8 short welght. It is
their privilege, not to say their duty, to
have any coal weighed that they suspect
is short in weight. Any policeman is au-
thorized to weigh it at any scales, and may
be requested to do so. Coal never leaves
the vard until 7 o'clock in the morning, and
Janitors are notified when deliveries will
be made at the buildings, and should be
there to receive the coal.”

Independent Service Recommended.
Reporting upon the request of Helen E.

Sparhawk of Brookland for permission to
make a change in the plumbing at 682 4th
street, Mr. Charles B. Ball, the inspector
of plumbing, says that upon investigation
It appears from the records of the water
department that an “L” water pipe sup-
plies four houses, including the premises
in question. Under these circumstances
the lack of supply in any house when wa-
ter Is running In any of the others is no-
ticeable. The applicant should, in his opin-
fon, be advised that, to cure the difficulty
in question, it Is best to provide an inde-
pendent lead serviee separately run for
her house from the main In the street. It
Is also necessary, he thinks, that a new
hydrant cock be placed for the yard closet
and that the obstruction be cleared from
its outlet, at present In bad condition.

BULLET THROUGH HIS BRAIN

CHARLES MOMM, ASSISTANT PATENT
EXAMINER, COMMITS SUICIDE.

Was Crased by Suffering, Which Re-
sulted From an Attack of
the Grip.

Charles Momm, thirty-two years old, who
was a first assistant examiner in the pat-
ent office, committed suicide at hiz heme,
No. 631 Elliott street northeast, about 7:30
o’'clock this morning by shooting himself In
the head. The bullet entered the right side
of his head above the ear and passed
through the braln. coming out on the oppo-
site side. He had an abscess in his head,
following an attack of the grip, and had
been unable to sleep. Because of his nerv-
ous condition and Intense suffering, it 1s
believed, his mind was unsettied, and that
to that his rash act was due. Drs. Walter
and Story were summoned to the house,
but they were unable to do anything for
the victim, death claiming him in a short
time after the shot was fired. Coroner
Nevitt made an investigation of the case
and gave the necessary death certificate.

Mr. Momm was in apparently perfect
health when he accepted the position In
the patent office, about eleven months ago.
Five months later his health began to fail
and then he was attacked with the grip.
This left him in a precarious physical con-
dition, and he consulted a specialist. An
abscess formed near the base of the brain,
and this, it is stated, gave him more trou-
ble than did his other ailments. He man-
aged to keep up his spirits, however, until
he became unable to sleep. His nervous-
ness caused him to make a remark to a
friend which indicated that his mind was
not exactly right and induced the fear that
he might take some violent means of end-
ing his sufferings.

Yesterday morning he rested nearly two’

hours, and in the afterncon felt somewhat
improved. Last night, however, he was
unable to sleep, as he had been for several
nights, and this morning his condition was
as bad, if not worse, than ever.

Henrs Report of Weapon.

Mrs. Momm aross as usual, and shortly
after 7 o'clock she trok her two young
children with her to the kitchea and closed
the doors between the rooms in order that
the little ones might not disturb their
father. During the night the wife had kept
watch over the patient. S8he feared he
was losing his mind, although she had no
guspicion that he would commit sulcide.
About ten minutes after she left the bed
room she heard the report of a weapon.
Hurrying to the sleeping apartment she
saw at a glance that her husband had
shot himself. On the bed beside him was a
thirty-eight-caliber revolver, and blood
was streaming from two wounds in his
head. He was uncouscious, and in a few
niinutes he was dead.

The revolver with whkich the deed was
ccmmitted was kept In the drawer of the
sldeboard in the room. As soon as his wife
and children left the room it is evident the
sick man got out of bed and procured the
weapon. Then he returned to bed, got un-
der the cover and flred the fatal shot.

After the coroner had given a certifi-
cate of death the body was prepared for
burial. The funeral srrangements will not
be made until the arrival of the father of
of the deceased from New Jeraey.

Native of Prussia.

Charles Momm was born In Prussia, and
when he was twelve years old he came to
this country with his parents, who went to
live at Newark, N. J. After graduating
from a New Jersey college, the young man
went to Birmingham, Ala.,, where he en-
tered the shops of the Hardie-Tynes foun-
dry and machine shop. He was soon made
foreman of the works, because of his skill
and commanded a salary several hundred
dollars a year In excess of what he re-
ceived here In the service of the govern-
ment. The work In the Alabama shops was
too hard for him, and he came here to get
a rest. Bince coming here his former em-
ployers have written him several letters
asking him to return, and he wounld proba-
bly have complied with their wishes had
his health been restored. He spent six
years at Birmingham.

The Tth of May of last year he reported
for duty at the patent office, and while
there he worked under Mr. R. G. Simpson,
chief of the division having charge of rail-
way brakes, appllances and rolling stock,
where he proved himself to be an efficlent
clerk In every particular, and where he
made a great many friends. Mr. Simpson
called to see him several times during his
illness.

About slx weeks ago the father of Mrs.
Momm died and her husband went with
her to New Jersey to attend the funeral.
Mr. Momm had not been at work since the
19th of the month, although he had not
been confined to his bed much of the time.
The father of the deceased, it is stated, is
now living at Elizabeth, N, J, and he will
reach here late this afternoon. It is ex-

ected that the body will be taken to New
ersey for interment.
