RICHMOND, Va., March 30.—The mag-
nificent Jefferson Hotel, the pride of Rich-
mond, was practically swept out by fire
this morning. All that remalns of the mag-
nificent structure, which was built and fur-
nished by the late Lewlis Ginter at a cost
of over $1,0000mM), I8 the two clock towers
and part of the court fronting on Frank-
lin street. The fire was discovered near
midnlght high up in the Main street sec-
tion of the building, and was not consid-
ered serious at first. The hotel apparatus
was brought Into play, but the hose burst.

The flames spread rapldly and messen-
gers were sent through the building to
awaken the guests, many of whom had to
be dragged out of bed. There was a gen-
eral rush toward the Franklin street part.
The fire made an immense light, and in a
short time the vicinity was thronged with
all classes, many persons gliving expression
to their émotions In tears. The fire de-
partment worked hurriedly, but under the |
greatest difficulty owing to the height of |
the building. At one time it was thought

SENATOR PLATT ON THE CONDITIONS
SUBMITTED TO CUBANS,

His Advices Convince Him That the
Havana Convention WIill Agree

to the Terms Proposed.

Senator Pilatt of Connectient, chalrman
of the Senate committee on Cnban rela-
tions, expresses the opinion that the terms
proposed by what Is known as the Platt
amendment with reference to our relations
with Cuba will be accepted by the Cubans.

“The advices which I get from Cuba,”
he said to a Star reporter today, “‘convinge
me that in the end the Cuban convention
will accept the terms proposed by Con-
gress. They are so manifestly in the In-
terest of Cuba that I cannot think they
will finally reject them. The United States
only asks of Cuba that it shall recognize
our right to guarantee to it an independent,
peaceful and stable government. We do
not propose in any manner to Interfere
with Cuban independence; we do, however,
recognize our right and duty to see ‘th.-ll
it is maintained. This is just what Cuba
needs and what it should cheerfully assent
to. We have not asked indemnity for all
our outlay, we have not sought to plae2
any restrictions upon the new govern-
ment bevond this, titat they shall do noth-
ing to impair thelr independence. Some peo-
ple. both here and in Cuba, assert that we
seek to establlsh a protectorate, but this
iz entirely a misconception. The accepi-
ance of the terms proposed will not es-
tablish a protectorate in any sense that
the word has ever been used in Internation-
al law. The situation is unique, and the
relations between us and Cuba will be
unique and may be properly expressel by
saving that the United States deslres to
become the guarantor or Cuban independ-
ence, and the stability of its government.

MAJ. ANDRE'S DIARY FOUAND.

Interesting Document Turned Up by
Lord Grey In England.
LONDON, March 30.—The diary of Ma)j.
Andre, after lying hidden for 100 years, has
been discovered in England. This interest- |
ing find wans made by Lord Grey the other
day, while he was golng over a lot of old
family papers that probably had not been
disturbed sinee the conclusion of the Amerl-

can war of independence,

Lord Grey's greatgrandfather was a com-
mander of British troops in Amerfca at that
time, and Andre served on hils staff, and
this accounts for the diary being In the pos-
session of the present peer. The diary s
apparently the original, but in order to
make sure that it is not a copy Lord Grey
is sending over to the Unlted States to se-
cure samples of Andre's handwriting, none

The diary is a story of the campaign day |

by day®during the years 1777-1778. It is|

simply but Interestingly told from the

soldler's standpoint and ls accompanied by |
maps, apparently drawn by Andre himself
and with a skill that would make him the
equal of any military topographer of today.

The diary ceases too early lo throw new
light upon the motives which prompted the
tragic ending of his career, but it glves
interesting glimps=es of the personality of
one of the historical figures of the revolu-
tlon.

KHAKI COLOR AND BLUE.

Investigating Thelr Meriitx for Sol-
diers’ Uniforms.

