“There is something entirely new In the
way of hooks this spring which will be
found quite an innovation as regards shape.
The regulation fish hook which every man
and hoy has in mind has a straight back
down to the curve-up to the sharp point
of the hook. This brings the hook’s point
out from the back at the curve anywhere
from a quarter of an inch to whatever size
the hook may be. The new hook has a
slightly bent back which brings the sharp
point of the hook in direct llne with the
end where it attaches itself to the line,
and makes it easler for the fish to swallow
and the more certain of it being hooked
than by the stralght-backed hook. If this
hook should fulfill expectations there won't
be 80 many fish ‘getting away;’ the big
fellows, you know, the fish llars are al-
ways talking about ‘bringing up to the
gide of the boat.’

“"Another new thing In the flshing para-
phernalia Is the iy rod made of an import-
ed wood called the 'vine' wood, and it may
in time supersede the time-honored split
bamboo. This latter wood, when split and
bound together with fine thread In the
slender, bending fly rod which is the pride
of every true fisherman's heart, breaks
easlly In the hands of a novice and fre-
quently when manipulated by an expert.
It breaks square off with a snap. The vine
wood 1s much more tenactous and fibrous
and Instead of breaking off sharp it twists
at the polnt of fracture not unlike a rope,
the strands or fibers of the wood holding.
The fish does not get away, and may be
hauled In hand over hand. Rods from
this wood may be made with the match-
Hke slenderness of the split bamboo, some
of the latter costing as high as $25 and
weighing four ounces. These delleate rods
are useless save in the hands of men who
know how to use them.

“Still another new thing this spring is

the green-colored snell These fine, Blrong
threads are now colored white or & sort
of a mist color. The new green shade will

make them, it Is expected, even less visible
to the sharp eye of the game fish.

“Nearly evervbody, including fishermen,
suppose that these snells are made of cat-
gut. as they pass under that name. They
are, however, made from the gut of the
silk worm after it has delivered its tiny
thread of silk, and they all come from
Spain, and 95 per cent of the fish hooks
we use In this country are imported from
England. We ‘sneil’ them, that is, attach
the hook to the snell by very fine waxed
thread, in this country, and most of the
output comes from Brooklyn. The opera-
tives In the factories become very expert,
and in the time the average sherman
would snell in an equally expert mannerone
hook they will snell a dozen. They must
work fast, for it is all done by hand, and
1 don't fancy they recelve over 2 cents a
dozen for their work, judging from our
retall price.

“The fishermen all tell me that this year
promises to be a good year for bass in the
Potomac, and judging from the prepara-
tions they are making the flsh will get 1t
where the lady wears the ruche in thou-
Bandsa,

“The long, slender bamboo pole of fa-
miliar sight Is imported by the thousands
from Japan. It will be of Interest to fish-
ermen, and the import trade, for that mat-
ter, to know that I have received a letter
from parties in Alabama in which they
state that these poles are now grown in
that state equal to the Japanese product.
When the American product Is introduced
on the market it will be interesting to ob-
serve whether fishermen will take as kind-
ly to them as they have to the old stand-by
Japanese bamboo.”

AN IMPORTANT TEST

FULL COMPARISON BETWEEN GATH-
MANN AND SERVICE GUNS PLANNED.

The Trial Ordered by Congress at
Sandy Hook—Mr. Gathmann Con-
fident of the Result.

Congress has appropriated $50,550 for the
purpose of enabling the Secretary of War
to make a “comparative test” of destruc-
tive energy between the Gathmann torpedo
gun, now at Sandy Hook, and the army
twelve-inch service rifle, such tests to be
made against two similar targets repre-
senting the slde construction of the latest
type of battle ship; each of the side struc-
tures to be faced with a Kruppized armor
plate eight feet by sixteen feet and twelve
inches thick, and at least ten shots to be
fired from the army rifle agalnst one struc-
ture and one or more Gathmann torpedoes
against the other. There have been so
many different oplnions between ordnunce

officers that Congress wants to know who
is right, and what the difference will he
between the Gathmann system and the
present service guns. :

Various government Hnl.hqrilies and
their experts, here as well as in Europe,
have given their opinfons frequently nd

voluntarily that the Gathmann torowdo
shell will fail to penetrate armor.
Congress, therefore, ordered that the

best and heaviest Krupp armor shall be
used for a target to settle this dispute be-
tween the Gathmann gun and the preszent
most powerful service gun, and between
gun and armor itself.

