or at least very little. being returned to
Baltimore,

There are zll sorts of rumors as account-
ing for the large accumulation of Seaboard
stocks by New York houses. The Pennsyl-
vania railroad, the Louisville and Nashville
and the Southern railway are all credited
with buying. and it goues without saying
that those who acceumulate thousands of
shares have some object in view, and there
will no doubt in time be explanatory de-
velopments,

Those who have given the subject con-
sideration incline to the belief that the
Louisville and Nashville is the buyer of

Seaboard Air Line stocks, and that while
it may not secure a controlling interest, it
wil! get enough to insure that both roads
will work in entlre harmony.

The Probable Ontcome.

If the Seaboard and Louisville and Nash-
ville should make a close traffic alllance
they will, it is belleved, make things in-
teresting all! the way from Washington to
the extreme south and southwest. Such an
alliance would perfectly logical. The
Louisville and Nashville and the Seaboard
connect at Montgomery, Ala., and at River
Junction, Fla., and, through the Nashvtille,
Chattanooga and St. Louis, In Atlanta. Ifthey
work together the Loulsville and Nash-
ville will reach Tampa, Jacksonville, Savan-
nah, Wilmington, Portsmouth and Rich-
mond, while the Seaboard will be enabled
to reach New Orleans, Memphis, Louisville,
Cincinnati and St. Louls.

What effect this would have on the Sauth-
ern and Louisville and Nashville mall
route from Washington to New Orienns ro
one outside the management can :uy. The
Bouthern appears about to get its own line
fnto New Orleans over the Northeastern
from Meridian, Miss. The route from Wash-
ington to New Orleans by way of Birming-
ham and Meridian is only twenty-iwo miles
longer than the route via Montgomery and
Mobile. It i= belleved the New Orleans ard
Northeastern, if secured by the Southern,
will prove to be very valuable to it, for nct
only will it give the latter its own rails into
New Orieans from Cincinnati and Waosh-
ington., but it will make the Mobile and
Okio, the Southern’'s latest acquisition, a
strong line from 8t. Louis. This route is
only a mile longer than the Illinols Ceuntral
line between St. Louis and New Orleans.
It is believed that more things than ap-
pear on the surfacg, however, are Involved
in considering the possibility of the Fouth-
ern and the Loufsville and Nash\‘llle
breaking the existing mall route. pri

COASTRUOCTOR POOKR'S DEATH.

Funeral Services to Be Held Tomor-
row Morning.

Samuel H. Pook, one of the. best
known of the older naval constructors of
the United States navy, died suddenly Sat-
urday evening at his home, 1313 19th street
northwest. He had been for nearly twelve
vearz subject to paralvsis of the throat,
and while dinner was seized with an
attackK, which ruptured a blood vessel and
brought on apoplexy, which ecaused his
death in about fifteen minutes. Dr. Stone
and Dr. Dixon, both of the navy, were
called and arrived just before he expired.

Naval Constructor Pook was the son of
Capt. Samuel M. Pook, who was appointed
a naval constructor in the navy in 1837. He
was born at Brooklyn January 17, 1827,
In the palmy days of shipbuilding, during
the fittles he acquired a reputation as one
of the most skillful designers of fast clip-
per ships in the California trade, among
his preductions being the celebrated ships
Hed Jacket and Northern Light. At the
beginning of the civil war he offered his
services Lo the Navy Department and su-
pervised the preparation of the plans for
what were known as the ninety-day gun-
boats. In connection with this work he
first suggested the duplication of the plans
by photographic process, thus saving the
time necessary to make hundreds of trac-
ings. ‘l.:n.vr he went to Mystic, Conn., and
superintended the construction of the Ga-
lena, one of the three first ironclad ships
of our navy. He then became associated
with Mr. C. 8. Bushnell, who was mainly
Instrumental in prometing the construction
of the Moniter, and they carried on an
active ship building businessin Fair Haven,
Conn., from 1862 to 866, In April, 1868, he
was appointed an  assistant naval con-
structor in the navy, and served in this ca-
pacity in the Boston and Portsmouth navy
vards until April, 1871, when he was pro-
moted to be naval constructor at the Mare
Island navy yard. Hemaining there for
two yvears, he was attached to the Boston
vard for about a vear, going from there
to New York, where he remained until 1877.
He returned to Boston, remaining till 1881.
He was at the Washington vard from 1881
till 1884, and after about a year at the
League Island yard went back to the New
York yard, his last service, in 1885. He
then began the construction of the 1l1-
fated Maine, and was retired on reaching
the age of sixty-two years in January,
1880, =

Since that time he resided in Washington.
He leaves a widow and two daughters and
one son, Geo. P. Frothingham, who is con-
nected with the bureau of construction In
the Navy Department.

