INJUNCTION,

Toe Prevent Shipment of War Material
to Great Britain,
Proceedings were brought in the Unlited
States court in New Orleans yesterday by
representatives of the Doer government Lo
the sailing from there of the
steamship Anglo-Australian, loaded with
to the British govern-
meént in South Africa, Judge Parlange,
after reading the pet'tion, issued an order
requiring the defendants to show cause
on April 6 why- a p'rclimirmry injunetion

should not be granted.

The suit is brought Samuel Pearson,
a citizen of the South African republie, re-
sidling at Barberton; Edward Vanness, a
citizen of New York, and Charles I Pierce,
of the Orange Free State,
and i3 against Captain Parson, who runs
steamer; Elder, Dempster & Co.,
owners of the boat, and Messrs, Robert
Matthew Warriner, who represent
Fider, Dempster & Co. here.

The petition sets forth that the United
States and its people are at peace with

Free State; that Great tain is at war
with these republles, secking to destroy
the propercy rights and credits of peti-

ticners:; that for the purpose of carrying
on this war the Anglo-Australian is now
loading at this port with munitions of war,
namely, mules and horses, to the number
of 1.200: that the steamer Is employed
in the military serviee of the King of Great
Eiritain; that for some time defendants
been forwarding from this port such
munitions of war, knowing that these mu-

nitions and the ship were In the military
service of Great Uritain, and that they
| were to be used against the people of

the Scouth African republie and the Orange
Free State; that defendants are making
use of New Orleans as a basis of the mili-
tary operations of Great Britain in its war
in South Africa and to augment its mili-
tary supplies and arms; that by the use
of these munitions the armies of Great
Liritain are layving waste and destroying the
farms and homes of petitioners and hold-
inz as prisoners of war the wife and chil-
dren of one of the petitloners—Samuel
Pearson: that Samuel Pearson has already

. cred the destruction and the loss of
nroperty to the value of 00, and s
threatened with a loss of $150,00 more,

REFERRED TO ATTORNEY

REGULATION GOVERNING m‘l‘ﬂ‘ll
LICENSES TO BE FRAMED.

Report of Chief Sylvester of Police
Department Regarding the
Laws in Force.

The District Commissioners today refer-
red to thelr attorney a report submitted to
them by the chief of police, showing the
laws In force in & number of cities relative
to the licensing of theaters and the regula-
tlons governing the same, with a request
that their legal adviser prepare a form of
regulation to be adopted here. It will be
recalled that Congress, during the last few
days of its.recent session, passed a bill

. regulating theater licenses In the Distriet,
‘and authorizing the Commisgioners to re-

voke the license granted a theater where
performances are given which violate pub-
liec decency.

in sulimitting his report, the chief of po-
lice explained that the difficulty heretofore
encountered by the police authorities here
has been the want of law or regulations
whereby they could proceed against the
owner, lessee or manager of a place of
amusement, or azainst persons participat-
ing as performers thereat unless there was
an indecent exposure of person, as general-
Iy accepted by the Police Court, or an in-
dulgence in profane or vulgar language.
The proposed regulations which the recent
act of Congress authorizes the Commission-
ers to make, thinks the chief of police,
should cover words, actions or displays on
the part of participants or exhibitions
which might be constried as indecent or
immoral, or be readily suggestive of inde-
cency or Imnorality. Definition, he also
believes, should be given as to what would
constitute an indecent or immoral sugges-
ﬁnn or act. In this connection, he invites
attention to the law in foree in New York.
The aect of Congress, after mentioning the-
aters, inecludes *“other publie place of
amusement,”” and the chief thinks it would
be well to enumerate in the proposed regu-
lations of the Commissioners what this
clause includes.

Law in New York.

The MNew York law referred to by the
chief of police is section 385 of the penal
code of that state, and defines a puble
nuisance as being “a crime against the
order and economy of the state, and con-
sigts in unlawfully doing an act or omitiing
to perform a duty, which act or omiszsion
(1) annoys, injures or endangers Lhe com-
fort, repose, health or safety of any con-
siderable number of persons, or (2) ¢ffends
publie decency,” ete.

