At an executive session of the conference
this morning a resclution was adopted di-
recting the board of examiners not to re-
celve certificates in the English branches
from colleges or universities.

In these branches candidates for admis-
sion to the conference must pass the con-
ference examination. In other branches
certificates from educational institutions in-
dorsed by the conference will be recog-
nized.

Secretary W. W. Barnes read the report
of the board of stewards, which was adopt-
ed after minor changes had been made.

Dr. L. T. Widerman delivered a five-min-
ute address In the interest of the woman's
college, Baltlmore. He urged an endow-
ment fund for the college.

Business Sessions Yesterday.

Three long business sessions of the con-
ference were held yesterday, the one in the
afternoon and the one in the evening be-
ing devoted in a large measure to the hear-
ing of reports of committees and such other
matters as could be properly considered in
the absence of Bishop Cranston, whose
time and attention were consumed by other
matters. Dr. J. A. Price of Westminster
was the temporary presiding officer at both
the afternoon and evening sesslons,

The first business transacted at the after-
noon session was to order the transfer of
the Wilson Memorial Church, Washington,
to the local board of trustees. This was
followed by the reading of the report ot
the board of conference trustees. The re-
port of the educational board was read by
Secretary Herbert, but owing to the volum-
inous character of the report it was order-
ed abridged to S words. The report
dealt largely with the Woman's College,
Baltimore, but also touched on the Ameri-
can Unlversity and other institutions.
Rev. G. W. Hobbs submitted a report of
the book depository and Baltimore Metho-
dist. The report recommended that Dr.
Lanahan be continued as the agent for
the depository and that the present corps
of editors of the Dultimore Methodist be
continued. These directors of the book
depository were elected: Wllliam J. Hoop-
er, J. R. Dorsey, (. J. Taylor, John F.
Goucher and James Hooper.

The reports of the tfollowing committees
were read and approted with little discus-
sion: Epworth League, temperance and
prohibition, church insurance, church
benevolences, sustentation, Blble and Sab-
bath, etc.

The evening sesslon opened prayer by
Rev, Page Mlilburn of Washington. The
most important action taken at the even-
Ing sesslon was the selection of a place for
meeting next year. In the absence of the
pastor, Rev. F. A. Kilmon, a cordial invi-
tatlon was extended to the conference to
meet next year in Grace Methodist Epls-
copal Church, Baltlmore, by Dr. J. St
Clair Neal. This invitation was unani-
mously accepted. A resolution was adopted
requesting the board of bishops to fix the
first Wednesday in April as the date of
meeting.

Report on Church Extension.
The report on church extension was
taken up and adopted after being discussed
by Dr. Lanahan, Rev. James Wilson and
others. The report of the book committee
was presented by Rev. B. F, Devries, the
summary being read.

Dr. Reed. president of Dickinson College,
addressed the conference in the interest of
that institution. He sald there were 476
students enrolled at present.

C. E. Guthrie, the conference treasurer,
read his report, which showed collections
for missions during the year to be $I8576;
for church extension, $2,805: Sunday School
Unlon, $467; Tract BSociety, $450; Freed-
man’s Ald Soclety, $2,103: education, $1,081;
Children’'s day, $1.436; Bible Boclety, $1,287;
Woman's Forelgn Missionary Society, $12.-
44:. Woman's Home Missionary Soclety,
$13.761;: conference claimants, $0,4688; epis-
copal, $2.363; sustentation, $3.438; total
amount of all eoliections, $87,537. The re-
port was adopted in its entirety.

Treasurer Guthrie tendered his resigna-
tion, and it was accepted. The conference
elected as a successor to Dr. Guthrie the
Rev. Edward Hayes of Havre de Grace.

INDUSTRIAL COMMISSION.

