THE RAILWAYS OF CANADA

IN TRANSPORTATION FACILITIES

THE COUNTRY RANKS HIGH.

Only Seven Persons Killed Out of

Over 21,000,000 Carried Dmr-
lag the Year.

In a report to the State Department by
Consul General Bittinger, at Montreal,
Canada, upon the railways of that coun-

try, he says that In whatever respects Can-
ada may have fallen behind other countries
in the march of progress or in efforts for
developing its commercial opportunities.
it must be admitted that in providing rail-
way facilities the dominion has been In
the front rank-far ahead, indeed, of some
of the oldest European nations.
On JTune 30, 1900, there were 17,824 miles

of railway in operation in that country.
The systems were formerly owned by 154
companies, but they are now owned by 86.
The government of Canada owns two roads,
the Intercolonial and the Prince Edward
Island. In the operation of all the sys-
tems there are used 2,282 locomotives,
2,166 passenger and 062 baggage and ex-
press cars, 64,979 freight cars, 1,9%8 cars
for conductors and railway service and 611
snow plows.

Omly Seven Kiled.
The traffic carried during the year ended

June 80, 1900, comprised 21,500,175 passen-
gers, only 7 of whom were hilled, and 85,-
946,183 tons of freight. The total number
of miles traveled by passenger trains was
20,92,098: by freifrht, 24,062,906, and by
mixed trains, 9,592,867.
The earnings of the companies durin the

year ended June 30, 1800, were 970,740.276
an increase over the preceding year of
$8,496,486, while the working expenses
amounted to $47,860,798, an Increase of
$6,998,581. The net earnings of the com-
pany during that period were 123,00,472,
or $1,502.804 more than the preceding year.
The Investment of capital in the roads

and equipment Is $996,268,404, or roughly,
$84,000 a mile.

Sabsidles to the Roads.
In speaking of subsidies to the roads the

consul says that the federal government
expenditures on railways prior to and since
the date of confederation (July 1, 1867,)
amounts, on capital account, to $151,161.-423. In addition to this amount there has
been an outlay since confederation for
working expenses of $81,391,472 covering
the maintenance and operation of the gv-
ernment roads, or a grand total of $22-
502,850, all of which, with the exception of
$13,881,400, paid out before confederation,
has been expended on railways during the
past thirty-three years. The revenue de-.
rived from the government roads during
the same period amounted to $782686

The first annual report of the lhilippies
civil service board was received here in
Washington yesterday. It says that the
civil service act, passed befor, the organi-
sat' .i of the board, is so explicit that many
important questions which otherwise would
have arisen in the preparation of the rules
were solved by the passage of the act.
The act makes disloyalty to the United
States as the supreme authority of the is-
lands a complete disquailfcatlen for hold-
ing office. Every one examined must first
take the oath of loyalty. An amendment to
the act, made January J8 last to take ef-
fect April 1, declares aU persons in ariea
against the United States In the Philip-
pines, and all persons aiding or abetting
them, ineligible to hold offiee. A minimun
age limit of eighteen years and maximum
of forty years is fixed for the tower grades.

I Etimate Cisteitethom.
The act provides for the ultimate classi-

fication of all positions in the service, from
laborers to heads of bureaus and offices,
and the board is empowered to determine
the efficiency of present and future gov-
ernment employee. The classification of
policemen, firemen and guards at peni-
tentiaries and prisons has been postponed
until there are fewer disturbing elem nts
in the isiands. This is in line with the opin-
ion of the military governor that the Iree-
ent system of selecting these employee bp
not departed from. Owing to the urgent
need of securing teachers without delay,
and the large number required, these port-
tions were excepted from the provisions
of the civil service act. It Is believed
that conditions in the near future will
warrant their inclusion. The selection of
skilled and unskilled laborers has been
left to the heads of the several depart-
ments or ofiices, with certain conditions as
to certifying the facts on which any re-
movals may be based. White It is be-
lieved that the board in time will find it
advisable to accept applications for em-
ployment as laborers and to subject ap-
plicants to tests of tAtness. It is not sreO.
how, under existing conditions, this can
be done.

Fitmess of Empteree.
The question of ascertaining the fitness

of employes now in the service will be
considered by the board at the earlist
practicable date. At the beginning of the
civil administration. says the report. it
is essential that the service should not be
embarrassed by the presence of Incompe-
t:nt employee. The act. while giving pref-
erence to natives and soldiers, still safe-
guards the service by requiring that they
shall pass their examinations sufficiently
high to have their names certified for ap-
pointment. The board says that natives
f.und to have the capacity for positions
now held by the American should be ad-
vanced to them as rapidly as practicable.
The F'ilipinos. the report says, have apti-
tude and a desire for knowledge. The re-

port describes the civil service act as "A
method to prevent unworthy persons frog
securing admission to the service and 1E
promote economy. efficiency and honesty Is
the transaction of public business. whi.
is desired in the future government
these Islands, so that the people ma
have the fullest measure of good govern-
ment at the least expense to themselvee.''
The board invites suggestions at any time
from persons in the public service as well
as from unofficial sources.
