The regular monthly meeting of the
Georgetown Citisens' Association wa held
last evening at the hall of the First Co-
operative Builang Association. 130 SM
street, Mr. B. T. Janney presiding. After
the routine business was concluded a mo-
tion was introduced by Mr. George W.
King calling attention to the fact that
two bridges were to be built across the Po-
tomac in place of the Long bridge, which,
in his opinion, would prove to be an &Oul-
tional drawback to shipping interests of
Georgetown. He stated ,that for the sake
of the Georgetown shipping no bridge ought
to be built, but now that it was settled he
urged that elevated structures be built for
both the radroad and the general public, so

that vessels could pass beneath without the
use of a draw.
His remarks met with the approval of the

meeting, and it was decided to draw up
suitable resolutions calling the attention of
the proper officials to the matter, and, if
the requests were not of a character to be
complied with, that the bridges be not less
than twenty-seven feet high, so as to per-
mit of the passage of tugs in the ordinary
course of business.
The resolution was passed and a commit-

tee of five was appointed to draft suitable
resolutions and present them to Col. Allen,
in charge of the Potomac river improve-
ments, and also to the Secretary of War.
The co:nmittee appointed consisted of
Messrs. James H. Taylor, chairman; Judge
Oliver P. Johnson, Jonn Leetch, George G.
Boteler and George W. King.
The meeting adjourned to meet again at

the call of the president.
Dudley's Condition Improved.

The condition" of William Dudley, who
was shot Friday morning near Cumber-
land's boat house, at the foot of 32d street,
ps stated in The Star, is reported to be
improved. The right limb of the victim
was this morning amputated just below
the hip, the operation being performed at
the Georgatown University Hospital. Ow-
ing to the close range at which the shotgun
was fired, the charge damaged the bone
just below the knee so severely that ampu-
tation was deemed to be necessary, indica-
tions of blood poisoning having appeared.
After the operation Dudley seemed to
change considerably for the better.

Illegal Fishing.
