'DEMANDS OF THE POWERS

RETVFORTS OF INDEMNITIES CLAITMED
EXAGGERATED.

Total Still Far in Excess of What
China Can Raise — The

Amonnis Asked.

The latest advices of the State Depart-
ment from Mr. Rockhill contain further
detalls respecting the amount of the In-
demnities claimed from China by the pow-
ers. It appears that these claims have
been much exaggerated in some statements,
though the sum total is still far in excess
of the amount of money that China could
raise. This last statement ls based on
the belief of the State Department that
the total claims should not be allowed to
excecd $150,000.000 or S200, 000,000, for there
{s as yet no confirmation of the report
from Pekin that the international commis-
sloners have fixcd upon £300 000,000 as the
Hmit of China’s abllity In the matter of
rajsing funds. And notwithstanding state-
ments to the contrary, it is now disclosed
that the British eclaim, so far as formu-
lated, is reasonable in amount as com-
pared with the other c¢laims. In fact, the
trio, the United States, Great Britaln and
Japan, represent in these negotiations the
moderate element that has proved by fts
acts In the shape of preferring claims a
sincere desire to prevent the Imposition of
charges that shall destroy the Chinese gov-
ernment and result in the dlvision ot
China. FEach one of these clalms, as far
as it has been disclosed, appears to have
a sound basis in equlty, which is more
than can be said of some of the continental
claims.

Claims of the Powers.

None of the claims, however, exrceeds
$100.0 4K), and even the largest 1s some-
thing less than that amount. This is be-
HHeved to be the Russian claim which is
fixed at $00,000.000. The German claim is
flexible, ranging between 880,000,000 and
£20,000,000, but {s nearer the former mark
at present, though it will doubtless grow.
As already stated., the claim of the United
States iz £25,000,000. With these few tolals
in mind, it will be seen that If the remain-
ing powers are to be allowed a proportion-
ate share, the aggregate will be bheyond
China's abllity to pay, and if the negotia-
tion s to succeed it must be on the basis
of the pro rata cut in the claims suggasted
by the Unitad States.

Nothing has yet been determined respeect-
ing the method of raising the indemnity
fund, even after an agreement is reach-d.
It is a guestion whether the indemnlties
will be made payable in annual install-
ments, or whether a syndicate will float a
loan and pay off thd claimants at once.

Ex-County Clerk of Knox County
Testifies Today.

RIPLEY'S COMPANY ILLEGAL

-

FRANKFORT, Ky., April 13.—In the trial
teday of Captain Ripley for alleged com-
plicity In the Goebel shooting, W. P. Ree-
der, ex-county clerk of Knox county, tes-
tifled that he talked with Caleb Powers
and Charles Finley frequently in regard to
the erowd they were alleged to be gelting
up te go to Frankfort, January 23. Wit-
ness asked Finley if there was going to be
a fight at Frankfort. Finlev replied, ac-
cording to Reeder, that he thought so, and
should not be sorprised if Goebel was
killed In the next flve days.

County Judge Bruce testified that Rip-
ley's company was illegally gotten up, no
application having been made for its or-
ganization as required by law.

Wharton Golden told of the organization
of tlie mountain army. His testimony was
similar to that which he gave in former
trials.

Sheriff Suter's Testimony.

Sheriff Suter told the jury yesterday
afternoon of his efforts to enter the excen-
tive building after the shooting, and of be-
ing repulsed by armed men who guarded
the door: also of the arrival of the troops
a few minutes later.

Erasmus Ditto testified that during the
contest over the governorship he asked
Ripley if he thought Goebel would be de-
clared governor. Ripley responded: “If he
Is, he will never take his seat."”

Miss Susie Snuffer of Whitley county
identified letters writien to her hy Caleb
Powers. Powers told her he had organized
the mountain army, but that he {did it cau-
tiously, and that the newspapers did not
learn of it. Powers told her that Tavlor
had “no backbone,” and denounced his
cowardice.

Treasurer Walter Day repeated the testi-
mony which he gave In the Youtsey case
in regard to Youtsey coming to him and
saying that for $300 he would bring the
contest to an end. Youtsey would not say
hcw he proposed to do this, and Day re-
fused to treat with him, as he had his sus-
plelons. Witness also saw Youtsey In
Powers’ office with a gun on January 28.

John Ricketts sald Youtsey had told him
the only way to win the contest was to
“put Goebel out of the way." Youtsey said
it could be done from the secretary of
state's office, and the assassin could escape
through the basement and not be dlscover-
ed. A few minutes before the assassina-
tion Youtsey called on witness and others
to accompany him to the executive build-
ings, and sald that something was going
to happen.

