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WOMAN'S MISSION WORK

TWELFTH BIENNIAL MEETING OF
EVANGELICAL LUTHERAN SOCIETY.

Diatinguished Representatives of the
Church in Foreign Fields Ex-
‘pected to Attend.

The twelfth biennlial meeting of the Wo-
man’'s Home and Foreign Missionary So-
clety of the general synod of the Evangeli-
cal Lutheran Church, in which members
of that denomination in this viclnity are
intrested, will convene May 1 In the Lu-
ther Place Memorial Churely, Rev. Dr. J. G.
Butler, pastor. Its sessions will continue
until the Gth of May, Inclusive, Two years
ago this body met in Baltimore, and owing
to the great interest then developed and the
proximity of the place of meeting this time
there will, it is expected, be a large attend-
ance of visitors from Maryland, in addition
to the delegates.

The society is composed of the general of-
ficers and the representatives of im-
portant committees, together with one
delegate from each of the twenty synods in
the jurisdiction of the general synod, and
one delegate from each of the local auxlil-
fartes. The society conducts home mission-
ary and church extension work among
wenlk ehurches of the denomination in vari-
ous parts of the country, notably in the
west, and superintends evangellstic work,
among German and Scandl-
navian Immigrants in the central west, The
foreign work includes evahgellstic and edu-
cational work in India and Afriea, and the
organization expends annuaally in the neigh-
borhood of $H0.!hM) in these various enter-
prises.

Aqn interesting and important feature ot
the meeting will be the presence of mis-
sionaries returncd from the foreign field,
bringing latesi acceounts of the progress ot
this important branch of church activity.
There will be an unusual number of these
present, among them Rev., and Mrs. L. B.
Welt, who have returned to this country
Witer eleven years of service in India. Mr.
Wolf was president of Watts Memorial Col-
lege, one of the most important branches
of the missionary activity of the church I
India, and Mrs, Wolf was also engaged In
educational work in the same nstitution.

tev. and Mrs. John Aberly, missionaries
in India, who are at present on furlough at
their former home in Pennsylvania, will
attend, and their presence will be of par-
ticular interest on account of the fact that
they will return in the early fall to Indla
to resume their labors.
Distinguished Missionaries.

Rev. and Mrs. N. E. Yeiscr, also from the
India field, will be present, and eo also will
Rev. and Mrs. J. H. Harpster, who are
now on their way across the Pacific to San
Francisco. Upon their arrival In America
they will cross the continent at once to at-
tend the Washington mecting.

An unusual degree of interest attaches
to the coming of Mrs. Harpster, on ac-
cornt of her work as head of the Indus-
trial school at Guntur for Mohammedan
girls. It s stated: that the industrial
school has, under the superintendence of
Mrs. Harpster, won a practically world-
wide reputativn on account of the beautiful
embroideries made by her Mohammedan
girl pupils. An exhibit of Lh_(.'ﬂe goods was
a feature of the world's fair at Chicago,
where they attracted attention on account
of the marked exceilence of design and
workmanship, and recently a similar dis-
play in the Madras, India, flne arts exhl-
bition was awarded six {frst prizes, two
second prizes and six honorable mentions.

A feature of the coming meeting in Wash-
ington will be a display of these famed
embroider: = brought to this country by
Mrs. Aberly, w..» has been mentloned as
among the return..g missionaries from
Guntur.

Another Interesting feature of the meet-
ing will be the report of the publication
ccemmittee of the soclety, composed largely
of ladies of Washington and Baltimore, a
feature of which will be to urge the gen-
eral adoption of a new department in the
auxillaries of a ‘ecradle roll,” by which
Lutheran babies will become members of
the missionary society by the payment for
them of an annual fee of 10 cents. The
project has been inaugurated as a means
of assuring a continuance of missionary
interest in successive generatlons, and at
the same time to increase the interest in
the cause felt by mothers in the church.
With the ‘“cradile roll” in operatlon ‘t_.hor(:
will be societies of the bables, of chiidren
and of aduits. a continuous chain, and
every link will be strengthened, it Is be-
jieved, by the introduction of the society
of tots. -

SALE OF YACHT GRAYLING TO NEW
YORK PARTIES,

Receipts of Fish and Oysters at the
Wharf—Movements of Vessely—

Briefs.

The handsome, large naphtha power
yacht, Grayling, belonging to Mr. H. K.
Bliss of this eity, bas, it is understood,
heen sold by Mr., Bliss to parties in New
York. The Grayling was purchased last
spring by Mr. Bliss and was one of the
largest and handsomest boats of her class
on the river. Mr. Bliss will replace her
with a larger and more powerful yacht,
and will use it for extended crulses. The
Grayling left here a day or two ago for
New York.

The steamer Northumberland of the
Washington-Baltimore line, after having
recelved her spring overhauling and been
repainted, has resumed her place on the
route. The steamer Potomae has been
withdrawn for her spring painting and
cleaning up.

