ALLEGED VIOLATION.

Response to Complaint Made Respect-
ing Eight-Hour Law.

The Central Labor Union, through its
acting secretary, Mr. (Charles W. Winslow,
recently complained to the District Com-
missioners that the eight-hour law was
being violated by the contractors engaged
in the construction of the bridge foun-
dations at Connecticut and Massachusetts
avenues.
"It has been reported," stated Mr. Win-

slow, "that laborers now engaged in the
preliminary work to the construction of
said bridges are being worked ten hours
per diem, and the central body request that
you require the contractors to comply with
the federal eight-hour law."
The ('0mmissioners promptly investi-

gated the matter, and as a result of such
investigation (Captain Newcopter, assistant
to the Engineer Commissioner, Captain
Beach, has reported that. so far as is
known to the otlice, the laborers on the
two bridges have worked longer than eight
hours per day, due. Captain Newcomer ex-
plains, to imminent risk of damage from
freshet, caving banks or other cause. The
attention of the contractors has been in-
vited to the requirement of the law in
this respect, but the office has, states the
captain, no means of enforcing an observ-
ance of it. He tinderstands that the labor-
ers are paid by the hour, and, therefore.
receive pay for overtime.
At the suggestion of ( aptain Beach. the

Central Labor U'nion will be so informed.
