Pa.: Indianapolis
arsenal. lIdianapol is, lid.; ('o1umbla ar-
senal. Columbia. Tenn.
The Secretary of War directs that the

public property at the arsenals named be
disposed of by the several staff depart-
ments concerned without unnecessary de-
lay. The commissioned officers and enlIst-
ed men now serving at these arsenals wIll
be assigned to duty elsewhere. it Is stated
at the War Detiartmnt that with the In-
creased transportation facilities in the
country many arsenals are not needed. It
is found more economical and advantageous
to have the arms. ammunition and ord-
nance stores at central hoints, where they
are as available as If at many different
arsenals. Many other arsenals have been
similarly abandoned since the necessity for
them ceased,.

Paveeable Action Rteeemaded.
H. HI. Darneille, the District assessor, has

WATER SUPPLY SYSTEM.

Report of Test Made to Determine its
Adequacy.

W. A. McFarland, superintendent of the
water department, has made a report to
the Engineer Commissioner of a test made
between 2 and 4 a.m. April I to deter-
mine the adequacy oi the water supply
system for fire protection in the vicinity of
11th and F streets northwest. For thepur-
pose of the test fifteen *ater plugs In the
city, ranging in distance from 40(1 to 1,400
feet from the corner of 11th and F streets,
were used.
A pressure gauge having been placed on

one of the hoso connections of each of the
phigs, the main valves were all fully
opened and full 24-inch streams allowed to
flow simultaneously. Pressures were then
taken to determine approximately the I
amount of water flowing. The mean
probable actual discharge in gallons perminute was 3,4. the total from the tifteen
pligs being 5,S04). With ten pounds in- I
creased pressure the mean discharge was
(") gallons, the total 9.598. The suction
from the steamer's pumps Is expected to
exert the 10 pounds increased pressure. Mr.
McFarland says regarding the test:
"As the increased volume flowing would

decrease general pressures, these last fig-
tires are probably too large; the mean of
the two results would be about 525 gallons
per minute, or two ordinarily good fire
streams.
