Cat hedral of Washington, for I want all
our c'lergy and laity to understand fully.
antd thus be qualified to explain to others
the %ery unusual circumstances under
which it originated.
"Years b+-fore there was any bishop or

dliocese of Washinigton there already ex-

sibility waLs tail iiupon the fututre bishop.whoever he shoul be. of taking the leadl
In the butilding up of this great cathedral
Ioundation.
"A -athedlral Is a center from which a

different kind of activity and church in-
fluenc-es flow. and with our American gifts
for organizatioin and co-operatio)n we be-
licre that new capacities and oppor-
t Unities fur ulsefuilneiss will be developed
out of i'athedral fotundations, which will.greatly strengthen andl develop the life of
our church in these l'nlted States.

"Bta cathedral will fall in its purpose
unless it Is first of all a great mission
ehurch and Center fior missionary activi-
ties, a great center for educational facili-
tIes of various kinds, a great historic wit-nossi fir Christ and the continuIty of His
church. Nor can we- expect the blessing of
God upon our efforts unlesas we place such
needs as these before mere material neces-
alties.
"Antd this Is our answer to all those who

are murmuring Impatiently that we do not
make more speedy progress In raising fundsfor the cathedral land, for the equipmentof the cathedral school, for the buildingof the cathedral Itself.
The t'hristian method we are patientlystriving to follow is necessarily slow. ItIs sure to be misunderstood by all savethose Who remember that no lasting foun-dations of any Christian work can be laid

Christ, and that Christ is the chief corner
stone in whom all the building fitly
framed together groweth unto an holy
temple in the Lord.

Other Organizations.
Passing now on to other diocesan organi-

zations, I would repeat here what I have
said In former years-that I am grateful.
Indeed, that we have such a society among
us as the Churchman's League. It fills a
unique position in advance of that of. any
other churc.r club that I know, and it has
already made a historical record for itself
in the very beginnings of our diocesan
life.
"The Brotherhood of St. Andrew is an

organization which has great opportunities
for usefulness if its members are filled With
the robust spirit of Christian self-sacrifice.
And I want to speak this word of encour-
agement to the leaders of the brotherhood
in this city-the difficulties which we expe-rience here are those which are felt in
all other dioceses.
"And this leads me to speak of the un-

ceasingly important efforts which have
been put forth by our diocesan branch of
the Sunday chool Institute. The success of
this orgnizition proves that it is filling a
f, It need in bringing the teachers of var-
irs s-hools tagether for mutual counsel,

syrnp;It hy and co-operation.
"Among the girly I thiik this problem

is being h lpfully and practically met, and
perhaips is ,n the way toward a solution
by thi two organizations of the Daughters
of the King and the Girls' Friendly So-
ciety: two assiciations which are founded
on diffircnt principles, yet each of which in
its own way is most distinctly helpful. In
the past year our diocesan organization ot
the ;irls' Friendly Society has established
a holiday house near Harper's Ferry. which
b;is prived such a success that even larger
contrihiitions have come for the continu-
:tne of the house this coming summer."

Chureh Work.
11-ferring to other institutions of the dio-

cese the bishop said:
"T.rhe oldest of these is the Association for

Works of Merey, which was founded and
(harterid inll 4. When I came here as

hishop of Washington I found that the
Hors' of Mercy under the care of this
association was doing a much-needed work
in the riscue of fallen girls. This now
stinds on a secure foundation and con-
tinues to do anl excellent work and has an
unidoubt,-d future of great usefulness be-
for. it."
Referring to the Episcopal Eye, Ear and

Thro:t HospitAl. he said it has not only
ivinced its right to live, but it has shnwn
conlusively that it fills a much-needed
place. its management has bcen admirable
in all the departments of its work, and I
heartily commend the present effort of the
hospital board to erect a larger and better
buiililing of its own, as a permanent home
for its growing work.
in reference to the 1ell Home at Colonial

IBe-:h. thire bishop saifl: 'We all know how
1,lissed a work among the children has been
qui-tly going on in past years at this in-
stitution. Sinie our last diocesan convention
a v ilable proiperty of three or four acres
l:is been purchased by a generous lady ot
Niw York at Anacostia. Prof. Bell, to
whim the institution already owes so much.
his enabled the management to open there
a home for littli children.
"Th, work among the colored p)eople of

this diicese is niaking slow but substantial
alvanemert. St. tLuks has largely re-

ilue',1 Its debt since last Easter. St. Moni-
c:fs Mission was startid a year ago in a

part of Southwest Washington where It
w:is gre:itly neededl, and it already has
f rty cuniicants and a large Sunday
srhool."
When the bishop concluded it was nearly

1::to o'clock. arid recess was immediately
taken for lunicheontl. which was served in

the Sunlay sihool room by the ladies of
the church. The sessions this afternoon
and t-in ight will hi ilevoted to hearing re-

ports from the various committees and of-
ficers. The convention will extend over to-
morrow.

SCH"OOL SITE RECOMMENDED.

Any Part of Territory Mentioned Re-
garded an Suitable.

