STU DENTS CONGRATU LATED

ADDRESS BY MR. JOHN W. ROSS ToO

GRADUATING CLASS,

Program of Exercises at the Annual
Commencement of Spencerian

College.

The program of the annual commence-
ment of the Spencerian College, which had
not been concluded when The Star’'s report
closed yesterday, included several enter-
taining numbers. Mr. Charles Edwin
Smith, salutatorian, gave a description of
twentleth century opportunities awaiting
his class, and said that he was glad he
was born In time to be a member of 1t
Miss Mary Alice Skinner, salutatorian rep-
resenting the night classes, declared that
the precious evening hours devoted to ac-
quiring skill and practical ability consti-
tuted the sole personal wealth Of the stu-
dents. The valedictorian, Mr. Charles Luclen
Bovee, spoke on the useless waste of time
by young men studving arta, sclence and
classles, with no particular end In view,
drawing a pathetie pleture of the old par-
ents at home suffering all kinds of priva-
tions in order that thelr suns might have
every opportunity to keep up thelr course.

In presenting the class of 1901 Mrs. Spen-
cer gave a sketch of the manner in which
a university man who had opened a busi-
ness college gave her a “plece of hls mind"
on her theory of education and her meth-
ods. **Cut down your curriculum.,” said he,
“cut out civies, ethles, sclence of wealth,
soclal and moral culture, art of expression,
etc., and glve your young people business
from the word go. Their parents want
thelr services and wages, and want them
quick."” It was impossaible for her to get
in a word edgewlse, she sald.

In Introducing Commissioner John W.
Ross, who delivered the principal address,
Mrs. Spencer said: “This District is the
wonder of the nation for belng a vielation
in government of every known principle of
the republic, vet proving to be the best
governed territory in the worid. While our
chief executive continues to give to rule
over us such men as John W. Ross, who
makes our Interests and welfare his own,
who is beloved by every man, woman and
child, we shall ask for no change in our
form of government."

Mr. Ross’' address to the
as follows.

“As I look upon this beautiful and bril-
liant scene, prepared in honor of these
voung people, who assembled, with their
friends and relatives, to receive certificates
of their proficieney in their studies, I am
impressed with the belief that the occa-
sion demands not an address, but simply a
word of congratulation.

“The class of 1901 is properly the suhject
of congratulation for muany reasons. First,
because it has been their privilcge to be
tralned by Mrs. Spencer. There 1s some-
thing in the personality of the teacher
which impresses itself upon the character
of the pupil, and which exerts an Influence
as lasting as life itself.

“These graduates are fortunate in hav-
ing been associated with one of high char-
acter, of great experience In her work and
of enthusiasm. It would be difficult to es-
timate the number of men and women of
this and other communities who have be-
come successful and {nfluential, in no small
degree by reason of the fact that under her
tutelage they were not only carefully
trained in business methods, but were also
directed toward lofty deals and to an hon-
orable couduet of affairs in thelr business
Iives, Men are deemed successful who
build up extensive enterprises and who ac-
cumulate wealth. From the standpoint
of the material results attained they are
suceessful and useful. DBut compare with
the results attained by even such laudable
endeavors those which follow the work of
the eapable and conscientious teacher. She
deals with that which is after all the most
important factor in the affairs of this
namely, human character. The
great buildings of the business plant will
in time erumble and deecay; the wealth ac-
cumulated will be dissipated, but the influ-
ence wielded on plastic minds Ly the
teacher, the character she molds, the noble
thoughts which she Inspires, these cease
not with the llves of the puplls; they be-
come an immortal force which asserts it-
self In guiding other lives forever.

School Life in Washington,

“Second. 1 congratulate these young
people that their school 1ife has been passed
in Washington. To the youth who wishes
to learn, it is no slight part of a useful
education to reside in the capital clty. He
is in a community where the average of
intelligence is high; where representative
men may be met not only from the states
of the union, but from all of the principal
world powers. The student here may wit-
ness the many meetings of the national
scientific societies and of the great con-
ventions which have in view the lmprove-
ment of existing conditions. Our city at-
tracts the general student and the man
who devotes himself to special llnes of
sclentific research. Unlversities, libraries,
art gallerles and association with the many
cultured people here who have achleved
success In sclence, in art and in literature
combine to make our beloved city the
geat of advanced and elegant learning. In-
deed, it may not be unfair to assert that
Washington is slowly but surely assuming
its rightful position as a new world's cen-
ter of intellectual life. These are among
the reasons why parents evervwhere con-
slder it well to have their sons and daugh-
ters trained In Washington.

“A recital of these advantages of life in
Washington and our own knowledge of its
charms may explain why it is that senators
and representatives willingly submit to re-
election for term after term, accepting
cheerfully isolation from their homes &nd
business interests, sometimes for the great-
er part of a quarter of a century. It Is not
necessary to infer therefrom the love on
their part of prestige and power. May we
not attribute this sacritice of their interests
on the altar of official duty rather to the
fact that, having once known the delizhts
of a life at the ecapital, they submit to suc-
cessive returns simply as a pretext for liv-
ing ?again and again In beautiful Washing-
ton?

