TO OBTAIN POSSESSION.

Suit by Baptist Home to Secure Con-
trol of Property.

On petition of James 8. Lewlis, Justice Cla-
baugh of the Supreme Court of the District
of Columbia has directed the Issuance
of a writ of certiorari to Lewis I. O'Neal,
justice of the peace, to send to the higher
court the record of a landlord and tenant
proceedng alleged to be pending before the
justice of the peace.

“IN A BALCONY."—The performance of
“In a Balcony" at the New Natlonal The-
ater last night was not In the ordinary
sense of the phrase a theatrical entertain-
ment. It was a realization of artistie
ideals, such as place it far above the level
of the usual offering for box office purposes.
It was not merely an evening’'s diversion; it
was a memorable experience. Liebler & Co.,
who, finding the field of genuinely literary
drama about the only one not fully covered,
entered upon its exploitation with great

enthusiasm, have produced nothing more
dignified and creditable than this all too

transient enterprise. 1f they have some-
times mistaken the merely eccentrie for
the truly sublime this one undertaking

would be sufficient to redeem graver and
more numerous blunders,

“In a Balcony' was played by that prince
of stage lovers, Otis Skinner; the charming
Miss Robson and the gifted Mrs. Le Moyne.
The interest of the fragment depends on
the Intensity of poetic expression In the
speeches, It is almost devoid of aectlon,
surprises and the other artifices which au-
thors usually provide in order to make the
task of actors easier. The theme Is “love’
and the poet keeps to his subject with the
patient, plodding determination  which
makes failure impossibie.  That there may
be no mistaking his purpose, and that his
reqader may not eseape, he sometimes takes
the single word “love’” and reiterates it
until there is danger of it loging poetie im-
port and becoming a mere tautology.  But
this trudging Pegas=us attains the heights
he secks certainly and completely.

No actors can fully realize a poet's ideal.
No actors could come more nearly doing so
than did Mrs. Le Moyvne, Miss Robson and
Mr. Skinner. They Jdid more last night to
rescue good literature from the clutches of
the long-haired and blue-spectacled than a
seore of “"Browning Clubs” eould accom-
plish. The enthusinsm with which the per-
formance was received was unbounded.,
The fact that Mrs. Le Moyne was not in
the best of voiee did not prevent her from
giving a dignified and powerful imperson-
ation of the queen.

“In a Balcony” was preceded hy
Land of the Heart's Deslre,” which proved
sutficiently mystical to content the most
profound cultist.  Possibly it was the con-
trast with this labored allegory that made
Browning seem so lueld, hls characters so
human and sincere.
