BIG TREES OF CALIFORNIA

GRANDEST, LARGEST AND THE OLD-
EST IN THE WORLD.

Best Living Representatives of a
Former Geologle Age—Account PPre-

pared by Forester Pinchot,

Gifford Pinchot, forester of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture, has recently prepared
an account of the big trees of California.
These trees are the objective point of many
tourists and were visited a few days ago
by the President and his party. It is said
by Forester Pinchot that before the glacial
period the genus of big trees, called Se-
quola, flourished widely in the temperate
zones of three continents. There were
many specles and Europe, Asia and Amer-
ica had each its share. But when the lce
fields moved down out of the north the
luxuriant vegetation of the age declined
and with it these multitudes of trees. One
after another the different kinds gave way,
their remains became buried and when the
ice receded just two species, the Big Tree
and Redwood, survived. Both grew in
California, each separate from the other,
and each occupying in comparison with its
former territory a mere island of space.
Continuing, Mr. Pinchot says:

“As we know them now the Redwood
lives only In a narrow strip of the coast
range, ten to thirty miles wide, extending
from just within the southern border of
Qregon to the bay of Monterey, while the
Big Tree iz found only in small groves
scattered along the west slope of the
Sierra Nevada mountains from the middle
fork of the American river to the head of
Deer creek, a distance of 260 miles. The
utmost search reveals but ten main groups,
and the total number of slzable trees In
these groups must be limited to figures in
the thousands. The specimens which are
remarkable for their size do not exceed 500,

“Grandest, Largest, Oldest.”

“The Big Trees are unique In the world—
the grandest, largest, the cldest, the most
majestically graceful of trees—and if it
were not enough to be all this, they are
among the scarcest of known tree specles
and have the extreme sclentific value of
being the best living representatives of a
former geologic age. It is a tree which
has come down to us through the vicissi-
tudes of many centuries solely because of
