J'HILADEI-PHIA, May 20.-It is esti

' mnated that not more than 1,000 machinisti
~a= nuit work in this ctt because nf h

refusal of their employes to grant a nine-
hour day. The firms thus far affected are

all small concerns employing anywhere
frcm ten to forty machinists. The most
prominent are Pedrick & Ayer. forty men;
Fred Klein, twenty men, and Tabor Manu-
facturing Company, thirty-five men.

Thus far there has been no trouble at
the Baldwin locomotive works, the Mid-
vale steel works or the Cramp Ship and
Engine Building Company's works.
The Midvale machinists held a meeting

on Saturday afternoon to discuss the ques-
tion. but what action was taken is not
known. It is reported that the men at
this plant will quit work this afternoon or

tomorrow morning. but the company has
not been made aware of any such determi-
nation.
Neither the Baldwin locomotive works

nor the Cramp company anticipate any
trouble. They do not knowingly employ
union workmen.
The i35i men employed by the Electro-

Dynamic Company also struck today. The
company has a contract for parts of the
engines of the six boats of the Holland
submarine type. which are being built by
the British government.
The 20K machinists employed by the

Pennsylvania iron works went on strike at
noon.

The Strike at Pittsburg.
PITTSBURG. Alay 21-About 100 machin-

ists at the McKee's Rocks plant of the
Pressed Steel Car Company struck this

morning for a nine-hour day. It had been
arranged that all the organized labor at

the works was also to come out on a sym-

pathy strike, but this did not take place,
although the strike leaders claim that a

general strike will follow later. The places
of the strikers have been tilled by laborers
employed about the mill. Less than 100
machinists are idle today at the other
plants in the city, all but four firms having
signed the seale.
The Oil Well Supply Co. and the Amer-

can Steel and Wire Co. signed the scale to-
day. ieyl & Patterson. the Oliver Iron
and Steel Co. and the Pittsburg Shafting
Co. have refused to sign. In this district
1Iliirms employing nearly 4..300 machimsts
have signed the scale and the men are at

work.
H[AZLETON. Pa.. May 211-The machin-

ists and molders cmliyed at the Hazleton
and Jeanesville Iron Works did not strike,
as all their demands were granted today.
At these establishments the men are to

work ten hours a (lay for the first five
days and enjoy a half ho-liday on Satur-
days at full pay, which is eual to nine
hours a (lay at full wages. The men at
Jeanesville were granttul a 5 per cent in-
crease some time ago, which. with the con-
cessions made today, is vequil t;o a total in-
crease of 16 1-2 per cent since last Septem-
ber.
The machinists and molders in the Lehigh

Valley railroad shops at Weatherly pre-
sented no demands. as they have been
working under union rules for some time.

General Tie-Up at Scranton.
SCRANTON. Pa., May 2.-4-Every machine

shop in Scranton is idle today, the strike
ordered by International President O'Con-
nell going Into full effect on the demand for
a day of nine hours and an increase of 11

per cent in wages. Altogether 3,400 men

quit work this morning. and these, with the
Lackawanna railroad machinists and car

shop men out for a week past, make nearly
5;10K on strike in Scranton. The big estab-
lishments idle today are the Dickson works
of the Allis-Chalmers Company, Finch's
foundry and machine shops. Scranton nut
and bolt works. Simpson shops of the Dela-
ware and Hudson Company and the J. B.
Poore Company.
The machinists of the Lackawanna Iron

and Steel Company also quit work this
morning, and this will probably cause the
shutting down of this big industry before
many days, adding 1,50 more men to those
idle.
The Dickson works this morning posted a

notice agreeing to give nine hours a day and
arbitrate the wage issue. The men Ignored
the notice in obedience to international In-
structions.
WILKESBARRE, Pa., May 20.-The ma-

chinists, blacksmiths, car repairers and la-
borers employed at the shops of the Central
railroad of New Jersey, the Lehigh Valley
railroad and the Dickson ManufacturingICompany went out on strike today. Fifteen
hundred men and boys are idle.

No Unusual Trouble at Easton.
EASTON. Pa., May 20.-There is no un-

usual trouble in labor circles here today.
All the machinists employed in the Inger-
soll-Sergeant drill plant, the Lehigh Val-
ley railroad and other large shops in this
section are at work. The bricklayers,
plasterers and hod carriers in Easton and
Phillipsburg are out. They struck twc
weeks ago.
READING. May 20.- There was no strike

of machinists here today. The only memberE
of the union in this city are employed by
the Reading Iron Works Company, and
they are out with the striking tube work-
ers. Sixteen hundred men quit work twc
weeks ago. and were afterward locked out
by order of the president of the company.
TORK, Pa., May 20.-But two shops ir

this city were affected by the machinists
strike today. Two hundred men in the
employ of the York Manufacturing Com-
pany and S. Morgan Smith quit work.

