Whitney, president of the university,
and despite the rule aguinst floral offer-
ings, numerous bouquets were handed over
the footlights.

The class and faculty were arranged in a
scml-cirele on the stage, while palms and
flowers formed a background. The class
was addressed by Prof. Joseph Eastman,
M.Id., LL.D. Beside him sat Prof. George

L. Magruder, the dean; Prof. Joseph Taber |

Jehnson, the vice president, and other
members of the faculty, besides Dr. J.
Hall Moore of Richmond, a member of the
class of ‘4. The United States Marine
Band, under the direction of Lieut. Will-
iam H., Santelmann, furnished the music.

Father Whitney congratulated and ad-
monished the graduaates after he had hand-
ed them their diplomas. Only a continu-
ance of their work, he told them, would
bring complete success. He referred them
for example to the success of graduates
who had preceded them, and expressed the
hope that that same standard of excellence
would be borne by them.

The dirty old hos-
pital, he said, had been cleaned up by
trained nurses, and rich and poor allke go
there nowin preference to undergoing treat-
ment at their homes on account of the at-
tention given, He also referred to the
work of McDowell, the father of abdominal
SUrgery.

“Duty,” said Prof. Eastman In closing,
“is the most subtle word in the English
language. Do vour duty In all things, un-
der all cireumstances and on all occasions.
You cannot do more. You should not do
less.”

Dr. Johnson announced that upon a com-
petitive examinatioh the board of manage-
ment of the Georgetown Unlversity Hos-
pital had selected Dr. Francis S. Machen as
resident physiclan and Dr. Leon E. Btory
as assoclate,

At the concluslon of the program, which
ended with the plaving of "My Old Ken-
tucky Home,” an informal reception was
held by the graduates and congratulations
were showered on them. 3

to the faculty and class. Rev. F. Fagin
preslded at the banquet in the absence of
Father Whitney, and Dr, Johnson acted as
toastmaster. The speakers were Dr. Joseph
Eastman, Dr. Swan M. Burnett, Dr. Tal-
bott, Dr. C. H.. A. Kleinschmldt, Dr. Ma-
gruder and Dr. George M. Klober.

Dr. Magruder, who has been dean of the
medical department for the past thirteen
years, announced during the course of his
address his resignation from the faculty.
His successor is Dr. Klober, who responded
to a call for a epeech. .
