DUFFY'S GREAT RUN,
Equals World's Record in Vagterdny's
Qualifrying Round at He “teley Oval,

The preliminary trlals and qualifying
competitions of the twenty-sixth annual

track and field championships of the Inter-
collegiate Association of the Amatenr Ath-
letes of America was held yesterday at the
Berkeley Oval, New York, under the most
favorable auspices. The finals take place
today, and if the weather proves favorable
several new records should be made.

Up to the hour of stariing yesterday it
looked as If Yale would easily walk away
with the echampionship cup, but as the com-
petition progressed matters became serious
and even the most sanguine of old IXli's ad-
mirers admitted that she had a hard task
cut out for her in the finals. Harvard sur-
prised the critice by her splendid showing

and not a few predicted victory for the
wearers of the crimson. Princeton, too,

will be a rather stiff customer In the final
reckoning, and it looks as if the issue would
rest between the trio named. Pennsylvania
has won the champlionship for the past four
vears, but she is sadly out of the hunt this
year.

For the first time In the history of the
association the middle west was represent-
ed. The task fell to the University of Mich-
igan, whose small team made a magnifi-
cent showing among the eastern cracks. In
every event in which the Michigan ath-
letes appeared they were applauded to the
echo, especlally as it was noted that they
qualified for the finals in every contest In
which they appeared. Beveral of the small-
er colleges scored with telling effect and
among these were Cornell, Georgetown and
Bowdoin.

The feature of yesterday's meet, from an
athletic standpoint was the running of Ar-
thur H. Duffy of Georgetown. He won his
heat of the 100 yards In the most decisive
fashion in the world's record time of g
seconds, but a slight breeze blew agalnst
his back and the record will hardly be ac-
cepted. Duffy is of the opinion that he can
repeat the performance in a flat calm and
the same idea was shared by many experts
present.

One of the surprises of the day was the
poor performance of Meyer Prinstein in the
running broad jump. The Syracuse man
holds the world’s record of 24 feet 7Y inch-
es, and when it was announced that he
could not qualify and only jumped 21 feet
115 Inches the crowd was dumfounded. He
was slek.
