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PROTEST FILED,

Attorney for Property Ownern Opposes
14th Street Market House.

Mr. Wilton J. Lambert, attorney for prop-
erty holders in the vicinity of 14th and V
elreets northwest, has written to the Dis-
triet Commissioners, protesting agalnst the
proposed market near that corner. The ap-
plication for a permit for the construction
of the market is now pending. In his letter
Mr. Lambert says: :

*As attorney for the owners of sublota 30
and 40, in square 203, fmprovad by louses
No. 1411 and 1413 V street northweat, I
hereby desire to protest agalnst the grant-
ing of 2 permit for the proposed establish-
ment of a market ot or near the corner of
14th and V streets northwest.

“In this connection I desire to say that
the establishment of such a business, bring-
ing, as it necessarily will, most olijection-
able traffle, and promoting a most dleagree-
able condition of affairs in the entire nelgh-
borhood, will unquestionably, to a material
extent, damage and injure the property
holdings of numbers of p=rsons whose prop-
erty may not directly confront the proposed
bullding,: and 1 deem it will certainly be
considered within the dlscretionary power
vested In you In the matter to consider the
wishes and objections of thess property
holders.

“I am advised that In many large and
progressive citlea throughout the country,
market houses are now regarded, especially
In the resident sections of the clty, as not
only detrimental to property, nut armount-
ing to a nulsance, and A menace to the
health of the neighborhood. 1 cannot eee
how, under the present condition of affalrs,
there can be any necessity whatsoever for
an establishment of this kind in the locality
in question, and considering tha factas of
the case, and what I am Informed of the
express wishes of a large majority of the
residents and ownera in this section, I
submit the permit should be denied.”

“Wanton Deastruction of Plants.

The vandal who has been cutting and
otherwise destroying plants in the parks
in the northwest section of the city has
not yet been arrested, although the police
are doing thelr best to apprehend him. It
is the belief of somse o the officers that the
offender is a crank, walle othera belleve he
is one who expects to get -employment
from some of his victims. Many handsome
plants, including valuable palms, have been
ocut or brokenm, but In no imstance, s0o far

as the police know, has the perpetrator
carried off plants.

HO YOW A BUSY MAN

Chinese Consul at 'Frisco Has Many
Important Duties.

APPEALED T0 BY COUNTRYMEN

Nearly All Their Difficulties Settled
by Law of China.

VISIT TO A JOSS HOUSE

_—-——

Speclal From a Staff Correspondent,
SAN FRANCISCO, May 21, 1901

Ho Yow, the Chinese consul general here,
is favorably known in Washington, where
he spent some tlme. He was a law student
in Columbian University for a short period.
He is a tall, fine-looking Chinaman, with
the hardest job in the diplomatic service in
the world. Nearly all the troubles of Chi-
natown are finally aired before him. He ls
the adjudicator of endless dlsputes—com-
mercial, domestic and otherwise. His judg-
ment is accepted in nine out of ten cases.
Beyond him Is the Chinese minlster and
then the Emperor of China, to whom an
appeal is occaslonally made. Comparative-
ly few of the troubles of Chinatown are
settled in the courts of California. The of-
ficials of the 8ix Companies and the Chinese
consul general are the real courts of the
Chinese here. A Chinaman will secretly
defy American laws and customs, but he
will not dare defy the customs and laws
laid dpwn for him by the high offlcials of
the Six Companies and of the Chlnese gov-
ernment.

Mr. Yow entertained the newspaper cor-
respondents who are with the President it
a dinner at a Chinese restaurant, and took
them to a number of interesting places in
Chinatown, the finest Chinese theater in-
cluded. Mr., Yow has done much to bring
about a better feeling for the Chinese, and
really belleves he has succeeded. He says
that ignorance of Chinese character Is re-
sponsible for a great deal of the general
sentiment that a Chinaman is a bad person
to have around. He hopes the time will
come when the prejudice agalnst the peo-
ple of hls country will be eradicated.

Deplored Bomb Sensation.

He greatly deplored a story published
here by a sensational paper that dynamite
was found In the cellar of a Chinese thea-
ter which the President was expected to
visit. He said that just such storles were
responsible for the {1l feellng to Chinamen,
As a matter of fact, he said, the President
had not been invited to visit the theater,
and would not have gone in any event.
Next, no dynamite had been found there.
Yet in many minds the Chinese would be
held responsible for an attempt upon the
life of the President. Mr. Yow declared that
the « .inamen throughout the country held
the President in great respect and admired
him to an extent seldom felt for others of
another race.

