ALONG THE RIVER FRONT

CHANGE IN BUOY AT WRECK NEAR
ALEXANDRIA.

Changes Made Also at Points in Light
House District—Matteras of

General Interest.

The red-and-black horizontally striped
buoy which has been marking the wreck
of the burned ferry steamer City of Alex-
andria, off Alexandria, indicated deep
water on both sides the buoy, when the
fact was the wreck lay In the channel
bank and deep water was to be found but
on one side, and The Star some time ago
called attention to this fact. A few dayvs
ago a light house tender visited Alexandria
and took up the buoy and replaced It with
a red one, indicating deep water on but
one side. Thils change will be of great
service to the masters of vessels unac-
quainted with the condltions there,

The following changes have been made
in the buoyage in the fifth light house dis-
trict: Swan creek, Maryviand—Entrance
buoy, No. 1, was changed from a spar to
a second-class can, for the summer season,
on May 10, 1901, Hampton Roads, Va.—
Mid-channel buoy (outer), a spar, found out
of position, was replaced in position May
21, 1911, Mid-channel buoy (inner), a spar,
found out of positlon, was replaced in posi-
tion May 22, 1901. .

The United States fish commission launch
Blue Wing, which has been in service at
the Bryan’s Point station during the
spawn-taking season, blew out the low-
pressure cylinder head of her engine yes-
terday evening. The accldent damaged her
handsome little engine considerably, but
fortunately no one was hurt. The cause
of the accident 18 not known, but is be-
lieved to have been occasioned by the con-
stant usage the engine has had during the
summer,

The Blue Wing was brought Into port
vesterday evening in tow of the fish com-
mission yacht Philarope. It has been
docked at the Notley Hall wharf and will
be repaired at once.

The supply of fish at the wharf market
this morning was small, the Norfolk line
steamer having brought up about seventy
packages from the bay and sea fishing
shorea about Norfolk and about twenty
barrels having come up on the river steam-
ers. About 200 shad and 100 herring have
been received by the dealers slnce yester-
day morning. Prices today were, for her-
ring, &) cents per 1M; roe shad., $25 per
100; buck shad, §10 and $12 per 100; gray
trout, $2 to $3 per barrel, croakers, 32 per
barrel; bluefish and sturgeon, 7 cents per
pound each; salmon trout, 5 cents per
pound; flounders, 4 cents per pound; rock,
10 to 15 cents per pound; white perch, 5 Lo
12 cents per pound; catfish, eels, yellow
perch and mullets, 10 to 13 cents bunch.

FEASTS ON PEAS,

Insect Proving Destructive to Crops
in Maryiand.
Special Correspondence of The Evenlng Star.
MARLBORO, Md., May 28, 1901,

Growers of peas throughout southern
Maryland are much alarmed by the reap-
pearance In many localities of what 1is
kuown as the “pea iouse.” Inquiry at the
I". 8. Department of Agriculture by the
correspondent of The Star elicited the In-
formation that the subject has been re-
celving careful attention there, and meas-
ures to reduce the injurious work of the
destructive insect to a minimum have been
taken by the officials in charge of the di-
vision of entomology.

In reference to the matter Mr. F. H.
Chittenden, assistant entomologist, said:
“Ome of the most destructive and trouble-
some Insects In recent years is a little
green plant louse, which, from {ts injuries
to peas, Is known as the green-pea louse,
Since it first attracted attention by Its rav-
ages in May of 18, it has steadlly Increased
and has been the cause of great loss in the
principal pea-growlng reglons of this coun-
try. especially where peas are grown for
canning. It was, In fact, one of the most
important of all insects that ravaged cropa
in the United States during the scasons of
1500 and 1900, and there appears to be little
prospect, unless the unforeseen happens, of
any decrease In its devastations. On the
contrary, It is to be expected that 1t will
widen lts range geographically.

“*This plant louse is one of unusual size
among those found Infesting gardens and
the largest of the green species which at-
tack the pea and related plants. The
length of the body of winged viviparous
females 18 about three-sixteenths of an
inch., and the total wing expanse about
four-tenths of an inch. The general color
of both the winged and the apterous, or
wingless, forms is uniform pea green, the
sume color as the insect’'s favorite food
plant.

“*The first notice of severe attack to pea
that can with positiveness be attributed to
this Insect was reported to the Department
of Agriculture In a letter dated May 16,
1%%, by Mr. Thomas Bridges of Bridges,
Va. This was followed within the next
few dayvs by reports from Virginia and
Maryland, and soon afterward injury was
recognized In other states and Canada.
During the previous season, however, this
pest was presentin some numbers In cer-
tain tlelds In Maryland and was noticed on
late peas in New Jersey.

“Up to this time the Insects have been
neted by correspondents of the depart-
ment in destructive abundance in Nova
Scotla, New Brunswick and Ontarlo, Can-
ada Maine, Vermont, Massachusetts, (Con-
necticut, New York. New Jersey, Pennsyl-
vania, Delaware, Maryland, District of
Columbia, Virginia, North Carolina, Michi-
gan, Ohio, Illinois and Wisconsin. Injury
to peas {n the state lust mentioned was not
noticed prior to 1.

“The best remedy that has yet been de-
vised is the growing of peas= in rows sufli-
ciently wide apart as to admit of a one-
horse cultivator between them. The lice
are brushed from the plants with boughs
of pine with their leaves on, and a culti-
vator then follows down the rows as soon
afterward as possible. For the perfect
success of this method It should be prac-
ticed in the heat of the day, when the
ground is dry and hot, and the repetition
of the brushing is pecessary every three
to seven days until the crop is ready for
plcking. This methed has the advantage
of not being so destructive to the natural
ercmies as other means that might be em-
gius'ed. the louse belng more fragile and
€licate than any of its insect enemies.”
