MORTUARY HEPORT.

Eilghty-One Deaths in the Distriet
Buring Seven Dayws.

There were S1 deaths th the District dur-
ing the past week, ended on Saturday last,
as against 7Y in the week before. Of the
decedents, 40 were white and 41 colured.
The annual death rate was 15.11 per thous-
and of all the population. Compared with
the mortality from dis-
eases of the heart declined from 13 to S,
and from kidney affections, 7 to 4. Deaths
from consumption increased from 14 to 21.
There were 2 deaths from violence, 1 being
from burns and the other from concussion
of the brain, from being run over by a

Early Moravian Missionaries.
To the Editor of The Evening Star:

The article In Monday's fssue of The Star
In reference to Count Nicolas von Zinzen-
dorf, the founder of the Moravian Church,
is slightly at fault. He was not the first
Moravian to preach his creed in Pennsyl-
vania, neither was he the first white man to
vislt northwest Pennsylvanla. In 1738 three
Moravian missionaries came to this ecoun-
try in behalf of educating the Indians in
the Christian religlon. My ancestor, Col.
John Conrad Weiser, extended a kind wel-
come to them and accompanied them to
Bethlehem. Several years later, in 1742,
Count Zinzendorf also visited this section of
the province for the purpose of assisting the
misaionaries In thelr religious undertaking,
first preaching for a while in Oley and then
going to Tulpehocken. Col. Welser recelved
him in a cordial manner and gulded him
thence through the wilderness to Shamokin.
The colonial records of Pennsylvania con-
tain this information, hence I do not hesi-
tate to submit it.

DEAD

AGED WOMAN FOUND

WAS AN EMPLOYE OF THE

IURY DEIARTMENT.

TREAS-

Her Renl Name Given as Ryder, but
She Was Known as Clara

Haberman.

Mrs. Clara Ryder, an elderly widow, who
wias best known by her maiden name of
Haberman, and who was employed as a
charwoman In the Treasury Department,
was found dead at her home, No. Tilo I
street northeast, about 10 o'clock this
morning. Mrs. Ryder was a subseriber to
The Evening Star and because of her un-
certaln hours she had her paper left at the
home of Alexander Humes, No. 704 1 street,
having been in the habit of calling for t
late in the afterncoon. To this fact is as-
cribed the disclosure of her death. She
had not ealled for her paper since Saturday
and had not besn seen by any of her friends
since Sunday. This morning Mr. Humes
called at the woman's house to learn why
she had not made her usual calls for the
paper. Receiving no response to his knock
he entered the rear yard, and looking
through the glass In the door he saw the
dead body of the woman resting on a bed
that had been made on the floor.

Policeman Mansfield was summoned and
he broke open the door. The sight in the
room was a horrible one. There stretched
on the narrow bed were the remalns of Lhe
woman. Death had occurred probably Sun-
day or Monday, and her body was vervy
much discolored. Her tongue was protrud-
ing from her mouth, and the amount of
blood on and about her face suggested that
she had had a hemorrhage. The position
of the body indicated there had been no
death struggle and that the end had come
without pain. The bed was an unusually
narrow one, and the body rested upon it
as one laid out after death. In the room
wias her last pay envelope, containing $10.
This had not been apened.

Policeman Payne took charge of the
premises until the arrival of the dead
wagon, when the body was removed to the
morgue,

It is believed the deceased was nearly
sixty wyears old. She owned the house in
which she llved. For twelve yvears she had
been emploved in the Treasury Depart-
ment, where her name appeared on the
records as Clara Haberman, a native of
Germany. She was appointed from the
District of Columbia, and had not lost a
day by reason of sickness during the
twelve vears.,

In the neighborhood of her humble home
the old woman was known as Mrs. Ryder.
Her husband dled many years ago, and
the death of her son, Charles Ryder, oc-
curred recently. The latter was employved
In the Washington Brewery Company's
establishment, and was once severely In-
jured by one of the hig vats falling on

him. He recovered from hls numerous In-
Juries, however, and died about a vear
ago as stated.

Another frame house adjoins that in

which Mrs. Ryder's dead body was found
this morning, and although the odor aris-
ing from the body was very noticeable, the
occupants of the house mentioned had not
detected it. A relative of the deceased,
Herman Ryder, is employed at the Hotel
Dewey as an engineer.

Coroner Nevitt viewed the body and di-
rected that an autopsy be held in order
to determine the cause of death.
