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FRANCIS A. RICHARDSON

RETIRES AS THE BALTIMORE SI'N’S
WASHINGTON CORRESPONDENT,

Notabie Journalistic Family—Eventful
Career of the Father, RHeale

Hownard Richardson.

There occurs today a notable change In
the journalistic circles of the capital, Mr.
Francis A. Richardson retiring from the
position of Washington correspondent of
the Baltimore Sun, which he has held for
more than thirty-five years continuously,
and is succeeded by Mr. John P. Miller of
The Evening Star staff. Mr. Richard-
son’s decislon was inspired solely by
a desire to secure leisure for himself
during the remalnder of his life time.
His wishes In thls respect were opposed

by the publishers of the Baltiinore Sun,
who vielded only upon Mr. Richardson's
earnest declination to continue in active

service longer.

Francis Asbury Richardson was born in
the city of Baltimore January 10, 1838
His penple came from England in 1640 and
settled in Maryland in what afterward be-

came Harford county. The original estate
in Harford county remalned in possession
of the family for more than 200 yvears, and
was sold about 1847 by Mr. Richardson's

grandfather, Rev. Benjamin Richardson,
who was anxious to follow his sons, who
had gone to Baltimore. Beale Howard
Richardson, the father of F. A. Richard-
son. early displayed lterary tastes. He
commenced to write for the magazines and
newspapers at the age of sixteen, and Kept
it up almost until his death, at the age of
seventy-elght. For a time he was also en-
gaged in mercantile pursuits. For years
he was the editor of the Baltlmore Repub-
lican and Argus, the democratle organ of
the state of Marvland. In 1549 he acquired
a proprietary interest in ft, and a few
vears after became its sole owner. Hs
was regarded as one of the foremost demo-
eratle leaders of the state, having a wide
acquaintance with the prominent men of
Maryland and the country. He represented
Baltimore city in the Maryland legislature
at a period when it was only entitled to
two members. He was a man of fine phy-
glyue, of an earnest and aggressive tem-
perament, was a publle and an after-din-
ner speaker of note, and is to this day
well remembered by all the older citizens
of Baltimore. In the hideous reign of
“know nothingism' In the city of Baltimore
Mr. Richardson denounced in his paper In
the most vigorous and violent terms its
purposes and 1ts partisans. Yet when al-
most every other prominent democrat In
Baltimore was driven from the polls he
walked up fearlessly on every election day
and put in his ballot without molestation.
Derlving his Inspiration from such a
father, F. A. Richardson chose journalism
also for his profession. On leaving Baltl-
more City College, then known as the High
School, he entered the office of the Republl-
can. In accordance with the wish of his
father, his own ineclinations and his am-
bition to be a thoroughly equipped news-
paper man, he served alternately in various
depariments—the composing room, the press
room, the counting room and the editorial
rooms. At the age of twentv-three he be-
came the managing editor of the paper. In
1861, when the civil war came on, the
Richardsons, who were heart and soul in
gympathy with the south, array-d them-
selves and their paper on that side. They
went through many exciting q-;.]nri-_-r}-'.-m
Their establishment was several times
mobbed, they wer 1tly summoned be-
U'nited States military command-
and finally, one day in
September, 1863, Ma). Gen. Schenck, then
in command of that department, Hum:n_:l"lly
suppressed the Republican and  banished
the father and son bevond the lnes to the
south. At that time the elder Richardson
wis sixty-four yvears old, but as strong and
actlve as a man of fifty. He went to Mont-
gomery, Ala., became editor of a newspaper
fn that elty, and had full opportunity to
express his southern sentiments withoot in-
ck. He returned

war, and died there

. A. Richardson, scting under the ad-
vice of James A. Seldon, confederiate see-
retary of war, anl other prominent confed-
erates, ran the blockade from Wilmington,
N. (., to Nassau in the British island of
New Providence., e then sailed for New
York with the intention of coming on to
Washington and asking for an Interview
with President Lincoln. Soon after his
arrival in New York, and before he had
time to put his purpose in execution, he
was arrested and sent to FPort Delaware.
He was conflned there for more than a
vear, and released only about two weeks
betore Lee's surrender. He at first thought
of undertaking to re-establish the Repub-
lican., but was forcsd to abandon the idea
for want of the necessary capital. He
then made up hig mwind to be a Washing-
ton ecorrespondent.  Tle landed In the cap-
ital city Novembor 15, 1865, and what he
always insists was through good luek,
rather than merit, got employment imme-

