ALLEGE~D NUISANCE.

Comatant Fied Leeds to Warmimg to
Omib Drives.

Residents in the vicinity of the cab stand
at the corner of l8th and Mi streets re-
cently wrote to the District Comnissioners
complaining of an alleged nuisance created
there by cabs not remaining on the stland
provided ftr them by law. The paper. in
the case were turned over to the police
department and an Investigation begun.
which 'hsas resulted in the announcement
that the drivers who occupy the estab-
lished cab stand on the east side of 1Sthi
street between L and hi streets, have been
notified that they will be prosecuted for
any failure to observe the regulation..
which do not allow public vehicle. to stand
at places other than the regular authorized
stands, except during the months of June.
July. August and September and then only
by permission of the Commionera.
Lieutenant Boyle of the third polk's pre-

cinct, in reporting upon the matter, stated
that the established stand provides for
five cabs on the east side of 18th street,
but at this stand, as at all others, the tve-
hicles have the privilege of standing in
the nearest shade during the extremeiy h't
weather, and for that reason stand on the'
west aide in the afternoons in summer.
A. R. Lamb. the inspector of hacks, also

reported on the matter, sayip:
"The regulations, as I udrand them.

do net allow public vehicles to stand at
places other than the regtilar authorisad
stands except during the amonths of June,
July, August and Septemnber. and then only
by permission of the Coammi=ioners. In
accordance with this view I have notified
the driver. Who occupy this stand, as well
as others, that they will be prscted for
failure to observe the rgltos I am in-
formed by the street sweepers and cabmen
that this stand is swept twice each day,
and although I have visited it frequently, I
have never seen it in a filthy condition. I
believe that if the cabs are confined to the
stand as described in the regulationis no
cause for complaint will exist."
In returning the papera to the Comenl..

sioners Major Richard Sylvester indorged
them as follows:

"I thinkr that compint as within wGi be

mer season to drivers leaving their stands
for shedy places Latesten is tuvited to
