Final steps are being taken to bring
about a consolidation of the title insurance
companies of the District. A paper is be- ,
ing presented to the stockholdera of the a

Real Estate Title Insurance Company and t

of the Columbia Title Insurance Company
for their signatures which proposes a plan t
of bringing these companies under a single t
management. As stated in this paper, the i

course is adopted "in the interest of stock-
holders and for the purpose of securing 1
economy in management, the lessening of t
the cost of keeping up and operating plants, i

avoiding costly duplication of records and 1

obtaining increased facilities."
It is proposed to organize a company

with wider powers than those now exer- C
cised by any title company in the District,
so that the new concern will also be able
to do a security, guarantee, indemnity, loan E
and mortgage business. The guarantee line t
of business is what is done by bonding t
companies, and as there is no District con- a
cern of that character it is believed that s
what has been looked upon for some time I
past as an important addition to the bust- I
ness facilities can in this way be supplied.

It is contemplated to organize a new
company to be known as the Columbia
Real Estate Title and Guaranty Company,
under the act of Congress approved Oc- I

tover 1, 1890. In order to secure the ad- I

vantages offered by this act it will be nec- 6

essary to place the capital of the com- t
pany at $1.tmoo.000. The shares of stock t
are to be of the par value of $100 and the
proposition is made to the stockholders of
the two companies above mentioned to sell r

their stock in these companies at par to C
the new company and to receive in ex-
change at par the stock .of the new com-
pany.

The Plan Proposed.
The capital stock of the Columbia Title

Company is $150,000, and that of the Real
Estate Title Company $200.000. If a ma-

jority of the holders of the stock of these
companies sign this agreement, and the t
prospect is said to be favorable that they I
will do so, then there will be left after an E
exchange has been made for the entire 9
capitalization of the two companies $650- t
t14 of the capital stock. A portion will be I
offered for subscription, a considerable s
amount already having been placed. I

It is stated that an arrangement has al- 1
ready been made for the purchase at a c
stipulated price of the stock of the Dis- (
trict Title Company and also of the I
Washington Title Company, and in that e
event these companies will cease to have b
an Independent existence. There will be v
then left in the field the new company and s
the Lawyers' Title Company.
In the event that the new company is v

formed, it is expected that Mr. W. E. Ed- r
monston, the president of the Columbia C
Title Company, will be the president. There I
will be, of course, only one office, which
may be in the building of the Columbia '
company, 5th and E streets, in the event
that it should be found to furnish sufficient b
accommodation for a company doing busi- 0
ness of the proposed scope.
If this is. accomplished as planned, it will

be the consummation of what has been re-
garded in the business community as a
much desired result.. Those who have been

DEATHS IN DISTRICT.
WeekIy Report 3deaby the Health

b0eastasst.
The deaths in th Disrict during the

past week, ended ow9abrday last, num-
bered 86. In the week peious there were
81 deaths. Of those who Sed 48 were white
and 88 colored. The annual death rate was
16.05 per each thousad oathe whole popu-
lation. Compared wfth the last report,
deaths from apoplexp Inreased from a to
9; affectIons of the kldni s, from 4 to 8,
and pneumonia. 4 to 6. while those from
oonsumption decreased r 21 to 18, and
malignant growths from4 to 4. From all
diseases of the conttogw class there was
but one fatal case, Which was from diph-theria. There were 3ideaths from violence.
both accidental casesiot drowning.At the close of las* report there were 22
cases of diphtheria in quarantine. During
the week 12 new cases developed and 10
were discharged, leaving 24 cases under
treatment in 16 premises.Of scarlet fever there were 31 cases In
quarantine at the close of last report. Dur.
Ing the week 16 new cases were reportedand 8 were discharged leaving 39 cases,with warning cards, in 27 premises.Of smallpox there was 1 case in the hos-
pital at the close of last report. Duringthe week 1 new case developed, and none
having been discharged, left 2 casas under
treatment In the hospital at the close of
this report.
The mean weather conditions prevalentduring the week were: Temperature of theair, 60 degrees. relative humidity, 91, and

barometer, 29.64. The rainfall was 1.85
inches, with northwesterly winds averaging5 miles per hour. The maximum of the
thermometer was 74 degrees, on the 2Rth.and minimum 50 degrees, on the 20thultimo.

EARLY MORNING ARREST.

Three Men Accused of Attempting a
-Robbery.

Joe Washington, George Hayes and Will
Thomas, all colored men, were arrested
about 8 o'clock this morning by Officer
Doyle of the first precinct just after they
had made an unsuccessful attempt, It is
said, to rob Ambrogia's fruit store, corner
of 7th street and Pennsylvania avenue
northwest. The three men are well known
to Detective N. R. Herndon as suspicious
characters around Center market. Wash-
ington is an ex-convict, having served
