NEW POLICE RULE.

Order Growing Out of Circumstances
of Ayres Tragedy.

Maj. Sylvester issued an order to the
pelice department yesterday respecting the
conduct of officers In cases of sulclde or
murder. The order reads as follows:

“Hereafter, in all cases of murder or sul=
clde, where the subject Is in such condition
as to be photographed without removal
from where the body s found, and it is
free from the public gaze, you wlill have an
officer placed In charge with instructions
to keep the locality or quarters clear of
all curiosity seekers until the coroner views
the same and a photograph of the body and
locaiion has been taken.

*“This 1s not Intended to Interfere in any
way with an officer who has been directed
to make an Investigation In a case from
taking such action as will ald him In dis-
covering the perpetrator of a crime or the
cause of a sulcide.”

The order was the result of circumstances
attending the Kenmore Hotel tragedy.
When the body of James B. Avres was
found his room door was opened and guests
of the hotel, as well ag outsiders, were per-
mitted to enter the room and disturb the
contente, The body of the victim ard some
of his effects were removed before the ar-
rival of detectives from headquarters, and
the fact that a photograph showing the
exact condi™on of things In the room was

not obtained i1s giving the prosecuting at-
torney some trouble.
