STATUE OF JOHN PAUL JONES,

Assistant Secretary Hackett Strongly
Urges a Memorial.

There 18 a growing movement in favor
of the erection of a statue of John Paul
Jones. Assistant Becretary Hackett of the
navy, In his address at the recent opening
of the naval war college, referred to the
subject as follows:

“Readers of the recently published life
of John Paul Jones, by Mr. Buell, cannot
too warmly thank that writer for his in-
dustry in bringing to light new material
and his skill in revealing to us the grand
proportions of the man of whom he writes.
Hitherto the world had known Paul Jones
simply and exclusively as a sea fighter,
the foremost of any age. We now, and
most of us for the first time, see in him a
statesman, a diplomat of rare ability and
an accomplished man of the world. At
last, an adequate conception of our hero
being thus presented to his countrymen, it
would be an act of tardy justice to set up
at Washington a memorial of John Paul
Jones, where as yet none exists. Surely
his statue deserves to occupy a place of
honor at the Navy Department.”

Rear Admiral Meade, In whose memory
a tablet was unveiled at lis, May
80, was a great admirer of John Paul
Jones, and had studied the subjeot thor-
oughly. He dellvered a lecture on the
career of John Paul Jon and it was an
admirable presentation of great officer.
Admiral Meade belleved that a statue of
Jones should be erected at the southwest
corner of Lafayette Park, nearly opposite
the Navy Department, and he worked to
accomplish that result. v

slecpless night he concluded to end all.

The doctor was a widower and leaves no
immediate family. He was fifty-nine vears
old, and for many yvears has been promie
nent in medical circles. He gained inter-
natlonal prominence during the Cuban war,
as it was his report to the commanding
general of the army that started the “‘em-
balmed beef” [nvestigation.

After the close of the Spanish war and
the army beef Inquiry Major Dalv was
much broken in health by the strain to
which he has been subjected. He tried to
regain hils health by travellng. He went
west about two yvears ago on hunting
trip, leaving his wife at Sloux Citv, la.
While In the Rocky mountaine he was noti-
fied of her iliness and hastenedbbhack to
find that death had beaten him In the race.

The death of his wife was a sovers blow,

particularly as their two only children
! were dead. one having died in reoent
years. Dr. Daly endeavored to continue

his practice, but was frequently foreed to
drop it for short periods. The last of these
was some weeks ago when he went to At-
lantic City to recover from an attack of

Brip.
He returned to Pittsburg three weeks
ago, much Improved, although still trou-

bled with ineomnia. He told his friends a
few days ago that he folt greatly Improved
and hoped to be himself again in & short
time.

Lieutenant General Miles said last nlght
that he was not surprised at the suicide of
Dr. Daly, in view of the great porsonal
bereavement the doctor had suffered re-
cently and the undermining of his health
by a severe attack of the grip last winter.
General Miles esteemed Dr. Daly  very
highly, and the two were Intimate friends.
His death camne as a severc blow to the
general. Dr. Daly was in the cliv last
March, when he came to be present at the
second Inauguration of President MoKin-
ley. If Genoral Miles can arrange matters
he will attend the funeral of his old
friend. Surgeon Daly was a deputs to Ase
sistant Surgeon General Charles R Green-
leaf on the staff of the commanding gen-
eral during the Spanish-American war,
and General Miles testifies to the thorough-
ness with which he performed his dutics In
attending to the wants of the sick., caring
for the wounded and establishing hospitals,

TRIP ADVENTL RE.

Harry Kemp Saw the War in China as
a Tramp.

A dispatch from New York says: There
dropped from a frelght train in Arlington,
N. J., vesterday a boy of eighteen. whe,
since he left his home there, fourteen
months ago, has traveled on an original®
capital of 50 cents around the world as
tramp, stowaway and worker. He forced
his way to the forefront of the fighting
in China, was shot at in the Philippines
and underwent a variety of adventures in
other parts of the globe. s is Harry
Kemp, who left Arlington a high school
graduate, who had distinguished hims=<If in
English and Latin, and has returned a
bronzed, manly looking adventurer, com-
tent to settle down to the comparatively
humdrum life in that city. He is the son
of W. E. Kemp, a prominent resident.

Harry embraked March 29, 180, on the
Pestazolli, bound for a South American
port, as cabin boy. The ship went from
South America to Sydney, Australia. where,
tired by the long voyage, Harry deserted.
By deserting he forfeited his wages, bot
on the maxim that a fair exchangv is no
robbery, he appropriated the captain’s re-
volver and a carving knife. After a short
stay In Sydney, during which he traveled
much through the surrounding country,
Kemp learned of the Boxer outbreak in
China. He Immediately became a stowa=
way in the Maorl King, bound for Taku
with a cargo of cattle. He was found and
put to work, having several narrow c-capes
from the horns and hoofs of the Australian
steers.

At Taku the Maori King was halied by
the blockade of the powers and compelled
to unload its cargo into lighters. Deter-
mined to reach China at any cost, the boy
with considerable difficulty boarded one of
the lighters and again hid, this time with-
out discovery,

He reached Tien Tsin and Pekin in time
to witness the looting of those clties.

All the food and stores were under milfs

v guard, and after existing with ut food
at Pekin for three days the youthful glo
trotter went to an American officer an
make known his condition. He was fur-
nished with food and got employment on &
steam launch patrol at $40 a month. Soon
tiring of this, Harry drew two wecks' sal-
ary due him and returned to Tien Tsin.

He was undecided where to go, when he
saw A company of marines marching to
the United Btates battle ship Indiana,
which had been ordered to Manlla. Kem
followed them, and hid away in the hold.
Being found by one of the officers, he was
set at work at odd painting jobs

Kemp stayed at Manila a month or more,
seeing much of the life of the Filipinos, On
one occasion he was fired upon from am-
bush by robbers, or ladrones, as they are
known in the island, and barely cscaped
with his life. Availing himself of a good
chance, Kemp hid on a United States
transport, and was soon landed at Nagasa-
ki, Japan He there obtained a position
a walter In a hotel and after an aculdﬁ
he was discharged. He next spent sev
days In a pleasure trip around Japan, m
then became a stowaway on a I'n
States transport that later landed him in
San Francisco.

Kemp walked to Los Angeles, 000 miles,
and afterward “jumped’” freight trains t&
come east. He rode through Arizona and
New Mexico, and was in Beaumont, Texe
as, during the oil boom.
