The Virginia Conventlon.

The Virginia constitutional convention de-
cided by a guod majority not to be sworn,
and is proceeding with its business uninter-
rupted, as one may say, by the oath of
office. A suggestion in explanation of this
course is that, as one of the objects of
the convention is to nullify an amendment
to the Constitution of the United States,
swearing the members to support that in-
strument would have been inappropriate
and fllogical, not to say embarrassing. But
that does not cover the case of Mr. Daniel,
the most distinguished member of the body,
for as a senator in Congress he is already
under oath to support the Constitution of
the United States against all enemles, for-
elgn and domestic; and while as a member
of the Virginia constitutional convention
he is not exercising the functions of a
senator, but those of a citizen, his oath
as senator still runs as against every act
in whatever capacity he may perform. The
circumstance upon the whole is Interest-
ing, and may cut a figure at a later day
when the work of the conventlon is com-
pleted and comes up for judgment.

The movement azainst negro suffrage has
at every point developed some curious
phasea. And necessarily so. It is no easy
matter to destroy the spirit of a law with-
out frankly violating its letter; and such
has been the gist of the proposition sub-
mitted in every state where juggling with
the suffrage has been undertaken. In Lou-
isiana the state convention took up what
is known as the ‘grandfather clause,”™ un-
der which no white voter, however ignorant
or unworthy, would be excluded. But be-
fore taking final action the convention for-
mally consulted wich Senators Caffery and
McEnery, both lawyers, and the latter an
ex-chief justice of the state’s supreme
eourt. Both pronounced the eclause un-
con=titutional, aml advised against its
adoption, Nevertheless it was adopted, and
Mr. McEnery has entered upon his second
term a3 senator under a  commission
founded upon a mrasure which as a lawyer
he has condemned. And he must now de-
fend as senator what as a lawyer he re-
gards with disfavor.

It so happens that the Constitution of
the 1nited States is on the cards just now
for the most vigorous and comprehensive
discussion indulged iIn for forty Yyears.
Many politiclans are displeased with the
Supreme Court’s decision in the insular
cases, and are preparing to go before the
country on an appeal from that. They
Libel themselves the champions of the Con-
stitution. PBut of how mach of the Con-
stitution? Of just so much as may serve
their temporary purposes. s thelr extreme
sensitiveness confined to the questiop of
taxatlon for the new possessions? Have
they no word of censure for suffrage jug-
gling at home? Does not that violate Mr.
Bryan's leading instruction? Does it not
put the dollar above the man?

Naval Speeds.

The development by the new battle ship
Iilinois of 17.31 knots speed on her official
trial trip marks another advance in maodern
warship bullding. American officers believe
that the battle ships of our navy are faster

than those of similar types in other coun-
tries, and that the Ililnois is therefore the
flestest heavy fighter afioat. There was a
time, i few vears ago, when the swift bat- |
tle ship was considered an anomaly, weight |
of armor and of guns being regarded as of |
paramount Impeortanee.

There is a ques-
tion whether the future sea fighter will not
be a compromise between the swift armored
cruiser and the slower more heavily ar-
mored battle ship. The war with Spain
demonstrated that on some occasions the
battie ship can hold its own In a race, as
notably in the fight off Santiago, where the
Oregon performed marvels of efficiency in
competition with Ilighter craft. At the
same time many occasions during that
campaign demonstrated the value of the
swift, light crulser., the essential auxiliary
of a fighting fleet. So if the experience of
that campaign as at present interpreted is
to gulde In the future there will doubtleas
remain a separation of the vessels into
types corresponding in the main to the
present divisions. It 18 perhaps wholly
logleal that the battle ship should advance
materially in speed, as the Illinols has just
given an admirable illustration, to preserve
the relations between this class and the
cruisers, which have gone forward so rap-
1dly during the past fifteen years. In the
Bame manner new records are 1o be ex-
pected from the crulsers In turn, as they
seck to hold their own relatively against
the swiftly developing torpedo-boat type.

Giving Away Traction Franchises.

John Wanamaker's offer of $2,500,000 to
the city of Philadelphia for the franchises
which the city council proposed to give
away fully exposed the game of the ma-
chine which has engineered the “drive’” in
traction charters In Pennsylvania. It com-
pelled the eity machine to confess that It
cared nothing whatever for the municipali-
ty's interests, for Mayor Ashbridge's off-
band refusal to consider the proposition,
followed by his hasty approval of the pend-
ing franchises, voted within three days by
the counclls, very clearly showed to the
people that the sole purpose of the admin-
istration Is to allow the favorites of the
machine to pick up the “plums’’ which
have just dropped from the shaken tree.

