The thirteenth annual convention of the
International Printing Pressmen and As-
sistants’ Union of North America was con-
vened this morning In Typographical Tem-
ple in this%eity under most auspicious sur-
roundings. Cordial words of welcome were
extended to the 150 delegates, and they In
turn responded in hearty cheers for the
many speakers who represented official and
business Washington.

It was 10 o'clock when the convention
wasg called to order. The large hall of the
temple had been prepared for the occa-
silon, and presented a most business-like
yet patriotic appearance. In front of each
delegate’'s chair was a table covered with
a clean white blotter. A fringe of palms
lined the front of the platform and a large
bouquet graced the presiding officer's table.
Over this table hung a picture of George
Washington, while portraits of President
McKinley and Vice President Roosevelt,

lieve that we shall have no difficulty In
making you feel at home. We believe that
organization will be ever memorable in
vour annals. I have been greatly interest-
ed in learning of the remarkable develop-
ment of your organization since its first
convention In 1889 'n the city of New York.
Knowing some of your representative
members of our own city, I have easily
known that you are able craftsmen and
good citizens, and that you have a fine
reputation among those who know you
best. But I was instructed and enlight-
ened when I sought from one of my friends
in the District union an authoritative defi-
nition of the word ‘pressmen.” In re-
sponse to the question, ‘Who I8 a press-
man? he said, among other things, ‘He is
a man who is like the fairies of old in that
everything he touches turns to gold. He
is the man that brings out In relief the
handiwork of the engravers and the com-
positors. Where they all leave off he must
begin. He brings their thoughts to perfec-
tion. He must have the eye of the Ameri-
can eagle and the touch of a Michael An-
elo.’

= Other Addresses.

Mr. F. W. Palmer, public printer, follow-
ed Mr. Macfarland. He indorsed all that
had been said in welcoming the delegates.
He spoke of the growing popularity of
Washington as a convention city. It de-
served this popularity, he said, and pre-
dicted that the delegates would know the
reason for It before the week was over.
Mr. Palmer concluded by inviting the con-
vention to visit the government printing
office.

Mr. George H. Harries spoke next. He
recalled the years he had spent as a prin-
ter, and said that “once a printer always
a printer,” represented his sentiments.
There were many treats in store for the
delegates, he said, and on behalf of the
Board of Trade he was pleased to extend
a most cordial welcome.

Samuel Gompers, president of the Amer-
fcan Federation of Labor, continued the
welcome on behalf of organized labor. He
called attention to the fact that it was
not always that labor organizations had
been so graciously welcomed in the past.
The change, however, was honorabhle and
creditable to all. He urged that the work
of organization was Mot as yet finished,
and would not be, so far as the pressmen
were concerned, until every craftsman was
a member of & union and every union was
enrolled on the books of the International
organization. A further step was to fed-
erate the International Unilon with all
other organizations of the same character,
making a great confederation of all work-
ers. This movement was going rapldly
forward, he sald, and was meeting with
greater success than it had ever done in
the history of the world.

Voice of Board of Trade.

Mr. John Joy Edson, president of the
Board of Trade, who arrived late, next
spoke. He wished to emphasize the wel-
come which had been_extended. He sald
there was no labor of ization that had
not his sympathy, and he hoped that the
conventlon would be eminently successful
in every way. He argued that just so far
as thelr action was just to all it would be
successful. Mr. Edson said he was once
a farmer boy, and that he had worked In
a blacksmith shop. He knew what labor
was, and no movement for its betterment
was without his sympathy.

Mr. T. V. Powderly, commissioner general
of immigration, followed Mr. Edson. He
sald he had noticed that Mr. Macfarland
had not extended the freedom of the city.
he added, amid laughter, "I sup-
pose he took it for granted that you would
take it, any way.”

Mr. Powderly told the delegates to come
to the Treasury Department, and he would
show them where the money was Kept, al- |
though he would not guarantee that they I
could tzke any of it away. Mr. Powderly
followed up Mr. Gomper's remarks on or-
Laboring men themselves had
brought about the change and made them- |
selves respected, He told the delegaies to
look for the label of organization on what-
ever they purchased, and to continue the
work of the past.

Mr. E. M. Lawson, president of the local
Typographical Union, told the convention
that his organization had met yesterday
and passed resolutions thanking the press-
men for meeting in the, Temple and wel-
coming them to the city.

