REPORTS PROGRESS.

Committee to Collect Relief Funds
Hold. a MeetIng.

The committee of North Carolinians or-
ganized a week ago for the purpose of rais-
ing funds for the relief of the flood suffer-
ers In Bakersville and Mitchell county, that
state, held a second meeting at the National
Hotel last night. James M. Moody. elected
chairman at the first meeting, presided.
Reports were made showing that about $50
had been raised since the first meeting, and
the work of soliciting was still going on,
