RICHMOND. Va., June 21-For the mo-

ment there is a lull in the political con-
test, as the interest of politicians gathered
in Richmond now centers upon the pro-
cetdings of the constitutional convention.
The introduction yesterday of several pro-
posed amendments bearing upon the ques-
tion of suffrage has fairly set the ball roll-
in and discussion waxes warm wherever
a group of delegates or visitors are assem-

,led., Expressions heard on every side
give promise that the convention will be
tern with dissension upon this subject.
T'he propositions advanced wgl run the
gamut from radicalism to conservatism,
and each will be supported strenuously.
There is little doubt that in the end the
rgro will lose, and it is only a question
of how much he can save from the wreck
in the contemplated assault upon his civil
rights.
'There is an element in the convention,

he wever. that will aid him in the undertak-
!ng. Not that they love the negro, but
that they are concerned for the fair name
of the state and jealous of the preservation
of great constitutional principles tradition-
ary in Virginia. Taking a material view
of the situation, they also foresee danger
tq the industrial interests of the state in
radical action.

Judge Quarles' Position.
-Judge Quarles of Staunton, one of the

ablest men in the convention, voiced this
sentiment. He is unalterably opposed to
disfranchisement as practiced in the states
of the far south. "Virginia cannot afford
to take action that will bring upon her the
re proach of her sister states of the Union,"
t says. "Any act of injustice to a frac-
t.r of her citizens will in the end recoil
up.' its promoter. The industrial progress
of the state should not be retarded by the
work of this convention."
Judge 4 uarles' idea is that the dis-

franchisement should not extend beyond
those who cannot read and write, or who
have not a certain property qualification.
He represents the conservative sentiment
in the convention. and a wide 'xpanse sep-
arates him and Representative-elect Flood.
who woul i negroes from holding any
c i-*tive ofic der the state.
Every one is anxious that the question of

suffrage should be taken up at once and
passed upon, to get it out of the way and
.lear the track for consideration of other
'questions before the convention of import-
ance to the people.
Marrisoa's Amendment Unpopular.
The proposition involved In the amend-

merit offered by M4r. Harrison of Frederick
county yesterday and telegraphed to The
Star. to relinquish congressional appor-
tionment to the extent that the negro
vote is disfranchised. does not find favor
with the delegates. Not that the equity of
it is questioned, but the necessity. In other
words, if it were an alternative between
giving up one or more representatives in

- C'ongress and disfranchising the negro vote,
it w.uld probably be decided that the men-
ace of negro suffrage was not sufficient to
warr.,nt the sacrifice. That, of course, is
an admission of the weakness of the whole
prol-.sition of -disfranchisement, but as
stat.ed heretofore, the clamor for wholesale
*ilsfranchisement is sectional and not gen-
eral.

precedents.
The oath is in form prescribed by the ex-

isting constitution of the state of Vir-
ginia, And is as follows: "1 do solemnly
swear that I will support and maintain the
Constitution and laws of the United States
and the constitution and laws of Virginia,
that I recognize and accept the civil and
political equality of all men before the law,
and that I will faithfully perform the duty
of delegate to the constitutional conven-
tion of Virginia to the best of my ability,
so help me God."

Declined to Consider the Matter.
After half an hour's debate the conven-

tion by a viva voce vote declined to take
up for consideration the question of admin-
istering the oath and further discussion
ceased.
William Wilson of Henrico was appoint-

ed postmaster or document clerk. Dele-
gate Flood offered his resolution, described
yesterday, preventing negroes from holding
elective office; referred to committee on

suffrage.
Delegate Keezell of Rockingham offered

a resolution to lengthen the terms of offi-
cers and to prevent such frequent elections.
Delegate Quarles offered a, resolution for
the election of all judges by popular vote;
also requiring a primary election law by
which even the candidates for United
States senators and representatives in Ccn-
gress shall be selected by popular vote.
Delegate Stebbins Introduced a resolution

authorizing the governor to veto acparate
items in appropriation bills.
Delegate Parks offered a resolution pro-

viding for a less expensive form of jury
trial than Is now In vogue.
Delegate Brown of Bedford offered a res-

olution providIng for a board of (qualiza-
tion, and to secure a uniform system of
assessment and taxation. Mr. T. F. Shuuly,
one of the United States Senate stenogra-
phers, was appointed official reporter of
the convention. He will1 be assisted by
M. W. Blumenberg, also one of the Sen-
ate reporters.
The convention then adjourned until to-

morrow. N. O.M.

