Virginia Constitutional Convention's
Sitting Likely to Be Long.

sOE CHANGES WHICH IA! BE MADE

Mr. R. Walton Moore Discusses
the General Plan.

THE PROCEEDINGS TODAY

Specisl From a Staff Correspondent.
RICHMOND, Va., June 22.-Mr. R. Wal-

ton Moore of Fairfax. a member of the
committee to finally revise the constitu-
tion, who has been giving thought and at-
tention to the plan and scope of work of
the convention. in an interview with The
Star correspondent said:
"It is not likely that the convention will

sit so long as the one which assembled in
October. 1W50, and did not finally adjourn
until August, 1551. I think, however, it
bill be in session several months. Public
attention has been largely directed to a
few subjects, which have come to be re-

garded as of paramount importance, but
the prospect is that a multitude of ques-
tions independent of those which relate to
restrictions upon the suffrage and the ap-
portionment of the school fund will de-
mand consideration.
"The number and variety of these ques-

tions is to some extent indicated by the
many ordinances and resolutions which
were introduced Friday immediately after
the appointment of the standing commit-
tees. Every member will advance propo-
sitions. the result of study and observa-
tion. The convention calendar from this
time on will show in what varied lines its
members have been pursuing their investi-
gations.
"The existing constitution, from a busi-

ness point of view. is by no means an up-
to-date instrument. and will assuredly re-
ceive a very thorough overhauling. The
debates on comparatively immaterial mat-
ters that have already taken place are
some indication of the rigid scrutiny and
discussion to which every suggestion pre-
sented will be subjected.

Many Changes Expected.
"When the convention is through with its

work the organic law of the state will prob-
ably wear a very different aspect. All sorts
of amendments are being talked about by
the members of the convention and the
public. Without undertaking to offer any
p, rsonal views. I may mention some fea-
t::res of the existing constitution that may
be amended if the talk which one hears
should materialize.
'The venerable bill of rights which has

not been raterially altered since it came
from the pen of George Mason of Gunston.
in 1%t. except in some particulars by the
underwood convention, will not escape
challenge. It provides for the old-fashion-
.,d common law jury system which involves
the service of twelve men in every case.
Many members of the convention have al-
ready signified their approval of so arrang-
in.c the jury system as to give every per-
son charged with crime the right to elect
to be tried by the judge alone or by a
jury: to dispense with the services of the
jury in trivial cases and to reduce the num-
ber of jurors in all cases.
"Virginians are apparently less fond of

p. litis than in days gone by. judging from
the general expression in favor of curtail-
ing the number of elections. It is urged
that their number should be materially re-
duced; that there is no sufficient reason for
the annual May election, and that a bien-
nial election in November would suffice.
Oslficals iot Elected by the People.
"At this time many Virginia officials are

not elected by the people. The legislature
elects the auditor, treasurer, secretary of
the commonwealth, superintendent of pub-
lic instruction, judges of all the courts and
many others. County school superinten-
dents, and some other officials are appoint-
ed by boards or by the governor. There is
an inclination to make all officers elective,
though doubtless there will be the most ac-
tive opposition to including judges in this
program.
"This inclina'ion is perhaps accelerated

by the prevetrt criticism of what is term-
ed macr :'.e r:e. Men are saying that the
surest ;.reve:trl'e ..f control and domination
by a few Is to trust the people with thechoice of thise who are to serve and rule
them. They say this without regard to theside they take in the gubernatorial contest.
I thors hope that the office of justice of the
xpeaoe. which in the country is one of the
most important to the people. will he sur-roundi..! with something of its ancient dig-nitv ly being made appointive.
-A century ani a half ago, in my owncourty. th* governor of the colony andaft.rward the state governor, appointed thej;Sit.-s " 'n the ecommendation of theI- al court, and the services of the most
d - n men wsr. r'm'ured.

