ORIOLES MAY SUFFER.

Belief at Headquariers That Baltimore
Mnany Be Ousted From League.

A special from Chicago says that the re-
fusal of John McGraw to let Hughey Jen-
nings play at Philadelphia may be the en-
tering wedge which will put Baltimore out
of the American League circuit next year,
according to rumors here. President John-
son of the American League refuses to dis-
cuss future plans, but the way which
things have turned out {8 not pleasing to
the American League executive, to say the
least.

“I had feared that Jennings would go to
the National League right alonf." sald
President Johnson last night. *I cannot
see what McGraw can be thinking about,
trying to antagonize the Interest of the
league. No single club is bigger than the
league, and harmony has been a most val-
uable asset.

“There hag at no time been any dlagg;l-
tion one the part of myself or any y
else in the American League to take an
unfair advantage of McGraw or the Balt-
more club, but the laws of the league must
be obeyed, regardless of whom It hits, Me-
Graw should have glven In and not tried
to strengthen the oppositlon, which he did
in letting Jennings go over to the Natlonal
League.

“The way it has turned out certainly
does not strengthen McGraw's team, and
his actions may make it possible for the
opposition to say that harmony does not
prevall In our ranks. However, you can
rest assured the same policy that has ob-
talned in the past will hold In the future.”

Those on the inside positively assert that
McGraw must mend hls ways or there will
be trouble for him. It is already noised
about that plans are belng made for the
league to go into two other cities. Bt.
Louis and Clncinnati have been mentioned
in the west and Brooklyn and New York
in the east. It is clalmed that Freedman
Is willlng to sell out In New York now,
since he has galned his end and trampled
upon the laws of the National League to
his satisfaction. It s stated on good au-
thority that capitalists have already been
gelected for the New York end of the deal.
