The valiuables
thus sold were probably passed over the
walls of the city to the eunuchs' confed-
erates outside. One beautifully carved ta-
ble, which was seen in the Forbidden City
only two weeks ago, has been sold by a
eunuchs for 600 taels. No valuables of any
amnd have been taken out of the city
through the gates; these are guarded by
American and Japanese troops.

It Is estimated that the cost of repairing
the palace. independent of the valuable
works of art which are missing, will reach
250.000 taels.
Members of the staff of LI Hung Oha~ng

and Prince Ching say that great anxiety
Is felt regarding the whereabouts . and
safety of a l-arge quantity of gold that was
buried In the Forbidden City. Certain
eunuchs, who knew the secret of the loca-
tion of this treasure, have disappeared.
These staff members further say that LI
Hung Chang and Prince Ching have held a
long consultation on this subejct. Both LU
and Ching deny officially that they have
any fear or anxiety concerning this treas-
ure, and say they are certain that the for-
eign troops guarding It Insure Its safety.
To European friends of iong standing, how-
ever, LI Hung Chang and Ching have ex-
pressed themselves freely, and In a dif-
ferent strain.

FLOODS ABOUT PITTWSBURG.

Many Deaths by Drowning and
Lightning.

A dispatch from Pittsburg, Pa., yester-
day, says: The storm which broke over Al-
leghany county on Saturday afternoon car-
ried with it deaths by drowning and deaths
by electric shock, floods that caused much
damage, and wind that created terror and
havoc. Every part of the county suffered.
The storm broke about 2:30 o'clock, after
darkness had gradually been settling down
for half an hour. The day until then h~ad
been a beautiful one, The rain was very
heavy, the wind strong, and often the
lightning seemed to be playing right o', er-
head.

with even more destruction. The town and
valley have suffered thousands of dollars'
worth of damage. At East Pittsburg the
Westinghouse plant. which extends for
nearly a mile parallel with the hill, was
submerged again today with six feet of wa-
ter on the lower floor, which left three fcet
of mud when it receded. More than 400
street car motors are apparently destrjyed,
and the loss to Westinghousp, it is believed,
will reach $5i00,000.
