AT THE WHITE HOUSE

Mothing of Importance Discussed by
the Cabinet.

MAXIMUM AGE FOR LETTER CARRIERS

Senator Proctor's Experience With
a Big Buck Moose.

TODAY’S APPOINTMENTS

All the members of the cabinet were at-
tired in light-weight garments when they
assembled at the White House for the reg-
ular meeting today. The session developed
nothing of importance. The eclvll service
commission and Postmaster General Smith
have been discussing the advisability of
modifying the age limits that are anplied
to applieants for clerkships and letter car-
riers’ positions in the post offices of the
United States. Under the present regula-
tions & man who is over forty years of age
cannot be employed as a letter earrier, and
the minimum age varies, twenty-one years
being the rule in the majority of cases. As
to clerks the minimum has been eighteen,
and no maximum has obtained. The civil
service commission recommended that a
maximum of forty yvears and a minimum of
efghteen be applied to both letter carriers
and clerks, but the Postmaster Generai and
cabinet agreed that forty years was (o0
young to cut a man off from a position and
80 forty-five years was agreed upon. With
this change, the President will issue an or-
der making the modifications suggest o,
Senator Proctor's Experience With a

Moose.

Senator Proctor ealled on the President
this morning in regard to matters In which
Vermont constituents are Interested. Until
he came to Washington last week Senator
Proctor had spent some time on the St.
John's river fishing for salmon. A fort-
night agoe there was a freeze where the
sepator and his party were staying and lce
formed freely in buckets.

Senator Proctor had no unusual experi-
ences with salmon or other fish, but he did
have a peculfar experience with a big buck
mecose. The senator and his party were on
thelr way in cances down the St. John's
river, thelr destination being the railroad
station, where they were to take tralns.
“Between the two good sized towns of An-
dover and Perth, N B.," said Senator Proc-
tor, “"we were Informed by Indians on the
river bank that a blg buck moose was In
the river several miles below, and that the
people from both of the towns and all the
surrounding country were on the banks
watching the antmal. It is needless to say
that those canoes made fast time to where
the moose was. When we got there we
found the moose swimming wildly around
afraid to attempt a landing on elther bank
because of the people. As It is against the
law to kill a moose we concluded to drive
the animal to shore and let him get back
to the haunts from which he had strayed.
We drove him to shore in front of our
canoes geveral tlmes, but each time he
would become frightened and jump back
into the water. One time the anlmal came
near getting Into a suction of logs, where
h> would have been erushed, We succeeded
at last In getting the moose ashore where
he had a clear field for a run. He made
a Egreat run, too. The people of Andover
and Perth were so interested that all the
schools turned out ta let the children see
what was golng on. The moose had evi-
dently straved out of his accustomed run
and found himself In a bad dilemma."

HIS LIFE CRUSHED OUT

PETER A. SMITH THE VICTIM OF

HORRIBLE ACCIDENT.

Head Caught Between Tweoe Electrie
Cars—Denth Believed to Have

Been Instantaneous,

A white man, whose name was ascer-
tained to be Peter A. Smith, .and who re-
sided at Fort Reno, Tenleytown, was al-
most instantly Kkilled last evening about
9:35 o'clock on 32d street, just north of
Prospect avenue, his head being crushed
between two cars of the Georgetown and
Tenleytown eleetric railroad, going in op-
posite directions. He was picked up shortly
after the accident and removed to the side-
walk in front of Clements' undertaking
establishment, and later to O'Donnell’s drug
store, corner of #2d and M streets. Al-
though life was evidently extinct, the un-
fortunate man was taken to the George-
town University Hospltal, where an ex-
amination revealed the f_ac.t that death was
practically instantaneous.

Up to this time the identity of the man
wis unknown. In searching his pockets a
plece of envelope was found on which the
name "A. Smith”’ was deciphered, and by
this means the full name was disclosed.
The dead wagon removed the body to the
morgue at the sixth police precinct, where
an autopsy will be held by LCoroner Nevitt.

S8mith, who was a carpenter by trade,
boarded car 1305, which left 324 and M
streets a minute or so before the accident
for Tenleytown. There were a number of
other passengers in the car. While round-
ing the curve between Prospect avenue
and N street n south-bound ecar, 1504, came
into sight. The man was seated on the
west slde of the ear, partly leaning out,
and his head was caught, as stated. The
space between the two passing cars is less
than =six inches. The man's body was
pulled between the two cars, and ufter the
pasgage of the southbound car the body
was thrown across the rails just traversed
by the car.