A trial was recently held at Fort Myer,
Va., to test the relative merits of khakl-
colored and blue flannel shirts for the use
of our soldiers. The blue flannel shirt has
been for years a flxed Instltution In the
field mervice of the American army. but
newspaper correspondents who have been
Philippines and
China state that they afford a very con-
epicucus target for the fire of an enemy.
The subject was thoroughly Investigated,
and while no declsion waa reached placing
the one material above the other, It was
found that the khaki shirt Is well adapted
for field service similar to that in the Phil-
ippines.

EXPENSES MUST BE CUT.

Notice Sent to the Constructors at the
Navy Yards.

Chiet Constructor Dowles of the navy
has notified the naval constructors at the
varlous navy yards throughout the coun-
try that expenses must be reduced dur-
ing the remainder of the present fiscal
year, and beginning May 1 next, he di-
rects that the labor forces of government
vards be decreased. The expense of re-
pairing ships now un the Asiatic station
is cited as the cause of this rigid economy,
T'nexpected bills of large amounts for work
on the Cavite and Hong Kong yvards and
other foreign stations have made a mate-

rial gap In the coastruction end repair
fund.

Admiral Bowles Is opposed to the plan
of having United States ships repaired
abroad, and it is thought that there may
be a permanent change in the policy of re-
palring ships in foreign lands,

Large sums of money have been spent
abroad on United Staies vessels that have
been damaged in the waters of the orient.
If the work of repalring had been done at
home it would have cost much less than
the amount expendéd. 1t was through Rear
Admiral Bowles’ objection to foreign repair
work that Secretary Long ordered the crui-
ser Newark to procead to this country to
be overhauled. =

SUICIDE

Result of Inquiry Concerning Death
of an Unknown Man,

VERDICT OF

BODY FQUND IN VIRGINIA WOOLS

Nothing by Which Remains May
Be Identified.

DOUBTS RE~PECTING VERDICT

The body of an unknown white man was
found yesterday afternoon about 2:30
oclock on the hillside of the MeCarthy
farm, in Falrfax county, Va., about two
miles from the Chain bridge. An Inquest
was held this morning, but the remains
were unidentified and will be interred to-
morrow morning about 9 o'clock, if un-
claimed. The general impression s that
death was self-inflicted. This view 1s
strengthened by the fact that a revolver
was found in the hands of the dead man.

The discovery of the remains was made
by three young white boys named Bab-
cock, who, It is sald, were hunting for
buzzards' eggs. The body was lying with-
in fifty yards of the river bank—a steep
hill, perhaps four or five hundred yards in
height. The spot was one well selected
for suiclde and is visible only on one side.
To the south was the steep side of a rocky
ledge, perhaps fifte:n feet in height, and
the man was sheltered by this when the
deed was committed, the space being only
two or three feet in width. Persons might
pass Immediately over the body and never
be able to find it, and only for the fact
that the buzzards are said to lay their
eggs in rocky clefts was the discovery
made, .

The remains were in a rather bad econdi-
tlon. Alarmed over what they had seen
the_bn,vs hurried to Chain bridge and there
notified a constable of their find. It so
happened that while Chain bridge is with-
in the jurisdiction of Alexandria county the
spot where the body was found is well
within Fairfax county, and so notice was
served on Constable James L. MeGarrity,
who immediately began an investigation.
He found the body and, after notifying the
justice of the peace, Henry M. Fortner,
made arrangements for an inquest, which
was held this morning shortly after 0
o clock, and at which nothing developed to
disciyso the identity of the dead man.

ldentification Impossible,

Identification of the remains from the
face was Impassible. It was also practl-
cally impossible to judge the age of the
dead person. The clothing was all that re-
mained intact, and from this fact alone, if
by any means, the future identification will
be made.