“It is not reasonable to think that the
Gathmann gun will peneirate armor like
our armor-plercing shots,” said Mr. Louis
Gathmann, speaking of this matter,“ 'that is
to say putting a round small hole through
the armor corresponding to the diamoeter
of the shell. This T have never clalmed
to be able to do, but this I am cluming.
that instead of merely penetrating the
armor the entire plate will be destroved
and the fragments driven to the rear cr
Into the ship, and as the armor belt ex-
tends below the water line, it, as well as
the protective deck, will be partly demol-
ished. Therefore, one shot will be suffi-
cient to render a gap of from fifteen to
twenty feet In diameter. As part of this
gap extends below the water line, it will
be impossible to mend it, and such ship
cannot keep afloat.

“Many experts seem to think that heavy
guns are for the purpose of shooting small
holes through armor, but I think differ-
ently. 1 hold that guns are for the pur-
pose of destroving, or at least silencing an
enemy a8 quickly as possible. This I hold
Is the first duty in the event of war.

“*At a fighting range of sayv two miles
our service guns with their shot or shell
cannot penetrate or demolish twelve-inch
Krupp armor at all. With the Gathmann
system the destructive energy is carried
within the shell itself, and distance doea
not reduce its efficiency materially.

“1 prediet that this comparative test will
prove, first, one structure will be com-
pletely demolished with one effective round
from the Gathman gun; second, ten rounds
from the army rifla will not do equal dam-
age to the other structure.

“I go one step further and predict that
before the one structure Is demolished to
the same exient by one service gun there
will be ample time for me to sink all our
first and second-class Lattleships and pro-
tective cruisers if +hey were put up as
targets for the Gathmann torpedo gun.

“1 hold that it was a wise step of Con-
gress to stop the building of more war ships
for the present, as a compleie change in
the construction of ships and armament
must follow. We are in the age of me-
chanleal revolution, and the same calam-
ity that befell the 3panish army, and par-
its navy, threatens any  other,
though they least expect it. Neither bra-

very nor good will can successfully com-
pete with superior implements of war or
machines. Thils many individual business
houses, as well as whole nations, have
found to be correct, oiften only when it
was too Jate, 1

“About twelve yeare ago 1 dellvered a
lecture before the board of ordnance and
fortification, wherein I showed that our
guns then were obsolete, as fast as they
were manufactured, when compared with
the steel built-up guns abroad. The con-
ditlons are again the same as before. It s
but small satisfaction to know that the
appropriations of Congress were then and
are agaln wasted In hullding war mate-
rials which are not in harmony with the
developed science of the day.”

The comparative teat will take place at
the army proving ground at Sandy Hook,
and then there will be a clear demonstra-
tion of whether Mr. Gathmann is right or
WIrong. If the former, modern war-
fare will be revolutionized from the date
of this test.

The plans of the structures of the tar-
Eets to be used are prepared by the chief
of the burcau of construction, Capt. Fran-
cls T. Bowles, and a board of army and
navy officers, consisting of Major John G.
. Knight, Corps of Engineers; Capt. P.
Birnle, ordnance department; Capt. John
P. Wisser, Tth 17. 8 Artillery; Lieut. Jos.
Btrauss, commanding officer of the naval
proving ground, and Lleut. Cleiand Davis,
U. 8. N.. ordnance department. Thege of-
fileers have heen appointed by the Becreta-
ries of War and Navy to conduct this test.

FIFTH ARREST REPORTED

ANOTHER EX-ENUMERATOR OF CEN-
SUS IN CfisTODY. ;

Gives Bail for Appearance Before

The director of the census was apprised
today of the arrest of manother ex-enume-
rator of the census, in St. Mary's county,
Maryland, on the chucgle of padding the
lists and making a false return of the
enumeration of the jnhabitants of that
county. The man arrested is Philip T.
Graves. He was taken into custody by a
United States deputy marshal at Oakvlile,
St. Mary's county, on a warrant sworn
to by Charles S. Sloane, chlef of the
geographer's division of the census office.
The prisoner was conveyed to Baltimore,
where he was arraigned this morning,. a
bond of §1,M being furnished for his ap-
pearance before the United States district
coprt In that city.