The funeral services will be held at his
late residence tomorrow at 11 a.m., and
the interment will be at Arlington. The
honorary pallbearers will be. Rear Admiral
F. T. Bowles, chief constructor: Rear Ad-
miral FPhillp Hichborn, ex-chief construec-
tor; Rear Admiral Chas. O'Neil, chief of
ordnance; - Rear Admiral (retired) F., M.
Ramsay, Commodore (retired) . D. Roble
and Commander Geo. W, Baird.

Cobans Muxt Show the World They
Are Capable of Self-Gov-

ernment.

Gen, Fitzhugh Lee, for the first time since
his retirement from the army, has given
expression to his views with regard to the
future of Cuba. The occasion was the ban-
quet given in his honor at the Omaha
Club. After referring to his service as con-
sul general and in the army in that island,
he said: .

“More than ever must there bhe an exer-
cise of patriotism in its highest sense by
the citizens of the United States. The ship
of state has extended its sailing chart to
parts of the world undreamed of until re-
cently as being In its course. The Philip-
pines are ours by treaty, and their future,
g0 far as the United States is concerned,
should be duly determined by Congress
after and not before the armed resistance
to the authority of the United States has
ceased. The splendid exploit of Funston
throws a brilliant light upon the coming
path of peace,

“Porto Rico is ours by conguest, while
Cuba has its status fixed by the Teller
resolution In the act declaring war against
Spain. Under that resolution the United
States disclaims any Intention of exercis-
ing soverelgnty, jurisdiction or control
over the Islgnd of Cuba, except for the
pacification thereof, and when that is ac-
complished the government of the Island

ould be turned over to its own people,

hat solemn declaration is binding on our
government, and, in my opinion, will be
and should be rigidly adhered to.

“The expenditure of treasure and blood,
the dead American soldiers and sallors,
the geographical location of the island, the-
large interests held by the Americans,
Spanish, English, German, French, and, in-
deed, the Cubans themselves, demand that
the jsland should not only be pacified, but
be permanently. pacified. The pledge of
the United States does not demand that
American eontrol or supervision be abso-
Iutely withdrawn, if the United BStates,
from evidence before the proper depart-
ment, believes that the Cubans will fight
among themselves before or shortly after
the American soldiers now In Cuba stack
their muskets on American soil.

“The war was waged to make Spain
withdraw Its land asd naval forees from
Cuba and relinquish its authority om the
island. That having been accomplished,
the United States i8 now concerned in up-
holding it solmen pledge of pacification
in the Interests of all.

**Cuba will agree in time to the conditions
imposed by the Platt amendment In the
intérests of its own independence, and In
order that the United States can faithfully
maintain the pledged pacification of the
island. :

“Thirty-one members were elected, ‘or
rather selected, from the whole Island to
constitute a constitutional convention,
When its work is completed the organiza-
tion of a government should follow, and |
when that = accomplished the juriadiction
and control of the island will undoubtedly
be turned over to~the Cubans.

“The foreign and other property holders
want protection and peace. The majority
of Cubans, constituting the agriculturists,
are apparently ignorant that a convention
is in sesslon, and it is most difficult to
make them vote on any duestion. Many
E)rtionn of China did not know a war was

P with Japan; so many Cubans
pay no attention to the war of words of the
convention. The ex-Cuban soldiers are
active and more or less excited, When the
time comes to filll the government offices
they will be heard from ‘often and early.’

INCREASING SURPLUS,
Believes That the Reduction in Taxa-
tion Will Cure the Tendency

to Accumulation.

Secretary Gage, in discussing the ques-
tion of what to do with the cash accumula-
tion in the treasury, said:

“There are only two methods open to get
surplus funds out of the treasury vaults.
One is to inerease treasury deposits in na-
tional bank depositaries; the other is to
buy United States bonds. The latter is
more consistent with government interests
thin the former, sinee in buying bonds inter-
est on the public debtis by so muchstopped.
The department, however. would not feel
justified in buying bonds other than those
which will mature and become subject to
payment within the next seven years. At
a proper price it would no doubt be willing
to buy these and thus relieve the treasury
from a surplus which might, under some
conditions, be prejudicial to general busi-
.ness affairs. At the present quoted rates
for the short bonds, 1 do not think the
Secretary would be justified in buying
bonds. The &'s at the price yield an invest-
ment return of only 1.03 per cent; the short
4's, 1.61 per cent: the 3 per cents of 1H0S,
1.4 per cent, while the new £ per cents at
Ltheir present price vield a higher invest-
ment return, viz.,, 1.73 per cent. Now, it
is a well-known and acknowledged fTact
that a long-time goswernment bond, every-
thing else’ being equal, is worth relatively
more than a short-time bond. The present
disparity to the contrary is, therefore, il-
logical if not artificial, and at_their present
price the Secretary will niot buy them.”