The aet of Congress referred to provides
as follows: “That any license issued by
the assessor of the District of Columbia to
the proprietor of a theater or other publie
place of amusement in the District of Co-
lumbia may be terminated by the Commis-
sioners of the Distriet of Columbia when-
ever it shall appear to them that, after
due notice, the person holding such license
shall have failed to comply with such regu-
lations as may bhe prescribed by the said
Commissionera for the public deceney.”™

It will be observed that the only penalty
Imposed by the act for a violation of its
provisions {8 the revocation of the license
granted the proprietor of the theater or
other public place of amusement, and It Is
claimed by some persons who have (x-
amined Into the matter that there is noth-
ing to prevent the proprietor of such place
of amusement, upon the revoeatlon of his
license, to at once obtain a new one. In
other words, it is claimed that the only
penalty is the loss of the amount pald for
the license revoked.

STUDIES INTERRUPTED.

Agricultural Collegze Closes on
count of Scarlet Fever.

COLLEGE PARK, Md., April 3, 1901

The exerciseg at the Maryland Agricul-
tural College, at this place, were brought
to an abrupt termination yvesterday by the
discovery that scarlet fever had broken out
among the students in the institution, and
those who were not ill were sent to their
homes for an indefinite period. Early yves-
terday morning three of the students—
Whiteford of Harford county, a senior;
Hopkins of Prince George's, a sophomare,
and Underwood of the same county, a
freshman—hbecame ill. Dr. Eversficld, the
health officer of Prince George's county,
wits sent for and after making an investi-
gation he pronounced the eomplaint scar-
let fever. President Sylvester did not wish
to act hastily in the matter, and adopted
the suggestion that Dr. Wells of Hyatts-
ville be ealled In consultation. This was
done, and the latter fully coneursed with
Dr. Eversfield as to the nature of the afl-
ment.

A meetinz of the faculty of the institu-
tion was held, and it was deecided to dis-
miss the school for the time being, and to
direct all the remaining students, about 195
in numhber, to pro®eed at onee (o their
homes. They will be notified when 1o re-
turn to their studies. The sick students are
being cared for in their rooms at the col-
lege, and everything possible is being done
for them.

the members of the faculty and the
students, especially  the  latter, who
were in the midst of their annual

examinations, which waould have Leen
conciuded this week. They also regret that
the tour of their base ball team, which,
next to that of Georgetown Univeesity, is
regarded as the best college team in the
south, has had to be abandoned for the
same cause. The team was to have start-
ed south the latter part of this week, snd
games were arranged with teams from the
Virginia Military Institute and Washing-
ton and Lee University, at Lexington, Va.;

How Some Men in France and Ger-
many Avoid Conseription,

When some months ago the question or
conscription was first widely discussed in
this country people seemed to take it for
granted that were it once adopted we would
“settle down to It as they do on the conti-
nent.”

New, anybody who has taken the trouble
to study the subject will inform you that
on the continent they never have quite
“settled down to it.""

Indeed, the extent to which some young
men are prepared to go In order to avold

compulsory military service Is amazing.
Many will actually maim themselves, for
physical deformity is about the only cause
which enables a4 man to be exempt.

In France and Germany, for Instance,
great sensations have been caused from
time to time by the discovery that gangs ol
professional maimers have been working
whole distriets. The unserupulous adven-
turers undertake to temporarily maim
young men in such a way that they will
be rejected by the military authorities when
their turn comes to be examined for ser-
vice. ~

The French police have lately been in hot
pursult of one of these gangs. Their plan
was simple, yet very clever,

There must have been several members In
the band, as a bulky package of their let-
ters which has just been found shows that
they have for months been operating
throughout the department of Lot-ot-Ga-
ronne, as well as in the district of Mojssae.

On arrlving in a town the members of the
band copied from the official lists the
names of those who would be required to
do military service when the next call
was Issued, and then they ascertalned how
many of these young men were willing to
become soldiers for a time and how many
would much sooner remain at home.

They lost no time in calling on the sons
of well-to-do parents who were anxious to
escape military service.

“If you can only prove that you have
some grave bodily infirmity,”” they sald to
each of these young men, “you will never
be required to serve, If you are willing to
pay us 1,000 francs we will furnish you a
bodily infirmity which will not do you in-
Jury and yet will prove a barrier against
your becoming a soldier.”

As soon as a young man accepted this
offer two of the swindlers proceeded to
manufacture a bodily Infirmity by twist-