Met-

J. M. Langley Testifles as to Rallroad
Rates In the Sounth.

Mr. J. M. Langley, representing the New
York Merchants’ Association, was today
before the Industrial commission and testl-
fled concerning railroad rates in the south,
which, he complained, had been raised in
many instances since January, 1000. The
association represented by Mr. Langley
has 1,300 “‘direct” members and 3,000 asso-
ciate members. Mr. Langley sald the giv-
ing of lower rates on part carloads than
on carloads frequently caused an injustice
to shippers. He recognized the business
reason for making a railroad rate less than
the rate for part carload, but complained
that the difference between these two
classes of transportation was not estab-
lished generally, but was fixed diffrently
under different conditions. He sald that
life Insurance companies are able to estab-
lish rates providing for varlous risks and
contingencies, and he thought railroad
companies should establish a regular sys-
tem of difference in charges which should
gulde them, instead of arbitrarily fixing
such rates in each case. He thought the
difference in the cost of hauling carload
and part carload IMs of goods was not so
great as provided for in the frelght rates.
He promised later to furnish the commis-
sion evidenee to demonstrate the justice of
his contention.

MANY DRUNKEN SOLDIERS.

Cheap Saloons Established Outside
the Presidio.

Reports received at the War Department
from the Presidio of San Francisco show
that the troops at that post have become
somewhat demoralized by the abolition of
the army canteen. A long line of cheap
saloons has been established outside of the
gates of the Presidio and they are con-
stantly filled with soldiers from the reser-
vation, who, It i= sald, go there because
they have no canteen of thelr own.

“There are,”” says one account, “five hun-
dred soldiers In these saloons, of whom
about four hundred are drunk. They clus-
ter at the wet bars, lle along the benches,
stand in bunches on the sidewalk and
some sit on the curbstone, with their feet
in the gutter." .

Capt. F. D. Evans of the 18th Infantry
is quoted as having sald that the abolition
of the canteen has increased the percent-
age of misconduct among the soldliers sta-
tioned at the Presidio at the rate of from
20 to 300 per cent.

THORNTON TRIES AGAIN.,

Trial Stopped Yesterday by Accident
to Machinery.

Captain Hemphill of the mnaval trial
bcard has telegraphed the Navy Depart-
ment from Annapolis that the attempt to
run the torpedo boat Thornton for two
hours over her trial course vesterday was
a failure, owing to a slight accldent to her
machinery. .

Captain Hemphill also telegraphed: “Shu-
brick succegsfully standardized yesterday.
Wil have two hours’ trial of the Thornton
teday if the weather permits.”

It is inferred from this telegram that the
accident which interrupted the Thornton's
trial yesterday was trivlal, else she would
not be ready for trial today. A later dis-
patch recelved at the navigation bureau
stated that the Thornton had gone out
with the Gloucester to the Barren Island
course to make a second attempt to com-
plete a two hours' trial. If she succeeds

CONSERVATIVE ELEMENT STRONGER

 Effect of

Nebraska Leader at a Disadvantage
as Editor.

TWO EARLY CANDIDATES

The election of Wells to be mayor of St.
Louis is lcoked upon as a direct slap at
W. J. Bryan. Wells firmly refused to sup-
port Bryan as the democratic- candidate
for President, and Bryan's paper, the Com-
moner, protested against Wells as a demo-
cratic candidate for mayor, describing him
89 a_republican. The election -of Wells,
notwlthstanding his being repudiated and
opposed by Bryan, i{s regarded as the mani-
festation oi a sentiment in St. Louis, If not
in the whole state of Missourl, hostlle to
Bryan,

This is not the first indication of a -cac-
tionary tendency In that state, and, per-
haps, very generally through the south
and southwest. The anti-Bryan sentiment
in St. Louis is not a new thing, but that
it should be strong enough to nominate and
elect a candidate In the face of the active

opposition of the Bryan people 13 adcepted
as a clear indication that the opposition to
Bryan is not declining in strength.

The enthusiastic demonstration over Hill
of New York at the Kansas City conven-
tion was very largely contributed to by
local sentiment, and it is regarded as evi-
dent that the friends of Hill have not ne-
glected to avall themselves of this to De-
gin the work of getting control of the
party organization in the state.