Requisition for Taylor Expected.

A dispatch from Indianapolis says: A
requisition on Gov. Durbin for the extra-
ditlan of W. 8. Taylor, who was the repub-
lican claimant for the Kentucky governor-
ehip during ‘he Goebel contest, {5 not unex-
pected at the state house, A man in offi-
cial position said today that he believed the
reopening of the Goebel case and the recent
statements alleged to have been made by
Mr. Taylor were for the purpose of paving
the way for a requisition from Gov. Beck-
ham. Other reports strengthen this belief.

Gov. Durbin has refused repeatedly to
express himself as to whether or not he
would honor such a requisition. Republl-
can pollticians say Durbin will take the
same view of the situation that Gov. Mount
dld. Other persone believe that the ex-
citement incident to the killing of Goebel
has quieted down sufficiently, and that
there would be no violence If either of the

two men should be taken back on a requi-
sition.

ROPE AND TWINE]

Industrial Commission Receives In-
formation About Cordage Business.

COMBINATIONS NOT ADVANTAREQUS

Hard to Control the Output of
Manila Hemp.

TESTIMONY -OF WITNESSES

Rope and twine—the general subject of
cordage—was considered by the industrial
commission today. Mr. James M, Water-
bury, formerly president of the National
Cordage Company of New York, now presi-
dent of the Waterbury Rope Company,
which is a competitor of the so-called
cordage trust, was before the commission
at thelr rooms in the Bliss building.

Mr. Waterbury described the organiza-
tion of the National Cordage Company,
which went into the hands of receivers
eventually and Is not In existence now. It
was organlzed with four and finally was
composed of about fifteen Iindependent
plants. They expected 1o reduce prices
and run all their plants at their full ca-
pacity, but the result of their effort to do
that was to run up the price eof the raw
material. Other companies went into the
market to get hemp, and it was run up by
the competition. The supply of hemp, he
szid, is very limlited, and only about enough
for each year's need is raised,

The future of the National Cordage Com-
pany, Mr. Waterbury said, was the result
of the company securing necessary credit
from the banks in 1883. They had always
had all the credit they wanted. Their bus-
iness required them to manufacture five
or six millions of dellars worth of twine
during the fall and winter for sale in the
spring, and they were accustomed to raise
money on the gtock. The banks were
growing frightened over the silver guestion,
and the Reading railrcad failed. That
caused a curtailment of their credit. Then
they decided to put out more common
stock to get working capital, and that act
coming with the panic resulted fn a condl-
tion that made it advisable to go into the
hands of receivers.,

Coniroel of Hemp Supply.

An attempt was made at one time by the
Natlonal Cordage Company (o secure ad-
vantage In buying raw material, but it
failed after six months. There are four
houses in Manila that contrel all the hemp
of the Phillppines, and the National Cord-
age (‘ompany secured an arrangement by
which these houses would sell to no one
but them, except by charging them a half
cent more a pound. This arrangement
failed after six months. because the Ma-
nila people would not live up to it.

He thought a cordage plant (‘n‘l'.lll]_h{_‘ run
to more advantage separately than in com-
binatlon with others under any trust ar-
rangement. That would not apply to all
fndustries, but it did to the cordage bus-
iness.

Mr. Waterbury said he thought the tariff
should not be removed on rope and twine
imported to thls country from Manlila.
Standard kinds of goods might be made in
Manila and sent to this country to the
injury of the business here.

When asked by Mr. Phillips whether a
great combine might not crush out a small-
er companyg the witness said he owned a
steel mill on Long Island and he would
rather have that than stock in the United
States Steel Company. He had heen told
by Mr.- Morgan that he did not intend to
make war on any other company, but mere-
1y wanted to give stahility to the business,
The steel mill of the witness was run wl’lh
old steel bought in the vicinity of the mill

He sald a combine that is a benelit to the
pecople and sells at a low price will pros-
per, but if it puts up the price it will eall
up competition and ultimately be ruined.

Mr. Holmes & Witness.

Mr. Gideon F. Holmes, general manager
of the Plymouth Cordage Company, also
testified. While his company had been in
scme of the early cordage pools he had
made more money out of than in them.
He thought the cordage trust had no ad-
vantage over his company. He had de-
clined to enter the National Cordage Com-
pany. He did not think a combinaticn
could crowd Iindividual companies to the
wall.