The receipts of shad and herring at the
11th street wharf this morning was up to
the average, the river boats having brought
up about 125,000 herring and about 2,000
shad since yesterday morning. The re-
ceipts of bunch fish are very small today.
The market at the wharf was fairly brisk
and prices were, for roe shad, $25 to $30
per hundred; buck shad, §12 to $14 per
hundred; herring, $2.50 to $3.50 per thou-
sand; pan rock, 8 to 10c. per peund; boll-
ing rock, 124 to 15c. per pound; white
perch, 6 to 1Uc. per pound; sturgeon, Sc.
per pound: flounders, 4 to 5e. per pound;
carp, He. per pound; catfish, 15 to 20c.
per bunch: eels, 10 to 16c. per bunch, and
river mullets, 10¢. per bunch.

The market at the oyster wharf was
dull this morning, the buyers being few
and the sales small. The arrivals at the
wharf are the J. J. Dougherty and Lucille
Western, with about 200 bushels each.
There were at the wharf this morning
about 800 bushels. They show a slight
decline in prices, selling at from 50 to Goec.
per bushel for the smaller stock, to 80c. for
the larger.

Holly is in port from a buoy replacing
cruise on the river.

The schooner J. J. Underhill, bound to
this port from & Virginia lumber point
with a cargo of boards, went ashore on
the Broad creek flats yesterday morning.
Later in the day she fioated and came up
to this city.

The schooner C. C. Wheeler is in port
with a carge of about B0,000 feet of Vir-
ginia pine lumber for H. L. Biscoe,

The schooner Mattie Dean has arrived
with a cargo of pine wood for Carter &
Clark.

The H. Russell, with a full cargo of pine
boards from a Virginia lumber port for
Johnson & Wimsatt, arrived in port yester-
day evening.

Trial of Sergeant Meston Develops

Some Sensational Conditions in

the Departiment.

A dispatch from Manila, dated April 15,
says: The trial of Commissary Sergeant
John Meston, charged with complicity in
the commissary frauds, is finished. No
verdict was announced and Meston's con-
viction is uncertain. Other trials of those
implicated will follow.

Capt. James C. Reed, formerly depot
commissary at Manila, has been arrested.

It is alleged that entries upon the books
of Evans & Co., government contractors,
Indicate that the commissary officers re-
ceived the following sums: Major George
B. Davies, upward of $1.000: Capt. James
C. Reed, $1,000; Capt. Frank H. Lawton,
$150; Mr. B. Tremaine, Col. Wooedruff's
chief clerk, $T00.

It also appears that Evans & Co. fur-
nished the handsome residence of Col.
Woodruff. Harold M. Pitt, manager of
Evans & Co., who is now under arrest, was
notorlously lavish in entertaining commis-
sary and other officers, while the depot
commissary, a frequenter of the *“Tender-
loin district,” occasionally spent days at
Pitt's house in questionable soclety.

Pitt's heuse Is a bacchanalian rendez-
vous, and prominent officers frequently
visited it, drinking champagne and playing
poker. Women of doubtful reputation have
often been known to be there.

It is alleged that Pitt had the inside
track in securing government contracts,
and 1t is also asserted that he was the
prime mover in the scheme to re-establish
cock-pits In Manila, Mrs. Lara being sub-
sidized in securing a cock-pit.

It Is asserted that the commissary de-
partment made unauthorized purchases of
quantities of champagne. Pitt sold some.
1n addition to what the transports brought,
the commissary Imported 200 gallons in
February and a like amount in March.
The commlissary and the commissary ser-
geant kept private carriages and indulged
in other extravagances.

LIKE THE WAR WITH AMERICA.

British Publications Take gloomy
View of the Boer War,

LONDON, April 16.—The British newspa-
pers and magazines, commenting upon the
alternating perlods of hope and apprehen-
sion which characterize the later stages
of the Bouth African campaign, compare
these with the later stages of the Ameri-
can war of Independence, as though to
emphasize these fluctuations,

While the letters of responsible corre-
gpondents in Pretoria depict the sftuation
in a rather despairing mood, the Pretoria
representative of the Daily Mail sends to-
day a dispatch of the most hopeful char-
acter.

‘““The next six weeks,” he says, “will see
a resumption of active campaigning. Lord
Kitchener will renew his sweeping move-
ments, He has an army of 250,000 effi-
cient troops, inciuding 60,000 mounted men,
with a good supply of horses, 40,000 having
been secured in Cape Colony alone.

“The army is in good spirits, and Lord
Kitchener is satisfied with the progress of
events, slow though it seems.”

The war office has received the following
dispatch from Lord Kitchener, dated Pre-
toria, April 15:

“Col. Bir Henry Rawlinson's c¢olumn
rushed the south laager. northwest of
Kierksdorp, at daylight. Six Boers were
killed, ten wounded and twenty-three
taken prisoners. He captured a twelve-
pounder, one pom-pom, complete, and two
ammunition wagons with ammunition.