The District (ommrissioners have received
a furthir communication from the Brook-
tanil Citizens' Association, through C. A.
Ijarbaur~gh, the secretary. regarding the site
of a colored school biuilding in that section
of the Uistriit. Mr. Iarbaugh says that in

order to bring the action of the association
into complete harmo-ny with recommenda-
tons of the schioil authorities a motion
was passed at the meeting the :k instant
jirecting himt to inform the Commissioners
that the association rueommends as a suit-
able site for a colired school (should an
Oiicrse decision be reacheti concerning the
piresent location on Bunker Hill road) any
part of the territory bound-d by Omaha
4treet oil the north. tunkr Itill road on
the south and east and the Metropolitan
branch of the Baitimore and Ohio railroad
n the west. The association calls atten-

tion to the avvantages if this location for
a s:hool site, and riqu-sts the Commission-
ers to advertise for bids for a site within
the mentioned territory. Continuing, the
communication states:
"By referring to your map you will see

that the territory above referred to is very
near the center of the colored population.
it is not far distant from the LBrookland
town hall; 1th street noirthreast extended
passes through the ceter of it, and a trunk
sewer has its terminus at !th street and
Bunker H11 road. requiring a lateral sewer
to b~e run ionly a shirt dlistancle to serve a
Luilding withiin thi. limits named. The school,
loenteud here. wotulid bi lractically the same
distance from the railroad as the white
schiol. Ninth street has not yet been
opiined, but it wiillhve to b~e opened soun,
arid the placing if the schiool as suggested
would hasten it. The land within the

bo.undis stated has all been divided into lots

in anutieipat ion of the extinsion oif 1th and
tOmaha st reets, and can probably be bought
at a reasonable figure. inn be readily
birouight to graidi, anid presents a desirable
site for at schoil builinig."

Easterday to have the assessment for lra-
provements on lots &W, (',-, fiS, 71, 72, 5 and
II and part of 7. in sriuare 214, corner L and

1~>th street northwest, canceled and credit
given from January 1 to June 30), 19401.
Mr. Easterday stated in his petition that
all the buildings on the property have been
torn down nad removed. Mr. Darneille in

reporting adversely on the matter says:

"The board of assistant assessors reports

the demolition of the buildings in March,

IIN1, but being but a fraction of the tax

year, under the levy of July 1, 1iW0, the
authority for such auction appears to be in-
consistent with the law governing the as-
sessment and collection of taxes. The mat-

ter is submritted with adverse recornmenda-
tion."

The contract for printing 300,000,000 fac-
ing slips was awarded to the Feist Printing

Company of Whitehaven, Pa., at 2% cents

per thousand. The contract for printing
card slide labels was also awarded to the
Feist Printing Company. Contracts for
furnishing packing boxes of various sizes
were let to Thomas W. Smith of Washing-
ton. 42 cents; the J. H. Duker Box Com-
pany of Baltimore, GT cents, anid the H-aw-iey Box Company of. New Yorkc at 25, 18,
14 and 4 cents.
The contract for furnishing the depart-

ment with sawdust was let to J. H. Their-
meyer of Baltimore, who agrees to de-
liver It to the proper authorities for five
cents a bushel, or three cents a bushel, If
the department supplies the sacks in
which It Is shipped. The contract for fur-
nIshing wrapping paper was let to the
West Virginia Paper and Pulp Company of
New York.

At 2:10 P. X. It Was Reported Beyond
ControL

AUGUSTA, Ga., May 8.-Fire which
broke out here at 1:30 p.m., has done con-

siderable damage and is spreading. The
great cotton warehouse of the Union Com-
press Company has been destroyed and the
warehouses of Phinizy & Co. And f. M.
Whitney are burning furiously.
It is believed 10,000 bales of cotton have

been burned.
There are 2S.000 bales within one hundred

yards of the fire.
The fire department and many citizens

are fighting the flames, but at 2:10. p.m.
they were beyond control.
The extensive terminals of the Charles-

ton and Western Carolina, with its new
freight depot, are now threatened.

NEW FIRE HYDRANTS.

Recommendation as to Location by
Chief Dutton.

Chief Eagineer Dutton of the District fire
department has recommended to the Dis-
trict Comnissioners the erection of the fol-
lowing fir- hydrants for the better protec-
tion of property: Corner B street and Ar-
thur place northwest, corner Pickford place
and G street northeast, and corner 10th
and F streets northeast. The recommenda-
tion has been approved by Commissioner
Maefarland.
Chief Engineer Dutton has also forward-

ed to the Commissioners a letter from F.
G. Purner of Brightwood and Whitney ave-
nues commending Foreman A. L. Grimm
and members of engine company No. 11
for efficient service at a fire at his plaoe
of business the 'd instant. The communi-
cation has been noted with pleasure by
Commissioner Macfarland. and Chief Dut-
ton has ordered a copy of the letter sent
to Foreman Grimm.

ADMISSION TO HOSPITALS.

Recommendation Made by Health Of-
fleer Regarding Permits.

The health officer of the District. Dr. Win.
C. WoodwarJ, has recommended to the
District Commissioners an amendment to
the order of April 13 last by which the is-
suing of permits for admission to the alms
house, hospitals and other charitable insti-
tutions. in so far as the matter is under
the control of the Commissioners, was
made the duty of the board of charities.
The order further prescribed that the am-
bulances used to convey persons to the hos-
pitals should be assigned to work under
immediate supervision of the board of
charities.
Dr. Woodward's recommendation, which

has the approval of Commissioner Maefar-
land. is that the order be amended so as to
specifically except from its operation the
smallpox hospital and the isolation wards
at Providence and Garfield Memorial hos-
pitals and the ambulances used for the
transportation of persons suffering from
contagious diseases. Dr. Woodward fur-
ther recommends that the smallpox hos-
pital and the isolation wards of the other
two hospitals mentioned be definitely placed
under the supervision of the health officer.

Transferred, Not Suspended.
Mr. C. G. Trilby, a policeman, who was

referred to in a complimentary way in the
report of a communication sent to the Dis-
trict Commissioners, and printed in The
Star, says he has not been suspended from
the force. as was stated. It is true, he
says, that he was transferred from the
eighth precinct to the fourth precinct, but
the petition which was referred to the ma-
jor of police was only for the purpose of
having him sent back to the eighth pre-
cinct, and not by any means asking for his
reinstatement. The petition mentioned
was from the members of the official board
of Grace M. E. Church, 9th and 8 streets.