“Finally, T congratulate them because
they are 1901 graduates. They are more
fortunate than any who have preceded
them. The world grows wiser and better
every day. They will, as business men and
women, be privileged to avall themselves
of Inventions and of utilizations of nature's
forces of which their fathers had no con-
ception.

“May they all be swift to take advantage
of the opportunities which the new cen-
tury will afford; and may all live lves
which will reflect credit upon the business
college which today confidently presents
them to the business world,”

CALIFORNIA™S GREETING.

Clty Was En Fete and the Visitorsg
Were Treated in Royal

Sty le,

An Assoclated Press dispatch from Log
Angeles, CCal., last night, describing Presie
dent McKinley's trip through the state,
Bays:

From Redlands down to Los Angeles Ik
WS contlnuous ovation. Every station
wag crowded by chlldren with wreaths of
flowers in their hands and by cheering men
and women. Minute stops were made at
Colton, Ontarto, Pomona, and at 2;
o'clock the train drew into Los Angoles.

The approach to the city of Los Angeleg
wis heralded by a terrifie din, which could
be heard for miles. Steam whistles
Ssereamed, cannon boomed, and as the traln
passed through the Chinese quarter of the
city long strings of firecrackers, hung from
awning frames, exploded like the contine
nous rattle of musketry. The elty had been
beautifully decorated in honor of the Pres-
ldent's coming. The fiesta 18 in progress

The colors of the carnival, red, yollow
Breen, repregenting the wine, orange
olive, predominated. The sireets were aves
nues of masts festooned with yellow bunte
ing and crowned with palm leaves and
wreaths of laurel. At the station the party
was met by the citizens' committee and
many distingulshed people from all over
Callfornia.

Gen. Shafter, commander of the Depart-
ment of the Pacific, with his entire staff,
in full uniform, had come down from lh&
Presidio to greet his chief. Secretary of
the Navy Long, who was to have met the
party at Ban Francisco, also came here to
meet the President, and was at the station,
The party was driven in carrlages to the
Vannuyes Hotel. An escort of artillery
and several companies of militia had been
provided to escort them, but both the mille
tary and pollce had to fight their way
through the enormous crowds that had
swarmed Intoe the city, drawn by the
double attraction of the President's wvislg
and carnival. At the hotel the police were
obliged to literally force a way to the ens
trance. There the President met Gow,
Nash of Ohlo and the Ohle congressional
delegation, which had arrived by differen
routeg an hour before. In the rotunda ol
the hotel the mavor of Los Angelis fops
mally greeted the Chlefl Executive aod exs
tended to him the frecdom of the city. The
President responded as follows:

Its popula=
tion today Is more than one-tenth of the
entire population of the United States over
which the first President presided. | cane
not stand In this presence without recall-
ing those splendid ploneers of Amorican
civilization—Kearny, Stockton and Fre-
mont—who led In the paths of progress and
clvilization, and dedlcated this mighty em-
pire of the coast to liberty and union for-

ever. You have now residing in your beau=
tiful city that aged woman who shared
with Gen. Fremont in his early and later

trials and triumphs, and for her 1 am sure
vou will all jJoin with me in reverent and
affectionate regard.

*1 econgratulate you upon the happiness
and prosperity, not only of the peojle of
vour city and of your state, but the people
of the whole country. and to felictture with
vou that now this nation of ours is sirongep
and more firmly cemented than it has evep
been before in all its history. There ara
more men and women loving our flag today
than ever loved it bhefore, and thore s
more respect paid to it at home and abroad
than ever before.

Secretary Root's Order Approzed by
New York Camp.

York has announced the following resolus
tion:

Whercas the patriotie declaration of the
President of the United States at Atlanthy
in 1808, touching the care of the graves of
the confederate dead by the government
has been followed on the petition of the
confederate camp of the District of Co=-
lumbla by an act of Congress, in which
the sum of §2.5M. or so much thercof ag
necessary, has been appropriated “to eng=
ble the Secretary of War to have reburied
in some suitable spot in the national cemi-
etery at Arlington, Va., and to place props
er headstones at their graves, the bodies
of about 128 comfederate soldiers now
buried in the National Boldlers’ Homé,
near Washington, D C., and the bodies 0
about 136 confederate soldlers, now buri
in the national cemetery at Arlington, Va."

Whercas we learn through that distine
gulshed confederate soldier, Col. H. A.
Herbert, late Sceretary of the TUnit
States Navy, under President Clevel
that the plan adopted by the War Depart
ment contemplates that a beautiful plot ol
ground, adorned with trees, walks and
drives, Is to be set aside, and, of cou
kept perpetually in order by the Unit
States government (it being a part of the
cemetery), with sejarate slabs, marked
with the names, where ubtujnable of each

soldier.