MORE GENERAL IN THE WEST.

Machinists' StrIke Effectiie in Nearly

MiILWAI'KEE May 2.-About 1.000 ma-

chnssresponde*d to the order of Presideni
James O'onnell of the International Asso-
ciation of Machinists and refused to beglrl
work in this city today. Several hundred
helpers also struck. The men went to thelh
places of employment as usual, but, falling
to find a notice complying with the machin-
ists' demands for a nine-hour (lay and a
12 1-2 per cent increase in wages, quiefly
retraced their steps homeward.
in several instances. particularly at the

shops which are memnbrrs of the Nationa:
Metal Trades'Association, representatives
of these plants spoke a few words to thE
workmen, saying that the action of thE
machinists at this time annulled the Neu
York agreement and that if the men re.
turned to work hereafter it must be on thE
conditions which prevailed prior to the es-
tablishment of the New York agreement.

MR. CARMACK TALKS

The Tennessee Senator Gives His
Political Views,

SOUTH NOT TO BE REPUBLICA1

Negro Has Not Been Eliminated
as a Factor.

M'LAURIN'S DEFECTION

Senator Carmack of Tennessee is at the
Ebbitt House. He has some decided views
with reference to the prospect of the south-
ern people being won over to the republican
party by President McKinley. This was

shown in his speech at th-e banquet given
the President in Memphis.
"The idea that the south is about to make

a tumultous rush for the republican party
is pure nonsense," the senator said to a

Star reporter today. "Those who are trying
to promote such a movement are ignorant
of the southern people. If there is any
tendency in that direction it cannot be pro-
moted. The southern people do not like to
be treated as children who are induced to
learn their lesson by flattery.and the prom-
ise of cake."
"What has been the effect of the Presi-

dent's attitude toward the south; has it
tended to bring about a reconciliation be-
tween the sections?"
"I feel about that a good deal as Dr.

Johnson did with respect to the gratuitous
patronage of Lord Chesterfield-'had It been
early it had been kind.' When we most
needed the cheering word and the helping
hand we got nothing from Mr. McKinley
and his party but the curse and the clench-
ed fist. So long as they could make party
capital by waving the bloody shirt and by
teaching the north to hate and distrust the
south, they did so; and the republicen con-
ception of all that was vile in human na-
ture was summed up in the words 'confed-'
erate brigadier.' This brigadier was for-
bidden by law to draw sword for the Union
and it was not until the sword was needed
In the war with Spain that the law was
repealed. We rejoice that the time of sec-
tional hatred has passed or is passing; but
we do not forget that it might have passed
many years ago if Mr. McKinley and other
republican leaders had desired it to pass."

No Elimination of the Negro.
"Will the elimination of the negro as a

political factor by the various election laws
of'the southern states tend to bring about
a division of the white vote?"
"In the first place, there has been no

elimination of the negro as a political fac-
tor. Even where he has been disqualificd
as a voter at the polls he is still omnipotent
in .the party convention. or, at least, the
politicians who control him are. A repub-
lican mass meeting looks just like it al-
ways did. A number of good men in the
south who have heretofore been democrats
Voted the republican ticket in the last two
campaigns, but you could not get one of
them within nose shot of a republican
county convention. The republican party In
the south will therefore continue to be a
negro party, even without negro voters,
and as such white men will not join it.
Again, the elimination of the negro voter
is only partial and temporary. A consid-
erable and increasing number possess the
necessary educational qualifications, and
the limitations on the suffrage will there-
fore become less and less effective. In
Tennessee we have what- is called the
'Dortch law,' which is practically an edu-
cational qualification, but it applies to only
a limited number of voting precincts. Tak-
ing the whole state, the negro vote still
constitutes the big end of the republican
party.
"Of course, if the negro were entirelyeliminated from politics there would be a

stronger tendency among the whites to di-
vide on party lines. Men do not think alike
simply because they are white, except on
the question of white against black. But
even with the negro out of politics, the re-
publican party could not materially in-
crease its following in the south. A partywhich represents the organized greed of
the country and which is at open war withthe principles and traditions of the republicdoes not commend itself to a people who
more than any other in the country are
conservative, American and independent.When the south comes to be dominated bythe powers that control such states as New
Jersey and Pennsylvania it may become re-publican."