There are six Chinese joss houses in San
Franeisco. These are the churches of the
Chinese,
Chiraman worships. A joss house is mag-
nitficently furnished, the investments in sil-
ver and fine woods amounting to thousands
of dollars. Services are held at intervals,
as in Christian churches, and the ceremo-
nies are odd and interesting. In front of
the joss I= always a horse for him to take
a rvide if he cares to go away at night, and
cups of tea are close by in case he beeomnes
thirsty. If he gets hungry he has roast
pig, chicken and other dainties. It s in
their gambling operations that the Chinese
have the greatest superstition as to the
powers of the joss. Before attempting to
play the lottery or entering upon extensive
gambling schemes the Chinaman invaria-
bly consults the joss by throwing two
picces of wood, much llke an American
throws dice, These two pieces of wood re-
semble the halves of a crooked sweet po-
tato cut In two lengthwise, After his pray-
ers to the joss the Chinaman takes these
two pleces of wood, throws them up In the
alr as If they were dice and finds his for-
tune, or rather the directions of the Jogs,
by the way they fall. They can fall in
only three ways, meaning good fortune,
bad fortune and medium success. If the
pieces show bad fortune the Chinaman wil]
do nothing and start in no business until
the joss agaln directs him how to procead,
If his luck is good he will venture into
speculation, buy lottery tickets, play fan-
tan and do anything with the bellef that he
will have the greatest luck.

Other Powers of the Joss,

Another way the joss has of directing
affairs Is through the medium of a hun-
dred or more little sticks that stand In a
wouden holder. The Chinaman shakes this
holder until one of the sticks fallg out.
It is numbered. He turns to this number
and sees what It corresponds to In the
fortune hook. Several of the newspaper
men were permitted the pleasure of a
shake at the wooden receptacle on the
payment of 25 cents. The one-eyved China-

| man In charge of the scheme sald that the

newspaper  reporters  should not take
chances on playing the stock market for
six months. After that time they would
have great luck if they entered Into spec-
ulatlon. He endeavored to have the Joss
propitiated by selling packages of punk to
thoe visitors, but there were none who cared
to be mulcted for over 25 cents. The Juss
was probably mueh disgruntled at the
ecarelty of funds from the visit.

Bigng are posted throughout the joss'
house notifylng visitors thut they are ex-
pected to pay 25 cents for a package of
punk to help the joss accumulate funds.
The dragons and other ugly creatures that
the Chinese fear so much are kept in the
jos=s house, At Los Angeles the authorities
allowed the Chinese to parade a dragon
in front of the President, but here the
police do not permit the dragons to be
brought out. They say it is dangerous to
good order and to holding the Chinamen in
proper check.

Women are plentiful in Chinatown, and
At any minute a Chinese woman can be
scen walking In and out of houses and
stores and on the streets. These, however,
arc known as the big feet women, and are
not considered in the same class with the
women with little feet., The latter class
never go outside of their homes and their
faces are never seen unless it be from be-
hind a curtaln peerlng out to see what s
going on. The restrictions on the big-feet
women are not near so great. The latter
Lelong to the coolie class of China, while
tha little-feet women belong to the better
classes. Very few of the women of either
class ever go outside of Chinatown.

Polygamy Among the Chinese,

The average Chinaman has two or three
wives, and the plurality of better halves is
thoroughly known to the pollce and state
officials, but they can never prove the ex-
Istence of more than one wife., This is
true of the higher as well as lower-class
Chinese. A well-to-do Chinaman may have
three wives and nelther be aware that
there are others. That Is because the wo-
men are not allowed outside of their homes
and do not know anything of what is go-
ing on. They know that the law In China
permits thls plurality of wives and they
may suppose it is allowed here. They
never question what thelr husbands do.

Chinese drug stores are plentiful in
Chinatown. Medicines are compounded
just as they are, In American stores, ex-
cept that the drugs are quite different in
their make-up. There are regular practi-
tioners among the Chinese, and the drug
stores compound prescriptions given to pa-
tients by these practitioners. Dried lizard
is the chief ingredient in all prescriptions.
In the window of any Chinese pharmacy
one will see & number of drled lizards and
dried sea horse. All around there will be
bundles of dried barks and herbs and little

ckages of weeds ready for handing out

DECORATION DAY SHOOTS.

District Championship Events at Live
Birds and Targets.

Local gun lovers are looking ahead with
great interest to the trap events which
will take place Decoration day at Steuben-
er's shooting grounds on the Bladensburg
road. There will be two District cham-
pionship matches, one a handicap at twen-
ty live birds and the other at fifty targets
each.