diately. In January, 1864, he became con-
nected with the Baltimore Sun and has
written for it continuousiv up to the pres-
ent day. About this time Mr. Richardson

amwd Mr. George W. Adams were assoclated
in conducting the Baltlmore Assoclated
Press, which made a special feature of re-
porting Congress.  Mr. Richardson had
charge of the Senate and Mr. Adams of the
House, At various perlods he wrote from
for many other papers, In-
including the Boston Post, New York Tri-
bune, New Orleans Pleayune, Atlanta Her-
ald, Mobile Tribune, Savannah News and
others

In 1572 he took charge of the BRaltimore
Sun bureau, and in 1878 severed his conneg-
tion with all other papers. He is by yvears
the oldest Washington correspondent in
continunus service, and his record as chief
of a Washington bureau much excels that
of any other. In 1571, despite his engrosas-
ing labors in Washington, he found time to
get out an elaborate historleal and bios
graphical work of his native city of Balti-
mare, and from 1579 to 1881 he was editor
of the Congressional Directory. In addl-
to his great mass of correspondence
from Washington for the Sun, Mr. Rich-
ardson has written it two series of letters
from FEurope, and summer after summer
letters from the principal watering places
of the United States; also several series of
winter letters from Florlda. He has re-
ported for the Sun the proceedings of every
national convention of both pelitical par-
ties from 18572 to 1200, and in the presiden-
tial campalgns of this extended period nas
gone into all the doubtiul states of the east

| and west to give the Sun and its readers

| thes,

his impressions of conditions and probabill-
There is no signature better known
in the wide circle of readers which the Sun
enjoys than that of “F. A. R.” And in the
Journalistic ranks there s no man more
respected and beloved than “Frank Rich-
ardson.” The Baltimore Sun has through-

{out its career had Washington correspond-

ents of abllity and high eharacter. Eliab
Kingman—*“lon" of. the Sun; Franels J.
Grund. whose signature was “X.,"” and A.
G. Allen, whose sign name was “Aga,”
were all writers of note in their day, but
none of them attained the wide reputation
and sustained a high distinction for go
long a perlod as has Mr. Richardson.

Mr. John P. Milller is to succeed Mr,
Richardson as the Washington co n-
dent of the Sun. His work on The ar
for many years, as well as the warm per-

sonal regard In which he is held, gives as-
surance that he will worthily maintain the
standard of the Bun's Washington corre-
spondence.

DISAPPOINTING TO CUBANS.

Rejection of Action of Convention hy
This Government, '

A dispatch from Havana last night says:
The decision of the Unlted Statea govern-
ment not to accept the Cuban constitution
as adopted by the Havana conventlon
causzed great surprise and keen disappoint-
ment to those members of the convention
who voted in favor of the constitution as
adopted. Two leading conservatives, who
were Interviewed tonight on the subject,
said In substance that they had reason to
suppose that the constitution would be ac-
ceptable to Washington, and that other-
wise they would not have voted for the
majority report as submitted. Thev also
pointed out that in order to avoid a possi-
bility of rejection the majority report had
heen ehanged at the last moment by strik-
Ing out the Interpretation at the end of
the clausea and putting these In the form
of a resolution by themselves, thus accept-
ing the Platt amendment as passed by (lon-
BlE8S,

“It 13 true,’”” said one of the conservatives
in questlon, *‘that the committes's inter-
pretations of the explanations of the Teller
resolution which were offered by Governor
General Wood and Secretary Root, together
with the Washington commisslon’'s report,
were included with the Platt amendment
a8 an appendix to the constitution, but
when we voted on the report it was with
but one purpose in view, namely, to accept
the Platt amendment.”