Philadelphia loses two millions and a half
in cash by this transaction directly. It
stands, however, to lose far more later,
when the roads authorized by these char-
ters get to running and refuse, through
their aldermanic representatives, to obey
the commands of the public for fare redue-
tion, transfer grants or similar items.
Franchises secured in thi!s manner are al-
ways the most costly to the people. So
flagrant. however, has been the violation
of trust on the part of lawmakers at Har-
risburg and Philadelphia and of the city's
administrators that perhaps Philadelphia
can profit ultimately from this experience.

If it should prove possibie to arouse the

public conscience to the point of revolt
against the machine, thus clearly held
forth to view In all its corruption, the loss
of the money offered by Mr. Wanamaker
and of the other advantages surrendered
in the wholesale grant of franchises may
well be borne.

Perhaps Philadelphia’s trials in this line
may lead to a more systematic considera-
tion of street rallway franchises elsewhere,
Heretofore, as a rule, those privileges have
been given for the asking. the commumity
securing, in addition to the transportation
facilitles, only an occasional franchise tax,
deldom collected, however, and now and
then a proportionate return on the gross
business of the lines. The aggregate of the
sums pald into municipal treasuries by the
American street rallways is probably the
merest tithe of the profits earned by those
corporations. New York is having a difi-
cult time enforcing the franchise tax law
passed while Mr. Roosevelit was governor,
and it may have to awalt many months be-
fore a decision can be secured compelling
obedience to it. Meanwhile there is a de-
cided sentiment In favor of securing more
equitable relations between the transporta-
tion companies and the cities. The public
has come into a clearer conception of the
value of the public utilitles which have In
the past been freely distributed. With some
cities In other countries engaging in limit-
ed and even unlimited municipal owner-
ship, American legislatures occaslonally
passing laws to guard the publlc interests
in this connection more jealously, and with
citizens assoclating themselves to study
these problems and to find ways and means
to solve them, the Pennsylvania enact-
ments, now capped by the action of the
Philadelphia councils and mayor, afford
material for suggestive comparison and
melancholy reflection.

The Republican Leaders.

Something wupon which the republican
party may very well congratulate itself is
the absence of nall bitterness among its
Strong men toward one another. There is
not a personal row of anything like seri-
ous proportions on the horizon. There is
scme very spirited rivalry for supreme
leadership, but that Is always to be wel-
cemed by any party. It keeps the pool
stirred, and insures political health. But
tkere is not one of the aspirants for the
republican nomination for President in 1904
who would not in case of success at the
national convention receive the most cor-
dial support at the polls of all his defeated
rivals. The brethren are dwelling togeth-
er in a fair degroe of unity and good will,
and while from now on they will bestir

‘themselves to win the prize, there seems no

probability of a ¢lash which would operate
disastrously on the party.

This is a circumstance of note when it is
remembered how that party has suffered
in the past thirty sears from personal an-
tagenisms.  The Blaine-Conkling episode
alone coat it very dearly. A good deal of
momentous history grew out of that—the
nomination of Mr. Hayes in* 1876, the nomi-
nation of General Garfield In 1880, and the
defeat of Mr. Blaine for the presidency in
1884, Both Mr. Hazyes and General Gar-
field were compromise candidates. The
former secured office by so narrow a mar-
gin that he was practically debarred from
asking an indorsement at the polls, while
there resulted from the latter's election
such a tragedy and such complications that
the party, even under the leadership of its
strongest man. went to defeat four years
later. A single speech from Mr. Conkiing
would have saved the day for Mr. Blaine,
but the one was as far from asking it as
the other was from volunteering it.

It was all a very dear price to pay for
the per=onal feelings of two strong and able
men. Not only the republican party but
the country suffered. For who shall say
how greatly the country would have bene-
fited from the presence in the White House
for four or eight years of so capable, so ex-
perienced and so aggressive a leader as Mr.
Blaine? He was well beloved at home and
much respected abroad, and an administra-

| tion dominated by him would undoubtedly
|

have accomplished much for the country's
welfare.

We witness now a totally different situa-
tion. Mr. McKinley, In a way to secure
unbounded applause, puts an end to all

| third term talk, and there is not a leader

left in the field who cherishes for any rival
in his party a feeling which would pro-
voke, or in any sense excuse, indifference
or secret opposition in the presence of the
common enemy. In view of this fact the
republican party owes it to the country to
make the strongest possible nomination

next time.