Mr. Ramsey then relinquished the gavel
to James H. Bowman, president of the con-
vention. Mr. Bowman said it was with
great pride that he took charge of the con-
vention for the third time. It would be the
last time. He wanted to thank evervbody
for everything, he said. He coneluded by
calling the convention formally to order.
Delegate Moran moved at once that a daily
report of the meetings should be taken
verbatim and printed, and this order was
made,

Chairman Bowman announced the ap-
pointment of Delegate M. E. Flannigan as
sergeant-at-arms, and a credentials com-
mittee, consisting of Delegates Emil Peter-
son, Daniel Healy, Al. Hardesty, Thomas
Wood and Ed. Dwyer.

It was announced that on account of the
iliness of Mrs. McKinley the President
would be unable to receive the delegates
at the White House this afternoon. In
place of the reception the ladles of the
convention were taken carriage riding.

Afternoon Session.

At 2 o'clock the convention met for busi-
ness, the first of which was to listen to the
annual reports of its officers.

President Bowman's report, which was
presented first, was a comprehensive re-
view of all matters pertaining to the or-

ganization which had received attention
during the past year. Mr. Bowman has
been president of the organization for
three years, and will not agaln be a can-
didate,

The organization, he sald, had every rea-
son for congratulation on the past year's
showing. Steady advancement had been
made in every way. Rules had been per-
fected governing the alliance with the
typographical and bookbinders' interna-
tlonal organizations. This matter was of
paramount importance, and Mr. Bowman
dwelt on it at length. The dealings of the
organization with the Federation of Labor
during the past year were reported In de-
tail, and included a report of the Chicago
trouble, in which the A. F. of L. had ren-
dered the newspaper pressmen assistance.
Among the things to be considered at the
present meeting Mr. Bowman mentioned
the establishment of a journal on a larger
scale than the present organ. He also rec-
ommended that the office of president be
made a salaried position, so that the per-
son filling it could devote all his time to
the worl-.

Washington Strike.

There had been some strikes during the
year, he sald, but none of a gerious char-
acter. One of these strikes was ordered in
Washington, but was not executed. In
reference to this matter, the president's re-
port says:

“A strike was called by the president of
the Pressfeeders’ Union, No. 42, of Wash-
ington, D. C., which, after having been
submitted to the executive board in session
In Chicago, was sanctioned by your execu-
tive board on February 16, 1901. The fact
of the strike being sanctioned was wired to
the president of No., ¥, with instructions to
call pressmen out in support of men on
strlke. This actlon was taken on presen-
tation by Miss Mary Dunbar, secretary of
the feeders’ union, of the situation in Wash-
Ington and the difficulties in the way of
maintaining a feeders’ union owing to the
lack of support given their organization by,
the pressmen's body.

“No. 1 chose to ignore the action of the
executive board, and while I consider the
offense one that under ordinary circum-
stances would require serious action, I
thought it best to leave the affair In abey-
ance untll the convention, and then see if
some efficlent method could not be devised
to promote better feeling between No. 1
and 42, and a better organizatlon of the
feeders at Washington, which, it must be
said, Is in a deplorable shape, particularly
in the government office.”

Many contracts and agreements have
been entered into between local unions and
employers during the year, which are re-
garded favorably.

In concluding, Mr. Bowman thanked the
organization for his support in the past as
president, and gave formal notice that he
should surrender the office.

The report of the secretary-treasurer was
also read.

LEAVE TO AMEND BILL.

Court Grants Regquest of Counsel in
Oklnhoma Land Case.

In the case of Lone Wolf and athers
against the Secretary of the Interior and
others, an application for a restralning
order, which was argued before Justice
Bradley last week, former Representative
William M. Springer, attorney for the com-
plainants, in the same court today asked
leave to amend the blll of complaint by
adding the names of other Indians, present
in court, as complainants.

Judge Vandevanter, representing the gov-
ernment, replied to the effect that while
he made no objection to this being done, he
did not see how the addition of Individuals
made any difference in the legal status In
the case. Attorney Springer thereupon
read a petitlon, signed by Eshitie, principal
chief of the Comanches; White Buffalo and
six others, stating that they have been
authorized by the Kiowa, Comanche and
Apache tribes of Indians of Oklahoma ter-
ritory, in grand council, to take such action
as might be found necessary to protect
their rights in the cause. After listenlng
to additional argument Justice Bradley
granted leave to the complainants to
amend the bill as they may be advised.

The Indians representing the confederat-
ed tribes of the Kiowas, Comanches and
Apaches are seeking to restraln the Secre-
tary of the Interlor, the commissioner of
the general land office and the commis-
sioner of Indian affairs from proceeding to
open about 2,000,000 acres of land for set-
tlement in Oklahoma under act of Con-
gress, alleging that such action threatens
the complainants with the loss of their
property in violation of the Constitution.
The contention is that the act of Congress
under which the defendants are proceeding
1s unconstitutional.