FIGHT ONi THE BIG PACKERS.
Denver Retail Butchers Form a Pro-

tectiv-e Association.
DENVER. June 21.-Resoltilons have

been adopted by the Denver Retail Grocers
and Butchers' Association, which the asso-
ciation hope will prevent further alleged
encroachment on the retail meet business
of the city dealers by the large eastern
packing houses. The local men claim in a
short time the jobbers will be forced en-
tirely out of business unless they adopt
measures of protect-ion. To this end the
resolutions pledge the members of the as-
sociation to refrain from buying meat from
all jobbers who refuse to sign an agree-
lent to sell only to those whom the ass
eation shall designate.

BIG STRIKE AT READING, PA.

Oves 000 Men In Car Shops Quit
Work.

READING. Pa., June 21.-At 11:30 o'clock
today over 600 mn employed in the car
shops of the Reading Railroa~d Company
struck for shorter hours and increased pay,
They left in a body. Immediately there-
after the boiler makers In the company's
locomotive shops struck. Their action,
though expected, caused the greatest ex-
citement in view of the present strike of
2,000 iron workers of the Reading Iron
Company, with whom they are apparently
in symnpathy.

ATTEMPTS SUICIDE
Mrs. Mary Bailey Uses Razor on Her

Own Throat.

WAS CHARGED WITH -SHOPLIFTING

Matron at House of Detention
Prevents Fatal Results.

VICTIM WILL RECOVER

Mrs. Mary Bailey, twenty-four years
old, whose husband, John Bailey, is em-

ployed as helper on a furniture wagon,
made a desperate attempt to end her life
this afternoon by cutting her throat with a

razor. She was at her home, No. 470 K
street southwest, under arrest for alleged
shoplifting at the store of S. Kann, Sons
& Co., on Market space, at the time she
used the razor. Miss Pennifill, one of the
matrons of the house of detention, was in
the room with the woman. She took the
razor from Mrs. Bailey as soon as one cut,
almost from ear to ear, had been made.
The unfortunate woman then attempted to
enlarge the terrible wound, from which
blood was gushing at a dangerous rate, but
the matron secured her hands before she
could do additional damage.
Detective Flather and Mr. Robert A.

Harvey, the latter a clerk in Kann's store,
were in an upper room making a search
for stolen property, at the time the woman
cut her throat. They hurried down stairs,
and in two minutes after the deed was
committed Dr. E. C. C. Winter was beside
the patient, stopping the flow of blood. A
few minutes later the Emergency Hospital
ambulance, in charge of Dr. Bragonier, ar-
rived. The doctor put in a temporary dress-
ing on the wound and the woman was then
hurried to the hospital.
Mrs. Bailey, who is a good-looking wo-

man, was seen in Kann's store this norn-
ing looking at some jewelry, and the young
lady behind the counter thought she went
away with a gold ring in her hand. The
incident was reported, and when Mrs.
Bailey was escorted to the office the ring
was taken from her. Detective Flather,
who was summoned to the store, placed the
young woman under arrest, and escorted
her to police headquarters, where she was
interviewed by Capt. Boardman. She ad-
mitted her guilt, having previously ex-
plained her conduct by saying she had fits,
and said she was willing to pay for the
ring. Capt. Boardman could not settle the
alleged theft in that way and so informed
the woman.

Consents to Proposed Search.
The matron was sent for after the wo-

man had agreed to have her house search-
ed.
"Are you willing to have your house

searched?" she was asked by Captain
Boardman.
"I want you to search it," the woman

said. "I hope you will please have it
searched, and I will go there with you to
help you."
Her home, she first said, was on K street

northwest, but she afterward admitted It
was in South Washington.
Upon the arrival of the party at the

small, poorly furnished house at the num-
ber stated, Mrs. Bailey complained ofbeing ill, and the matron accompanied her
to an outhouse several times, never let-
ting her get out of her sight. Mrs. Bailey
accompanied the searching party throughthe house, and while the detective and
clerk were upstairs she was in the parlorwith the matron. After giving the detec-
tive the keys to her trunk, which was in
a bedroom on the second floor, she went
to the front room on the lower floor.
There she complained that some of her