Fonr a 4-mtform, Primaruy Plan.
'in the esttimati'n of many the pending

iamnpaign fo r the governorship mnmination
has shown to an extent beyond any pre-
ti'ius campaign the dlesirab~ility of a uni-
form party primary plan, and they con-
tfted that a man'tate should bie laid on
the legislatuire t', formulate and put in
operation such a plan. There are some,
ti o. who think it might he possible to pro-
vide' fo'r l'nited States senatorial primaries
along the line siuggested by Senator Bur-
rows of Siichigan, and printed in The Star
a few diays age. It will be remembered
that the senatorial primary principle caused
a vigorous tight in the Roanoke demo-e'ratic convention t~our years ago, and tasit will be promulgated subsequently in the
platform of the Miay conference, which
was presided over by Mr. Goode, now
president of the constitutional convention,

"It may be urged that the membership
of the general assembly should be enlarged
or that it might very properly be cut
down; that the sessions should begin after
the holidays instead of in December; that
the opportunity for passing bills without
due deliberation shoiuld be diminished; that
special !egislatio'n. such as granting rail-
road charters, should be forbidden; that
members of the legislature should be inel-
igible for other offices during the period
for which they are elected, and that re-
lieved of many of its present functions the
legislature should be required to devote
itself to business in which the entire public
isg interested.

To. Much Law Making.
"In former times, and no so very far

back, a thin volume sufficed to contain the
the result of a session of legislative work.
N~ow, the biennial volume turned out by
the Virginia general assembly not uncom-
anonly runs up toward 1,000 pages,

"It is asserted that the changes in the
judicial system will be of the most radical
agture. Some leading lawyers in the con-
v'ent ion are convinced that the county and
circuit courts should be abolished and the
district court substituted, with full crimi-
nal and civil jurtidiction, ad without any
courts intermediate between it and the a-
preme court of apoeals.
"The government of cities, towns and

counties in all of its detail. will be debated
and marked alterations are not improbable.
There is a strong and earnest desire to re-
trench expenditures.

q "The homestead exemption will be at-
tacked by those who believe Mta detriment

and burden to the state rather than an

advantage.
"One of the largest and strongest com-

mittees appointed today will consider the
subject of taxation in all of its aspects.
Our constitution now contains the equality
and uniformity provision which has dis-
appeared from the organic laws of many
of the states.
"There will be a strenuous effort to cre-

ate boards of equalization in order to dis-
tribute among the counties and cities more
evenly than now the burdens to govern-
ment.

The Question of the Trusts.
"The trust question will engage atten-

tion. An effort will be made to require
the general assembly to enact a measure

which will substitute a new rule for the
'fellow-servant* doctrine which obtains in
Virginia. This is an issue that has en-

tered into the gubernatorial fight, and I be-
lieve Mr. Montague is committed in favor
of action that will afford greater protection
to the employes of transportation compa-
nies. I do not know that he would advise
a constitutional declaration on the subject.
"Sntlment on the suffrage question does

not seem to have crystallized. It will be ob-
served that several resolutions in regard to
it were introduced yesterday. None-of
them seem to be at all novel. I do not
think any of them go as far as the suffrage
clauses recently adopted in some of the
southern states.
"The question of apportioning the school

fund between the races according to the
racial payment of taxes lost Its strongest
advocate when Mr. Massey of Albermarle
died, just after his nomination to the con-
vention. So far, I have not heard it much
discussed. The chairman of the committee,
which will have charge of tnat and other
questions relating to the educational sys-
tem of the state, is Dr. Mcllwaine, presi-
dent of the Hampden-Sydney College."
Negroes' Memorial to Convention.
In the memorial presented to the consti-

tutional convention by the Negro Business
League there occurs this sentence: "There
are those among your petitioners who have
urged the negro to learn to trust his future
with his southern white neighbor, and when
the supreme test came he would receive
justice at his hands. This is a crucial hour
for those who have thus advised our race,
but we do not believe that our faith in you
will be misplaced."
Delegate Thom of Norfolk, a member of

the committee on suffrage, and the author
of the resolution suggesting the repeal of
the fifteenth amendment to the Constitution
of the United States, makes a statement
which is one answer to this childlike re-

posing of confidence. "1 want the amend-
ment repealed so that we can disfranchise
all the negroes." he says. "No one con-
templates passing an unconstitutional suf-
frage clause in this convention. It will at
best have to be only a partial solution of
the negro problem in politics. I want all
we can get now, and if the fifteenth amend-
ment is repealed, take the balance."
But it is only fair to say that this is an

extreme view, and it would be unsafe to
assume it as the sense of a majority of the
delegates. The public press of Richmond
counsels moderation in dealing with the
suffrage question. While admitting that a
certain class of negroes are unfitted for
suffrage and should be deprived of it, the
newspapers, influential in the state, ad-
monish the convention against wholesale
disfranchisement.
Work upon a suffrage clause will com-

mence in the committee next week. There
is reason to believe that none of the reso-
lutions thus far introduced will form the
basis of action, but that the committee will
start with a property and poll tax qualiti-
cation and build upon that a structure
modified to conform to political necessities.
Next week will be a busy season in com-

mittees, and it is expected that the work
of the convention will get a fair start.