The examination at the hospital, when
the body was brought to the institution,
showed that death was directly the result
of a crushed skull, and the physician In
charge announced that the man never
knew what hurt him after the accideat.

Trainmen In Charge.

Car 1505, on which Smith was a passen-
ger, was iIn charge of Milton Green, con-
ductor, and Jalen Burrows, motorman. Car
154, which struck the man, was in charge
of Woody R. Jones, con®uctor, and Charles
Harding, motorman. It is’ stated that
neither of the two could be hlamed for the
accident, though the raflroad was censured
for having the tracks so clofe together as
to make riding so dangerous.

A Star reporter secured an interview with
one of the passengers im the car who was
seated directly in front of Smith. He sald
that when he entered the car he noticed a
man, plainly dressed, about fifty years of
age, who was sitting in a rear seat, with
his arm resting on a brass rail, and one
hand against the wooden upright. When
just above Prospect aveniye he heard the
conductor of the car ask the passengers to
tike in their arms and heads. Several
people responded immegdiately to the call
of the conductor. x )

“The next thing I remember,” continued
the gentleman.'‘was hesﬂnﬂmethlngstrlk-
Ing against the upri , of the south-bound
Ccar, a summer car. & hamd of the man
behind me struck me on the back and later
his foot also struck me. The south-bound
car had struck him about the center of the
foréarm and pulled him over. His head
struck three or four of the uprights, and
then became wedged between the ones fol-
lowing. A horrible crunching sound fol-
lowed that was sglckening to hear. I sup-
pose the head of the man struck every up-
right post In the other car, leaving a trall
of blood and hair matted on portlons of the
posts. When the Iron bap at the end of the
car was struck it seemed to whirl the body
around, and It fell across the track, face
downward, with the head to the west. 1
hastened out and was the first to pick the
man up. An employe of the road, with
some Inseription on his cap, assisted me In
carrying the man to the curb, and later to
the drug store. No pulse could be felt,
though I applied my ear and heard a faint
pulsation of the heart, which w‘as very
weak and finally ceased altogether.”

Story of Another Eye-Witness.

Another passenger, who was seated with
the same gentleman, stated to a Btar re-
porter that he heard the sound when the
head was caught between the cars, and it
reminded him of the breaking of a num-
ber of windows, he having heard a similar
sound when the tongue of A heavy express
wagon ripped out half the windows of a
closed car In front of his place of business.
Seeing that the man was badly injured he
immediately telephoned for the police pa-
trol wagon.

The stories of several passengers corrob-
orate the testimony of these two gentle-
men., The last quoted one stated that his
arm was resting on the rall, and when he
heard the conductor's warning he imme-
diately withdrew It, thanking the condue-
tor for his admonition, which came just in
time. The man behind him evidently did
not comprehend the warning In time to
avall himself of it.

The street at the place where the accl-
dent occurred is narrow, and the cars now
operated are sald to be too wide for the
tracks. At some points on the thorough-
fare It Is sald to he Impossible for two
cars to pass, and at other places, where
passage Is permissible, there is but two to
glx Inches of space between the two heavy
CONVEYances.

THEIR BEHAVIOR COMMENDED.

Coolness and Bravery of the Force a
Mare Island Navy Yard. »

Acting Becretary Hackett has addressed
a letter to the commandant of the navy
vard, Mare Island, Cal.,, commending the
conduct of the otficers and enlisted men of
that yard on the occaslon of the recent ex-
plosion. The text of the letter s as fol-

lows:

“On the 6th of June last a magazine at
Mare Island, together with a'large quantity
of smokeless and brown powder, was de-
stroyed. A board convened to investigate
the cause of the disaster %nd to report
upon the same has concluded its labors.

*“The circumstanecs of the loss of this
magazine were unusual. The occaslon was
attended, as may well be imagined, with
what threatened to he & cause of death and
great destruction of property. It called for
prompt and courageous efforts.

““The department is highfy gratified to
learn that officers, marines and others at-
tached to the station layed at this try-
ing moment courage, abili and perfect
coolness. In a word, the havior of all
concerned was admirable.

“It s most gratifying to the department
to have the opportunity, it now does,
heartily to thank yourself and each of the
officers and marines and men who did thelr
duty in the premises.

COMING OF GOMEZ

Statement Given Out in New York
Today.

THE POLITICAL SITUATION IN CUBA

Will Call on President McKinley

and Secretary Root.