The entire front portion of the face was
missing, from the eyes to the chin, and
from ear to ear. The flesh had all disap-
peared, and this is supposed to have been
removed by the buzzards, which are re-
ported to be quite numercus in the locatity.
The nose had been entirely eaten off, and
if a mustache once adorned the face it was
no longer to be seen. The teeth appeared
to be quite prominent, and were regular.
Both of the ears were gone.

Omn the left side of the face, a little be-
low the temple, a small wound was plainly
visible, which was caused by the bullet
plowing its way through the bone. The
flesh remaining on the hands was black-
ened by decomposition.  Although in places
clotted with blood, it ecould easily be
seen that the halr was of a red color—a
sandy hue, as one person expressed it.

When found the man was lying on his
left hip, and the trunk of the body was so
twisted around that the face was lying
toward the ground, with the arms folded
near the body. In searching the clothes
for articles that might possibly be used for
future identification it was necessary to
turn the corpse entirely around. When
lying squarely on the back a large gap
was visible in the neck, giving the im-
pression that the throat had been eut. The
wound seemed to be entirely too clean to
be caused by decompaosition.

Description of Body.

The dead body was evidently that of a
person who weighed about 140 pounds, and
who was about five feet six or seven inches
in height. It was clearly not the body of
a tramp. The corpse was attired in a
short grayish colored overcoat covering a
small square checked gray coat and vest,
He wore also a pair of blue gray panta-
loons striped lengthwise. Black socks were
visible. A rather wide striped blue and
white shirt was worn, with cuffs to match,

A white collar, standing, of medium
height, on which the marks could not be
ascertained among the blood stains, and a
small, square-checked silk necktie of gray
and white were worn. 1t was one of the
“ready-made” tles, and bore the only mark
found on the dead man's clothing, having
t“heJ?tamp of “Ed Steudtner, Hoboken,

I A search In the pockets revealed a palr

of light kld gloves, practically new, of a
brownish tint, two cigars, a box of matches
and an almost new $2 bill found in an up-
per vest pocket. A half-emptled half-pint
bottle of whisky was also found in the
clothes, the bottle bearing no label at all.

In the right hand was found a Four-
hand revolver of .32 caliber, containing five
chambers. There were two empiy cham-
bers, while the trigger rested on one ap-
parently recently discharged. Two full
loads remained In the weapon. On the
cuffs a pair of gold-washed buttons was
found. They were rather oblong in shape,
contalning a blue stone setting of some
kind, with an engraving that partly resem-
bled the letter O.

At the inquest this morning before 'Squire
Fortner there were no witnesses heard. A
Jury, consisting of J. M. Walthers, fore-
man; John O Gant, Emory Boucher, Ward
Kirby, Charles Schutt, William Rogers and
W. E. Phillivs, was Impaneled and held a
sesgion Immediately beside the body.

Verdict of the Jury.

After viewing the body and hearing the
apinions of those present the jury returned
the following verdiet:

“We, the undersigned jury, viewed the
remains of a dead man found on the Me-
Carthy farm, in Falrfax county, Va., and
suppose that the said man came to his
death by a pistol shot from his own hand;
gaid man supposed to “e about thirty-two
years of age, five iext seven inches in
height, and weighing about 140 pounds.
We suppose thalt he has been dead for
three weeks.'"

After the verdiet of the jury the articles
found in the possession of the dead man
were placed in charge of 'Squire Fortner,
while Constable McGarrity made arrange-
ments for the funeral. He stated that the
interment would be mande near the spot
where the body was found, and when seen
by a Star rveporter wrs on his way to
L Georgetown to secure a suitable cdffin.

WON BY GOOD STEERING

OXFORD DEFEATS CAMBRIDGE IN A
GRAND RACE.

Contest Was Rowed Under Deplorable
Conditlions, Hbut Record for First
Mile Was Brokém,

LONDON, March 30—Oxfor®d's coxswain
snatched a victory from Cambridge today
in a boat-steering race after the light blues
(Cambridge) had led by a length and a half
at Barnes' bridge, an advande which, at
that point, is supposed to mean a sure vic-
tory.