The arrest of Graves is the fifth that
has been made by the federal authorities
on the information of officials of the cen-
sus in connection with the census returns
from 8t. Mary's county. There were nine
enumeration distriets {n that county, and
the investigation is progressing In the four
districts on account of the returns from
which no arrests have as vet been made.

Enunmerator’s Supplemental List.

A feature in the case of Graves, to which
census officials attach significance, Is the
names returned by him, and which the rep-
resentatives of the government contend are
fraudulent, were contained In a supple-
mental list. The names which Abell, Guy-
ther and Bowles are accused of having
taken from tombstqnes and of having ob-
tained in violation of the census law were
not found in their original returns, but in
supplemental returns which were submitted
at intervals of several days after the orig-
inal returns. This is one of the aspects of
the case which has attracted the attention
of census experts. It is, they say, a curl-
ous thing which should have prompted the
enuUmMEerators named, after having submit-
ted their original lists, to have then sent
in supplemental lists of bogus names, the
aggregale of which gave to 8St. Mary's
county the right of an additional member
of the state legislature, '

The officials of the census, though they
decline to discuss the matter, appear to
suspect that similar jrregularities charged
against those ex-enumerators under arrest
were committed in each of the nine enum-
eration districts in the county.

Extends to Charles Counnty.

The inquiry instituted by the dlrector of
the census hds already been extended to
Charles county, and from complaints regls-
tered at the census office and allegations
made in certain qguarters it 18 considered
probable that the scope of the Investiga-

tion will be 8o enlarged as to embrace also
the counties of Prince George's and Anne
Arundel. Each of these countles gained an
additional member of the legislature hy
small increases In thelr population, which
increases were in the main shown by means
of supplemental liete of names turned in
by ®the enumerators. JAll the counties
named are in the difth .congressional dis-
trict of Maryland. :

Samuel Osgood of Massachusetts was ap-
pointed Postmaster Geeneral by President
Washington September 26, 1780, Jonathan
Burrall was flrst assistant postmiaster gen-
eral. The office of second, third and fourth
assistant had not been created. At the time
indicated the number of post offices was 75,
the extent of post routes in miles was 2,275,
the gross revenue of the department, $7,510;
the gross expenditure of the department,
$7.560, and the compensation paid to post-
masters, $1,657. In 1790 the number of post
offices remained the same, but the extent
of post routes decreased to 1,876 miles. The
revenue of the department rose to $37,935
and the expenditures to $32,140. There was
pald as compensation to postmasters $8,-
198,

It 18 In the year 179 that there Is found
the first record of the number of pleces of
mall matter handled, and the flgure given
in the table 18 500,000, In 1791, the year in
which Timothy Pickerlng was appointed
Postmaster General, the number of post
offices was Increased to 89, and in the next
year the number rose to 195, the number of
miles of post routes increased to 5,642, the
receipts to $67,000 and the disburgements to
$54,000.

The first man to appear as second assist-
ant postmaster general is Seth Pease of
Connecticut, in 1809, during the term of of-
fice of Postmaster General Gideon Granger
of Connectieut.

In 1800 the number of post offices rose to
003, the number of miles of past routes to
20,817 and the gross revenue of the depart-
ment to $280,840.

The first third assistant postmaster gen-
eral appearing in the table is Daniel Cole-
man of North Carolina, in 1835. The first
fourth assistant postmaster general was .
G. Rathbone of Ohlo, 1n 1801,

In 1% the number of post offices had
risen from 70 In 1789 to 76,688; the number
of miles of post routes had grown during
the century to 500,950, and the number of
miles of mall service performed was 459,-
204,773.

CAPTURE OF PEKIN,

It is Expected That He Will Be
Named for a Cadetship at the
Military Academy.