Group of Donbtful States.
Missourl Is regarded as good missionary
ground for work of this sort, as it Is rap-
idly drifting toward the group of doubtful
states, and on account of the development
of business enterprises, is becoming con-
servative In sentiment.

It Is regarded as not at all improbable
that the election of Wells will greatly
strengthen the conservative element of the
democracy in Missouri, while the opposl-
tion of Bryan to the successful candidate
will arouse antagonisms toward the Ne-
braska leader which did not before exist,
the consequence being that the influential
state of Missouri may be represented at
the next democratic natlonal convention
by men who will not test the avallability
of a presidential candidate by the question
of whether he belongs to the school of pol-
itics which dominated the party In 1898
and 1900,

The successful movement to break away
from Bryan influencas in 8t~ Louls will, it
iz believed, encourage similar movements
in other quarters. The present democratic
organization must be overturned in order
to place the conservative harmony element
in control four years from now, and the
means by which thls will be accomplished,
if at all, will be obtalned through getting
control of local organizations at municipal
elections, and each Bsuccess in this direc-
tion is likely to contribute to further suc-
Ccc88es.

A few conspicuous demonstrations that
Bryan can be defled without great disaster
resulting to the party are likely to give
energy to the movement, and beginning
thus early those who want to ‘‘harmonize’
the party feel that there wlill be abundant
opportunity within the next three years to
put themselves in shape for a final strug-
gle in 1904,

Looking to 1D04.

The general acceptance of the idea that
Bryan will not again be a candidate and
the expectation by nearly all classes of
democrats that the coinage question will
play no part in the next presidential cam-
paign is counted on to be to the advantage
of those who insist upon having the fac-
tional differences of the last two eampalgns
ignored in the selection of candidates and
the conduct of campalgns in the future.

It is felt, too, that the problem will be
simplified by a multiplicity of candidates
and those who hope to become candidates
before the 1904 convention. It Is very
adroitly suggested by the politician who
hopes for Bryan’s elimination that the is-
sues of the next presidential campaign are
to be developed in the future, and that,
from present indications, they are likely to
be such as to unite the whole party, the
old, disturbing issues being lald aside, for
the time, at least, and that ft would be
but poor politics to jeopardize success for
new issues by keeping fresh the memories
of disagreements as to those dead and past.

The opponents of Bryan think they have
him at a disadvantage in his capacity of
editor. As a defeated candidate, retired to
private life, he would not be called upon to
give publlic expression to every political
emotion he might feel, while, as editor,
giving expression to his thoughts every
week on every topic that presents itself,
he is likely not only to arouse antagonisms,
but to be In the attitude of keeping alive
matters of controversy of which the publie
may for the time be weary.

Contentions too small for him to become
involved in as a distinguished party lead-
er he must feel impelled to discuss as ed-
itor, and he is so situated that he cannot
separate the party leader from the editor,
What the editor must do may be resented
a8 meddiesome in the leader, whom the
public will hold responsible for the editor
without discrimination as to the two func-
tions.

Two Probable Candidates.

The election of Carter Harrison for a
third term as mayor of Chicago is well
understood to be prellminary to his enter-
ing as a candidate for the democratic
presidential nomination in 1904. Neither
he nor Tom Johnson, who is expected to
appear as a candidate, are devoted to the
cause which Bryan represents in ithe way
that is Bryan himself. 5

The tendency of thelr candidacy will be
to obliterate differences existing in the
last campaigns in 80 much as the interests
of the individual candidates may be served
by the obliteration, and it is calculated that
a well organized ‘“‘harmony’” element of
such numerical strength as can be secured
by hard work from this time forward, to-
gether with the indifference to past con-
tentions which will arise from the striv-
ings of several candldates, will place the
natfonal conventlon in a state of*confusion,
which will make it indifferent to the prin-
ciples for which Bryan is contending and
reduce the contest to a “free for all,”” with
a declaration of principles drawn for win-
ning purposes

The element of the party represented,
perhaps, most conspicuously by Hill and
Gorman, find a good deal of encouragement
for thelr designs in the situation as it is
now developing.