The rate of wages In the factory of the
witness, which employs 1,000 men, WOIen
and children, has not changed since 1880.
The lowest wages pald men are £1.30 a day
for common labor of ﬁtty-elgln_ hours a
weelk. Skilled men get up to $2.70 and $,
above which are the salaried men.

Mr. Holmes eald so far as his industry
is concerned labor never got a larger share
of the profit than it does today. 'The men
get bet tenements and shorter hours,
and he t.uought their wages, while the same
as in 1880, will purchase more than for-
merly.

President Fltler Teatifles.

Mr. Wm.,W. Fitler, president of the Ed-
ward H. Fitler Company, sald his com-
pany manufactures 18 per cent of the
cordage product of the country. His com-
pany had never entered a trust. He had
had sharp competition both on the sale of
hie product and on raw material. He
thought it would be disastrous to the cord-
age business of the country to have no tar-
iff between the country and the Philippines,
ag the coolie labor In that country could
produce cheaper than could be done here.
He complained of the making of cordage
by coavict labor in Minnesota.

NOT IN THE FORM WANTED.

Bids for Army Transportation te Cubs
and Porto Rico.

Secretary Root today considered the bids
submitted by the different transportation
companies for carrying officers, troops and
government supplies to Cuba and Porto
Rlco. The bids submitted were not in the
exact form asked for by the War Diepart-
ment, and the transportation companies
will be requested to make more definite

ropositions. This is thought necessary at
Fﬁ'e department to avold any possible mis-
understanding should the bids be .ccapted
and the present system of transportation
be abandoned.

NOT NEGOTIATING A TREATY

SECRETARY HAY SOUXNDING SENA-

TORS ON AN ISTHMIAN CANAL.

Proposes to Ascertain Their Senti-
ments Before Heginuing Dip-

lomatic Negotiations,

There is authority for the following
statement of the exact status of the isth-
mian canal negotiations:

“After the adjournment of the Senate
and the lapsing of the Hay-Pauncefote
treaty Secretary Hay decided to pursue
the subject further. But to avold the pos-
sibility of another failure for the same
reasons which brought about the loss of
the Hay-Pauncefote treaty the Secretary
determined to reverse the usual method of
procedure in framing treaties. He there-
fore concluded to first consult the ratify-
Ing power—the United States Senate—to
ascertain if it was possible for the senators
to agree upon the basis of a treaty, which
should be at the same time acceptable to
the executive branch of the government
and to Great Britain. It was realized that
unless two-thirds at least of the senators
could be brought into agreement in ad-
vance upon the basis of the treaty it would
be perfectly useless for the executive to
embark in negotiations with Great Britain
for the formation of another convention.
Secretary Hay is devoting himself now to
the ascertainment of the feelings and de-
sires of the senators, and consequently, not
having com:leted this work, he has not
begun negotiations with Great Britain for
a new treatly.

“It 1 not an easy undertaking to test the
Senate in this fashion, not onlly because of
the number of enators who must he sound-
ed, but also because of the indeciston of
some of the men who rank as leaders. It
is not even possible fo predict now, when
the results obtained are so fnconclusive,
that the State Department will be able to
acquaint Lord Pauncefote with the basis
upon which this government is wiillng to
negotiate for a treaty before the ambassa-
dor sails for London next June. It is even
possible that Lord Pauncefote may feel it
Incumbent upon him to delay his depart-
ure for a time, or even to omit his leave
altogether, it by so doing he can better
ascertain the senatorial conditions, for the
ambassador is naturally desirous to assure
himself of success before he agaln under-
takes to frame a treaty which shall bear
his name.

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COMPLAINT BY URUGUAY.

Claims That Her Vessels Are Unnecen-
sarily Quarantined at Havana.

The War Department has transmitted to
Gen. Wood a complaint lodged by the gov-
ernment of Uruguay through the Depart-
ment of State against the enforcement of
alleged onerous and unnecessary quaran-
tine regulations against vessels clearing
from Uruguayan ports for Cuba.

It is learned at the War Department that
the complaint arose through the action of
the health officers at Havana in trying to
prevent the introduction of bubonte plague.
A ship laden with jerked beef from Monte-
video was regarded as a dangerous craft,
was subjected to Isolation and & long de-
tention to make sure that plague-stricken
rats {and meat ships are peculiariy subject
to the infliction of such vermin) might not
get to the shore or Qn the walls, and thus
convey the disease to Cuba. No instrue-
tions were sent to Gen. Wood on this sub-
ject, as it was assumed that he would use
his discretion to prevent anything like dis-
crimination in the treatment of foreign
shipping.