McLaurin's Defection.
"What do you think of the defection of

McLaurin of South Carolina?"
"The only question is, 'How far will the

federal patronage placed at the disposal of
McLaurin go toward debauching the state
of South Carolina?' I see from the papersthat Wade Hampton, through McLaurin,
was offered a federal office. I think theold man's answer will be the answer ofSouth Carolina-'I am not to be bought.'
McLaurin bitterly opposed the annexation
of the Philippines. He made a speech in
the Senate against the peace treaty-most
of it taken without credit from other
sources-in which he caustically arraIgned
the President's Philippine policy. But the
republicans needed hIs v'ote for the treaty
and they got it, and they not only got it
on that. but on all other questions. Then
the P'resident put Into his hands the pa-
tronage of South Carolina. That's all there
is to McLaurin."

RETURN OF VOLUNTEERS

NOT LIKELY TO BE ANY FURTHER
DELAY IN PLANI.

Prospects Good for MuftrLg Out the

Army in the United States

by July 1.

It is said at the War Department that it
is not likely that there will be any further
delay in the plans for bringing home the
volunteer troops in the Philippines, and
that the prospects of mustering out the
last of the volunteer army in the United
States by the 1st of July are still good.
Advices received at the department to-

day indicate that the transports Hancock,
Buford and Aztec left Manila, Saturday
with the 31st, 40th and 41st regiments of

infantry; that the transports Logan, Kil-

patrick and Ohio will sail from Manila not

later than the 30th instant with the 38th,
43d, 44th and 47th infantry regiments, and
that the transports Grant and Thomas,
now en route to Manila, will start back
Immediately with the 42d, 48th and 49th
infantry regiments. The Thomas takes the
place of the Indiana, which ha. been de-
layed in China. The Gran and Thomas
are expected to arrive in a few'days.

The Officials Hopeful.
As It takes about thirty days to make

the trip to San Francisco it will be neces-

sary for all the transports to start on their
home journey by the end of the present
month at the latest in order to effect th"
discharge of the troops at San Francisco

by the 1st of July. The officials of the War
Department are still hopeful of the entire
success of their scheme.
General MacArthur cabled the War De-

partment this morning as follows:

PROGRESS IS SLOW

Inquest in Ayres Murder Case De-
velops but Little.

THE TESTII9 ADDUCED TODAY

Witness Says Ayres Complained
of Having Unknown Enemy.

WORK OF THE DETECTIVES

Probably there was not a man or a wom-
an present this morning at the opening of
the second day's inquiry into the death of
James Seymour Ayres at the sixth pre-
cinct station who did not cherish a de-
cided theory as to the cause of the killing
and how it was accomplished. The mystery
seems to have transformed for the time
being each adult, to say nothing of small
boys, into a v'eritable Sherlock Holmes, and
it will not be surprising if detective stories
as numerous as ragtime melodies are in-
spired by the murder. Expectation was
even keener on the part of those who man-

aged to secure admission to the inquest
room in what the day would bring forth
than It was Saturday. There had been
countless rumors In circulation yesterday
and this morning as to what this or that
witness would relate, and some of these
rumors went so far as to include a con-
fession on the stand to be made. with all
the sensational surroundings such an ad-
mission would bring 'forth.
The crowd was greater than it was Sat-

urday and a glance over it showed many
faces where morbidity was 'written in un-
mistakable lines. Two or three of the
women listeners were particularly notable
in this respect.
After the jury and coroner had been

seated a photograph was taken of them,
and then the camera was moved so as to
command the witness chair in order to
give the operator a chance to get the pic-
tures of the occupants as they came to
give their testimony. This was but an-
other evidence of the unusual interest be-
ing taken In the case throughout the coun-
try.

First Witness Examined Today.
Miss Katie Lawless. an employe of the

bureau of engraving and printing, a young
lady dressed in deep black, who was plainly
nervous, was the first witness. She had
lived at the Kenmore two years. She oc-

cupied the room next to that of Ayres. She
knew him slightly; had danced with him
at the hotel once or twice. Witness did
not know any special woman friend Mr.
Ayres had in the house. Witness retired
Tuesday night about 9 or 10 o'clock, and
heard no sounds during the night, except
a faint noise, which in her half-sleeping
condition she could not describe. It was
not a pistol shot, she thought, nor a sound
as if a falling body. She could not di-
tinguish what it was. Witness was due at
her work at the bureau at 8 o'clock. and
took breakfast early. She heard nothing
of the killing until she returned home.
about 4:30 o'clock in the evening. She was
then told of it by Mrs. Drew,. a boarder,
who asked witness if she had heard any-
thing, and then told her Mr. Ayres had
-been found dead. Mrs. Drew seemed sur-
prised that witness had heard nothing of
the affair. Witness did not know, she said,
if Ayres had ever paid any particular at-
tention to Mrs. Bonine. She had never
known of Mrs. Bonine or any other wo-
man going to Ayres' room, nor had she
ever heard of Ayres having any quarrel or
misunderstanding with any one in the
houss. -