The first, which will commence at 10
o'clock Thursday morning, will be for a
very nandsome cup, emblematic of the live
bird champlonship of the District of Co-
lumbia, and will be an optlonal sweep.
Those who wish to shoot only for the cup
will pay an entrance fee of $5 and the price
of the birds. Others who wish to shoot
for the money, as-well as the cup, will pay
$10 entrance and the price of the birds.
The entries for this event so far and the
distances from which they will shoot are
as follows: Lieut. Willilam Mitchell, U. 8.
A., 30 yards; Willilam Wagner, 30: Phil.
Steubener, 30; Royal Robinson, 20 Ralph
Nutting, 29; Reed Brown, 2): W. Steel, 23;

W. 8. Duvall, 27; Dr. Bteele, 27; James
Smith, 27; J. Coleman, 27; H. M. Dicker-
son, 26; 8. E. O'Brien, 23; H. K. Bliss, 2G;
C. Cromwell, 26; Wm. Aman, 28, and Dick
Jones, 28. All 28-gauge guns, if there any,
wlll be placed at twenty-three yards.

Immediately upon the conclusion of the
cup event, which, it is expected, will be fin-
ished by 2 o'clock, the target match for a
solid gold medal, emblematic of the target
championship of the District, will begin.

The medal, which has been presented by
Mr. Willam Wagner, 18 a very handsome
one. It suspends from a solid gold pin bar,
and over a chased disk, surrounded by a
wreath and surmounted by a figure of a
bird, with outstretched wings, are two
guns crossed.

The conditions of this match are fifty
targets for each man. The entrance fee
will be only the cost of the targets. Those
who shoot twelve-gauge guns will shoot
from the sixteen-yard, and those who shoot
twenty-eight-gauge guns from the twelve-
yard line. The medal must be won three
times to become the property of an indi-
vidual, and future matches will be shot on
the first and third Thursdays of each
month, until permanent possession Is de-
cided.

Owing to the fact that they are the
donors of the trophies, neither Mr. Steube-
ner nor Mr. Wagner will shoot for either
the cup or the medal, participating only In
the money event in connection with the
first.

FINAL FIELD MEETING.
Aunbubon Soclety Makes n Trip to
Glen Carlyn.

The Audubon Society held its final fleld
meeting for the season at Glen Carlyn, Va.,
last Saturday, spending the afternoon and
evening as guests of the residents of that
place. The members left the city at 1
o'clock, and were carried by a special ear
on the Falls Church electrie railway, placed
at thelr disposal by Mr. Phillips, the presi-
dent of the road, to Lacey, a station near
Ballston. From this point they were econ-
ducted by Mr. Henderson and Mr. Young
of Glen Carlyn to their destination by a
circuitous and extremely pleturesque route,
chiefly through Mr. Henderson's own es-
tate, which he had thrown open for the
cceasion. Here, after accepting Capt.
Pennwitt's Invitation to make his home
their rendezvous, they dispersed in small
partles, and, under the leadership of Mr.
Willilam R. Mason, Mr. Paul Bartsch, Mr.
Lyon, Dr. 8. D. Judd, Dr. T. S. Palmer and
Mr. Henry Olds, explored the romantie and
Interesting woods and fields of the nelgh-
borhood in the usual open-air study of
bird life, a few of the residents of Glen
Carlyn Jjolning them in this pursuit. A
beautiful little tributary of Four-Mile run,
krown as Lovers' run, was the prineipal
scene of the day's enjoyment. Here were
noted varlous Interesting birds, including
several water thrushes, whose songs, sug-
gestive of those of the Indigo bird and
the oven bird, rang through the leafy
covers of the brook, and the beautiful
hooded warbler, jrarely found in the vi-
cinity of Washington, which was also sing-
Ing freely. Most of the spring migrants
had passed on to the north, but a few paru-
las and redstarts were noted, and black
poll warblers were abundant. The scenery
of this locality, formerly well known as
Carlin Springs, is full of beauty, and al-
though an overcast sky and cool east wind
somewhat diminished the attractiveness of
the day, good nature and enthuslasm pre-
vailed when the various partles assembled
at Capt. Pennwitt's residence and compared
notes.

In the evening an interesting and en-
thuslastic meeting was held in the town
hall after a bountiful repast had been
served to the visitors by their hosts. Rev.
Mr. Dysart of Glen Carlyn presided, and
the exercises consisted of an address of
welcome by Gen., S. 8. Burdette, a response
on behalf of the society by Mr. Olds, who
added a description of some of the com-
mon birds with Imitation of their notes; a
talk on the nature and work of Audubon
gocletles by Dr. Palmer; a brief account
of the antiecs of a captive blue jay, by Dr.
Judd, and an exhlbition of stereopticon
views of birds and their nests by Mr.
Bartsch.

Mr. Dysart announced that as a result
of this wvlsit the people of Glen Carlyn
were about to organize an Audubon society
of their own. Dr. Palmer stated In re-
sponse that such an organization would be
the first of its kind In the state of Vir-
ginia, and would leave North Carolina and
Georgla the only Atlantle states unrepre-
gented in the movement.