Both delegates expressed regret that a
misunderstanding had arisen, and said they
doubted that the convention would now re-
consider its actlon, as t»= fight had been
hot, the victory had been won by only one
vote, and those who had tried to do their
duty toward their country had been bitter-
1y assailed as traitors and perjurers.

Senors Capote and Tamayo had a long
conference with General Wood tonight.

(ieneral Wood, in the course of a brief In-
terview, sald:

“lI never understood that the explana-
tionsg of Secretary Root would be incor-
porated in the acceptance.

FRENCH COMMENT ON DECISION.

Paris IPapers Declare It Is a Viectory
for the Jingoes,

A dispatch from Parls yesterday says:

The French papers today for the first
time discuss the declsion of the TUnited
States SBupreme Court In the Insular cases.
The Temps says:

“If rumors afe true, the judges have not
succeeded in malntaining themselves pure
nor true to austere principles, but have be-
come accessible to the arguments and
sophlsms of politlelans. Their declsion s
an act of the highest gravity and tanta-
mopeunt to a trivmph for the McKinley
school of manifest destiny, for the jingoes,
spread-eagleism and the partisans of a per-
manent army. On the other hand, cltizens
favoring progress and economic reforms,
who are faithful to the Lleals of Washing-
ton, Jefferson and Lincoln, are filled with
anxiety and sadness.'”

The Journal des Debats considers that
the decision lmplies that the annexed ter-
ritorles cannot invoke the benefits of the
United States Constitution, and that Con-
gress can impose on them any regime it
likes, adding:

“In short, the American dependencles re-
semble the English crown colonies. We
don't think the American ldea of protect-
ing the countries they save from so-called
Kuropean tyranny is encouraging to the
Liatin states of America, and we better un-
derstand why the movement of South
America is toward Spaln rather than the
United States.”

Under the
system In vogue the fishermen are given
checks each day forVthe number of eggs
furnished and at the end of the season
these checks are redeemed in cash by the
commission’s paymaster. Yesterday the
fish commission yacht Philarope was out
on a pay crulse, and many of the points
between this city and Glymont where the
fishermen are located were visited. The
paying off will, it is expected, be conciuded
today. This closes the work of the fish
commission on the Potomac thls season.
Commodore John R. Sutton, the harbor
master, is now without a harbor patrol
boat. His own boat, the Vigilant, is laid
up to receive a new engine and boiler, and
he has been using the launch Allie Moore,
belonging to Mr. Joseph Moore of Alexan-
dria. Yesterday Mr. Moore sold the launch
to the Potomac Boat Club of this city and
this morning she was turned over to her
owners and taken to Alexandria for an
overhauling. The Vigilant will not be
ready for service for about a month or
silx weeks, and Commodore Sutton is now
trying to secure a boat for use in the har-
bor during that time.

THE CHINESE INDEMNITY

OUR SUGGESTION THAT IT BE CUT
DOWN WORTH CONSIDERING,

China’s Ability to Pay—Trade Faclll-
ties Might Be Had by Abandoning
Part of Money Claims.

From the Shanghal Mercury.

The suggestion made by the American
authorities that the allies should reduce
their demands for indemnity by ) per cent
is worth consideration. Experience shows
that Indemnities are demanded for various
reasons. The first and most natural is that
the defeated party should pay the cost of
the war, especially If he has been in the
maln responsible for bringing it about.
Public opinlon recognizes the justice of
such punishment, and though we know of
instances in which, by skiliful manipulation
of a reptile press, public opinion has been
entirely misled, there is, as a rule, not
much fear that the broad outlines of an
international complieation can long remain
hidden in a haze of misrepresentation. An-
other, and perfectly natural, though less
defensible ground for Indemnity, may be
characterized as insurance against attack
In the future. The whole world stood
amazed at the immensity of the amount ex-
acted by Germany from France in 15871, and
at the time there Is no doubt whatever but
that Prince Bismarck had In view this sec-
ond reason for his demand. Experience,
only three or four years later, showed him
that the hope that France would be crip-
pled had been a mistaken one, and he was
within an ace of bringing about another
conflict in 1875 to repalir the error made.
It remalned for Presldent Kruger to sug-
gest a third ground tor indemnity, and that
broader and more indefinable than efther of
the others. He discovered that while the
Jamiecson raid had done a few thousand
pounds damage, had necessitated the ex-
penditure of a few thousand more, and al-
together had run up a bill of perhaps half
4 million, the damage done to the wounded
feclings of his burghers required a solatium
of something like double that amount'