North Carolina’s Burglary Law.

North Carolina I8 one of the few states
in the Unlon which holds the crime of bur-
glary in proper estimation, by providing a
death penalty for those convicted of it.
Attention is pointedly called to this fact
by the conviction at Asheville the other
day of four men who In February last en-
tered a post office, and were proceeding to
rob the safe, when the postmaster, accept-
ing a favorable opportunity, grasped a
pistol and opened fire on the quartet. In
the scrimmage he was very nearly killed,
but he frightened the burglars away, and
they were subsequently captured. Unless
reprieved or pardoned they will be hanged,
as their crime amply warrants. If more
states followed this example and included
burglary among the capital erimes the rec-
ords of nocturnal killings and stealings
would diminish. In burglary the advan-
tage 1s always heavily with the thief. He
risks little from his victim, and if caught
under the normal state of the law he may
serve only ten years or less in prison. To
a hardened criminal this is a trifle, consid-
ered in connection with the chances of
escape, the difficulty of prosecution and
the possibility of pardon. But with the
death penalty assured in case of convie-
tion the merely mercenary criminal weuld
hesitate before engaging in such a job. In

i~

any case, whatever the chances of deter-
ring the criminal, the crime itself warrants
the penalty, being, as it is, potential mur-
der in every case. North Carclina’'s ex-
ample should lead to the gemeral adoption
of this punishment. .

No Excuse for Crime.
From the Chicago Tribune,

A good deal of maudlin sympathy seema
to be wasted on the post office clerk, who,
when caught in the act of stealing mall,
pleaded that his salary was only §0 a
month and that he had a large family. It
Is true that $0 a month Is not a large
salary, but it is also true that a great
many people in the Unlted Stftes get no
more and manage to live, at least honestly,
and occasionally to save money. It is also
true that there are many other positions
in the postal service which pay much bet-
ter, and that a clerk who does his work
well and faithfully is, under the operation
of the civil service law. reasonably certain
to win promotion. If the fact that what a
man earns 18 not sufficient to support his
family in the style which he would like
to maintain is to be accepted as an excuse
for dishonesty, then few dishonest people
will be punished. Moreover, any man who
attempts to rob the mails shows himself to
be not only a knave but a fool as well.
Under no ecircumstances can he expect to
get more than a few dollars, while his de-
tection and punishment are as certaln as
anything can well be. The pecple who
sympathize with the man whose weakness
has led him into erlme should be careful to
put thelr sympathy on right grounds.

An Indicator of Business.
From the Rochester Democrat. -

Sales of postage stamps are a pretty ae-
curate indication of the country’'s pros-
periiy and business activity, and by this
test it is shown that American commercial
expansion has made great progress during
the past twenty years. From figures ob-
tained at Washington a correspondent of
the St. Louls ‘‘Globe-Democrat’ learns that
in 1881 the sales of stamps amounted to 67
cents per inhabitant, in 183 to 5 cents and
in 1901 to $1.33. These were years of pros-
perity and therefcre furnish a good basis
for comparison. In 1900 the gross revenue
from stamps was three tlmes as great as
it was nineteen years before, although the
population increased less than 50 per cent.
At the end of the period of nineteen years
the proceed per capita from sales of stamps
had increased nearly 50 per cent. The com-
parison is not carried back of 1881, because
previous to that vear letter postage was
50 per cent higher than In 1900, and the
maximum welgnt for a single rate of pos-
tage was only one-half what it is at the
present time. A country is doing well, from
the standpoint of intelligence and culture,
as well as commerce and industry, when
the average amount spent for postage by
each individual inhabitant nearly doubles
in two decades.

Folly of Century Runs.

It is hard to 8ee how even the greatest
advocate of the bicycle can find anything
to commend in the practice of holding cen-
tury runs on every convenient holiday. The
ability to ride a bieycie rapidly for a short
distance may often be extremely valuable,
and nothing can be more delightful than
an easy spin along the pleasant country
roads. But when a lot of men start out at
5 o'clock in the morning and race llke mad
fifty miles out into the country and back
again the sport of bicycle riding degen-
erates to the same plane with the snake
and torture dances of the Moqgul Indians
and other simllar tests of endurancae,

Bicycle riding, and even bicycle racing,
under proper conditions, 18 to be approved,
but these free-for-all century runs should
be stopped. They furnish amusement to an
extremely small number of people and they
serve mo good purpose of any kind.