undergarments needed arranging. Several
times she asked for a pin, and after stoop-ing over as if she were pinning the gar-
ment she evidently opened the razor under
her skirt, and as she resumed a standingposition she wiped the sharp edge of the
weapon across her throat.
Mrs. Pennifill, the matron, called for as-sistance, and, as stated, the detective and

clerk hurried down stairs. They foundMrs. Bailey was lying on a rug on the
floor apparently fast bleeding to death.The physician called soon stopped the flow
of blood, and no time was lost getting her
to the hospital.

Native of Virginia.
Mrs. Bailey, it is stated, is a native of

Fredericksburg, Va., and has two children
by her first husband, who are living in
Richmond with her parents. The woman
returned from a visit to her parents only
about three days ago, it is stated.
The detective and clerk found in Mrs.

Bailey's house several new pocket books.
They also found some printed slips of paperthat are used at the store where she was
arrested, and which are supposed to be in
possession of nobody except persons who
are employed there.

Wound Not Neessaarily Fatal.
Upop arriving at the Emergency Hospital

Mrs. Bailey was remov'ed at once to the
operating room, where an examination of
her wound was made. It was soon perceived
that the cut was of a most serious charac-
ter, and the physicians exerted every effort
to stanch the flow of blood. The clothes of
the unfortunate woman, were covered with
blood from the gaping wound in her throat
and her face and neck were also bespat-
tered.
Upon examination by Drs. Stewart, Kohn

and Bragonier it was found that the wound
had started from the left side of the neck
just below the ear and extended almost en-
tirely around to a corresponding position
on the right side. The wound was fully
an Inch deep, penetrating the fleshy part of
the neck, but, fortunately, the jugular and
otherjarge blood channels were untouched.
Tle loss of blood was so great, however,
that the woman lost consciousness before
reaching the hospital, and at a late hour
was still in a state of coma.
About twenty stitches were placed in the

wound, and it was stated at the hospital
that there is every~prospect for the recov-
ery of the unfortunate woman.

COltIfNG OF SHEIB HEY.
Will inaugurate New Diplomatie Re-

lations With Turkey.
The arrival of the new Turkish minister,

Sheklb,Bey, within the next few days, will
mark the termination of the diplomatic
estrangement between the United States
and Turkey, which has existed for some
time. While this took no formal shape,
yet it was evidenced by the retirement of
Minifter Straus from Constantinople and
the intrusting of all our business with the
porte to a charge d'affaires. 'The Turkish
minister at Washington retained his posi-
tion throughout the affair, although the
State Department has been aware of late
that his official functionls as mninister had
ceased, and that he remained only pendj-
ing the arrival of the new minister. The
American government has now sent a min-
.ister to Constantinople in the person of~
Mr. Leishmann, while Shekib Bey comes
to Washington to inaughrate the new
ciadition of aftairs for Turkey.

ITALIANS ROUGHLY HANDLED

A CASE LIKELY TO NEED DIPLO-

MATIC ATTENTION.

Federal Authorities Embarrassed by
the Necessary Dseedure-G y.

Stanley's oesition.

Count Rosewadoski, Italian consul in
Chicago for Illinois, Kansas and other
states, has written to Gov. Stanley of Kan-
sas, calling attention to the ejection of
twenty-three Italians from the town of
Iola by a mob of American workingmen on

the night of May 8, and requesting that
steps be taken to punish the 4ffenders and
to recover money and baggage that were

taken by the mob from the Itqlians.
Gov. Stanley, replying, says: "All ques-

tions of international policy touching these
matters must be taken up with the federal
government at Washington, as under our

form of government all powers of this kind
are expressly reserved to the authorities of
the United States."
The governor regrets the circumstances

at Iola, but states that he has no fund out
of which damages can be paid. As to pun-
ishment of the offenders, the -county offi-
cers at Iola have been instructed to inves-
tigate the alleged crime, and, if possible,
bring the offenders to trial.
The Italian embassy has not yet been

called upon to act in the matter, although
the action of Governor Stanle* of Kansas
in declining to treat with the Italian consul
will probably result in turning the affair
into the usual diplomatic channels. In that
event the embassy would lay the natter be-
fore the State Department, and, following
the custom in similar incidents in the past,
the State Department would endeavor to
have Governor Stanley adopt such meas-
ures of relief as were possible.. The fed-
eral authorities are much etnb rrassed by
the procedure necessary in such cases, as

they are debarred from taking direct cogni-
zance of police affairs occurring under the
state jurisdiction, while at the same time
the state is not called upon to deal with
the representatives of any foreign govern-
ment.