FRANCHISE QUESTION UP.

Republican Member of the Cpnvention
Offers Resolution.

RICHMOND, Va., June 22.-When the

constitutional convention assembled today
Delegate Summers of Washington county,
one of the twelve republicans in the body,
introduced the following suffrage resolu-
tions: "That universal manhood suffrage as
now existing continue as to all electors now
permitted to vote, both white and black,
and the new voter, after the period of two
years, be required to read intelligently the
Declaration of Independence, the bill of
rights, the decalogue and the Lord's pray-
er; and after a period of five years every
new voter shall own in his own right $300,
unincumbered, thus giving the incentive to
education and wealth without infringing on
the inherent rights of the present voter.
"That we, as freemen, rejoice that the

fourteenth and 15th amendments to the
Constitution of the United States exist, and
pray for their continuance, protection and
enforcement. And we would bewail the re-
peal of either as a national calamity, the
beginning of a despotism unbearable by a
free people.
"That the requirement of payment of an

excessive poll tax as a prerequisite to vot-ing is an oppression on the poor white man
and negro, destitute of every principle and
of right, devoid of equity and good con-
science.
"That we deplore with alarm the reso-

lutions of Virginians to rob their fellow
men of citizenship for political ends only."That representation should be appor-tioned and reapportioned in accordance
with the vote cast.
"That a poll tax of fiO cents he the max-

imum tax on an elector owning no prop-
erty. and that the poll tax on an elector
owning property he increased from 50 cents
as other levies in proportion to property,
real and personal, owned by said elector."

Mr. Keesell's Resolution,
Mr. Keezell of Rockingham presented the

following: "That the committee on tax-
ation and finance be instructed to report
such ordinances as will provide a better,
more just and certain system of reaching
the invisible wealth of the state and of
subjecting it to its proper share of the
burdens of taxation.
Delegate Meredith of Richmond, one of

the influential men of the convention, in-
troduced a resolution providing a poll tax
of $3, and stipulating that "No person shall
be entitled to vote at any election unless
he shall be able to read any section of- the
co'nstitution of this state, or unless he shall
have honorably served in the army or navy
of the confederate states at some time,
or unless he shall have served in the army
or navy of the U'nited States in time of war
and honorably discharged."
A flood of resolutions poured into the con-

vention today, covering nearly every sub-
ject likely to come up for consideration
hereafter.
Mr. Moore of Fairfax offered a resolu-

tion providing for the appointment of a
special committee of eleven members to
devise means for reducing the expenses of
the state and local government.
Mr. O'Flaherty of Warren offered a reso-

lution,inviting William Jennings Bryan to
address the convention when he visits
Richmond. As the resolution was read
there were loud murmurs of disapproval
from the delegates.
Mr. O'Flaherty asked immediate consid-

eration of the resolution. By an over-
whelming vote the convention refused to
consider the resolution.
The convention then adjourned until nest

Tuesday. N. 0. M.

AT THE WHITE HOUSE
The President Will Make a Western

Tour Next Year.

THE PENSION CODISSIONERSHIP'

Mrs. Saunders' Vigorous Fight
for a Post Office.

TODAYi'S APPOINTMENTS

The President this morning told ex-Sena-
tor Carter of Montana that he will visit
the northwest and northern Pacific coast
next year. The President's intention is to
complete the itinerary which was abandon-
ed because of the illness of Mrs. McKinley
in San Francisco. Among the states which
were to have been visited by the President
on his recent trip were Washington, Ore-
gon, Idaho, Montana, Wyoming, Utah, Col-
orado Kansas, Missouri and Iowa. Ex-
cept for passing through on the return
trip to Washington. none of the states were
touched. As near as possible all the points
to have been visited on the tour that was
abandoned will be included in the new tour.
The ohief point of interest missed on the
last trip was the Yellowstone National
Park. This is one of the very few places
in the United States that the President
himself has not visited.
The President feels that there was keen

disappointment In the, cities and towns
which were scheduled to be visited in the
west, and he thinks that it is nothing but
fair that the people should finally realize
their expectations. If it is within his pow-
er he will do so.