GRATEFUL TO AMERICA

NEW YORK, Tuly 2.—General Maximo

Gomez gave out Lhe following statement
today:

“In response to the request of the press
for me to make o statement in regard to
Cuba, all I have to say is that the accep-
tance of the Plait amendment by the Cu-
ban constitutional convention has already
defined the political situation of Cuba, and
as the Cubans are all anxlous to establish
self-government they are all working to-
ward this end. There is not one who does
not desire to see the flag float free, a flag
which represents so much suffering and
80 many sacrifices for freedom's sake. The
whole world has known this for many
Vears.

“The sole object of my visit has been my
great desire to embrace my old, true and
loyal friend, Mr. Tomas Estrada Palma,
whom I have not been able to see since
peace was established, and, of course. to
pay a visit to President McKinley, to
whom we Cubans owe so much, and also
Lo pay my respects to Secretary Root.

'“This is not my first visit to this eity,
of which T have many pleasant and also
sad recollections, for I have once silently
and unknown trod the thoroughfares of a
free country with the only ardent hope of
helping to break the chains that enslaved
Cuba. Today everything is changed. On
again setting foot in this free land 1T feel
happy, for in every American I see a
friend, who, having shed his blood side by
side with us for freedom, has earned our
eternal gratitude and established the mu-
tual obligation between the two peoples to
malintain the peace and independence of the
Island of Cuba.

“(Signed) M. GOMEZ."

General Gomez will in all probability re-
turn to this eity from Washington tomor-
row, and wlil remain here until Saturday,
when he will sall for Cuba.

PRESENTATION OF CLAIMS.

When the Government Will Not Sap-
port Demands of Cltizens.

The Department of State has ded ‘ned to
prosecute the claim of Charles 8. Allen,
an American, against the government of
Mexico. This Is one of many such claims
preferred by American citizens which the
State Department has declined to coun-
tenance, although the Impresslon prevails
that nearly every clalm Is sanctioned by
this government. Most careful inquirics
are made Into the facts In each case, and
only a small proportion of really merltori-
ous clalms are adjudged worthy of prose-
cution by the State Department.

: The department’s view is set out as fol-

oOwWS:

““The glst of the complaint is that Mr.
Allen was arrested for working on a street
in the town of Ensenada In repairing a
broken water pipe without permit of the
munlcipality. The result of the judiclal
proceedings had was a final discharge by
the superfor court of the City of Mexico.
The claimant asks damages for his im-
prisonment.

“In cases of thig nature the right to dip-
lomatlc Intervention does not exist without
showing that there has been a denial of
justice. Precisely the contrary appears
from the showing made by the claimant,
slnce 1t appears that as the result of the
Judieial proceedings and by the decision of
the superlor court the claimant was abso-
lutely set at liberty. It follows, therefore,
that the government of the Unlted Btates
Is unable to entertain the claim.

“It not Infrequently happens that in the
TUnited Btates wrongs are committed by
way of malicious prosecution and false im-
prisonment. The most that could be said,
if that much could be said in thls case, Is
that Mr. Allen has been subjected to false
Imprigonment or mallelous prosecution. In
both countries ample remedies are afforded
before the local tribunals for the redress of
such grievances, and the rule of inter-
national law is well settled that diplo-
matie Intervention does not lie In such
cases until all ordinary remedies which are
afforded by the local laws have been ex-
hausted.” .

ISTHMIAN CANAL REPORT.

Admiral Walker, Chairman of the
Commission, Explains Delay.
Admiral Walker, chalrman of the insular
canal commiseion, sald today. concerning
the reports of delay In completing the re-
port of the commission that there were only
two things interferilng with satisfactory
progress—firat, the lack of draughtsmen to
complete the maps, and, second, the re-
arrangement of estimates on certain
branches of the work, due to new data
brought by the last party which arrived
from Central America. It Is not antiecl-
pated, however, that thesé causes of delay
will operate very long, and the members
of the commission are hopeful that the rc-
port can be completed within the present

month.

In other quarters It i3 stated that present
negotiations are going on with a view to
learning how far the government of Cilom-
bia will allow the United SBtates to exercise
police power and maintain peace and order
along the route of the canal while work Is
under way.

It is the general view that this police
power should extend over a zone about
twelve miles wide, and as a zone of this
width would include the cities of Panama
on the Atlantic side and Colen on the Pa-
cific side, some importance has been given
to the inquiry concerning the police powers
to be excrcised by the United States. Of-
ficials familiar with the matter say that the
inquiry does not Invelve any question of
American political sovereignty over the
zone, but simply the exercise of sufficient
police power to keep the turbulent element
within bounds. As from 20,000 to 25.000
persons will be employed on the ecanal
work, it iz held to be of importance to de-
termine how they and their following of
disorderly characters can be held in check.
Thus far the views of tfe Colombian gov-
ernment have not been made kno on
these points, and they are understood to be
under econsideration at Bogota. Members
of the commission say, however, that they

are prepared to report without reference to
such questions, which pertain chiefly to the
political branch of the subject,

ACTIVITY AT THE NAVY YARDS,

Nearly 85,000,000 Available for Re-
pairs to Naval Vessels.