The crews were so evenly matched that
clever steering meant everything. In ihis
alone the dark blues (Oxford) had the ad-
vantage,

The weather could hardly have Dbeen
worse, Rain fell all night, and with a
south wind made a discouraging outlook.
The race was up stream, on a flood tide,
with a seven-knot breeze on the port quar-
ter at the start, which was made at 10:25
a.m. Both crews rowed down to the start-
ing skiffs. There was little to choose be-
tween them in action or physique.

At Colonel Willin's signal the crews
caught the water together, but Cambridge's
Bnappy stroke gave them a the bet-
ter of the start. Cambridge Towed 34
gtrokes to the minute at the start and Ox-
ford 35, which brought the dark blues
abreast of Cambridge and gave them a
fractional lead, which they leést before
Hammersmith bridge was reached.

Cambridge First nt Hammeérsmith.

Cheers rose from Cambridge's steamboiit
d8 thelr crew passed Hammersoifth bridge
half a length ahead. On the Oxferd steam-
er Lthere was deep sllence amd anxiety.

At Thorneyveroft's very roagh’ water was
met and the turn of the covrse brought the
wind around and ahead. There the super-
lority of Broca's (Oxford) host showed
itself. Both crews dropped their stroke to
29, but Oxford was the steadier. 8Still
Cambridge gained. At Barmes' bridge her
‘lead was a length and a half, Then the
Oxford champlons, on the Uxford steamer,
gave tongue for the first.4tme and yelled
cncouragement to thelr créw. The response
was instantaneous, and as heartbreaking
-as the pace had been' for the first mile,
which was one second nnder the record,
Oxford quickened her stroke to 82 and then
to 34 and Cambridge quickened to 26. But
the latter lacked the driving power of Ox-
ford, who went up, foot by foot. The
crowds on the banks caught the contagion
of the struggle and surged along toward
the finish. ;

Oxford Steadily Galns.

Oxford crept slowly up and overcame the
Cambridge lead, In spite of the constant
aulckening of the Cambridge stroke. On
the Cambridge steamer the passengers fol-
lowing the race cheered despalringly, and
Cambridge quickened again to 86, then to
398 and finally to 40, J

The Oxford bow lapped the Cambridge
stern for a time and the race hung in the
balance. Oxford quickened to 36, and Cam-
bridge struggled gamely, but lost her hard-
won lead by inches, falling signally in her
steering at each turn, while Oxford never
lost an inch on the geometry of the course.

In the last two hundred yards Oxford's
bow began to show ahead, and she re-
lentlessly overhauled Cambridge, who
rowed strong to the finish. Nevertheless,
deep-throated cheers arose as the crew
flashed between the red flags at the finish,
and Cambridge saluted Oxford as they
ceased rowing,

Then to the Amerlcan spectators came a
surprising feature. The winning crew rowed
to their landing place and carried in their
own oars and boat, instead of being them-
selves carried in on the shoulders of their
admirers, as would happen. in the case of
an Ameriean crew.

The time of the leaders at the main yoints
of the course was: Craven Steps, 2 min-
uter 28 seconds; mile, 8 minutes B4 sec-
onds (beating the record by one second);
Hammersmith bridge, 7 minutes 30 sec-
onds; Chiswick, 11 minutes 08 seconds;
Barnes' bridge, 19 minutes.

The statement can be made that the full
strength will not be enlisted if the condi-
tions in the islands develop as generally
expected in official c¢ircles. It is even prob-
able that {if affairs become favorable
enough the new regular army will not be
compogsed of over 65,000 men. The Presi-
dent hopes that it will not be necessary te
make up an army of over half the number
of men authorized by law. The President
feels that it would be better to enlist the
army at a minimum figure and Increase it
if necessary rather than to enlist the maxi-
mum strength and later cut it down.