It Is expected that the President will
name Musiclan Calvii P. Titus, Company
E, 14th Infantry, for appointment as cadet-
at-large to the Military Academy. A peti-
tion signed by all officers serving with the
regiment was sent to Adjutant General
Corbin requesting this appointment. The
petition says:

“During his service Musician Titus has
proven himself to be a trustworthy, intelli-
gent, sober, brave and thorough soldier.
On August 14, 1900, at Pekin, China, he
was the first American to scale the wall of
the Chinese city and enter Pekin. On the
following day, while engaged in the fight
in the imperial city, he recelved a slight
wound. His meritorious conduct deserves
recognition, and it is believed that if given
an appointment to West Point and a com-
mission upon graduation Musician Titus
will make an excellent officer.”

The indorsements on the%applicatian of
Calvin P. Titus.for appointment as military
cadet include one by Lieut. John F. Gohn,

commanding Company E, 14th Infantry.
Lieut. Gohn says:

“I have had Musiclan Titus under my
personal observation continually since I as-

sumed command of Company E, in May, |

180. He was highly recommended to me
at that time by his preceding company
commander and by other officers of the
regiment, and I have carefully observed
him since that time. I have found him
an excellent soldier at all times, both in
garrison and in the field in active cam-
paign; always prompt in obedlence, neat in
appearance, attentive to duty, respectful,
honest and truthful.

“l have had hlm at my side In four en-
gagements and found him cool under fire,
always ready in an emergency, of good'
judgment and an able assistant. .

‘At the capture of Pekin, China, on Au-
gust 14, 190, Musleclan Titus was the first
American upon the walls of the city.

Stewart Van Viiet.

From the home where he had spent so
many years of his life was borne this
morning all that was mortal of General
Stewart Van Viiet, U. 8. A., retired. The
cloth-covered casket, which rested in the
front of the main parior of the resldence,
819 15th street northwest, was partially
covered with the folds of the flags and
upon it were laid beautiful floral tributes.

: '}‘?ﬂh morning the committes mIl:__»d nupon
Mr. Macfarland, who is the Commissioner
having immediate supervision of the public
schools, and presented the resolutions.

In doing so Mr. Kinnan exhibited a map
of Brookland, stating that investigation by
the assoclation has disclosed the fact that
fourteen colored famiiles reside In the ter-
ritory bounded by the Baltimore and Ohlo
railioad, Brentwood road, Frankfort street
gnd Rhode Island avenue, and forty-two re-
side intheterritory between Frankfort street
and Terra Cotta and Harewood and Queen's
Chapel roads. Mr. Kinnan explained that
there is no desire to protest against the
building of the school, but they merely
wished to emphasize their belief that the
great majority of colored people whose chil-
dren are attending school would prefer to
have it remain on the site of the present
one, as it would in that case be much
nearer to them than it would be it erected
in the center of JBrookland.

Protest Renad.

At this point Mr. Macfarland read a let-
ter addressed to the Commissioners by Mr.
Edward T. Burrell of 1214 Detrolt street, a
colored resldent of Brookland, who protest-
ed agalnst the recommendation of the su-
perintendent of public schools that the new
school be erected on the site of the old one,
or to the north of Brookland on the Bunker
Hiil road. Such a location, he declared,
would not be in accord with the spirit of
the appropriatlon act which appropriated
£26,000 for a site and bullding for a col-
ored school for Brookland, as the bullding
would be cutside of Brookland and would
not relleve the parents of the colozed chil-
dren of the hardships of sending their
children a great distance and over a route
both dangerous and difficult to the city.

Mr. Burrell suggested as a territory per-
fectly satisfactory to the colored people
one bounded by Fort street on the morth,
14th street on the east, Rhode Island ave-
nue on the south and the Metropolitan
branch of the Baltimore and Ohlo rallroad
on the west, which boundaries, he claims,
are practically those of the whole town
of Brookland.

Before reading Mr. Burrell's letter Com-
missioner Macfarland impressed upon the
committee the fact that the Commissioners
cannot and will not draw any color line in
the case, but will locate the new school at
such point as they may determine will be
most convenient for the children expected
to attend it.

He also stated that the territory In which
it 1s to be located shou'd be mude as large
as possible, so that tne District may get
the benefit of the greatest possible number
of offers of sites.

Contention of the Committee.