JONESON THE STAND

W. M. Rioe's Valet Coolly Confesses
Murdering His Employer.

INSTIGATED BY LAWYER PATRICK

They Deliberately Put the Aged
‘Millionaire to Death.

WANTED HIS MONEY

NEW YORK, April 3.—Charles F. Jones,
the valet-secretary of Willlam Marsh Rice,
the rich Texan, resumed the giving of tes-
timony today in the proceedings against
Albert T. Patrick, who {s charged with
causing Rice's death in order to obtain his
property by means of a will, deeds and
checks which it is alleged were forged.

Jones began today by relating that on
Monday, the day fllowing Rice’s death,
four men who represented themselves to
be lawyers called at the flat and asked
questions concerning the clrcumstances
surrounding the death. Jones told Patrick
he thought these men were detectives. The
next morning Jones went to police head-
quarters. When he returned he found a
number of detectives in the place. On
Tuesday afternoon he was taken to police
headquarters, where he was questioned.
He found Patrick also at police headquar-
ters.

Patrick told Jones he had destroyed the
will witnessed in his (Patrick’s) office and
a number of bogus letters written on the
will matter. On this occasion, Jones testi-
fled, Patrick asked when Rice had last been
given mercury. s

“I told him on Thursday,” Jones said,
“Patrick then told me that there would not
be any traces of that left in the system at
the time of the autopsy, and that the em-

balming fluld would kill all traces of the
oxallc acid, which was a vegetable polson.”
Talk With Dr. Curry.

Witness then told of Dr. Curry having
come to the apartments on Tuesday, where
he met Patrick. The two had a long talk,
which Jones did not hear. The so-called
Patrick will was then brought up. Jones
sakl he had told Patrick that the provisions
for Rice's relatives in the will which was
destroyed on the day following Rice's death
were too small, and that it would be impos-
sible to get it_probated. Patrick, Jones
said, then had
drawn.

The witness related at length the inci-
dents of the day when the body of Rice
was cremated.

While the testimony about the will was
being given Captain Baker of Texas, who
was an executor of the 1808 will, entered
the trial room. He carried a bundle of pa-
pers and some typewritten matter and said
he might be called as a witness.

From the events of the day on which the
body was cremated Jones passed over to
the happenings of October 4, the evening of
the day he was arrested.

Jones sald he was taken to police head-
quarters at about 10 o'clock in the evening
and was taken downstairs and locked up
an hour later. He sald before he was
locked up he made a statement which was
entirely fictitious and of which he could
not recall even the most sallent features.

Jones then told how Mr. House had been
appointed lawyer of both Patrick and him-
self and the events surrounding their com-
mitment to the Tombs. From here Jones
passed to his attempt to commit sulcide.

The Attempt at Suicide.

“Bome time before I tried to commit sul-
clde Mr. House came to me in the Tombs
and wanted to know if a murder had been
committed. I told him that there had been
no murder.”

Lawyer Moore objected. He sald that It
was not a question of privilege, but that
where two defendants had the same coun-
self what went on between one defendant
and the counsel could not under the laws
of evidence be permitted.

Mr. Osborne said he did not want any of
the conversation between Jones and his
counsel and asked the former to confine
himself exclusively to any conversation
that had taken place between himself and
Patrick.

Justice Jerome allowed the evidence al-
ready given to stand.

“On the day before the attempt was
made,” said Jones, “Patrick and I had a
talk In the reception room at the Tombs.
Patrick told me his means were exhausted
and that they were in desperate stralts.
Patrick wanted me to shoulder the respon-
sibility for the crime. I told him I would
not confess unless I could tell a stralght
story. I said I would rather kill myself on
account of the disgrace of the thing.

“Patrick said this might be the best thing
for us both, and sald he would kill himself,
too. He sald he had a small knife {n his
cell. The knife would do for one, and he
would try to get some carbolic acid from
Mr. Potts.