Sees Shadow Upon Room Wall.
Miss Mattie St. Clair Woolum was the

next witness called. She is the person who
saw a shadow flit by her window, which
is crossed by the fire escape, the night of
the killing. She is slender and wore a
drab wais dark skirt and straw hat, trim-
med with white and purple. Witness said
she was at the hotel the ni'ght of the mur-
der; she had lived there two years. She re-
tired about 9 o'clock and slept soundly.
She heard music before going to sleep, and
supposed dancing was going on in the
card room. She occupied the room under
that of Mr. Ayres. She knew the latter
but slightly. She had several friends on
the floor where Ayres' room was located.
whom she visited during the winter. Mrs.
Bonine was one of these. Her room was
on the fourth floor, but in the annex,
reached by the descent of a step or two
from the main building. Asked if Ayres
was particularly attentive to Mrs. Bonine.
witness replied she never had noticed that
he paid any particular attention to one
woman in the house more than to another.
Miss Pickrell usually played the music for
dancing. Witness had danced with Ayres
occasionally.
Miss Woolums said she was awakened

early Wednesday morning by pistol shots.
Her window was down from the top.
After the last shot she heard a sound of a
voice from Ayres' room. Heard it twice.
Witness judged the sound might have been
those of voices of two people, but she was
not positive. The sound of the shots made
her very nervous. Witness heard also a
sound after the shots as if some one was
moving a heavy body in Mr. Ayres' room.
The voice she heard did not seem to be
angry. When everything was quiet wit-
ness got up from her bed and tried to
light a match. She failed and then lighted
another and the gas. Looked at her watch
and saw it was about two minutes after 2
o'clock. Witness then put out the gas and
got into bed. She was startled by seeing a
shadow on her wall. From the time of
hearing the shot to the time she saw the
shadow was, witness thought, about five
minutes. She had not taken very much
notice- of the noise in Ayres' room, because
she had beard noises there at night before.
The shots, she thought, had been fired out-
side,
Witness arose in the morning, she said.

and went downstairs, determined to ask
Mr. Ayres about the shots and .the noises.
She got downstairs about 8 o'clock. Mrs.
Bonine ate at the same table with witness
and she was certain Mrs. Bonine ate
breakfast with her Wednesday morning.
Witness saw nothing unusual in Mrs. Bo-
nine's manner or actions. Replying to
Coroner Nevitt, witness, after saying that
Jennie Gardner had told her of Ayres'
death, said the theory among, those in the
house seemed to be that Ayres had com -

mitted suicide. Witness went up to her
room in order. to get her things and get
out of the house as quickly, as possible,
and when she came down she heard a po-
liceman say that Ayres .could not have
killed himself.-
*District Attorney Gould then examined
Miss Woolums. Rteplying to lh~n, she said
she had never heard that Ayres had any
'trouble with any one in the house. Witness
had heard people going to Mr. Ayres' room
at night. At one time such a visit was
after 1 o'clock and at another time after 8
o'clock. Had heard loud talking at such
times in Ayrea' room, Wut could not tell
whether women had been parties to it-Or
not. Witness used to visit the Hanqlins,who once roomed next to Ayres in the
room occupied by Miss XMnas. It was easy
to hear what.was being said in either room
by parties in the other if one listened.

Nobody."
"What made you say you never saw Mrs.

Bonine In Mr. Ayres' room?"
"Because I thought that gentleman was

going to ask me about that."
"Who told you to say you had never

seen Mrs. Bonine in his room."
Witness declared she had been told noth-

ing of the sort by any one.
"Did you take care of Mr. Ayres' room?"
"Yes, sir."
"Now. ElIza, did Mrs. Bonine never come

to Mr. Ayres' room?"
"Well, she often came there when I was

In there and say Phe wanted to borrow a
book of his and go to the table and pick
It up and go on out with it."

had never been in his room."

Heard Pistol Shots.