How does China stand with reeard to
such clalms as these? That she has done
a4 vast amount of damage to foreign prop-
erty is certain, and that more still has
been suffered by the Christian converts is
equally sure. We do not propase to con-
sider the question of the right or wrong
of the allies to take this iast Into consid-
eration. That the wvarious ;owers have
been put to great expense in the relief

of the legations and the re-establishment |

of peace cannot be denjed. Neither s
there any question as to the moral *hock
which the unparalleled series of massi-
cres has inflicted on the civilized world
at large, and the countries most Intimately
concerned in particular. China, .n the
persons of her ruling class (always except-
Ing the viceroys up the river and a few
other enlightened mandarins), has acted
the savage with such feroncity as to put
her completely outside the pair of clvilized
states. If, therefore, an indemnity be ex-
acted which, as far as possibls, puts it
out of her power to do further harm,
makes it impossible for her to reacm, for
example, she could not just'v raise one
single syllable In protest igainst the se-
verity of her sentence. She has made her
bed; she cannot complain If she is com-
pelled to lle on it. Some of her Journalists
point out the hardship nvolved in the fact
that not only will the guilty north have
to pay, but that the innocent center and
south will likewise be called on to hear
their share, onerous as it will be, of the
burden. .| We acknowledge the hardship,
but we see no way out of the difficuliy un-
less the American suggestion be adopted.

There are other considerations besides
the foregolng which have to be duly welgh-
ed before it is possible to say what had
better be done. A country may be de-
servedly held liable to the heaviest of pen-
altles, as China is today. She may not,
however, be able to pay such a fine not-
withstanding its abstract justice. Then.
evidently, a compromise becomes necessary.
In ordinary cases cession of territory takes
place: occasionally an alllance is foreed
upon the defeated foe, and in other in-
stances a certain portion of the Indemnity
Is allowed to stand over, the unpaild part
acting admirabiy as a lever when it is
necessary for any purpose to apply the
scréew. This to the present time Is the
position of Turkey vis-a-vis Russia. But
none of these are possible In the present
instance. By the self-denylng ordinance
passed and published by all the powers,
even by Russia, the cession of territory
is elilminated from the means by which the
allies are to be repald. Nobody at ihe
moment wants to make an alliance witn
China, and would not be permitted to If
he did. The holding over of a portion of
the Indemnity has already been mooted.
Indeed, a long term of years has been
suggested during which annual install-
ments should be paid as funds permit.
There is no very great objection to this
except perhaps that pointed out by one
of our native contemporaries, viz., the cer-
tainty that the addition to the taxes which
must follow would incense the people still
mure against foreigners and possibly
against the native government, so that in-
stead of settling down to steady develop-
ment, the people would rise against thelr
own authorities, or against the forelgners,
or both. This objection may or may not
be of much weight. But whether its grav-
ity be little or much the Amerlcan sug-
gestlon that the Indemnity should be made
as light as possible is deserving of serlous
thought. We want to live at peace with
the Chinese, We hope that the outburst of
199 will be the deathblow to such super-
stition as that of the Boxers, and the in-
auguration of an era of greater knowledge,
closer assoeciation and better understand-
ing between the native and the forelgner.
Nothing 1s so likely to bring this about as
the civilizing effect of trade. There Is no
more certain means of keeplng the peace
between the people than that of the crea-
tion of the relationship of dealer and cus-
tomer. If, therefore, extended trade fa-

cilities can be got by the abandonment of |

some of the money claims we are prepared
to recommend that such a bargain be made,
and this for two reasons; the foreigners
would in the long run be the better for it,
while to China the advantages are both
immediate and remote: immediate inas-
much as the adoption of the plan suggested
would lighten her present task immensely,
remote Inasmuch as it would insure that
development of her resources by which she
can grow rich and powerful. 1