TO RECLAIM ARID LAND

REPRESENTATIVE OF WESTERN

STATES FORMULATE A PLAN.

Proceeds of Sale of Pubic. Lads to

Be Set Apart for the

Purpose.

CHEYENNE, Wyo., June 21.-At a joint
meeting of state engineers and abnators and
representatives of western statle, held in
this city, a bill was prepared by'a commit-
tee embodying a scheme for gov enment aid
in the reclamation of the aril region. A

meeting of the western states ,elegations
in Congress Is to be held ii'a itkigton
just prior to the next session of Congress,
when this bill will be consideredfor intro-
duction in Congress and a plan of action
decided upon to secure its ass The
proposed measure in part Iss follows:
"That all money received from tie sale or

disposal of public larids in Artiona, Cali-
fornia, Colorado, Idaho, Utah, Montana,
Wyoming, Kansas, Nebraska, Nevada, New
Mexico, North Dakota, Oregon, South Da-
kota and Washington, beginning with the
fiscal year ending June 30, 1902, shall be
reserved for the benefit of the state or

territory in which said lands are sold, to be
kept as a special fund, known as the 'arid
land reclamation fund,' under the-direction
of the Secretary of the Interior. Each state
shall maintain an engineer's office, who
shall plan and make the estimates for the
reserves. The plan shall be submitted to
the Secretary of the Interior, who may ap-
prove or rejcet them. If approved, the Sec-
retary shall set aside money for their con-
struction and such lands are to be exempt
from entry. The state may sell the com-
pleted words to actual users of water."

Kilmarnock II Captures Alexandra
Plate at Ascot.

LONDON, June 21.-Wm. C. Whitney's
Kilmarnock II (bred in the United -States),
ridden by L. Reiff, won the Alexandra
plate at Ascot today. The conditions of
the race were as follows:

added to a sweepstakes of 25 sovereigns
each, the second horse to receive 400 sov-

ereigns and the third 100 sovereigns out of
the stakes.

AT THE WHITE HOUSE
Tax on Petroleum and Russia's Re-

taliatory Measures

SEC'Y GLE'S POSITION SUSTAINED

Mr. Hay to Fully Explain the At-
titude of This Country.

MANY APPOINTMENTS

The most important subject discussed at
today's cabinet meeting was that involving
the assessment of customs duties on pe-
troleum. or its products imported from Rus-
sia and retaliatory measures by Russia.
Secretary Gage, who has direct charge of
the enforcement of the tariff laws, explain-
ed to the President and the members of the
cabinet in detail the department's connec-
tion with the matter and the history of
legislation affecting it. At the conclusion
of the Secretary's statement all of the
members, it is understood, expressed them-
selves as in entire accord with Secretary
Gage In the position he has taken, and re-
quested that he make a statement covering
the entire ground.
As a result of the consideration by the

cabinet Secretary Hay will soon make rep-
resentations to the Russian government
fully explaining the attitude of this coun-
try and endeavoring to point out that Rus-
sia has acted hastily and under a misap-
prehension in her position in the petroleum
matter.