The Pension Coinminssionership.
Representative Sulloway of New Hamp-

shire was with the President this morning.
It is understood that he told the President
that if a change was to be made in the
pension office the commissionership should
go to James L. Davenport. the present
deputy commissioner. Mr. Sulloway is now
serving his fourth term as a member of
the House, having broken the two-term tra-
dition that has prevailed in New Hamp-
shire for so long. He is a candidate for
re-election.
Regarding the pension commissionership

it is said that the President is not ready
for a change. Unless Mr. Evans resigns
for business reasons there will be no
change until the President finds a position
to which he wants to transfer Mr. Evans.
How long this will be depends on the
President, and no pressure will induce him
to hurry in the matter. As a personal and
political friend of Mr. Evans the Presi-
dent will not desire that Mr. Evans should
resign. He does not intend to sacrifice Mr.
Evans or allow him to sacrifice himself,
and it is his intention to find a better place
for Mr. Evans just as soon as there is an
opening.

Woman Wants Reappointment.
Representative Clayton of Alabama pre-

sented Mrs. Gertrude Saunders to the
President today. Mrs. Saunders is the
postmistress at New Castle, Ky., having
held the position eight years, and came on
here because a few days ago Senator De-
boe saw the President and recommended
the appointment of Dr. J. P. Gray as post-
master at New Castle. Dr. Gray is a den-
tist and qualified for the place, but the
people of New Castle want Mrs. Saunders
retained, and are doing all they can for
her, despite the fact that the republican
county machine is against her. Mrs. Saun-
ders is a widow, with two children. and her
fight has won her many friends here.
Among them are some of the prominent
officials of the Post Office Department. At
the White House, too, she has influential
friends. If Senator Deboe continues to op-
pose her appointment she will have difficult
work to remain unless the President inter-
feres, as he sometimes does.

New York Post Offces.
Senator Platt of New York saw the Pres-

ident today regarding the New York and
Buffalo post offices. Senator Platt has rec-

ommended the reappointment of Postmaster
Van Cott in New York. The postmaster
at Buffalo died some time ago and Fred
Greiner is recommended to succeed him.
Mr. Greiner is generally indorsed by Buf-
falo renublicans.
Representatives , Richardson,' Brownlow

and Gibson of Tennessee and Ex-Senator
Thurston were among the President's vis-
itors.

John M. Barnes of Georgia to be
rr~arshal for the southern district of Geor-
gia, Nathan V. Harlan of Nebraska to be
United States attorney for the district of
Nebraska, Division No. 3.

President Commute. Sentences.
The President commuted two sentences

today. James Maness, who was convicted
in western North Carolina, October 2, 1900.
of illicit distilling, and was sentenced to
one year in the Tennessee penitentiary, re-
aeives a commutation which releases him
from prison at once. Hi. family is in as
destitute condition.
Will Jenkins, serving five years for steal-

ing a horse in the Indian territosy, had his
sentence commuted so that his term will
expire June 25. Jenkins has served over
three years and was in jail eleven months
before his triaL.

Cyrus Leiana'a Visitor.
Cyrus Leland, pensIon agent for the dis-

trict of Kansas, which includes Kansas,
Colorado. Missouri and Oklahoma, had a
conference with the President today. Mr.
Leland went for a walk with the President
in the White House grounds. It has been
reported recently that Senator Burton is
after Mr. Leland's scalp, because Mr. Le-
land supported ex-Senator Baker for re-
election against Mr. Burton. It is doubtful
whether the President will agree to the re-
moval, even if it is true that Senator Bur-
ton wants a change. Mr. Leland has been
one of the President's friends and support-
ers for many years, and for more than
thirty years has been the republican na-
tional committeemfan from Kansas. A sug-
gestion has been made that the President
may bring Mr. Leland here and make him
commissioner of pensions and give the va-
cancy in Kansas to either ex-Representa-
tive Peters or ex-Repri~aentative Blue. Mr.
Leland and his friends take the position
that the Kansas position does nlt belong
in the list that ought to be controlled by
Senator Burton.