The beginning of the fiscal year is being
marked with reneswed activity at the va-
rious mavy yands and stations, Nearly
3,000,000 for the repatr of warships became
available yesterday. There is considerable
work of this character to be done, and
plans have been nade for work at the va-
ricus navy vards, involving expenditures
at the rate of nearly a million dollars a
month. Owing to the lack of avallable
funds the navy vards have been compara-
tively idle for several weeks past and the
large appropriations for the current year
are to be utilized at once. The current
appropriations aggregate two million dol-
lurs more than those for last year and are
greater than for many years past.

Orders have been fissued to the com-
mandants of all the navy vards, directing
the employment of the maximum working
forces, and that repair work is to expe-
dited as much as possible. There are sev-
eral vessels under repair which it is de-
sired to put into commission to replace
others reported 10 be in need of repairs.
Considerable work of this kind will be re-
quired in the cases of vessels ordered home
from the Philippines and Chinese statlons.
Oy'ing to the fact that the Mare Island
(California) navy vard is already taxed to
its utmost capacity, it has been deemed ex-
pedient to send some of the vessels of the
Aslatic station to the Norfolk and Boston
navy vards for repairs. The Boston vard
has been revived as a repair station to
all classes of warships. Admiral Dewey's
flagship Olympia, which is undergoing re-
pairs at that yard, will be placed in com-
mission by the last of August, and it is
expected that the cruiser San Franciscn,
belng repaired at Norfolk, will be put in
commission about the same time.

MUST GIVE ALL THEIR TIME.

Rural Free Dellvery Carriers Cannot
Engage In Other Business.

Buperintendent of Free Delivery Machen
will shortly issue an order prohibiting all
carriers of rural free delivery malil in the
United States from engaging in any other
business while performing their regular du-
ties as such carriers. Complaints have re-
cently been received at the department
stating that many rural free delivery car-
riers In different sections of the country
have been making it a practice of deliver-
ing or selling goods along their mall routes
furnished by grocery and liquor men, who
evidently have readily percelved the ad-
vantage of reaching rural customers by

meang of the mail man. It Is said that
the carriers In some instances became go
industrious in attending to this incidental
business that they soon began to neglect
thelr regular duties. Recently the depart-
ment informed carriers that they might de-
liver and carry packages for persons living
along their mail routes, but this proposi-
tlon never contemplated such a wholesale
scale of business which In some cases the
carriers have been engaging in. Mr, Ma-
chen Is determined to put an end to the
practice,

QUARTERS FOR ARTILLERYMEN.

The Quartermaster's Department Pre-
paring to Spend £1,000,000,

The quartermaster's department of the
army has completed arrangements for the
expenditure of £1,000,000 for quarters and
barracks for men of the Coast Artillery.
These buildings are to be erected at fortifi-
cations that have already been constructed
or are now in course of construction. The
last army appropriation bill provided £3,-
000,000 for quarters and barracks and nec-
essary buildings at army posts, and this is
the first allotment of that sum. The build-
ings are to be constructed at the following-
named points: Fort Willlams, Fort Preble
and Great Diamond Island, Maine; Fort
Foster, Portsmouth, N, H.; Forts Warren,
Heath and Andrews, Boston harbor, Mass.:
Fort Rodman, New Bedford, Mass.; Fort
Wright, Long Island sound; Fort Totten,

Willett's Point; Fort Wadsworth, New York |

harbor; Fort Howard, Baltimore; Fort
Washington, on the Potomac river near
Washington; Fort Monroe, Virginia; Fort
Caswell, North Carolina; Sulllvan's Island,
Charleston, 8. C.; Fort Morgan, Moblle,
Ala. Quarters and barracks for from one
to four companles are to be constructed at
these points, except at Fort Monroe, where
seven or eight companles are to be ac-
commodated.

As soon as the land can be acquired, pro-
Jects for buildings at Forts Worden and
Casey on Puget sound will be prepared.
Plans have also been made for the con-
struction of additional buildings at Spo-
kane, Wash.; Fort D. A. Russell, Wyom-
ing: Fort Meade, South Dakota; Fort Mao-
Kenzle, Wyoming, and Fort Lincoln, North
Dakota.