The question Is being considered by the
President and the authoritles, but very
naturally no decision will be reached un-
til the views of General MacArthur and
others In the Philippines, Judge Taft in-
cluded, are obtained. The belief prevalls
that these officials will recommend a de-
creased army in the islands. To promi-
nent callers with whom he talked today
the President -said that the strength of
the reorganized army would not be greater
than necessary to meet the conditions. Not
a man would be enlisted whose servicea
were not required to cope with the situa-
ticn. The discretion as to the size of the
force Lo be enlisted rests with the Presi-
dent.

Senator Burrows congratulated the Pres-
ident today on the outlook in the Phliip-
pines. The senator frankly confessed that
up to this time he had been troubled with
some misgivings as to the situation, but
he now thought that Aguinaldo’s capture
had changed everything.

For an Alaskan Judgeship.

Reopresentative Sibley of Pennsylvania
filed with the President today the applica-
tlon of H. E. Shaffer of Kane, Pa., for a
judgeshlp in Alaska. Mr. Shaffer is a
highly rated lawyer, with the backing of
senators, representatives, judges, lawyers
and others. There is no vacancy in Alas-
ka now, but the applleation is made in
case there should be one. In fact, the
Pennevlvanians do not know what will be
done in the matier of Judege Noves of
Alaska, against whom serious charges
were made of complicity“in certain mining
deals. It Is said that Judge Noyves has
been asked for a statement regarding the
charges agalnst him, and that this state-
ment i3 expected before a great while.
The President will do nothing until Judge
Noyes has opportunity to present his side
of the case. Somewhat of an extensive In-
vestigation may be made later.

Discussing Virginia Places.
George E. Bowden and Park Agnew, the
Virginia republican leaders, tilked with the
President today about Virginia patronuge.
I'I'he two Virginlans are making every ef-
fort to oust the democratic postmastsr at
Lynchburg, Benator Daniel's home town;

also the democratic postmaster at Chat-
ham, Representative Swanson's home.
They say that a democrat has been kept at
Lynchburg through the operations of the
senatorial courtesy idea, and that Mr.
Swanseon has succeeded by his influence in
keeping a democrat at Chatham. There are
too many republicans wanting office for
such a lamentable conditicn of affairs, they
aay. "

Senator Daniel saw the President later In
the day, but whether in reference to the
Lynchburg post office is not known.

The Situnaticn in Cuba.

Newell Sanders, president of the Chatta-
nooga chamber of commerce, saw the
President today. Mr. Sanders has made
several trips to Cuba recently and talked
with the Président on what he observed

there. Mr. Sanders volces the view so
often expressed by Americans who have
been Ih Cuba—that the property owners
and money interests of the Island want
annexation to the United States. - They
hope that this country will never relin-
quish control of Cuba.

Frederick 1. Allen, the new commissioner
of patents, ealled on the President today.

George Sawter of Stamford, Conn., who
is tp be succeeded as consul at Glauchaw,
Germany, by E. A. Crewvey of Bridge-
port, Conn., saw the President today to
urge his retention in office.

, and is sald to have made a very ac-
ceptable record.

AN ARTICLE IN THE COMMONER
HOSTILE TO MR. HILL.

Attitude Believed to Be Impolitic—
Looks as If Nebraskan De-
sired to Be Dictator.

Some criticism of Mr. Brvan has been
provoked among democrats by an article
in the latest issue of the Commoner on ex-
Senator David B. Hill and his letter®to the
Crescent Democratic Club of Baltlmore,
The article is sharpiy hostile to Mr. Hill,

NEW ELECTION LAW

Senator McComas on the Maryland
Legislature's Action.

OVER 40,000 VOTERS DISFRANCHISED

Effect on the llliterate Democrats
in the State.