Mr. McPhaul, Mr. Burr and other mem-
bers of the committee Iinsisted that the
act of Congress Hoes not mean that the
Commissioners shall locate the school in
the engineering subdivision of Brookland,

but in what 18 geographically known as
Brookland, or, as Mr. Burr stated, In the
Brookland recognized by the Post Office
Department in its delivery system, a terri-
tory, he explained, hounded by 4th on the
east, Bunker Hill 1oad on the north,
Queen's Chapel road on the east and
Brentwood road on the south. Mr. Groomes
declared that to locate the school in Brook-
land proper would be to locate it where
it would benpefit the few at the inconven-
fence and injury of the many, as most
of the colored people reside not in Brook-
land, but in Terra Cotta and that vicinity.

Mr. Macfarland thanked the committee
for its suggestions, snd ed that he
will lay the matter beciore assoclates,
with a statement of the points raised by
its members.

STATISTICS FOR EIGHT MONTHS

ENDING WITH FEBRUARY.

Increase Shown of 383 Per Cent in
Shipments in the Decade—Diversity

of Products Sent Owut.

Exports of tron and steel manufactures
from the 1'nited States continue to in-
crease. An analysis of the February ex-
port figures bas just been completed by
the treasury bureau of statisties, and it
shows that the total for the eight months
ending with February, 1901, is six and a
half millions In excess of the unparalleled
figure of last year and nearly three times
the total for the elght months endlng
with February, 1801, thus showing an in-
crease of 10 per cent in a single year and
8333 per cent in the decade. In the «ight
months ending with February, 1891, iron
and steel formed but 8 per cent of the
total domestic exports from the United
Btates; in the eight months Just ended
they form & per cent, being §51.5053,132
afainst $7TH05%.768 in the corresponding
months of the fiscal year 1M, and $I1Ks.-
824,554 In the same months of 1801,

Diversity of Produots.

Not only is the total larger In the aggre-
gate, but It covers a greater diversity of
products, thus showing that the

manu-
facturers of the United States are not
only increasing thelr output, but each

year (fabricating a larger proportion of
their product and thereby securing for
themselves and the labor employed there-
on a greater share of the profits acerulng
from such manufacture. A decade ago
such articles as typewriters, bicycles, elec-
trical machinery, cash registers, laundry
machinery, pumps and pumplng machin-
ery, shoe machinery &nd other articles in-
volving a high degree of manufacture had
no place in the export echedules of the
United States; now they constitute an im-
portant part of our annual exportations
of iron and steel and are steadily Increas-
ing, both In volume and In the number
of forelgn markets In which they find
profitable sales. In 1801 no exporte of
electrical machinery were recorded, but by
1000 the figures for elght months' transac-
tions had reached about two and a half |
million dollars, and for the elght months
ending with February thls year amounted
to $3.777.673, an Ilncrease of $1,345,000 in &
single year,

Exports of steel rails increased from
$205,4584 in the eight months ending with
February, 1591, to $4.518228 In the corre-
sponding months of the fiscel year 1800
and $£6,88,079 In the same months of the
fiscal year 1901. Exvorts of sewing ma-
chines have Increased in value from 81
77,002 in the eight months ending with
February, 1801, to ¥2,992,1390 In the same
months of 1900, while the flgures for this
year are slightly below those of last year,
being $2,825,1685. Exports of typewriters
were not separately shown in 1801, but by
1901 the exports for eigh¢ months hag |
reached $£1,785,821, an Increase of sﬂn.(nm1
over the preceding year, Scales and bal-
ances have Inecreased in export value over
50 per cent during the decade, locomotives |
over 200 per cent, printing presses over 809 |
per cent, and builders’ hardware over 800
per cent. Ewvery ltem In the entire fron
schedule shows A oubstantial Increase ip
1001 as compared with 1801, but in a few
instances there are decreases as comp
with 1900, presumably due to the advanced |
prices consequent upon the increased cost
of material.

Area of Distribution.

The area of distrubution steadily and
rapidly enlarges. In builders’ hardwa.rm,'
for instance, the expors now go not only,
to the prinecipal countries of Europe, but tg,
Mexico, Central and Houth America an
the West Indies, British East Indles, Cht-*
na, Japan, Australasia, Africa and the,
iglands of Oceania. Sewing machines and
typewriters find a market in the most dis-
tant islands, and the demand from Euro-
pean and the other leading countries is in-
creasing, while the demand for electrical
machinery is growing In every direction.