““He gave me the knife. I put it in my
shoe and took it to my cell. Later Potts
called. Patrick told me Potts would not
get him the poison. About 4 o'clock in the
afternoon, after I had gotten the knife, I
sat in my cell writing some letters and pre-
paring for the end. Just then I was called
to the district attorney’s office. "While
there I made a confession. I was brought
back to my cell in the evening, and at
about 4 o'clock in the morning I tried to
cut my throat.”

Made New Confession.

Jones then told of being taken to Belle-
vue and there making a new confession.
The new confession i{s the one on which
his present testimony is based.

Jones explained today what he meant yes-
terday when he sald that Patrick «id rot
wish Rice to live until Monday, as on that
day a draft would be payable. The witness
said that a week or so before the rleath of
Rice certain oil wells in Texas In which
he was Interested were destroyed by fire.
Rice resolved to rebuild them and bound
himself to provide nearly $§200,000 for the
rebuilding.

On the strength of this the oil well peo-
ple drew for $25,000, the draft being paya-
ble on Monday, September 24. Jonestestifled
again today that Patrick wished to aveid
the payment of this money.

“I said,” witness continued, *“on Satur-
day that the old man would probably drop
off. Patrick said we could not rely on
that, but had to get him out of the way
the next day.”

A number of telegrams sent by Jones no-
tifying relatives of Rice's death were
placed In evidence.

Tells of Plot in Detall.

Assistant District Attorney Osborne, in
the examination of Jones late yesterday af-
ternoon, sald:

“Jones, will you state all the conversa-
tion that took place between you and Pat-
rick in regard to getting Rice out of the
way?"’

‘“About the end of August,” was-the re-
ply, “Patrick asked me whether I had got-
ten the laudanum from the drug store at
Coney Island. I sald I had not, but that I
had made some other arrangements to get
the polson.

“Patrick then told me to give Rice a cer-
tain medicine that would break him down.
I told Patrick I could not do that, but I
told him I had some mercurial pills which
Dr. Curry gave me. Patrick sald I ought
to give them to Rice. I told Patrick I
could not do so without taking them my-
self in his presence. ‘Then do so," Patrick
said; ‘it won't do you any harm.'

“I took some of the pills in Rice's pres-
ence and then left the bottle of pills on the
dresser. Rice took some. This weakened
him, but after he got over the attack the
mercury seemed to do him good.”

Jones also said that by the same method
he got Rice to take some mercurial tablets
which Patrick had given him.

‘“Would Rice take anything you took?"”

*Yes; and he would never take medicine
unless I first took some in his }nenenee.
All medicine that was sent him I had to
taste when he saw it.”

Refusing Dose, Was Chloroformed.

I walked up and down
in the hall several times, The bell rang sev-
eral times. I did not open the door. Finally
after about half an hour I went into Mr.
Rice’'s room. I raised the window, took
the napkin and towel away from his face
and placed them both in the range, where
I burned them.

“I sent a hall boy for Dr. Curry, telling
him that Mr. Rice was very bad. | went to
the telephone to tell Patrick that Rice was
pretty near gone, When Dr. Curry came
Patrick was with him. I told them Rlice
was dead.

“*‘Dead! Oh, my God, doctor, that is the
worst thing that could have happened to
me,” sald Patrick.”

Says Patrick Took Money in Room.

Jones testified at length about the post-
mortem incldents. He said Patrick also
took charge of about $450 in bills and etght
or nine dollars in silver from a drawer in
the millionaire's writing desk. Jones said
Patrick also took away two gold watches
and all the private papers of Mr. Rice.

Mr. Osborne referred to the assignments
transferring the property of Mr. Rice to
Patrick, which were executed on Septem-
ber 7. Jones said that on that date he
went down to Patrick’s office. Together
with Meyer they went to see Shert. Then
all except Patrick went together to the
Rice apartments. Jones was handed a
deed for identification. He sald it was wit-
nessed by Mever on September 7.

“Did Mr. Rice sign any general assign-
ment on that day?”

“*He did not.”

The general assignments transferring all
the property of Mr. Rice to Patrick were
shown to Jones, who testified that Rice did
not sign the assignments. He added that
two of the papers were those which at
Patrick’'s request he had drawn on his
typewriting machine.