John Leonhart liowns. a clerk In the
Congressional lihrairy. who lives at the
Kenmore. was pla'e d on the witness stand.
He was acquainted with 'Mr. Ayres. he
said; did not kno'w of Ayres paying rar-
ticular attenti'n to any woman In the
house. Witness owupiled a room on th.?
same floor as Ayres. the witness' room
being next to that of Miss Lawless. Wit-
ness said he was awake-ned by pistol shots.
There were three in rapid succession. Wit-
ness saiI he was startl-d. but got up and
looked out of the* widt',w. but saw nor
heard nothing. Did not hear any voice3.
Heard something like a fall in Ayres' room
after the shots. It was probably five nin-
utes after the shots when witness looktd
out. He returned to bed when he saw and
heard nothing.
"Mr. Downs.'" said Mr. Gould. "I have

been informed that you have stated that
you saw a figure on the fire-escape."
"That Information was false, sir," re-

sponded the witness. "I never said any-
thing of the sort because I did not see any
person on the fire-escape."

Mr. Wareld Recalled.
W. W. Warfield, proprietor of the Ken-

more, was recalled and was asked if Ayres
had not requested that a new lock be put
on his door. Witness said he had, and had
repeated the request several times.
"Did he say he wanted to keep people

out of his room?"
"Yes, sir."
"Did he say who he wanted to keep out?"
"No, sir."
"Didn't you, as the proprietor, inquire

who it was that he wanted to keep out?"
"No, sir."
Witness admitted that he had instructed

a man named Pearce, who was employed to
fix locks, to fir that on Ayres' door. He
had asked him "for God's sake" to do It, an
Ayres was so persistent.

The Lock Repairer.
William W. Pearce was the next witness.

He Is a small man, who described himpelf
as a general utility man In doing anything
pertaining to a house. such as painting,
paperhanging. fixing locks and such things.
Witness had examined the lock on Ayres'
room door three times. The first time wit-
ness found the lock "busted." Mrs. Bonine
was in the room looking at books. Witness
reported to Mortimer Warfield. the clerk,
that the lock could not be repaired. The
second time witness went up to the room
to measure the door for a new lock and
Mrs. Bonine was also there. Mrs. Bonine
said to witness that she would go to the
bath room while he was there, and that
when he left he could lock the door, as she
could open it. She also told witness not to
tell anybody he had seen her In Ayres'
room. She remained in the bath room
while witness measured the door, and he
then locked it and left. The third time he
was at Ayres' door he put the lock on, but
Mrs. Bonine was not there. Like all the
preceding witnesses, he said he had never
seen the pistol which was found In Ayres'
room at any time or any place In the
Kenmore.

Denies Writing Postal Card.
Eliza Gardner was recalled, an4 asked

If she could read and write. Replying af-
firmatively, she was asked by Mr. Gould
to write the word "chambermaid" on a

piece of paper. Eliza did so, and then, ap-
proaching her. Mr. Gould asked her when
she had written a postal card which he
handed her. She declared that she had
never written it.
"I never wrote on a postal card in my

life. The Lord knows I didn't write that
one."
"Never mind what the Lord knows." said

Mr. Gould, "don't you know you wrote itT'
"Indeed I didn't."
Eliza was again excused.
The postal card was one received re-

cently by Maj. Sylvester, signed "Chamn
bermaid," and suggested the arrest of
Miss Mary Minas.
Concerning an Amonyanous Letter.
Mrs. Anna Hodson-Welck, a portly ma-

tron, dressed in black, with lavender
gloves, a light-colored fan and a dash of
white In her hat, who spoke In a very prop-
erly modulated voice and pronounced every
syllable with great distinctness, was the
next witness. She now lives at the*'Liv-
ingston on 13th street, but had formerly
lived at the Kenmore. She knew m~ost of
the guests who were at the Kenmore then,
including Mrs. Bonine and Mr. Ayres. She
knew none of the guests very well, how-
ever. She knew nothing, she said, of Mr.
Ayres' Intimacy with any one, man or
woman, and was not aware that Ayres had
had a quarret' with any one.
The Saturday before the_ murder and

again on Monday or Tuesday witness met
Ayres in Judiciary Square. He was very
much disturbed about an anonymous letter
some one had written about him, He was
apparently very angry about it, and Satur-
day appeared to be very vindictive toward
the writer. At the next meeting Ayres
again brought up the subject. She gained
the Impression that the letter had been
addressed to a man. She did not care te
listen to the details of the afreer and told
Ayres not to worry., but to let her know If
he learned anything definite about the
identity of the author of the letter.
"Mr. Ayres then asked me: 'Does your

mind recali any married woman in this
connection?' I said that I did not, but not
to worry; all would come right in the end.
Mr. Ayres then said: 'The end will be in
the courts.' Slose were the last words I
ever heard him say."