The Law in the Cane.
Secretary Gage called attention to the

tariff act of July 24, 1897, known as the
Dingley act, which, among other things,
provides that "if there be imported into the
United States crude petroleum, or the pro-
ducts of crude petroleum, produced in any
country which imposes a duty on petroleum
or its products exported from the United
States, there shall in such cases be levied,
paid and collected a duty upon said crude
petroleum or its products so imported equal
to the duty imposed by such country."This provision was embodied in a circu-
lar Issued to the officers of the customs,dated April 21, 1898, to which was ap-pended a schedule of countries impos-ing a duty on petroleum and its products.
many, Austria-Hungary. Russia, Spainand practically all of the leading coun-
tries of the world. This circular was
issued for the purpose of carryingInto effect the petroleum provision of
the Dingley tariff law. No protests
were received from any country, nor could
they be reasonably expected in view ofthe fact that the countries named had al-ready in operation .laws fixing a tariff
on petroleum and its products. So far as
known in the Treasury Department noimportations of petroleum had been re-
ceived Into the United States until June
18, 1900, when an invoice of refined pe-troleum was received at Rochester, N.
Y., manufactured from petroleum produc-ed In Russia. The -collector of customs
at Rochester held that the article was
subject to duty as a production of Russia,and asses-ed duty accordingly. While the
importation came from England, it was
shown that the crude oil was producedin Russia: An appeal was taken from the
action of the collector to the board of
general apprasiers at New York. This
board. on January 28, 1901, sustained the
collector, holding that petroleum producedin Russia, imported into England and
there refined, and thence sent to this
country, was dutiable at a rate equal to
that imposed by Russia on petroleum
imported into that country from the Unit-
ed States.

The Case This Year.
No protest or objection, so far as the de-

partment knows, was received from any
country against this decision, and the mat-
ter was not again brought to the attention
of the government until March 9 of this
year. On that date the department, reply-
ing to Inquiries from the collector of cus-
toms at New York, as to how he should as-
certain the country of origin in the liquida-
tion of duties on petroleum or its products
arriving in this country, held that invoices
of products of crude petroleum must be ac-
companied by a United States consular
certificate showing the country where the
petroleum was produced. In the absence
of this certificate the liquidation was to be
suspended, and pending further informa-
tion the rate of duties must be estimated
at the highest rate levied by any country
on such petroleum. Further than this the
department has never taken any action
whatever on the subject of petroleum, and
even in these instances, it will be observed.
the rules laid down apply equally and
without discrimination to 124 countries of
the world.
Upon this statement of facts the officials

are at a great loss to understand how Rus-
sia can feel aggrieved at the government's
action and inaugurate a system of dis-
criminating duties against products of the
United States in consequence. It is hopedthat Secretary Hay will be able to present
the facts so that Russia will rescind her
action and will show that she Is not seekingto be unjust to this country in tariff mat-
ters. The cabinet feels that the admin-
istration has a strong case, and believes
that if Russia is entirely friendly she will
be made to see that her action in this casehas not been such as to call forth the most
friendly feeling in this country.
Opening of the Indian Reservation.
Secretary Hitchcock reported' to the cab-

inet that the decision of the Supreme Court
of the District of Columbia yesterday af-
ternoon dismissing the application of Lone
Wolf and other Indians for an injunction
to restrain the Secretary of the Interior
from opening the Kiowa, Comanche and
Apache reservations to white settlementunder the act of June 6, 1900, removed thelast obstacle to the opening of the reserva-tions .The allotments to the Indians havebeen made under the law, and the Presi-dent's proclamation will soon be issued.The Secretary says that the great body of'the Indians are thoroughily satisfied, andthere are strong Intimations that the legalproceedings instituted were begun by ahandful of Indians led by Lone Wolf atthe instigation of cattlemen.

PLU.ALSmI 1H COVISSIONEES.
Aaoaeemnent Regading Civil Rale

in the Phiiippiaes.
MANILA, June 21.-The announcement

made by the government at Washington
yesterday and cabled here, that civil gov-
ernment will be established in the Philip-
pine Islands July 4, that Judge Wm. H.
Taft will be designated civil governor.
that he will remain at the head of the
Philippine commission, and that the com-
mission will continue, meaning the es-
tablishment of a combination of civil and
military government, is satisfactory to
the members of the Philippine commission.
Under the circumstances they believe It
is politically wise to fulfill the expectations
and aspirations of the natives on the date
promised. providing this is done without
causing liability or a sacrifice of the cus-
toms revenues.