THIRTEEN BODIMS FOUND

VICTIMS OF THE EXPLOSION IN PAT-

Awful Holeeaust Fo~ewed the Bu

Scenes Witnessed.

PATERSON, N. J., June 22.-Gangs of
men worked all night azul today searching
for bodies in the ruins of the building in
Main street which was destroyed by fire
yesterday after- an explosion of fireworks
in the store of A. M. Rittenburg. Up to 11
a.m. today thirteen bodies and the head of
another had been taken from the ruins.
The bodies recovered today are those of
Mrs. Annie Lannigan. Mrs. Annie Fente-
man and Jos. Elvin, two. months old, whose
mother's head was found ,last -evening.
The store was on the ground floor of a

tenement building. Tle cause of the ex-

plosion is not known, sad the property loss
will not exceed $35,000.
The bodies of L. Schulman of Brooklyn,

N. Y., and Mrs. Simon, the mother-in-law
of Rittenberg, were found later in the day.
This makes the known fatalities sixteen.
The firemen while digging in the ruins

of the cellar beneath Rittenberg's store
found a quantity of dypamite torpedoes,
and the police and fire oficials are of the
opinion that the explosion and fire resulted
from the bursting of a torpedo of this
kind.
Following is a list of the. victims whose

bodies were recovered last night: Mrs.
Lucinda Adamson; Mrs. Charles Williams,
burned while trying to, fescue husband;
Charles Williams, helpless crIpple, unable
to leave bed; Harold Rittenburg, ten
months, child of the keeper of the fire-
works store; Willie Elsasser, six weeks
old, mother kept baker shop; Mrs. Bert
Bamber, whose husband is in hospital;
Bamber, six months old; Mrs. Andrew El-
vin, head only found, trunk missing; Mrs.
Ann Burns; Clarence Burns, six years old,
found clasped in his mother's arms; Mrs.
Annie Lanigan; Mrs. Mary Duffy.
The missing: Joseph Elvin, two weeks

old, mother's head found; Mrs. Ann Fente-
man; two nephews of Mrs. Lannigan,
whose body has been found; Mrs. Mary
Elsasser, kept baker shop, child's body
found.
The injured: Mr. J. Jessup, bruised

about the head and body and burned about
head; Mrs. J. Jessup, bruised and burned
about body; I. Barmber, head and face
burned; George Soder, head severely cut;
Nicholas Hillman, cut on khead; Fireman
Edward Slingman, injured by falling wall;
Mr. and Mrs. John McGlone, burned about
faces and bodies.
A number of' people received minor in-

juries, but went to their homes.
The explosion occurred shortly after noon,

and many of the occupants of the building
were out at dinner. The building in which
the explosion occurred was a frame tene-
ment. four stories high, with stores on the
ground floor. The middle store was occu-
pied by Rittenburg. Te. families occupied
flats in the building.
So great was the force of the explosion

that a boy playing in the street half a
block away was lifted from his feet and
hurled against an iron fence. One of his
legs was broken. A trolley car was direct-
ly in front of the building when the explo-
sion occurred, The burst of -dame blown
out into the street scorcb94 the sides of
the car and singed the hadr of the pas-
sengers.
A number of those fps were on the up-

per floors of the bull us hen the explo-
sion took place were f either stunned and
then burned to death or fquhd escape cut
off and were Suffocated. Alter the first ex-
plosion there were a series of smaller ones,
and then came a second big explosion,
which was muffled and deadened and prob-
ably occurred in the cellar.
Every window seemed to be emitting

flame within a minute after the first ex-
plosion. A woman, her clothing on fire,
leaped out of one of the windows and fell
to the yard below. Her dead body was
dragged out of reach of the flames, but the
flesh was roasted and dropping from the
bones. She proved to be Mrs. Williams.
Her husband 3^a a cripple, and the wife
Is supposed to have rem .ined longer than
she could with safety in an effort to save
him. He was found burned to a crisp on
his bed.
Some of the occupants of the rooms drop-

ped from the windows and were bruised;others hung from the windows until the
firemen came, and twenty persons were
taken down in this way through the fire
and smoke by the fireln , while others
dropped into life nets. Rittenburg will
probably be arrested pending an investiga-tion.