'STRIKERS ARE QUIET
No Exciting Developments in Steel
Workers’ Strike at Pittsburg,

REAL STRUGGLE MAY BEGIN SOON

Both Sides Waiting and Watching

for Developments.

STRIKE FUND BEING RAISED
PITTSBURG. Pa.. July 2—The second

day of the strike of the sheet steel and
steel hoop workers of the Amalgamated
Assoclation opened withowt interesting or
exciting features. It was evident that
neither slde anticipated early developments,
as there was no unusual activity about the
combine offices and the wtmost qulet pre-
valled at the headquarters of the workers.
As President Shaffer remarked, the condil-
tlons of the present strike were pecullar
and no declded results were expected for
ten days or two weeks, By that time the
manufacturers, having all necessary repalrs
at their mills completed, would be anxious
to resume operations. The struggle would
then begin In earnest.

The bellef is quite general, however, that
the real test will nt come until the close
of the hot weather and the general resump-
tion of business in the early fall, and in the
meantime 1t s thought that the conflicting

Interests will see thelr way clear to recede
from the present positions,
Preparing for Long Struggle.

That Presldent Shaffer of the Amalga-
mated Assoclation s preparing for the
rainy day which may come Iif the strike is
prolonged Indefinitely 1s evident from the
circular mailed to the assoclation lodges
today.

The circular directs the lodges to lay as-
sessments upon their members, the money
to be.used for the relief of such members
of the assoclation as might be out of
work. The money collected by these as-
sessments of the lodges will be forwarded
to Pittsburg, where it will be placed in
the general fund of the association. The
latter has for years been creating a strike
fund, systematically and methodically.
This fund is sald now to amount to be-
tween FO0L000 and $00,000,

The combine officials do not appear to be
worrying over the situatlon, and say they
do not recognize a conditlon of a strike as
yvet. Some of the officers Intimate that
there may be a renewal of negotiations at
any time and a settlement effected. In out-
side ecircles the belief is growing that the
strike will be called off before it gets
fairly well under way.

MNutslde the combine plants there I= little
apprehension over the situation. Among
the Independent companies in Plttsburg
who have closed down, but who are ready
to sign, are: Zug & Co., limited, will sign;
the Pitteburg Forge and Iron Company,
who are satisfied to grant the men's de-
mands; A. M. Byers & Co. of the South
Side, at present closed for repairs, but
ready to sign the scale whenever the com-
mittee walts upon them, and Brown & Co.,
who are closed for repairs.

Smrprise for Strikers.

The announcement today that the sheet
combination had cut prices occasioned sur-
prise, as it is known that all the mills have
been busy and many orders remaln unfilled,
The heaviest cut is on No. 25, the standard
gauge, which is reduced from $.35 per 100
pounds to $3.10. The lighter gauges have
been cut in prices from $1 to 58 a ton. The
move puzzled the Amalgamated officlals,
and President Shaffer sald: "It has been
done merely for the purpose of having an
effect on the independent sheet manufac-
turers who have signed our geale.”

The advisory board of the Amalgamated
Association has not yet been called to
meet to consider the shtuation, but a meet-
ing will be held soon If the American Bheet
Steel Company shows no disposition to re-
open negotlations. President Shaffer says
the call for another conference will not
come from the Amalgamated Assoclation,
as the ultimatum of that organization was
glven at the last conference.
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TRAGEDY IN ICE CREAM PARLOR.

Young Man Shot While Trying to Re-
cover Woman's Umbrella.

CHICAGO, July 2 —While attempting to
recover an umbrelila and purse belonging
to a voung woman, who was a stranger to
him, Wiiliam J. Harris was shot and fatally
wounded last night by Michaelo Varlos, a
Greek. As his victim fell to the floor Var-
los dropped his revolver and fled, pursued
by a number of men who had seen the
shooting. He has 2ot been captured.

The affray occurred In an ice cream
parlor, in which Varlos is a waliter. Half
an hour before ihe shooting Varlos had
quarreled with a woman and her escort,
who had entered the place. A tight fol-
lowed between the men, during which Var-
los was struck over the head with an um-
brella by the woman. 8he then ran out of

the door, leaving the umbrelia and her
purse behind. )
Just outside the door she met Harris,

who inquired the cause of her excitement.
She told him and he offered to return and
secure the umbrella and the purse, Enter-
ing the store he demanded the return of
the woman's property. Varlog told him to
step to the rear of the store and he would
hand him the articles. The Greek then
walked behind a counter and, drawing a
revolver from a drawer, deliberately fired
it three times at Harris, Two bullets en-
tered the breast snd one the sabdomen.