ACT UNCONSTITUTIONAL
—_——

The Maryland legislature having sd-
journed after enacting the diefranchising
elcction law, the party leaders of 1he state
are now preparing to adjust the coming
campalgns to the new order of things. The
views, hopes and iIntentions of the repub-
licans are outlined by Senator McComas
of Maryland in the following Interview
with a Star reporter today.

“For a generation prior to 1R85 Maryland
had one of the worst election laws of
any state in the Unloa,” sald Senator Me-
Comas. "Our elections were unfalr, the
count false, force and fraud recurred. By
the reform movement in 1805 we elected
Governor Lowndes and a republican legis-
lature. The Reform League, a body of
very able and patriotic eitizens, presented
and a republican legislature passed & new
election law. Under it victories have been
won four times by the republicans and
once by the democrats. Election day was as
quiet as a Bunday, nowhere was force or
fraud, never a suspic:on of a false count.
We had the best election law In the United
States and the falrest,

“In the fall of 18% we elected a demo-
cratic governor and legislature. Last fall
the people reversed thelr verdict, gave
14,000 majority to McKinley and Roosevelt
and elected a solid republican delegation
to the House of Representatives,

Object of Democratic Managers.

“The democratic governor ylelded to the
&cheme of his managers, and reluctantly re-
assembled the repudiating legislature in ex-
traordinary sesslon. A handful of demo-
cratic managers stood guard over each
house of the assembly until the laws weras
passed which the munagers dictated. The
primary purpose of the extraordinary ses-
slon was the passage of a new election
law.

*““The object of the managers who domi-
nated the governor and the legislature was
to destroy the fairness of this election law
and to disfranchise illiterate voters. Theso
men were afraid to submit a constitu-
ticnal amendment to the peaple, They
sought to disfranchise 43,000 voters, who
by the constitution are entitled to register
and vote, hy a mere act of assembly. These
men will remain registered qualified voters
under the constitution, but the new law
has contrived to render it impossible fTor
citizens who cannot read to vous,

A Dishonest Eleetlon Law.

to a degree. Public sentiment deterred sev-
eral senators from voting for all the regu-
latlons the managers pressed upon them.

“This is the result: A bad mangling of
the best election law of any state in the
Union; an increasing Indignation and alarm
among citizens of all parties.

*“Three of the four great newspapers in
Baltimore fought the enactment of this
law. insisting It was a scheme to reiurn
Mr. Gorman to the SBenate and intrench
Rasin, the city boss in Baltimore. The
fourth newspaper has not yet strongly
commended this election scheme.

Solidified the Republican Party.

“*The legislature has adjourned. Already
the outrageous legislation has soliditied the
republican party. The colored voters are
beginning to crowd the churches and night
gchools. There were 15,000 white and about
25,000 black illiterates. Twp-thirds of the
white ({lliterates were democrats. Jt s
clalmed that the white illiterates, angered
and sullen when classed with negroes and
convicts, will be slow to learn to read a
ballot.

“It is believed that three-fourths of the
black voters will qualify themselves to
vote. A great proportion of the best demo-
crats, the members of the Reform League,
the members of good government organiza-
tions, the business men, a body of inde-

ndent voters; will unite with the repub-
icans to defeat the scheme of the demo-
cratic managers at the polls,

*I am surprised at the general confidence
within the state that our opponents can
and will be beaten at the polls.

Law Unconstitutional.

“The law itself is unconstitutional, and
may be so declared. In 1800 the campalgn
was waged to overthrow the Gorman-Ra-
sin ring and to secure a fair election law.
In 1901 we hawxe the same cry, the same
fssue. We wlill fight to secure the same
result. The resentment of the working-
men,-the poor man suddenly disfranchised,
the feeling in the families of the people
who for generations have voted the demo-
cratic ticket, is bitter.

“For every republican white (lliterate
robbed of his franchise we will gain two
democrats who would rebuke their old
party. In my state the so-called democrats
are foes of democracy. We have com-
menced our campaign. We will not rest
until we restore our falr election law to the
statute book."