Secretary Root's Annoumeement.
Secretary Root has announced that civil

government will be established in the Phil-
ippine Islands July 4, with Judge William
H. Taft as civil governor, but says he is
not prepared yet to announce any further
details in regard to the proposal govern-
ment. The anniversary of the declaration
of American independence was selected as
the date of the inauguration of the new
civil government in the Philippines on sen-

timental grounds, and it is believed will
prove a hopeful augury of the political
future of the islands. The other members
of the Philippine commission will also be
appointed to responsible offices in the is-
lands, and will serve as an advisory coun-
cil for the governor.
About the same time Gen. Chaffee will

relieve Gen. MacArthur of his duties as
military govern ir and as commander of the
military division of the Philippines. A sort
of dual government will be established,
with the civil and military authorities su-
preme in their respective spheres, and sub-
ject only to the orders of the President of
the United States, acting through the Sec-
retary of War. The President will govern
through his constitutional military author-
ity as commander-in-chief of the army and
navy. The civil governor, however, will be
actually in control of all affairs in the is-
lands not strictly military. It is probable
that the War Department will shortly is-
sue a statement giving the facts in the
matter and explaining the apparent incon-
sistency of a civil government under mil-
itary control.

Casalties in the Philippimee.
Acting Adjutant General Ward received

a cable message today from General Mac-
Arthur announcing some recent casual-
ties among the troops in the Philippines,
as a result of the recent engagement at
Lipa, Luzon. Private John J. Rogers,
Company D, 21st Infantry, died from
wounds received in that action; First Ser-
geant Frank B. Stearns, Company D, 21st
Infantry, was wounded in the leg above
the knee; Sergeant Deibert Gregory was
seriously wounded in the leg, and Ru-
dolph Cork was flghtly wounded in the
thigh. Sergeant Stearns' wound is de-
scribed as moderate.

HOSHI TORU KILLED

Stabbed at Meeting of City Assembly
in Yokohama.

OUTCOME OF POLITICAL TROUBLES
He Was Formerly Minister to This

Country From Japan.

SKETCH (OF HIS CAREER.

YOKOHAMA. June 21.-Hoshi Torm,
who was minister of communications in
the last Ito cabinet, was stabbed today at
a meeting of the city assembly, and died
shortly atterward. Hnshi Toru was Jap-
anese minister at Washington, and was
formerly president of the house. The as-
sassination is supposed to have been due
to politics.

Mr. Hoshi Toru was Japanese minister
to the United States during ld96 and 1UT.
He was born in Japan about fifty 'years

ago, and, while his early education was
acquired in that country, he was sent to

London to study law, and, after taking
his full degrees, became a barrister and
member of the Middle Temple. It was
not his purpose to practice his profession
abroad, however, and he speedily returned
to Japan, where he was a very prominent
figure.

Taste for Pelitles.
Having early developed a taste for poli-

tics, his aggressive methods soon made him
both respected and feared by his political
coaeagues. It was part of the gossip con-
cerning his amignment to this diplomatie
post that some time pre'ioos'he attracted
the friendly notice of Count Itagaki, and
that when the latter became minister of
the Intertior of the Japanese cabinet Mr.
Hoshi Toru was promptly sent to Wash-
ington. Twice during hbi comparativelybrief but active Career In politics he
was thrown in prison as the result
of the changing fortunes of the pe-
litical parties of Japan. but he at all times
exhibited an indomitable spirit and a phil-osophical temperament against which theattacks of his enemies were powerless.

REPORTED SURRENDER OF BOTEA.
Leaden San Says Foreign Obey

Credits the Rumer.
LONDON, June 21.-The Sun this after-

noon again prints the sensational an-
nouncement, which it made June 18, that
Gen. Botha, the Doer commander, after the
receipt of President Kruger's decision not
to concede anything, decided to ignore the
former president of the Transvaal and sur-
render.
The paper also says it is believed at the

British foreign office that the formal act
of surrender has alreadyy occurred.

NR. WRITE WILL NOT RESIGN.

Ambassador to Germany Ometalty De-
nies a Roter.

BERLIN, June 21.-Replying to an in-
quiry regarding a report published in the
United States that he was to resign in
December. United States Ambassador
White wrote personally as follows:
"I am leaving my present house simply

because it has been sold to the government
of Baden, and I em looking for another
house. I have ao intention of resigning.
as has been announced."
The Associated Press can add that Am-

bassador White's family will go. July 1, to
Sassnits, Island of Ruegen, where a fine
villa has been 'nired by the ambassador
until fall. Mr. W~hite has rented apart-
ments in a Berlin hotel, whence he will
make weekly excursions of a day or two
to Sassnits, that place being reached di-
rect, within a few hours. Mr. Whites
furniture is being placed in storage until
autumn.