Following the order issued yesterday
making Judge Taft civil governor of the
Philippines, orders have been issued mak-
ing some changes relative to the military
establishments there of considerable im-
portance. The miliaary authorities have been
directed to vacate the Ayuntamiento, the
large public building which was erected out
of the municipal funds of Manila for gov-
ernmental purposes. This will be occupied
by the civil officers in the Philippines. The
Palace of Malacayan, heretofore occupied
as headquarters for Generals Otis and Mac-
Arthur, has also been ordered vacated by
the military authorities, and will be occu-
pied by Governor Taft. Malaoayan was
always the headquarters of the Spanish
captains general when they were in com-
mand of the Philippines, and the natives
of the island have come to regard it as the
headquarters or seat of government. The
Estada Mayo, another large public build-
ing; is to be the military headquarters, and
will be occupied by General Chaffee when
he assumes command.
Another order has been issued making

General Chaffee military governor, and as-
signing him to the command of the military
forces in the Philippines, in accordance
with the executive order issued by the
President today, giving the military gov-
ernor supreme jurisdiction in all districts
where the insurrection still prevails. Gen-
eral Chaffee will relieve General MacArthur
on the 4th of July, the date of the inaugura-
tion of the new civil government, and Gen-
eral MacArthur will leave for the United
States soon thereafter. All of these crders,
including the order issued by the President
yesterday, appointing Judge Taft civil gov-
ernor of the Philippines, have been cabled
to Manila.
Judge Taft's commission was signed by

the President several days ago, and is be-
ing taken to the Philippines by Adjutant
General Corbin, who will deliver it person-
ally to the civil governor.

The President's Order.
The President's order establishing a form

of civil government in the Philippines is as
follows:
"On and after the 4th day of July, 1901,

until it shall be otherwise ordered, the pres-
ident of the Philippine commission will ex-
ercise the exxecutive authority in all civil
affairs in the government of the Phil-
ippine Islands heretofore exercised in
such affairs by the military governor
of the Philippines, and to that end the
Hon. William 11. Taft, president of
the said commission, is he'eby appointed
civil governor of the Philippine Islands.
Such executive authority will be eircised
under, and in conformity to the instruc-
tions to the Phillippinecommissioners, dated
April 7, 1900, and subject to the approval
and control of the Secretary of War of the
United States. The municipaland provisional
civil governments, which have been, or shall
hereafter be established in said islands,
and all persons performing duties apper-
taining to the offices of civil government
in said islands, will, in respect of such du-
ties, report to the said civil governor.
"The power to appoint civil officers, here-

tofore vested in the Philippine commission
or in the military governor, will be exer-
cised by the civil governor, with the ad-
vice and consent of the commission.
"The military governor of the Philippines

is hereby relieved from the performance,
on and after the said 4th of July, of the
civil duties hereinbefore described, but his
authority will continue to be exercised as
heretofore in those districts in which in-
surrection against the authority of the
United States continues to exist, or in
which public order is not sufficiently re-
stored to enable provincial civil govern-
ments to be estaolished under the instruc-
tions to the commission, dated April 7.
1100."

Manuacturers and Retail Druggists

Form a Compaect.
CHICAGO, June 22.-The Chronicle says:

Out of negotiations now pending between
members of the National Retail Druggists'
Association and manufacturers of patent
medicines may come an agreement which
will result In a deathblow to the cut-rate
drug business. Officers of the Retail Drug-
gists' Association and manufacturers have
held several conferences in Chicago, New
York and Detroit lately, and terms of
agreement between the two interests have
been practically decided upon. It is ex-
pected that the formal announcement of a
pact will be made within a few days.Under the terms manufacturers will name
a price at which their drugs are to be sold.and in case any dealers should sell belowthis stipulated sum they agree to refuseto sell another bill of goods to the firmbreaking the agreement. The practice ofselling goods to cutters indirectly througha second party is also to cease.

ENGLAND'S HEIR PRESUMPTIVE.
Public Already Begins to Manifest In-

terest In Prince Edward.
LONDON, June 22.-The British public is

only just beginning to look upon little
Prince Edward, the seventh anniversary of
whose birth occurs tomorrow, in the light
of the future king. The importance of his
place in the machine of state is somewhat
magnified by the absence of his father.
According to present plans, Prince Edward
will be a sailor, going upon the training
ship Britannia in a few years. His present
education consists of a few short daily les-

The king Is said to be stronglyopposed to "stuffing" children with too
much knowledge. His recollection is keen
of how unpleasant it was to be a "walkingdictionary" at twenty.
A story is going the rounds of youngPrince Edward's precociousness. At a ju-venile party, in the presence of the Duke ofCornwall, ^he was given toys of wood, forwhich he solemnly thanked his playmateswith old-fashioned expression, whereuponthe Duke of Cornwall exclaimed, -"The lit-tle wretch, he speaks better than I do,'which Is not far wrong, for the Duke ofCornwall is notoriously nervous and -unfit-ted for public speaking.

MAD MULLAH ROUTED.
Falls in With Main British Peree With

Disaster.
ADEN, June 22.-The Mad Mullah, after

the recent repulse by Captain MacNeill of
his attack upon the British Zareba, acci-
dentally encountered the main British
mounted force, which immediately attack-
ed and routed him.

AT WORK ON TREATY
British Cabinet Leisurely Considering

the Nicarauguan Matter.

LORD PADICEFOTE II THE (XIICIL

No Disposition to Abrogate the

Clayton-Butwer Treaty,
EXCEPT FOR QUID PRO QUO

LONDON, June 22.-In a tentative, easy-
going sort of way the cabinet has begun
to consider the Nicaragua treaty matter.
Lord Pauncefote has explained many
things to Lord Lansdowne, the foreign sec-
retary, and the latter is once mote grap-
pling the problem. It is needless to say
that the foreign office has no intention of
hur ying, and 'In the course of a mouth or
so' it may come to a decision. This will
take the form of instructions to Lord
Pauncefote, who will return to the United
States. These instructions will probably
not be officially communicated to the State
Department until Congress shall convene
or the attitude of the Senate in the matter
shall be definitely known.
Lord Pauncefote will probably be per-

mttted to interpret his Instructions pretty
broadly, and they show signs of being
elastic enough to provide for any contin-
gency except a direct refusal on the part of
the Senate to recognise the validity of the
Clayton-Bulwer treaty. Lord Lansdowne
is as persistent as ever on this point, and.
however willing he may be to abrogate it,
he will vigorously maintain the potentiality
of the Clayton-Bulwer treaty until such
time as both signatories shall have agreed
to its abrogation.

Views of as OelaL
A high official. In the course of conversa-

tion with a representative of the Asso-
ciated Press, said:
"Americans seem to think we are trying

to delay the construction of the canal, but
this is entirely wrong. We are just as
anxious as are they to see It completed.
and are willing to do almost anything to
further that end, but we do not want to see
a treaty we made in good faith torn up
like a piece of waste paper, and we still
consider that we are entitled to some quid
pro quo for the relinquishment of our
treaty rights,"
A recent special cable dispatch, announc-

ing that the Nicaragua matter had been
practically settled and that Lord Paunce-
fote, in consequence, would not return to
the United States, caused much amuse-
ment. It is utterly unfounded. On the
highest authority the Associated Press is
able to state that Lord Pauncefote will
remain ambassador to the United States
for the rest of his days, or as long as he
cares to retain the position.

READING. Pa., June 2U.-The strike of
employee of the RaDding nmway shops,
which was begun yesterday noon, hy not
spread to any Of the other departments in
this city, and they are working as usual
today.

Early next
week 1,500 men may go out in addition to
2,000 Reading Iron Company workers, who
went on strike several weeks ago and are
now locked out.

REPAIR IROPMEN STRIKE.

PHILADELPHIA, June 22.-The force of
the Reading repair shops at Nicetown, a
suburb of this city, are on strike. More
than 200 men are idle. They presented
their demands to the superintendent two
weeks ago, and, receiving no reply, they
decided to quit work.

the same pay they are now getting $2.20
per day; that the shops be heated in the
winter time; that monthly passes be given
all employes who ask for them instead of
one pass In three months, as now; time
and a half for overtime and double time
for Sunday and holiday work, and work-
men's organizations to be recognized by the
company.
